The Catalogue Committee, in acknowledging the ver}^ efficient work of the Catalogue

Staff, desires to record the regret with which it accepted the resignation of the Director,

Dr. Herbert M'^Leod, F.R.S., in November 1915, after a severe serious illness of several

months which made a return to active work impossible. Dr. M'Leod has been offered and

has accepted the position of Honorary Director of the work with which he has been actively

associated for fourteen years, and in which his persistent zeal, unfailing courtesy, organizing

skill, and scrupulous accuracy have been invaluable. Other changes in the Catalogue Staff

have been brought about by other causes. The special funds originally placed at the

disposal of the Committee by the late Dr. Ludwig Mond and other generous friends of the

undertaking were practically exhausted by the end of 1914, and in 1915 the preliminary

stages of compiling and arranging the slips of entries were completed. These circumstances

compelled a reduction in the Staff of Assistants, both Senior and Junior. Miss Bremner,

who had been associated with the undertaking since 1894, and whose experience and

knowledge had been of great value to the Director, retired, in April 1914, to well-earned

rest when the completion of the work was in sight. Miss Hanbury left at the end of

February of the same year. In August 1915 the Staff was further reduced by the departure



ot Miss Mary Kaitliy, Miss Harkiiess, Miss Ricliaids, and Miss Seymour, and in January of

Miss (Joode. The members of the Staff, upon whom now devolves the task of the final

stage of editingf the remaininj,' slips for the press and of prouf-reading, are Miss Vagner,

Miss Barnard, and Miss ('hapnian. The Coniniittfo gratcfidly acknowledges the zeal and

ability alike of those assistants who have ceased to belong to the Staff and of those that

remain to cany out the final stages of the undertaking.

The Committee desires also to put on record its indebtedness to the Syndics of the

Cambridge University Press, who have (.'ontinued, in spite of the inevitable difficulties

experienced throughout the period of war, to carry forward the onerous task which they

have freely accepted of the printing and publication of the Catalogue. Though the rate of

printing the sheets has necessarily been largely reduced, owing to the depletion of their

staff, the Press has continued the work without intermission to the present date, and

without abatement of efficiency or of care. It was with great regret that the Committee

recently heard of the decease of Mr. John Clay, M.A., who as University Printer had been

from the first closely associated with the production <if tliis final series of the Catalogue.
