DAISIES THAT FIT
FLORISTS' NEEDS

Selection of the daisy as the official floiver of the American Legion has

increased interest in a flower long recognized as exceedingly useful by many
florists. Directions for its proper cidture are here given by one who grows

daisies twelve months in the year for the Chicago market.

OR many flower lovers the
daisy holds a place pre-

eminent as a flower that
virtually thrusts its cheer-
fulness at the beholder.
Many flowers are more
beautiful, more grand and
even more artistic, but
none radiates such cheer-
fulness, none lends itself

to more artistic application in the
various ways that flowers are used.
The selection of the daisy as the of-

ficial flower of the American Legion has
placed it in somewhat more prominence
than it has enjoyed heretofore. But
the daisy will glory in the limelight; it

is like the optimist, who persists in

spreading his optimism to all who will

listen.

I do not know why the American
Legion selected the daisy as the official

flower, but I hardly think a more fitting

flower could have been
selected. It is a flower

that can be had at any
time of the year. There
are many varieties of

daisies and many other

flowers that can be
used as fitting substi-

tutes if necessary. The
keeping qualities of al-

most all daisies are

excellent. In the fol-

lowing paragraphs, I

shall endeavor to give
cultural directions for

growing greenhouse
varieties of daisies for

cut flower purposes.

Iieading Varieties.

For white, I have
grown three varieties:

Chicago White, intro-

duced by A. E. Hunt,
of Evanston, 111., and
also his Improved
White Daisy; these two
white daisies can be
had in flower practical-

ly the year around.
Mrs. Sander I have
grown to bring into
heavy crop for Moth-
ers' day and Memorial
day.

Daisies of the first

two varieties, planted
in December or Janu-
ary, 14x16 inches, will

make a good crop of
flowers by the end of
April or the first part
of May and will con-
tinue blooming freely

thereafter. When the real hot weather
sets in, the flowers become small, but
great numbers can be picked for trim-
ming in funeral work; or, where a small
flower can be used, they come in handy
for the florist who retails his own prod-
uct. They would not be worth shipping
to wholesale markets at that time of
the year.

Summer Rest.

About the middle of July we stop
watering, but keep them well syringed.
For five or six weeks they get no water
except what will drop down from
syringing. After this period of rest, we
water regularly again, and the plants
break out anew. The flowers gradually
get larger and the stems longer. We
carry these plants through the winter,
cutting flowers right along, and after a

heavy spring crop throw them out and
plant young stock.

In growing Mrs. Sander for Mothers'
day and Memorial day, we plant in De-
cember or January, 14x16 inches. About
April 1 the benches are full of vigorous
shoots, but they are rather brittle or

soft; &o we keep water off the roots for
fifteen or twenty days, only spraying
lightly over the foliage occasionally.

The plants will wither every bright day,
but this tends to harden them and set

the bud. After the first heavy watering
thereafter, the buds jump, and should
be had by Mothers' day, running from
then to Memorial day.
The Boston Yellow daisy I grow the

same as Chicago White and Hunt's Im-
proved White.
The blue daisy, a dainty little flower,

gTows quite differently from the white
and yellow varieties. Whereas the white
and yellow grow to a height of three,

four or five feet, the
blue daisy will not
grow over eighteen
inches in height. We
take cuttings early in
spring and have them
established in 3-inch

pots by the first part
of July, when we plant
them in the bench,
ten inches apart in the
row and in rows twelve
inches apart. These
plants come into bloom
about November 1 and
continue until July 1.

When we cut the
flower, we cut the stem
away down and make
the plants break from
the bottom.

Propagating.

The white and yellow
varieties are prone to

sport, and great care

must be taken to select

euttings only from
plants that are vigor-

ous and throw a large
number of flowers.

With medium sharp
sand and a little bot-

tom heat, one can root
practically 100 per
cent. To root in the
summer, we make a
frame, place in it

about four inches of
hot manure, two inches
of sifted ashes and
three inches of sand,
cover with sashes and
^hade the glass.
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We use a clay loam, not too rich witli

manure, mixing in about ten per cent
of finely sifted ashes and fifty pounds of
bone meal to 200 cubic feet of soil. We
mulch the plants with rotted stable
manure, once in the spring and once in

the fall. >^

For the •white and yellow daisies we
run a wire between the rows and on the
outside, crossing with string—the same
as with carnations. We put up four or
five tiers, as we need them, each ten
inches apart. The blue daisy we give
one tier about five inches above the
ground.
The worst enemies of the daisy are

the green aphis and thrips. For green
aphis we fumigate with nicotine extract,
and for thrips we spray with Paris green
solution. The latter is composed of one
level teaspoonful of Paris green, one-
half pound of brown sugar and one
gallon of water. Apply with fine spray,
and go over the plaiits rapidly. If
sprayed heavily the Paris green will
burn the foliage.

The best temperature for daisies is

45 to 50 degrees. Give them plenty of
air and plant them in a light house.

IMPORTS UNDER QUARANTINE.

Maxlatt Ma^es Report.

Quarantine No. 37, restricting the
entry of foreign plants and plant prod-
ucts for propagation, had been in force
for two years at the end of the govern-
ment's fiscal year, June 30, 1921. In his
report to the Secretary of Agriculture,
C. L. Marlatt, chairman of the Federal

Horticultural Board, notes the importa-

tions made during the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1921. la addition to the un-

limited commercial entry of certain

classes of plants and bulbs which is per-

mitted under Quarantine 37, he calls at-

tention to the fact that "it is perhaps

now generally understood that provision

is also made under regulation 14 of this

quarantine for the importation of all

other plants whatsoever in quantities

suflJcient to meet any legitimate intro-

duction needs; in other words, for the

purpose of keeping the country sup-

plied with any new variety or any neces-

sary propagating stock." For such pur-

jioses 622 permits were issued during the

fiscal year and importations had been
made under 429 of these permits. The
nature and amount of these importa-
tions are indicated in the following
table:

DAIRY HERDS SUPPLY MANURE.

Truck growers and greenhouse men
in the eastern states are finding it in-

creasingly diflacult to secure a supply of

stable manure and some growers have

adopted the practice of keeping a small

herd of cows or other stock for the pur-

pose of supplying manure and as a

means of utilizing surplus or waste ma-

terial. The problem of maintaining soil

fertility under present conditions was
discussed at the recent meeting of the

Vegetable Growers' Association of

America, at Albany, N. Y., and it was
the opinion of the vegetable growers

and state and federal workers present

that the practice of keeping live stock

is to be strongly recommended in sec-

tions where this can be done profitably.

The head of the vegetable garden de-

partment of the Massachusetts Agricul-

tural College reported thus: "A study

of the census shows that the decrease

in horses in Massachusetts from 1910

to 1920 is such that 13,000 fewer acres

can now be furnished with twenty tons

of stable manure per acre than in 1920.

To offset this loss in plant food, which
was formerly obtained from stable ma-
nure, will require the expenditure of

between $1,200,000 and $1,400,000, Even
then we lack that all-important effect

of the inoculated organic matter con-

tained in manure, for which no equally
efficient substitute has been found."
While this disregards the cost of the

manure formerly used to supply the
plant food, it is probable that it was
much less than the cost of the fertilizer

now purchased. This problem is not
confined to any one state, but, with a
few local exceptions, is being felt

throughout the territory in which vege-
table crops are grown for the markets.
At the Lexington, Mass., field station,

which is conducted under the direction
of the State College of Agriculture and
Experiment Station, what are termed
"manure economy investigations" are
being conducted. In these tests the
use of stable manure in moderate quan-
tities is being supplemented by commer-
cial fertilizers, soil-building crops, crop
rotations, and other means of maintain-
ing soil fertility. These tests have been
under way for about three years and are
already giving marked results, as indi-
cated by tho yield of crops grown upon
the land.

Growers of canning crops, such as
peas and sweet corn, have for years past
followed the practice of utilizing the
vines, fodder and other waste in the
form of silage for the feeding of sheep,
beef cattle, or dairy cows, this prac-
tice supplying them with large quan-
tities of manure. Eenewed attention is

now being directed to this practice and
in sections where the European corn
borer has made its appearance many
growers have found it desirable to erect
silos for the utilization of the surplus
material, feeding this to their stock,
thereby securing manure for their crops
and also largely controlling the corn
borer.

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READY FOR BIG SHOW
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CLEVELAND'S PREPARATIONS.

The Public Auditorium.

The Cleveland Public Auditorium will

be ready in ample time for the fifth

national flower show, to be held March
25 to April 1, 1922. The architect's
drawing, reproduced on this page, shows
how it will look when completed. If
cleared out, it could be used at once.
This building has been the outstanding
trouble in all the flower show plans of
the Cleveland florists, principally be-
cause of the vexatious delays, some of
which were due to the war, many others
to labor troubles of various sorts and
some to the changes which were made in
the early plans. Eecently a rumor was
started that the acoustics of the build-
ing were defective. About 1,000 people,
among whom was the writer, attended a
public test, or rehearsal, in the audi-
torium to see what truth there was in
the rumors, and so far as the trial went
everyone expressed himself as satis-

fied. The scaffolding had not been re-

moved from the side walls, but by the
time of the flower show it looks as
though things would be in such shape
that we need not worry. Two big shows
are scheduled to be held there before
the big flower show; the American
Building Exposition is to open February
15 and the grocers are to liokl a food
show, opening March 7. Naturally, if

these shows take place, the interior will
be in better shape for us. Most of the
concrete interior work is finislied; tlie

staging is almost all down. The magnifi-
cent organ is ready for installing at
once when the building is in shape.

Magnificent Building.

The auditorium has been planned so

as to be supplied with licat by tlie

Electric Illuminating Co. at a cost of

$40,000 per annum, but the company
would not guarantee heat sufficient to

heat it in all weathers, so an auxiliary

boiler is being installed at an additional

cost of $10,539. The building, as it

stands now, has cost over $6,303,000 and
it will cost $2,000,000 more when the
small halls are added to the two ends of

the main building. By the latest figures

it will cost over $8,000,000 completed,
and it is expected to cost $500 per day
to maintain, or $185,000 per year.

The seating capacity is 14,000. The
entire building will be 213x590 feet. Tlie

stage is 55x104 feet. A $100,000 organ
is to occupy a space on the left side of

this stage. On three sides of the main
auditorium a stone balcony, eleven feet

from the floor, extends over the main
hall. In the center of the ceiling a
large skylight, seventy-eight feet from
the floor, provides light, and an indirect

lighting system is also furnished.
The basement, where the trade dis-

play will be held, will be furnished witli

comfort rooms.
The columns supporting the balcony

are placed twenty feet apart and each
carries water, electric lights and heat-
ing units, so that sufficient water and
extra lights can be obtained con-
veniently.
The entire exhibition space available

throughout the building is 142,000
square feet. This gives a much larger
space available for exhibits than any
flower show ever attempted yet in

America, if not in the world.

Entries for Gardens.

There was a meeting called by A. D.
Taylor, chairman of the interior decora-
tton committee, at the Hollondcn hotel,

December 28, at 3 p. m., of ;ill the en-

trants for the garden prizes. He desired

to correlate the; different exhibits into

a "j)icturc of the whole" at the show.
He thought that the whole idea of the
flower show was to educate the people,
and he worked wholly on that idea. He
tried to get a line on where each garden
was to be placed and also to formulate
some rules to govern certain features;
for instance, the maximum height of the
shrubbery, the placing and kind of
statuary, the design and quality of the
exhibits. There was one important
change made in the four 1,000-foot

gardens. Now these spaces competing
for the $5,000 offered by the Society of
American Florists stand: Entry 1: The
School Gardens of Cleveland. Entry 2:

The Cleveland Garden Club, collaborat-

ing with the Shaker Heights Garden
Club. Entry 3: Walter Cook, Inc. Entry
4 lias been changed from the J. M.
Gasser Co. to John Merkel, of Mentor,
O. F. C. W. Brown, manager of the
.1. M. Gasser Co., entered instead two
gardens in the spaces covering 500
square feet, one a rose garden and the
other a bulb garden. Other entries in

this class are the Daisy Hill Farm, of

which Paul Bakofen is manager; A. C.

Fox, the Friedley Co., Carl Hagenburger,
of Mentor, and the Heepe Co., of Mace-
donia.

Besides these entries, A. L. Miller, of

Jamaica, N. Y., will arrange a space of

500 square feet on a non-competitive

basis. Thomas Roland, of Nahant,
Mass., expects to bring his wonderful

collection of acacias to Cleveland. It

is estimated that they will occupy about

1,000 square feet of space.

There has so far been only one entry

in the class for gardens covering 200

s(]uaro feet of space. This entry is made
by the Lakewood Garden Club, but no
doubt there will be others. A. S. Bus-

WASHINGTON, D. C.

New Year's Business.

The revival of the presidential Xew
Year's reception was responsible for the
sale of a large quantity of flowers for
personal adornment.

Human emotions can be
touched in the same manner. Certain
colors ex]iress a definite state of feeling:

The Vegetable Growers' Association,

in its annual convention at Albany re-
cently, passed a resolution which was
forwarded to Congress, asking that the
cost of the free seeds distribution,
which amounted to about $360,000, be
put in seeds for the families of the Rus-
sian famine districts to use for the
planting of their crops. Whether any-
thing will be done along these lines is a
question, but it is a worthy and excel-
lent recommendation, as the Russians

SECRETARY SUMS UP YEAR.

Fifth National Flower Show.

For the information of members, the

secretary is pleased to make a few com-
ments on the work of the S. A. F. dur-

ing the year just closed.

First, I should make mention of the

arrangements completed for the fifth

national flower show, which is to be
held at Cleveland, O., March 25 to April

1. As all our members know, the pro-

motion of this show has engaged the
attention of the national flower show
committee and the officers of the so-

ciety since the postponement of the

proposed St. Louis show, in 1918. It

was unfortunate that conditions made
this postponement necessary, but every-

body knows that the world was in tur-

moil at that time, and the committee
acted wisely in abandoning a project

which, promised, if not a complete fail-

ure, a setback to its plans for holding
national flower shows.

Other conditions becoming manifest,
the committee, wisely, we believe, ac-

cepted the invitations of Cleveland in-

terests to hold the next show in that
city, and while the matter of housing a

show is a most serious proposition, the
city itself solved the problem by offer-

ing its new, grand municipal auditor-

ium, expected to be ready by January
1, for purposes of the show, and the
offer was accepted.

Matters then became mere detail,

and the chairman of the committee,
George Asmus. of Chicago, set things

agoing, with the result that there is a'

most effieient •rganizntion at work per-

fecting the arrangements for the show,
and it may be said at this time that all

that is wanted is the gate receipts to

make this the banner show in the history

of our society. All criticism of pre-

vious shows has been carefully consid-

ered, and the staging of the show to

come will be something to surprise our

keenest enthusiasts.

The society is grateful indeed to the

loyal body of members who practically

underwrite the society's liabilities in

the, show—those who have joined in a
guarantee fund, which now amounts to

$26,647. It was necessary to close this

fund on a certain date, but notwith-
standing this limit, many guarantees
were received which, through courtesy,
the committee felt obliged to accept.
A large number of special premiums

have been gratefully received by the
committee, and offers in this respect
are still coming in. The base of the
premium' list was, of course, assumed by
the committee, and the premium list

value en this January 1 is equiralent to

$25,000.
A splendid support from the supply

trade and those interested in auxiliaries
to the practice of horticulture is to be
reported. The reservations made in the
trade section amount to date to $12,500,
covering about fifty exhibitors, and
this showing will, naturally, be in-

creased as the show period draws near.
The final schedule of premiums is

now engaging the attention of the com-
mittee and will be published shortly.

All that the committee now needs is

the stanch support of those who can

oxhiliit. This support need not, neces-

sarily, apply to large exhibits. A few
])lants well grown, such as to show that
an ordinary florist -is in sympathy with
his profession, will help materially to

make up a show whose greatest claim is

excellence. And here, again, it should
be pointed out that all the benefit com-
ing from an exhibit is not to be found in

the premium list. Every florist who can
grow quality stock and who will ex-

hibit, gets his measure of praise in the
impression which the aggregation of
exhibits make. The public enthuses
easily over what is seen at a show like

this, and it should be borne in mind
that the effect of the fifth national
flower show is not at all local.

National Publicity Campaign.

The national publicity committee feels

that it is opening the first year of the
new campaign of four years under most
auspicious circumstances. Everybody
in the trade is agreed upon the fact that
the slogan, "Say It with Flowers," has
worked materially to the advantage of
our industry and that its perpetuation
is highly necessary; consequently, the
response to our society's appeal for
funds to continue the slogan's popular-
ity for a further period of four years

is most gratifying. The committee ap-

preciates the support already forthcom-
ing, which amounts to $35,000 for 1922.

This amount includes unpaid .pledges

from 1921. The amount will, of course,

grow in the next few months; in fact,

the committee is banking upon a total

of not less than $100,000, and this is

considered small indeed as covering an
industry in which over 20,000 are en-

gaged. It might be pointed out, hoyir-

ever, that an early subscriber is the

more heartily welcomed, because he, in

a way, makes magazine space deter-

minable at a time when the committee's
contracting resources are most vital to

the campaign.
JTa a matter of information to the

society's members, as well as to all flo-

rists who are not within the society's
membership fold, it may be stated here
that not one penny of the society's
funds has been diverted to this cam-
paign. The subscriptions have all come
from florists without thought of organ-
ization. The society, it is true, has ad-
vanced funds to the committee to enable
it to make advertising contracts pend-
ing collection of subscriptions un-
der pledges accepted, but returns have
always been made. The fund is collect-

able either through direct personal sub-
scriptions or through allied associations
whose object is cooperation with the
society 's publicity committee.

Membership.

The society entered the thirty-eighth
year of its existence January 1, and its

course has always been onward. With
a small membership at the beginning,
it now carries on its membership roll

about 4,000 members actively engaged
in the florists' industry; about 1,600 of
these are life members. In addition to
the society's own activities, its recently
acquired membership in the Chamber of
Commerce of the United States of
America insures for the trade a just
recognition of the importance of the
florists' industry in the affairs of the
nation.

In spite of the many overtures made
by the society to florists in various sec-
tions of the country, it is realized that
our membership as noted is all too small
for an industry embracing over 20,000
establishments. It is a good thought
for all those now holding aloof from our
organization to make the year 1922
propitious to them, by taking out a
membership, the cost of which is only
$5 per year for dues. Why not be a
real florist, and stand for all your busi-
ness does for you?
Our thirty-eighth convention will be

held at Kansas City, Mo., August 15 to
17, next. It is expected that this will
be a record-breaking convention and
Kansas City will be the Mecca of all

florists who have their trade interests
at heart, and, incidentally, would like to
fr.atcrnise with others in their chosen
profession, exchange ideas and relate
experiences, all of which is good.

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LATE CHRYSANTHEMUMS.
IMcase advise nie what are the best

and latest varieties of pink and yellow
conmiercial chrysanthemums to grow.

D. F. C—111.

The chrysanthemums mostly grown in

the east for the latest pink are Pink
Chadwick and E. A. Seidewitz and to

these has ])een added, this year, Thanks-
giving Pink.

In yellow, Yellow Chadwick is about

the only variety, except the one known
as Golden Mistletoe. This is an orange

variety of Mistletoe, which is white, as

is also Golden Chadwick, a sport of the

original CHiadwick, which is blush white.

These are primarily commercial varieties

in large flowers.

If you want a splendid Thanksgiving
to Christmas pompon, the variety Christ-

mas Gold, which is still being grown by
the (Charles H. Totty Co. and has proved

itself one of the most profitable chrys-

anthemums this firm has ever handled,

is to be considered.

Another good variety in a pink pom-

pon would be Western Beauty, the last

rtowers of which were cut for the mar-

ket last week. C. H. T.

MUMS DECREASE IN VITALITY.

Last season our mums were weak and

thin of stem, so that many of the stems

were not able to hold the flowers, which

were not large. This season we mixed
sixteen per cent acid rock with the soil,

and now find some improvement, but not

80 much as there should be. We should

like to find out whether or not we should

try to increase the nitrogen, phosphoric

acid or potash content of the soil. We
change the soil each year, taking ordi-

nary clay loam and mixing manure with

it a few months before it is put into the

houses. We shall appreciate any infor-

mation you may have to offer in order

to alleviate our difficulty. B. H.— Va.

In answer to the above inquiry, it

would seem tliat there is something rad-

ically wrong with the treatment which
these plants receive or with the plants

themselves, as the soil is changed each

year. While it is true that plants need
considerable nitrogen, phosphoric acid

and potash, the trouble would seem to be

more with the stock, since you state that

the flowers are getting smaller and
weaker in growth each y<'ar. The trou-

ble often, in a ease of this kind, turns

out to lie that the stock has been grown
too warm and jiractically forced, which
accounts for the lack of vitality in the

plants. The chrysanthemum is a hardy
plant and will stand cold witli impunity.

We jilant a batch of stock out in the

field for propagating stock for the fol-

lowing year and never use cuttings from
plants that have flowered in the house.

Ry tills moans the vigor of our stock is

'maiTitaiiied and diseases, midge and

pests of all kinds do not get a chance

to get started in the stock. Where
plants grow year after year in the same
soil, they naturally will grow weak and

spindly, but where the soil is clianged

each year and fertilized properly, there

is no reason for ]ioor growth.
I would suggest that next year you

procure new stock from some reliable

Slower. See the stock, if at all possi-

ble, before purchasing, and know ex-

actly what you are buying; jierhaps you
will have better results.

It is possible that sthe plants have
been growing too closfe^ together, and
there are many things (Kmcerning the
growing of these plants, or^ which, of

course, we are entirely ignorant. Per-

haps you would like to write again, and
be more specific in regard to your grow-
ing methods. In this event we could be
of more assistance to you. C. H. T.

were cleaned up well at all times.

Callas, as yet, have not amounted to

much, but what few are seen are good
and go well. Sweet peas are only fair

and come in small bunches. Pussy wil-

lows were almost used up during the
holidays, but there are still a few,
which are cleaned up well.

August Baumer, who for eighteen
years has conducted a flower store at
320 West Chestnut street, has moved to

436 South Fifth avemie, into a larger
and better store. Although the store is

not finished in every detail, there is no
doubt that it will be one of the
best-equipped and most up-to-date dis-

There is a large
room where stock can be attractively
displayed and the show windows will be
tempting. There is plenty of space and
Mr. Baumer expects the increased facil-

ities to stimulate business.

ODGN LETTEa&y^ DEADED6
LABELING POTTED PLANTS.

The subject of labeling potted plants
is one that should be taken up by the
Society of American Florists. There
should be one universal way of labeling
plants which are placed in benches side
by side, so that any boy or man who has
learned to set different varieties of
plants, which are properly labeled, will
not be handicapped when going from
one range to another. For instance, a
man works at one range for ten years
and learns the methods of labeling
plants in use at this range thoroughly
and then goes to some other range to
work; here he finds, to his consterna-
tion, that another method of labeling is

being used, and that he must learn all

over again. In the learning process he
will make many mistakes, which ar^
costly to all concerned.

It must be recognized that the human
being is, all in all, a piece of mechanical
machinery and that certain mechanical
and specific attainments make him more
serviceable and valuable in that specific

line which he is following. By changing
that work which has become second na-

ture to him, a handicap is placed upon
him; whereas, if there were one uni-

versal way of doing a certain kind of

work", like labeling plants, he would
know at once that the way he was doing

the work was the correct way, having
learned this method at the outset.

In reading a book, everyone reads
from left to right; we all know that this
is an accepted rule, and, in fact, this
is the only way the book can be read.
So it is with the setting of our labels,
and if there is no set rule at the present
time which governs the method of label-
ing potted plants, then horticulturists
should adopt one for the sake of con-
venience if for no other reason.
At our range we begin at the left end

of the bench, setting the plants from
the inboard side and working toward
the outboard side across the bench and
to the right, with each variety. Where
one variety ends, set the label of the
next variety in the first pot of that va-
riety and continue on throughout to the
end. Now, it may so happen at times
that it is found necessary to set plants
from right to left. For instance, in
adding a few or many plants to a va-
riety which is already on the bench,
making it one whole variety, set the
plants exactly opposite to the way they
were set in the former case, or set from
the outboard side toward the inboard
and to the left of the bench instead of
from the inboard side and to the right.
Always place the labels so that they can
be read from the inboard side.

Unrooted carnation cuttings have
been shipped by us as far as England,
with good success. It might be possible
to ship them as far as Germany, al-

though it takes fully a week longer. The
loss probably would be quite heavy.
Wrap the cuttings in heavy, waxed
paper and do not use moss.

STAMPING OUT FAIRY RING.

I am sending you a branch and a
bloom of my carnation plants, which are
infected with a disease that is new to

me. I have never come in contact with
this disease before, and I have been
growing carnations for fifteen years.

Can you tell me what it is? Until I

hear from you I will keep the plants on
the dry side and spray them with Pyrox.

Your carnations are affected with
fairy ring. You will notice the round
spots, with a distinct ring around the
edge. This is one of the worst spot
diseases known and you will need to go
after it strongly in order to stamp it out.

First cut out all the most badly affected

shoots, picking off all the spotted
leaves possible. Then spray the plants
with Bordeaux mixture and keep them
sprayed until the disease disappears.
Paint one of the steam pipes with a

lime and sulphur solution of equal pro-

portions, mixed with water. Clean up
any rubbish that may have accumulated

Enchantress Supreme shows these red
spots. This is, however, no fault of
vouis and vou can do nothing to prevent
it.

Harrie B. McOullough.

Harrie B. McCullough, president of

the seed firm of J. M. McCullough 's

Sons Co., Cincinnati, O., died suddenly
of paralysis January 3 at 3 a. m. Mr.
McCullough had been in poor health for

more than two years, but was able to be
at his office a few hours each day. He
was at his desk December 31 and wished
his employees a "Happy New Year."

H. B. McCullough was the grandson
of the founder of the corporation he
headed. J. M. McCullough entered the

seed business at Cincinnati in 1838. His
two sons, Albert and J. Charles, who
succeeded him, were widely known fig-

ures in the seed trade. The latter, with-
drawing from the corporation, estab-
lished a separate firm. Albert, the
father of Harrie B. McCullough, was the
only man ever elected twice to the presi-

dency of the American Seed Trade Asso-
ciation. At his death, in 1916, his son
succeeded hini as president of the J. M.
McCullough 's Sons Co., having previous-
ly acted as secretary and treasurer.

Mr. McCullough was a constant at-

tendant at conventions of the A. S. T. A.
He was prominent in local business cir-

cles and a member of a number of lead-
ing clubs.

Henry L. Phelps.

Stricken with paralysis December 22,
Henry L. Phelps, of Springfield, 111.,

died the following Sunday. In June of
1919 Mr. Phelps had been struck by an
automobile, from which he suffered a
broken hip.

During the Civil
war he assisted in the manufacture of
ammunition. He was a member of the
old Springfield Zouaves.

Funeral services were held at the
home of his daughter and interment was
made in Oak Ridge cemetery. Surviv-
ing are his widow, Sadie Little Phelps;
two brothers. Charles C. Phelps, of
Green B.ay, Wis., and Will W. Phelps, of
San Pedro, Cal.; one sister, Mrs. Louise
Smith, of Bloomington: one daughter,
Mrs. George J. Kable, 417 West Mon-
roe street, Springfield, and his grand-
daughter, Mary Edith Kable.

She was the wife of the well known
florist, Henry Fenker, and assisted him
in his work.

.The Market.

The New Year's business in the cut
flower market was nothing to boast of;

in fact, was not really better than that
generally described as of a good Satur-
day. The supply during the week fol-

lowing Christmas was light, and the de-

mand just about active enough to absorb
receipts. The market conditions^, Tues-
day, January 3, were anything but excit-

ing; business was light, even with the
supply at a point much below normal,
due to a few days of low temperatures.
For the first time this season a few ship-

ments arrived in a frozen state, although
the thermometer has not yet touched
zere.

A few chrysanthemums are still com-
ing in, but do not invite sales, partly on
account of the late season for them and
partly owing to quality, which is low
indeed.
Bulbous stock is arriving freely.

Paper White, Soleil d'Or and Trumpet
narcissi, but the asking price, 75 cents
per bunch of one dozen flowers, is not
often obtained, sales at 50 to 60 cents
being about the mark for most clear-

ances.

The rose cut is light, but not at all

insufficient, and quoted prices of last
week are maintained. The supply of
American Beauty is small, and the de-
mand for this variety is also small.

Hybrid teas are not overplentiful and
clean out well because they are just
about in proportion to the demand.
The orchid supply has lessened, but ar-

rivals are not moved easily and top
prices are lower than they were last
week, .$125 per hundred being the mark
for cattleyas, a few hybrids bringing
$150 to $200. Cypripediums are in good
supply, but clearances are hard to eflTect.

White lilies are in fairly good supply,
with sales hardly suflScient to clear ar-

rivals. Lily of the valley is over-
abundant, and much stock is left over
each day, although prices are unchanged.

Carnations are plentiful and do fairly
well, considering conditions. The top
price of last week, $12 per hundred, is

well maintained, and thgre is no com-
plaint as to clearances. ,There is, how-
ever, a preponderance of 'whites, which
makes concessions in pri«e necessary at
times.

Violets are not particiitarly abundant,
but arrivals move slowly. They are af-

fected somewhat by increased arrivals
of sweet peas.
The supply of miscellaneous flowers has

fallen off a little, although there is still

plenty of variety in the list of items
available. Iris tingitana is the principal
among the higher-priced subjects, with
strelitzia closely following. Pansieg,
wallflowers, calendulas, callas, cornflow-
ers, rubrum lilies, daisies, jnyosotis,

primroses, tulips and stevia make up
about the rest of the list.

structions regarding them.

OUB PLEASING BUSINESS.
The public looks upon the work of

the florist as one of the attractive oc-

cupations, one of those, perhaps, which
furnish a part of their own reward. In
a recent display editorial the Chicago
Tribune said:

There Is nothing lunoble about comiiieice. On
the contrary, the farmer, the banker, the mer
chant, the mnniifuctiirer, all perform essential
services for their fellow men. The business man
may be unworthy, but business is not. Of course,
some businesses are more pleasing than others

—

the raising of fine horses, the selling of flowers,
the making of toys. Others are rich in romance
--the harpooning of whales, the mining of dia-
monds, the fishing of pearls.

There is, perhaps, only one occupation
more engrossing than that of the florist

—it is that of the publisher. So when
the business is that of publishing for flo-

rists the height of fascination is at-
tained. Ain't it?

WHAT CHRISTMAS TRADE TELLS.
Definite reports from several reliable

sources in various industries to the ef-
fect that holiday retail sales were ex-
ceptionally good serve to corroborate
the regular monthly rcjjorts on retail
trade prcp;ired liy the Fedcr.al Reserve
hanks. These statistics have shown all

along that in spite of undoubtedly ad-
verse conditions in numerous instances
and in the face of considerable alarmist
t;ilk of widespread unemployment and
hardship, the purchasing power of the
m-ncral ]iiiblic was by no means ex-
hausted.
To be sure, these recent announce-

ments relative to the holiday business
make mention of the fact—as have the
regular reports for some time past—that
I>urchases are confined with much
greater strictness than heretofore to
"useful" or necessary articles, and
that customers arc much more inter-
ested in prices. These, however, are
certainly not particularly unwholesome
tendencies, at this time.
There has been a good deal of healthy,

if painful, readjustment, and undoubt-
edly more is to follow. However, the
situation in some respects has never
been so bad as many would have us be-
lieve, and is now definitely, if somewhat
>!owly, on the nir-nd. It would be un-

wise in the extreme to expect any sud-

den revival in the first months of the

year, but there is good ground for the

expectation of continued improvement.
Every reason exists for sustained en-

deavor to put costs and prices on a
sounder footing, but there is certainly

no basis for undue pessimism during the

process of readjustment.

WAGES AND EMPLOYMENT.
Reports from 1,648 firms to the New

York state department of labor show
about 471,000 on the pay rolls in Novem-
ber. This compares with 503,000 in

June, 1914, and 631,000 at the peak last

year. The average wage earned during
November was $24.32, as compared with
$12.70 in June, 1914, and $28.93 at the

highest in 1920.

In other words, ninety-four per cent

as many men were employed last month
as before the war, as compared with 125

per cent in 1920. The average wage is

191 per cent of the prewar figure, as

against 228 per cent in 1920.

It is clear that wages are still ex-

tremely high in comparison with prewar
levels. Employment has improved con-

siderably since the low point in August,
but wages must be more in line with pre-

war figures before employment statistics

reach the 1914 point again.

A WORD FROM JERSEY.
In 1921, more than any previous year,

the truth has spread that "it is not
where a publication is printed, but
where it is read that counts," with the
result that The Review has made great

gains in the matter of Classified ads car-

ried for far-eastern florists. One tells

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BOSTON.

The Market.

A considerable change has come over
the market within a week and prices of
practically all flowers are again on the
toboggan. Christmas business surprised
everyone by its volume. It is true that
there are after-murmurings about cash
sales not being so good as usual, but
many people spend beyond their means
at the festive season and this year their

number seems to have increased rather
than diminished. Sales last week were
not heavy. Early in the week arrivals

were few, but several clear spring days
changed this and flowers are now rather
overabundant and a sign of the times
is that the signboards above the two
wholesale markets, which were taken
down during the Christmas buying, are
now in position again and invito the
public to buy at retail after 9 a. m.
daily.

Roses have weakened materially and
short-stemmed stock is down to $6 per
hundred, while few of the flowers go
beyond $20 per hundred, except Hadley,
Crusader and Eussell and these in lim-

ited numbers. We have had a remark-
ably clear December, with lower tem-
perature than a year ago, and this seems
to have improved the quality of the
roses. Carnations are overabundant and
good flowers are down to $6 per hundred
and may go lower, if clear weather con-

tinues. A lot of inferior stock came in

for the holidays and was wholesaled at

prices far beyond its worth. Those of

the public buying these flowers have
every reason to feel aggrieved and can-

not be blamed if they purchase plants

as being more satisfactory. Violets are

in the dumps. Some bring $1 per hun-
dred; some flowers, $1.50 per hundred,
but there is no snap in the demand for

them. "When we consider the position

of violets now and even a decade ago,

we can only ejaculate, "How have the

mighty fallen !" Their popularity has

greatly declined since the days when
every other lady in the streets sported

a large corsage of them. Pansies are

selling better than violets and, when
well bunched, are even more satisfac-

tory to the purchasers. There are

plenty of sweet peas, but the demand is

weak for these. Some longiflorum lilies

are coming in and increased supplies of

callas. One or two growers send in good
mignonette and wallflowers and there

are better supplies of calendulas, bache-
lor's buttons, yellow marguerites and
snapdragons. Freesias came in right

after Christmas; $12.50 per hundred was
paid for the first arrivals, but this price

is now cut in half. There are small lots

of tulips and daffodils and the usual

heavy supply of Paper Whites and
Soloil d'Or narcissi. A little Buddleia
asiatica is welcome as a novelty.

Stevia is ample for all demands. Small
lots of bouvardia and gardenias are

coming in. Cattleyas are still in short

supply, but cypripcdiums are plentiful

and there are now some dendrobiums.
Asparagus meets with rather a weak
demand, while stevia is abundant.

Pot plant trade is moderate. Late
reports indicate that some of the lead-

ing retailers could have disposed of

more plants for Christmas. Poinsettias

were the poorest sellers, as they always
are when weather is cold.

New Year's trade was not good. The
fact that January 1 fell on a Sunday

hurt business, but there was a fair call

for flowers January 2.

Various Notes.

Great interest is being taken locally

in the combined trade shows and con-

ventions of the Anierican Rose Society

and American Carnation Society, which
open at Hartford, Conn., January 25.

The local growers of the divine flower

are going to make big displays and the

nearness of the convention city is going
to attract a record attendance from
Boston and vicinity.

William E. Glidden, the well-known
and esteemed head salesman for the
Budlong Rose Co., at the cooperative
market, has the sympathy of a host of

friends in the death of his wife, at At-

lantic, Mass., December 30, in her thirty-

seventh year. Funeral services were
held from her late home, 156 Billings

street, January 1, and were largely at-

tended. There were many superb floral

tributes, including one from the Bud-
long Rose Co., the Boston Cooperative
Flower Market and many others con-

nected with the trade.

The annual convention of the New
England Nurserymen's Association will

be held at the American House, Boston,
January 31. An attractive program is

being prepared by Secretary Sheldon
Robinson, of Lexington. The Massachu-
setts Nurserymen's convention will be
held January 17, at Horticultural hall,

in connection with the series of union
meetings to be held there January 17 to

20.

Although five weeks have elapsed
since the great ice storm in Massachu-
setts, many houses are still without tele-

phone service or electric light, and some
country street railways are still unable
to operate. Firms specializing in tree

work are doing the biggest business in

their histories. Workmen ar,e being
paid all the way from 90 cents to $1.85
per hour.

The Horticultural Club met at the
Parker Hous«' January 4. Harlan P.
Kelsey, of/Salem, gave an interesting
talk on /^'Nomenclature," a general
discussion following his address.
Fire in a head house of the green-

hous/6 range of Wilfrid Wheeler, of Con-
cora, formerly commissioner of agri-

culture for Massachusetts, December 31
destroyed the head house and damaged
two other greenhouses, to the extent of
several thousand dollars. The houses
contained vegetable crops.

The A. Leuthy Co., of Roslindale,
reports a remarkable call for small ta-

ble ferns for Christmas. The firm had
hardly a salable plant left. They are
working up a big stock of bedding gera-
niums and anticipate increased demands
for all bedding plants.

Patten & Co., of Tewksbury, Mass.,
were the first to send in Freesia Purity
this season. These were grown in pans
on the shelves of the company's largest
carnation house and were of fine quality.
December, 1921, proved to be a pleas-

ant month, somewhat colder than nor-
mal. December 22 and 30 temperatures
fell to zero; December 18 the thermome-
ter registered 60 degrees in the shade.
We had nineteen clear days, four par-
tially clear and eight entirely overcast.
When we read of continuous drenching
rains in "sunny California" for ten
days, we are thankful we live in a land
where sunshine is abundant and where
winter sports of all kinds make life

worth living.

All available space has been taken for
the great series of union meetings open-
ing in Horticultural hall January 17.

The Gardeners' and Florists' Club will

furnish a large group of plants for the
loggia. The Massachusetts Nurserymen's
Association will have an attractive
booth and will use evergreens abun-
dantly. Loring Underwood's illustrated

lecture on "Old New England Gardens"
will be given the first evening.
W. N. Craig spoke before the Worces-

ter Garden Club December 29 on "Trees
and Shrubs," speaking particularly of
the care to be given trees damaged by
the great ice storm.
"What has become of the Boston Flo-

rists' Association!" is a query occasion-
ally heard. B. F. Letson, the esteemed
manager of Carbone's, was elected
president a year ago, but no meetings
have been held for many months. At its

inception, growers and retailers were
about equally divided in its member-
ship. More recently petty jealousies

caused most of the retailers to stay
away and growers practically had to

"go it alone." Now, with the New
England branch of the National Flower
Growers' Association and the reinstated
Retail Florists' Club having regular
meetings, it looks as though the Florists'
Association was doomed to die a nat-
ural death.

William R. Nicholson, of Framing-
ham, specializes in early-blooming wall-

flowers, of which he has some fine va-
rieties, and his shipments of these find

a ready market. Myosotis is another
specialty in which Mr. Nicholson does
well, while his mignonette has no equal
in this section.

Latest Report.

As tlie paper goes to press word comes
from the market that short roses have
become extremely scarce by comparison
with the demand. Quotation of price is,

at the moment, only nominal, as shorts

are difficult to supply in quantity at

any price. The prices of the cheaper
roses, therefore, are rising while the
prices of the better roses are easing.

The Market.

Relatively New Year 's was better
than Christmas. Of course, the volume
of sales was nothing like so large as for
the day when florists assist Santa Claus,
but the business done the last two days
of 1921 exceeded last year, prices were
better and the market New Year's day
was much cleaner than on Christmas
morning. Indeed, the market was prac-
tically bare when the old year went out;
all that were left were a few long roses,

some Paper Whites, some poinsettias
and a few odds and ends.

After Christmas there were two ex-

tremely dull days, doubtless because
everybody who ever has flowers in this

life had been well supplied on the gift

days. Large quantities of stock left

over from Christmas were hauled to the

Part of the shortage was
due to the fact that many growers did
not ship that day and, as a reflex, the
supply January 3 was larger on that ac-

count. What the immediate future will
afford is a matter on which opinions

differ. Some wholesalers say there will
be plenty of flowers, at least for a while,
and they act as though they expect a
softening market, but others look to see
history repeat itself. If the market
runs true to tradition in this somewhat
uncertain season, within the next few
days crops should go off and supplies be

so reduced that there will be a scramble
for stock, lasting until the near ap-
proach of St. Valentine's day.

Jonquils are offered in moderate quan-
tities. Cattleyas are so abundant the
price is half or even one-third what was
asked before Christmas. Sweet peas are
more plentiful and soon will be abun-
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dant if the sun continues to shine on the
glass.

A Reason and a Chance.

By frequent repetition the proponents
of the S. A. F. publicity campaign have
given authority to the statement that
half the flowers sold are for funerals.

Whether or not one accepts that propor-

tion, funeral work is of sufficient im-

portance to give us all interest in the

vital statistics. The death rate of eleven

per thousand in 1921 makes Chicago the

healthiest large city. The decrease in

deaths as compared with 1920, on the

ratio above stated, would have ac-

counted for a decreaese of over six per

cent in flower sales. Here are the fig-

ures for thre years:

But nearly all florists noted, more
than a decrease in the number of fu-

nerals, a decrease in the average size

of the orders.

If

deaths decrease, births increase. Here
are the figures:

They say that
under it the importer never could know
his costs until after the goods were in

and therefore could not sell in advance
of arrival; also that the change in

method of assessing duty would mean
higher prices for nearly everything
affected.

George Mohn and Mrs. Mohu cele-

brated their fourteenth wedding anni-

versary on New Year's day.
Sticlow Bros., of Niles Center, who are

members of the Chicago Flower Grow-
ers' Association, are adding seven
houses, each 36x300, to their range.
Eapid work is being done. The order
was placed with the American Green-
house Mfg. Co. December 23 and work
was started December 27. The houses
will bo used for roses.

O. Johnson, for many years one of the
proprietors of the Batavia Greenhouse
Co., has come back into the business as

a manufacturer of wood easels for fu-

neral designs. He was one of the stock-

holders and directors of the Kaspar
Mfg. Co., which recently went into the
hands of a receiver. He has started up
at 2268 Blue Island avenue, under the
name of the O. Johnson Mfg. Co.

C. L. "Washburn reports an unusual
number of new accounts in the last few
weeks, orders coming from many con-

cerns he never had heard of as buying
in this market.

PITTSBUKGH, PA.

The Market.

At this writing we are closing the

year 1921, which we believe has been a
successful one for all the retailers, as

well as the wholesalers and growers.

From reports, the Christmas business, in

many cases, equaled that of last year.

An exceptionally large business was
done this year in artificial wreaths and
baskets; also the firms dealing in Christ-

mas trees, holly and other Christmas
evergreens reported the largest business

in their history. All of these articles

brought good prices, as the supply was
inadequate to meet the large demand.
It is understood that in some instances

Christm.'is trees brought from $15 to

$20 each. The plantsmen reported that

they cleaned up in good shape, especially

the plants that sold for more reasonable
prices. The higher-priced plants, how-
ever, moved slowly. There is no doubt
th.nt the entire flower business for the
Cliristinas holiday season ran fnr past

expectations. The retailers, when plac-

ing their orders, did so sparingly, in

order to play safe, but it was found that

many were compelled to repeat their

orders several times.

The supply of roses was sufficient for

all demands. However, as usual, the

shorter grades were in the greatest de-

mand, but the wholesalers found th.at

the other grades moved along nicely.

Columbia, Premier, Richmond and
White Ophelia were in great demand.
The call for Richmond or red roses

far exceeded the supply. The demand
for American Beauty roses was small,

especially in the larger grades, as Beau-

ties brought $18 per dozen for the spe-

cial grades. However, the wholes.ale

houses practically cleaned up all the

Beauties thev had on hand before De-

cember 28. Carnations brought excep-
tionally good prices, and their quality
was good. There were sufficient carna-
tions to supply the demand. This was

one holiday when it was not necessary
to give customers only a portion of their
orders. It seemed that every person
secured almost everything on order.
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Sweet peas and violets were popular
and the wholesalers found they were
able to clean up these flowers at good
prices. Another surprise was the fact

that the supply of orchids was large

and again the wholesalers were able to

give their customers what they desired.

Orchids, however, moved along nicely,

and brought fair prices. Lily of the
valley was a great disappointment. The
quality was exceptionally fine, but the

demand did not begin to use up the

supply and when the holiday rush was
over, considerable valley was left on
hand. Paper White narcissi were also

heavy in supply, but, of course, were
not used so readily when carnations and
roses could be secured. Yellow daisies

were in great demand and were of

the finest quality; these moved at fair

prices. Stevia also proved popular and
was practically cleaned up. Some late

pompons were to be had, but their day
was practically past, for, as said before,
the public did not seem to care for

these when carnations, roses and other
Christmas flowers could be secured. The
supply of all greens, such as adiantum,
Sprengeri, plumosus, leuocothoii, Mexi-
can ivy, green and bronze galax, coontie
leaves and ferns, was ample for all the
needs. Some fine Scotch heather is be-
ing received in this market and is

being moved out at fair prices. From
all reports, business this Christmas has
far exceeded the expectations of all.

In the last week flowers have been,
as usual, not so plentiful. However, the
demand seemed to continue and each
night the wholesale cut flower houses
were practically cleaned up, with the
exception of Paper White narcissi and
American Beauty roses. The demand
for violets seems to continue and, no
doubt, will be one of the important fac-

tors for the New Year 's trade. The Xew
Year's trade is about the same as usual
and it is expected that the wholesalers
will be able to clean up all the stock that
they have on hand.

twenty years ago. Since then he has
added one large Lord & Burnham house
and one larger King house, both of

modern type.
The feature of this place is the con-

crete work. The boilers are encased in

concrete, so to speak, making the place
well-nigh fireproof. The walls of the
greenhouses are of concrete and the
ground beds are bordered with concrete
sides, while the crowning glory of all is

a wonderful concrete water tank. This
method of handling the water problem is

interesting. Water is pumped by an
engine from an artesian well that was
sunk to the depth of 200 odd feet. This
concrete tank was sunk on the highest
level on the farm, some twelve or fifteen

hundred feet distant from the well. It

is about ten feet deep and has a roof,

springhouse style, and holds eighty
thousand gallons of water. The water
is pumped from the artesian well in the
boiler shed to the tank, from which it

returns to the greenhouses by force of
gravity. Both flow and return pipes are
of 2-ineh stock and are placed under
ground. The idea is to fill the tank with
water at night and to shut off the power
in the daytime.

CEMETERIES AS FLOBISTS.

Legal Status Questioned.

The extent of a cemetery association's

right to compete with florists is to be
determined in a suit brought in Minne-
apolis by the attorney-general of the

state against the Lakewood Cemetery
Association.

The complaint filed by the attorney-

general states that the defendant asso-

ciation has for several years operated

a general florists' business, although

it was organized to operate a cemetery.

The ob.iections of the state appear to

be twofold, one being that the asso-

ciation is conducting a business beyond
its corporate powers, and the other

that the exemption from taxation

granted by the state on the theory that

the association's property is devoted to

burial purposes is unfairly used so far

as the property is devoted to the florists'

business.

The outcome of the suit will be
awaited with particular interest, be-

cause it seems that the questions in-

volved have not been squarely decided

by any court of last resort. At least a
diligent search discloses but one de-

cision bearing closely on the subject

and that, strangely enough, was ren-

dered by the Minnesota Supreme court

in another case brought by the state

against the same cemetery association

—

State vs. Lakewood Cemetery Associa-

tion, 93 Minnesota Reports, 191; 101

Northwestern Reporter, 161.

Not Yet Squarely Decided.

In the cited case it was decided that

land acquired by the association for

future use for burial purposes was not

rendered subject to taxation by reason

of the fact that it was presently used

for conducting a greenhouse for the pur-

pose of growing flowers and plants to be

used in beautifying the grounds, al-

though a small surplus of flowers, etc.,

had been sold to outsiders. The court
said:

"The use of a small portion thereof
for a greenhouse for the purpose of
growing flowers and plants to be used
in beautifying the grounds, clearly, in

our judgment, falls within the authority
conferred upon appellant [the cemetery
association]. It is a matter of common
knowledge that greenhouses are main-
tained by many of the large cemetery
associations throughout the country and
the sale of a small amount of the sur-

plus stock is but an incident to the
general management. We are of the
opinion the land so acquired is exempt
from taxation."

Some Logical Conclusions.

Considering this case and fundamental
principles of corporation law, the law
editor of The Review conceives these
conclusions to be well-nigh unavoidable:
(1) A cemetery association is entitled
to grow all the flowers it may deem ap-
propriate to the ornamentation of its

grounds at large. (2) If in a good
faith effort to provide only so many
flowers, etc., as are deemed necessary
for this purpose, a surplus results, there
is no obligation to waste the surplus;
that may be disposed of to the best ad-
vantage of the association, the same as
a florist might dispose of a surplus of
fuel accumulating beyond his needs,
despite his efforts to lay in a supply
only approximately sufficient for his

actual needs. But we believe that it is

equally clear, as a legal proposition,

that the association has no right de-

liberately to create a surplus for the
purpose of disposing of it for use out-

side the cemetery. In doing that it en-

gages in the general florists' business

just as much as the general florist would
engage in the coal business, were he
deliberately to buy at wholesale three

business and then go about soliciting

times as much fuel as needed in his

retail orders for the purchase of his

surplus.

But a third question and, seemingly,
the most important one is, is it a legiti-

mate incident to the operation of a
cemetery greenhouse to sell flowers to

lot owners for placing in . urns and on
graves, etc. That question is not neces-
sarily answered by the Minnesota Su-
preme court decision above referred to,

because it will be noted that the state-

ment of the court concerning "the pur-
pose of growing flowers and plants to

be used in beautifying the grounds"
docs not show whether the court refers

to only such flowers, etc., as are used
by the cemetery association itself in
ornamenting the grounds at large, or
whether it includes those sold to lot

owners for decorating graves, etc.

Of course, a decision taking the view
that the association may only grow
flowers for the first stated purpose would
favor the general florist. But it need
occasion no particular surprise should
the courts determine that selling flowers
to lot owners for use in the cemetery
is a legitimate purpose incidental to the
operation of the cemetery. Yet to reach
this result it is quite clear that a court
must indicate some sound ground for it.

And, if such ground exists, it seems that
it must rest on the generally recognized
right of a cemetery association to control
matters affecting its general scheme for
the embellishment of the grounds. As
bearing on this subject, we cite the case
of Cedar Hill Cemetery Co. vs. Lees,
22 Pennsylvania Superior Court Reports,
405, where it appeared that the cemetery
company adopted a rule declaring that
"to prevent confusion," the trustees
had arranged to have all "planting of
flowers, shrubbery, and trimming of the
same, etc., performed under the direc-
tion of the superintendent at moderate
prices." Upholding the validity of the
regulation, the court said:

Outside Bounds?
"Ordinarily, a cemetery is laid out

and planned according to a fixed scheme
as to improvement, the character of
trees and shrubbery to be planted, and
ornamentation in general. Anything
which interferes with this general
scheme is not only detrimental and in-
jurious to the scheme itself, but to every
lot which enters into the combination.
It is of first importance, therefore, that

the association should assume and retain
the absolute control, as is subject to be
done in and by the deeds of conveyance
and by the by-laws and regulations of
the plaintiff company, of the erection
of monuments and partitions between
lots, the planting of trees and shrubbery
and the general subject of ornamenta-
tion."

This does not mean, of course, that
there is any more reason why a cemetery
association should be permitted to ex-

clude general florists from filling urns,
etc., subject to reasonable rules of the
cemetery, th.an there would be reason in

the association socking to monopolize
the business of erecting monuments, etc.

But there is at least plausible room for
argument, from the standpoint of ceme-
tery associations, that if lot owners are
willing to give an association an order
to fill an urn with flowers and charge
him with the reasonable cost of doing
it, outside florists are not legally ag-
grieved.
But when a cemetery association, ex-

empted, as such, from the payment of
taxes, sends solicitors out to get orders

ilar circumstances. Another defense
was that the water department rules

permitted shutting off the water supply
in making repairs. Ruling both of these
points against the defendant and award-
ing recovery for the plaintiff's actual
loss, the court said:

"The defendant town, acting through
its water commissioners, undertook to
furnish the plaintiff with water for use
in a boiler to make steam to heat his

greenhouse. It is objected that this is

a use for which the town had not consti-

tutional authority to take and furnish
water and that the contract was there-
fore void.

"It is true that the right of eminent
domain cannot be exercised to take
property for a private use and persons
or corporations owning rights in
streams or ponds cannot be deprived of
their use of tlio water by an attempt to
take it for the use of another merely
for purposes of private gain, but it has
long been settled that ponds and
streams may constitutionally be taken
in the exercise of the right of eminent
domain for the purpose of supplying the
inhabitants of cities and towns with
pure water for domestic and other sim-
ilar purposes. ... It may be a matter
of some difficulty to determine precisely
what uses are included within the pub-
lic purposes for which water lawfully
may bo taken. In regard to uses strictly
domestic there can be no doubt. We are
of the opinion that other uses are in-
cluded, such as are fairly incidental to
the ordinary modes of living in cities
and large towns and as involve the oper-
ation of motors requiring but a small
quantity of water which may reason-
ably be supplied from an aqueduct of
such capacity as would be needed to
meet the ordinary requirements of the
inhabitants for domestic and other sim-
ilar purposes. We are of opinion that
the use in the present case was one for
which the town might legally furnish
water.

"The terms of the contract were not
expressed in full, but were left in part

to implication. In construing the con-

tract, we must consider the situation of
the parties and their relation to the sub-

ject with which they were dealing. The
town was acting in the performance of
a public duty in supplying water for
public use and, incidentally, was making
contracts with individuals adapted to

the circumstances of each particular
case. It would not be expected to guar-
antee a supply of water against all con-
tingencies, but only to guarantee proper
effort to insure a constant supply. In
the regulations which were made part
of the contract the right to shut off the
water in all cases when it becomes nec-
essary to make extensions or repairs,

and whenever the commissioners deem
it expedient, was expressly reserved;
subject only to that reserved right, the
town was bound to use reasonable care
and diligence to have ready for deliv-
ery a sufficient supply of water for
the plaintiff's use, so long as the con-
tract remained in force. . . .

"There was evidence from which the
court was warranted in finding a breach
of this contract. The damage to the
plaintiff did not result from the exer-
cise of the reserved right to shut off the
water. It was caused by a leak which
remained undiscovered until after the
standpipe had been emptied, and there
was no longer any pressure in the serv-
ice pipes. The testimony of the expert
and the other facts of the case war-
ranted the inference that due diligence
was not used to discover such leaks
quickly, and to shut off the flow of
water to the place of the leak and to
start the pumping engines so as to pre-
vent the standpipe being emptied.
"It was not contended that the

plaintiff was in fault, nor that the town
should be relieved from liability on the
ground that it was not accountable for
the neglect of the water commission-
ers.

"The ruling in regard to the amount
of damages recoverable was correct."

The Market.

The year of 1921 passed out in a most
brilliant fashion. There were many par-
ties, dinners and table reservations at the
various hotels on New Year's eve, which
called for many floral decorations and
corsages, while society kept open house
on New Year's day, which also called
for many flowers for house and table
decorations.

Still, stock of all kinds
was barely sufficient for the demands
of the local retailers. The ship-
ping orders this season, the wholesalers
say, have been much larger than in any
previous year. These orders come from
western states.'

There were nice lots of extra good
roses during the week, and prices were
somewhat lower than they were last week.
The choice stock cleaned up almost daily.
The demand before noon, January 1, left
the market about bare.

Carnations demanded much attention
all the week, as they were decidedly
scarce in comparison with the demand.
The price was down to $10 per hundred;
a few fancies held up to $12.50, but
there was a general cleanup on all
grades daily all the week.

Valley and orchids found much favor
with the retailers, who had plenty of
corsage work. Violets have fine color
and stem, and are popular in de-
mand, with the price not so heavy as
during Cliristnias week. Paper Whites
lloman hyacinths and lilies, too, had good
calls and were about equal to the de-
mand. There are still a few mums to be
had, but the season for them is over.
Stcvia and calendulas sell Avell at .any
time. In greens the market has fine
ndinntum, asparagus and extra fine long
smilax.

The Market.

There was the usual post-Christmas
lull last week. Everyone seemed to be
resting on his oars. Demand was
light, but so was the supply, so that
business was pretty evenly balanced.
All lines of stock are of fine quality, and
while the demand was what is to be
expected during Christmas week, owing
to the curtailed supply stock cleaned up
well.

Christmas Business.

Now that retailers and wholesalers
have had a cliance to analyze the Christ-
mas business, everyone seems satisfied

with its 1921 volume. The wholesalers
say tliat in figures their business was
equal to that of last year, with prices
sliglitly reduced. This would indicate
a larger volume of business, but the
question arises whether more cut flow-

ers were sold or an increased number of
plants. It is impossible at this writing
to get at the exact figures. The fact re-

mains, however, that this was the best
plant Cliristmas we have had for a long
time. Plants brought splendid prices.

Cyclamens sold at wholesale for $3
which once sold for $1.50 at retail.

Tliere have been many complaints
about the high prices which the retailers

were obliged to charge for plants. In
the face of this, however, there were few
of the stores that had anything left in
the plant line on Christmas eve, all

plants being cleaned up December 23.

This would look as though the public

was willing to pay the prices asked.

When we find that more plants could

have been sold at the prices asked, what
are we going to do? This is certainly a
case of supply and demand regulating
prices. There is no doubt that a good
market existed this year for more good
blooming plants than were to be had.

Would it not then be good business for

some of the smaller growers to go into

plants on a larger scale next year?
Some to whom I have spoken on the sub-

ject say: "What would we do when
Christmas is over?" Well, it seems to

me that there is always a demand for

some plants, and, then, Easter is not far

off, at which time there will be just a
repetition of Christmas, and I am con-

vinced that the small grower who will

devote his energies to plants entirely

will reap better returns than he would
from cut stock.

In connection with this suggestion let

me call attention to bedding plants. In
the last few years there has been a
shortage of these. Let us look this plant

situation squarely in the face. There
is many a small grower whose houses

are not able to compete with larger

were in evidence everywhere, but they
did not seem to bo as popular as they
were two or three years ago. On the
other hand, the preserved and dyed
Christmas wreaths and flowers were in

much wider variety and sold better this

year than ever before. Those who are
making this branch of the work their

specialty are certainly showing great
improvement year by year, and this year
a larger percentage than ever before of

the holiday business consisted of this

kind of trade. Though having watched
the Nashville flower markets for the last

tweU^e years, the writer has never seen
public market and on the streets as
was the case this year. While there was
an abundance of well berried mistletoe
in the woods, there was nowhere nearly
so large a supply of it offered in the
public market and on the streets, as
formerly. We have wondered whether
this was because the public are prefer-
ring the colored and preserved material,
offered by the florists, or because of the
general depression in business. At any
rate, the absence of these materials
aided florists in selling what they had to

offer. Cut flowers were abundant,
especially roses, and for the first time
in many years there was an abundance
of good chrysanthemums, which sold
well. Carnations were in short supply,
and of only fair quality. We have seen
no really good carnations this season,
with the exception of whites; these are
late and are coming better every week.
The feature of the holiday stock this

year was the exceptional quality of the
roses. There were no novelties this year
that we saw. In fact, the thing that is

most needed at present to stimulate busi-

Tho Christmas Market.

Will you kindly give us some infor-

mation concerning the culture of calla
lilies? Approximately how many flow-
ers should we get from one bulb each
season? Can these bulbs be carried over
from one season to the next without in-

jury? Any other information you may
have on the subject will be greatly ap-
preciated by us. I. H. N.—Ga.

An exhaustive article on callas ap-
peared in The Eeview for December 1,

which answers your questions in part.
I have grown both the Godfrey and the
old Calla .^thiopica, and have discarded
the latter. The Godfrey gives at least
twice as many flowers, and they are
somewhat purer in color. If your plants
are grown in pots or boxes, they will
flower better than if planted in solid
beds, and they will flower much earlier.
Plants of Godfrey planted in 5 and
6-inch pots singly will carry from six
to eight flowers per season. Planted
three in a single pot, I have had eighteen
to twenty-five per pot; these are, of
course, from large-flowering, home-
grown bulbs, and those' you have bought
will probably be of inferior size. Callas
like a top-dressing of fine bone weekly
all through the flowering season, and in
a minimum of 55 degrees they will give
satisfactory results. W. N. C.

CALLA ELLIOTTLANA.
Will you kindly give cultural direc-

tions for Calla Elliottiana? We have
just received some dry bulbs, but have
never grown them before. H.—Mich.

The needs of Calla Elliottiana are just
the opposite of those of the white callas,
which we grow so much for the market,
and which flower from fall until early
summer, after which they are rested.
Calla Elliottiana rests in the cold
months, and need not be started up un-
til March. I like to place the tubers in
flats of sand and fine moss, spraying a
little until they start to grow, and using
a warm, moist house. Place one bulb
in a 6-inch pot or three bulbs in an

CONCEBNINO COLEUS.

Will you give some information re-

garding colons? When is the best time
to start seed to have plants for Memo-
rial day? C. T. E.—O.

While coleus can be grown from seed,
it would be better for you to grow
plants from rooted cuttings. If you
have no stock plants, you can buy the
cuttings from growers who offer them
in the Classified columns of The Eeview.
You will find that the common varieties
of coleus, such as Golden Beddcr, Christ-
mas Queen, Trailing Queen, Verschaf-
feltii and Brilliancy, are of easy cul-

ture.

Any light loam with one-third sifted
rotten manure will grow coleus. They
can be hurried along by the addition of
a quart of bone meal to every bushel of
compost.
The most common pests that trouble

coleus are mealy bug and gall worm.
Expeditious use of the hose will do
away with mealy bug. In case of gall
worm the best thing to do is to take the
cuttings and burn the old plants and
either bake or freeze the soil in which
they grew. B.

Columbus, Kan.—The Cherokee
county high school, according to Princi-
pal Clyde O. Davidson, is the only con-
cern in this city which may be termed
a regular florist. The school buys and
sells a great many seeds and plants and
does quite a large trade in cut flowers,
he says.

The Market.

Probably there was never another sea-
son when so much speculation and un-
certainty existed respecting the Christ-
mas business as this season. Up to al-

most the last hour the opinion prevailed
that there would be nothing doing and
Jupiter Pluvius surely did his best to
damp the spirits of the most optimistic.
Fortunately, on the Friday and Satur-
day before the holiday the rain held off

for a time, but on Christmas day it

poured again and has kept it up to the
date of writing, without intermission.
But, now that it is all over, the general
idea is that it might have been a good
deal worse. The rain spoiled practically
all outdoor flowers. Even such water-
proof subjects as heather were scarce,
as it was impossible in many cases to
get onto the land to cut the stock. Roses
and indoor carnations were the big
standbys, especially the former. There
was a fine supply of orchids, but in some
cases the high prices asked checked busi-
ness in these and many were left over.

A general opinion was that prices
averaged rather lower than usual, but
that moderately priced stock sold well.

The best stores, with few exceptions,
found that the $50 baskets were not
wanted, but it is a pleasing fact that
in the smaller stores, where customers
pay anything up to $5 for a plant, busi-

ness was brisk. Owing to the conditions
already mentioned, plants were much
more in demand than cut flowers, while
never before were so many small plant
baskets sold as this year. As often
happens, a big run of funeral work fol-

lowed the holiday and this gave retail-

ers a chance to clean up on all left-over

stock. Even cyolanien plants were de-

nuded of their flowers for funeral pieces.

With such weather as that which im-

mediately followed the holiday and
with hundreds of phones out of commis-
sion, it was quite impossible for the
writer to get in touch with all the re-

tailers. Those who are not mentioned
in the following part of this report
should uiiderstand that it is not by any
means intentional that thoy are left out.

Many take the little trouble to report
without any visit from the writer, thus
showing their belief in the old saying
that "many can hel]> one when it is hard
for one to help Tnany.

"

Various Notes.

It is becoming mora apparent every
day that florists operating in the cen-

ter of the downtown district are losing

money owing to the fact that their cus-

tomers cannot park their automobiles
long enough, or near enough to the

stores, to give a reasonable amount of

time to their purchases, and for this rea-

son many of the high-class retailers are

thinking of going farther out. Frank
Lichtenberg took what seemed a long
jump from Sixth street in the downtown
section away out to Seventh and
Figueroa streets, but he says that his

Christmas business has shown him the

wisdom of the move. He actually did
considerably more business this year
than last, though, as everyone in the
trade knows, the 1920 Christmas was
the banner one for many years. "With a
largely increased staff, everyone was
kept on the jump night and day. Plants
and plant baskets had a considerably
better call than cut flowers.

Although he has no previous year to
compare this Christmas business with,
Herbert Bateman says he is delighted
with his first holiday experience. Big
prices were obtained for a number of
high-class plant and cut flower baskets
and, besides this, there was an extraor-
dinary call for medium-priced stock.
The large store and the convenient
workrooms and packing room helped out
in moving a large quantity of stock, and
there was preciously little of anything
left over.

When the immense cut is considered,

it is almost incredible that W. Armacost
& Co. sold out on roses, yet such is the

incontestable fact and some orders had
to be cut at that. Still more remark-
able, considering the great stock to be
drawn on, was the fact that cyclamens
in almost all sizes were so reduced that

plants not quite ready had to be sent

to the store for local trade. It is not

implied that these were not good, but a
few more days would have put them in

still better condition, and there will be
fine stock for the early spring trade.

Although, owing to delay on the rail-

roads, some shipments had to be sent

out an hour or two late, there were prac-

tically no misses up to Christmas day,
when the washouts south on the Santa
Fe made it impossible to ship to San
Diego and contiguous territory.

W. Kent, of the American Florists'

Exchange, reports big business at the
market every morning and excellent re-

The weather
interfered with the violet crop, beating
down the flowers and necessitating the
picking of violets in rain coats and gum
boots. However, there was a fairly good
crop. The rose crop, which had been
held back until the beginning of the
holidays, was and is good and plentiful

and violets have come into their own
again with the sunshine. A considerable
amount of English holly was wasted,
because the rains prevented people from
purchasing sprigs of it in the streets.

There are still quantities of cut and
])otted poinsettias. Heather is fairly

plentiful and there are enough good car-

nations to go around. Orchids, which
were scarce up to Christmas, arc now
fairly plentiful. Gardenias are some-
what scarce. There are still some
Chinese-grown chrysanthemums, which
have been bringing high prices. Potted
cyclamens, azaleas and other common
flowering pLunts are fairly plentiful
and of good qualitj'. Greens were al-

most a drug on the market during the
lioliday season. Frecsias are becoming
more plentiful and Roman hyacinths.
Paper Whites, etc., are now for sale, in

addition to strawflowers.

Various Notes.

Summarizing conditions in the holi-

day trade, Charles C. Navlet, of the

Charles C. Navlot Co., said: "We
didn 't expect such a good business as

last year, but we have no complaint, es-

pecially when we take into account the

fact that it rained every day, from Mon-
day to Monday, day and night. Stock
was so cheap that it may almost be said

to have sold for half what it brought
last year. We waited on as many cus-

tomers as we did last year and sold as

many bouquets, etc., but naturally we
didn't take in so much money as we
did last year, since the stock didn't cost

However, our percontaRC of

profit was higher than it was last year."
J. A. Axell believes that the local rose

growers would have reaped a much bet-

ter holiday harvest if they had given

some definite indications beforehand of

what prices were going to be. "Local
growers had an abundance of roses,"

declared Mr. Axell, "but they would
not give out quotations. In order to

protect ourselves, therefore, we could

only give the most elastic ideas of prices

to the dealers to whom we ship. As a

result, we have all lost a certain amount
of trade. There were a great many good
roses. In some cases, I was able to ship

for $2 per dozen after making tenta-

tive quotations for $3. Next year, it is

to be hoped that the rose growers will

see the advisability of getting an idea

of how much stock is coming in and ar-

ranging prices so that shippers can give
quotations. We did a good business, but
we could have done a better if quota-
tions had been available."

The San Francisco Coojierative Flower
Market reports a good holiday trade.

Ten thousand dozen roses of many varie-

ties are stated to have been sold at this

market during the holiday season.

Enomoto & Co. are now handling their
frecsias, a hcavj' stock of which began
to arrive about January 1. Through
January the stock will increase, reach-
ing its full proportions during February
and March.
The Growers' Floral Co. is gratified

with the quality and size of its car-

nation crop.

An ample amount of holiday stock

COMPETITOR'S CATALOGUE.

Court's Attitude Toward Copying.

Florists, seedsmen and nurserymen
who issue illustrated advertisements or
catalogues will be especially interested
in a review of the decision handed down
lately by the Virginia Supreme Court
of Appeals in the ease of the Benjamin
T. Crump Co. vs. J. L. Lindsay, Inc.,

107 Southeastern Eeporter, 679. The
decision is to the effect that it may be
unethical to photograph or otherwise
copy pages of a competitor's catalogue
as to uncopyrighted and uncopyright-
able features, but that it is not such un-
fair competition as will entitle the com-
petitor to legal redress, where there is

no deception of the public and no at-

tempt to pass off goods as being of his

production. Among other things, the
court says:
"Here it is observed that the griev-

ance is the copying of parts of a com-
peting merchant's catalogue, which is

a mere advertisement, commending
goods which both have the right to sell.

It is impossible to formulate a general
rule or definition from which it may be
accurately determined what is fair com-
petition and wliat is not, for in the end
each case must depend for its correct
solution ui)()n its own peculiar facts and
circumstances.
"In 20 Ruling Case Law, 875, unfair

competition is thus defined: 'Unfair
competition ordinarily consists in the
simulation by one person, for the pur-

pose of deceiving the public, of the

name, symbols or devices employed by a
business rival, or the substitution of the

goods or wares of one person for those of

another, thus falsely inducing the pur-

chase of his wares and tliereby obtain-

ing for himself the benefits properly bo-

longing to his competitor. The rule is

generally recognized that no one shall,

by imitation or unfair device, induce

the public to believe that the goods he

offers for sale are the goods of another,

and thereby appropriate to himself the

value of the reputation which the other

has acquired for his own product or

merchandise.

'

"This is a fair statement from Hop-
kins on Trade-Marks, Trade-Names and
Unfair Competition (3d Ed.), Sec. 2:

'Unfair competition consists in passing

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off one's goods as the goods of another,
or in otherwise securing patronage that
should go to another, by false repre-
sentations that lead the patron to be-
lieve that he is patronizing the other
person. It is of vital importance to
liealthy business conditions that such
competition should be suppressed. It is

equally important, however, that fair

competition shall not be interfered with.
Whether the competitive acts complained
of are fair or unfair is the controlling
issue in each litigated case.'

Protection by Courts.

'
' The courts of equity can certainly

be relied upon to extend their protec-
tion to the legitimate trader and to

protect him from unfair competition,
liowever new and subtle the efforts may
be on the part of a rival to infringe
upon his rights; but they should also be
as careful to encourage, and refuse to
interfere with, fair competition as they
are to restrain unfair competition.

"In Lamb v. Grand Eapids School
Furniture Co. (C. C.) 39 Fed. 475, rival

manufacturers of furniture issued simi-

lar catalogues. They were manufactur-
ing similar furniture, each had the law-
ful right to do so, and this is said:
" 'The manufactures of the complain-

ants are not patented. The defendants
may lawfully manufacture just such
goods. Can they not publish correct
illustrations of them as adjuncts of their

sale? Ought they to be restrained from
doing this because the complainants,
having done the same thing, have copy-
righted illustrations which, while repre-

senting their own goods, represent those
of the defendants also? It is clear that
the books of both parties are published
and used solely as means for advertise-

ment. To say that the defendants have
not the right to publish correct illustra-

tions of their goods must practically re-

sult in creating a monopoly in goods
modeled on the designs of the complain-
ants, and thus give all the benefits to

a patent upon unpatented and unpat-
entable articles. Sales of merchandise
are made largely by samples and when
the articles are bulky, as in the case of
furniture, illustrations are the only rep-

resentations that can be made to the
eye of the public at large and it is alto-

gether likely that to withdraw the right

to make them from one of the parties
would put him out of the field of competi-
tion. It does not appear to me that such
results can be accomplished in this way.
It is true, there is an appearance of

profiting at another's expense, reaping
what another has sown, but I can see no
legal ground on which this can be pre-

vented.'

"In the case just cited, it is noted,
the defendant, in advertising its own
goods, had used illustrations from a

I'opyrighted book, while here the cata-

logue of the Crump Company was not

protected by copyright.

"In the case of J. L. Mott Iron Works
vs. Clow, 82 Fed. 316, 27 C. C. A. 250,

the complainant had issued a price cata-

logue containing illustrations of its

wares, such as washbowls, bathtubs,

footbaths, etc., and the court held that

:<uch articles could not be the subject

of artistic treatment and therefore were

not the proper subject of a copyright;

hence it refused to enjoin the defendant
from copying the designs or cuts found
in the catalogue of the complainant or

their publication in the catalogue of the

ilefendant.
"So here the differences in the two

from that such eoiuliict had any effect
in misleading persons who ])roposed to
buy its floods. To extend the jurisdic-
tion of the courts of equity to a censor-
ship of tlie advertising matter of com-
peting merchants, who have equal and
identical rigiits to advertise and sell

the merchandise involved, where no pe-
cuniary damage is alleged, can hardly
be sustained as protecting any substan-
tial private right, or as promotive of
any public interest.

"So in cases of this character we
should avoid extremes equally preju-
dicial. That which a court of equity
will enjoin is unfair competition, but to
hold that competing merchants, having
the right to sell similar goods, may not
use identical advertisements to commend
them to the public notice, where there
is neither fraudulent nor deceptive at-
tempt to pass off the goods of the seller
upon an unwary purchaser who desired
to buy and thought he was buying the
goods of another dealer, would be novel,
extreme and unwise.
"The function of courts is to deter-

mine and declare the legal rights of liti-

gants, and they are not vested with
l)0wer to prevent breaches of ethical
rules which violate no law. We do not
mean, however, to express approval of
the practice of making photographic
copies of advertising material of a rival
in business without his consent. In-
deed, the disapproval of the appellant
is justified. A fair consideration of the
facts of this case, however, and a proper
regard for judicial precedents and ex-
pressions, which we believe to be based
upon right reason, and a scrupulous re-

gard for the substantial rights of liti-

gants, as well as of the interests of the
public for the preservation of fair com-
petition in trade, lead us to conclude
that there is no error in the decree of the
trial court dismissing the bill." S.

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Greenhouse Heating

Subscribers are invited to write the
editor of this department with regard to

any details of greenhouse heating that are
not understood. When information is de-

sired regarding the capacity of boilers, or

the amount of radiation required for a

greenhouse, the needed temperatures
should be stated in the inquiry, as well

as the amount of glass in the side walls,

and the dimensions and general arrange-
ment of the greenhouses. It is often help-

ful, also, to have a sketch showing the
location of the houses.

HEATING THREE HOUSES.

Enclosed you will find a sketch of the
greenhouses which we are now building,

and in the construction work of wliieli

we have reached tlie point where we
are ready to install the heating system.
Please inform us what size the flows and
returns should be in a hot water system.
The temperature which we wish to main-
tain is approximately 65 degrees in a

climate wliere the temperature goes as
low as 15 degrees below zero.

0. J. M.—O.

From the sketch it is apparent that
there are three houses 16x100 feet, with
three feet of concrete and three feet

six inches of glass in the side Avails, and
glass in all of the gables above the
three feet of concrete. The sashbars
have a length of eight and ono-lialt'

feet.

There will l)e, then, about 6,3.36 square
feet of exposed glass and 888 square feet

of concrete. To heat these houses with
hot water, to 65 degrees, about 2,500

square feet of radiation will be neces-

sary, of which 740 square feet should be
in the inside house and 880 square feet

in each of the outside houses of the
range.
The suggestion is made that two 2-

inch flow pipes be used in eacli of the
houses, but it would not be advisable
to use less than three 2-incli or two
2'/o-inch flows in each house and it would
be preferable to use three 2i^-inch flows

in each of the outside houses, where O.l

degrees is to be maintained when tlie

outside temperature is 15 degrees below
zero.

With three 2-incli flows in the inside

house, eight 2-incli returns will be neces-

sary, and if three 2Vj-inch flows are used
in the outside houses, ten or eleven
2-inch returns will provide the required
amount of radiation for the coils. If

three 2-incli flows are used in each of tlio

outside houses, eleven or twelve 2-inch

returns should be used.

Place the flow pipes on the wall })lates

if two flows are used, with the third

flow two feet below the ridge. With
two flow pipes, the returns should he

in two coils under the side benches or

on the side walls, while with three flow

jiipes, the returns should be so dividi'd

that there will be a third coil under tlie

middle bench. In the outside houses,

the additional returns should be ;iloiig

the exposed walls.

Give all pipes a slight fall and connect
the expansion tank with the highest

point in the system. If more than one

flow l>ipe starts at the boiler, the highest

point of each flow should be connected
with the pipe which leads to the ex-

jiansion tank.

which, in most makes of greenhouse
boilers, will have a grate measudng
36x54 inches. With hard coal, or some
of the better grades of semi-bituminous
coal, good results will be secured with
a boiler having a grate 36x48 inches.

REABRAlfGINa SYSTEM.

I have a steam heated greenhouse,
25x50 feet, and wish to change the heat-
ing system so that hot water can be
used. The side walls of the house are
seven feet high—four feet of glass and
three feet of concrete. One end of the
house is adjacent to the boiler room and
the other is glass, with a 3-foot wooden
wall. It is expected that the house will

be extended another twenty-five feet in

the near future.
The size of the grate in the boiler is

30x31 inches and the boiler itself is

rated at 1,475 square feet of direct radia-
tion. It is in a pit seven feet deep.
The house is piped as shown in the

blue print which accompanies this let-

ter. The 114-inch return coils are con-
nected to the boiler by 2-inch pipe.
Would the single 3%-inch flow pipe, as
installed for steam, be sufficient for the
hot wjitcr flow or will it be necessary to
put in two new 2% -inch flows, one along
each eave?
Can the circulation be maintained by

gravity or will it be necessary to set up
an artificial apparatus for this purpose?

T. H. B.—Can.

It would not only be advisable to use
two additional 2% -inch flow pipes, but
also to add either twelve 1^-inch or
eight 2-inch returns, placing them under
the middle benches.
The capacity of the main returns

should be the same as that of the flows.
Nothing less than three 2%-inch returns
will be advisable for best results,
although they may be somewhat reduced
near the hoiler.

While 1%-inch return pipes will give
fairly good results in houses up to fifty

feet in length, for a house seventy-five
feet in length use either 2-inch returns
or put in a circulator. These will be fur-
nished by any of the dealers in green-
house boilers who advertise in the Ee-
view.

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SWEET PEAS FOR
SUMMER SALES

Winter-flowering siveet peas, grown under glass, constitute one of the

standard and most profitable florists' crops. Their season is past, however,

when the June brides and graduates call strongly for these flowers. How the

demand may be met with the later type is the message of this article.

XCEPTING the orchid it-

self, no modern flower can
surpass the sweet pea in

exquisite beauty, richness
of coloring and sweetness
of fragrance. During
March, April and May,
winter-flowering peas at-

tain their highest state of

excellence and at this time
the demand seems unlimited—and some-
times, also, the supply. But after early

June, greenhouse peas live largely on
their reputation. For brides and gradu-

ates, however, the demand for good
sweet peas is active even to the last day
of June. To meet this late demand, as

well as the less insistent demand in

July, the writer has
for some years been
growing an outdoor
crop of what is popu-
larly known as sum-
mer or late-flowering

Spencers. As the time
is approaching for

getting this crop un-

der way, a few re-

marks on our system
of growing may be
timely.

It should be borne
in mind that the data
given apply to the

climatic conditions of

Chicago. Seed is sown
in the greenhouse
February 1. The seed-

lings are potted about
a month later, four in

a 4-inch pot or three
in a 3-inch pot, and
are placed in the cool-

est house we have, or

in a coldframe with
enough steam pipes to

keep out frost. The
latter method is the

best and least expen-
sive way to grow on
this young stock.

About April 1, or

after the seedlings

are well started, the
top of each plant
should be pinched to

encourage the later-

als, which become the
real body of the
plants. A fall-plowed,
well manured and
limed piece of land
should be selected. It

is also important that
the land have a slight

slope, preferably to

the south. The slope insures the all-im-

portant matter of drainage, besides leav-
ing the soil in workable condition as
early as the frost is drawn out of it.

This slight slope is also a necessary fea-
ture of irrigation, though a fall of
twelve inches in 100 feet is ample.

Before transferring the stock to the
field, a thorough fumigation or spraying
for green fly is necessary. Lack of at-

tention to this precaution leads to a
serious handicap, for when the weather
becomes warm these pests sometimes
spread over the plants in a ruinous way.
In fact, this crop seems to afford a real
heaven for them. If allowed to develop.

they reach the winged stage and then
are immune to an application of nico-

tine that easily destroys the small ones.

By the middle of April we have large,

bushy plants that have filled 3-inch or 4-

inch pots with white roots, and, if these
are well hardened, a light frost will tone
them up rather than harm them. At this

early date we risk putting a few in the
field, being prepared, however, to protect
them from a freeze. It should be kept
in mind that the earlier they can be
planted in the field, the finer will be the
results; so it pays to take a chance with
as many as can be cared for should the
temperature drop too low. Deep rooting
before warm weather drives up the

growth is the secret, if we may call it

that, of fine, long-

stemmed outdoorpeas.
We plant them in

rows three feet apart
and 4-inch pot plants
are spaced eight to

ten inches apart in

the row. To growers
farther north, or

where climatic condi-
tions allow fuller de-

velopment, this spac-
ing may seem too
close, but with us the
heat of July cuts the
life of the plants by
half. As in the case
of winter peas, we de-

pend on the terminal
growths for most of

our flowers. Ordi-
narily our plants de-

velop a height of

about five feet and
the three feet be-

tween the rows leaves
ample room to attend
to necessary details.

It is assumed that

The Review's readers

know the importance
of giving their plants
every chance for de-

velopment by keeping
down the weeds, and
the importance, also,

of aerating the soil

by cultivation. So let

us pass on to the con-

sideration of sup-

ports. At intervals of
twenty-five feet in

the row, 6-foot lengths
of 2x2 are driven into

the ground. To these
are stapled horizontal-

ly No. 18 galvanized
wires, six to eight
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inches apart. These wires should keep
pace with the growth, for if the plants
get too far beyond the wires and fall

over, the result will be what might be
called a mess. The wires should be
stretched from well braced supports at
each end of the row and the uprights
should be slightly spread at the top and
secured by a crosspiece. This spreading
allows the heavy tops more room for
development, besides making it easier
to pick the flowers. It will be found
necessary to go over the rows every two
or three days and tuck the growths be-
hind the wires.

If this supporting material is cared
for, it lasts for years. It is easily ap-
plied and makes a neat job. Heavy
string instead of wire is unsatisfactory,
as exposure to the weather causes it to
expand and loosen. Our first outdoor
peas were supported with brush, until
one of our sweeping prairie wind storms
convinced us that a more substantial
system would have to be devised. Had
we stretched a wire over the row and
tied the brush to it, we might have been
better impressed with this method, but
we feel certain that our present system
will be found the most satisfactory one.
About June 10 to 15 we begin picking

flowers. By that time the weather con-
ditions usually are settled and the tem-
perature is high enough to produce
clean, well finished flowers that are
sometimes difiicult to distinguish from
indoor stock.

Spray with Nicotine.

Between this time and the middle of
July the plants should be thoroughly
sprayed two or three times with some
form of nicotine. The mistake should
not be made of putting off this spray-
ing until there is evidence of fly. The
flowers should be picked closely before
this is done, as the nicotine spots the
open flowers badly.
Outdoor sweet peas, being grown un-

der more natural conditions, are almost
free from the diseases common to the
indoor flowers. What is known as the
mosaic disease of the sweet pea, a spot-
ting or mottling of the leaves and flow-
ers, is the only disease we have been
troubled with and this, we believe, is

largely, if not entirely, due to the green
fly.

It will be noted that we stress the im-
portance of using some form of nicotine
in connection with the growing of peas
and, be it known, we are not interested
in any particular brand of this material.
The brands are all effective if used con-
siderably stronger than the manufac-
turers advise.

Irrigation.

The ground should not be allowed to
become too dry before some form of
irrigation is used. A heavy mulch of
some coarse manure will help to conserve
what moisture there is, but this is not
sufficient to keep the peas growing vig-
orously and give the stems the desired
length. A heavy rain has a magical
effect on them, such as no amount of
artificial watering will produce—just
why, we do not know, unless some of the
essential elements are precipitated from
the atmosphere. Rain water, as we
know, is pure HjO, while our deep-well
water holds an abundance of minerals
in solution.

Across the upper end of our rows we
open a ditch which serves as a header.
Close to each row this header is tapped
to provide a small flow the length of the

row. If the ground slopes too much, it

will bo necessary to dam up this flow
occasionally, to insure the settling of
enough water. Our soil is a heavy loam,
with a depth of ten to twelve inches,
and is underlaid with a subsoil of heavy
clay. With a light or sandy soil an
overhead system may have to be em-
ployed. With our soil we much prefer
confining the water close to the roots
with ditches. Besides, water falling

over the flowers does not seem to leave
them as well finished as they should be.

When the first hot spells of July set

in, the soft flowers decay easily if stored
in water too long. Under these condi-
tions, we do not leave them in water
more than three or four hours, .after

which they are nicely freshened up and
are spread out on dry paper, in as cool

a place as is available and away from
drafts.

The Question of Shade.

As to the question of shade, the pro-

duction of orange and red colors should
not be attempted unless a system of pro-

tection from the strong sun is provided.
We have even found the variety Hawl-
mark Pink distinctly improved under
shade. We might go so far as to say that

the flowers of most varieties would
finish better under some protection from
the strong sun of midday. But in this

matter of shade, enough is sometimes
too much, for under its influence the

vines may lose vigor and this loss, in

turn, affects the flowers. This makes it

necessary that the material used be of a
portable nature and be left on only as is

found necessary. Early and late in the

day, and during cloudy weather, it

should be removed, even for those colors

that are found to burn badly. In other

words, shade no more than is found
really necessary.

Across the top of our upright sup-

ports we nail a piece of 1x1, using this

as a support for light cheesecloth,

stretched over the rows. The edge of

this cloth is attached to wire, by means
of which the shade can be removed to

one side. Before and after midday the

shade of each alternate row will be
found to care for the row adjoining, but
the last row will be exposed unless pro-

vided for additionally.

Selecting Suitable Varieties.

The winter-flowering varieties have
been recommended as suitable for out-

door growing because of their earliness.

They will produce freely two or three
weeks earlier than the late type, but this

is at a time when the weather conditions

are too unsettled to produce salable

flowers and the first hot spell in June
finishes them. Besides, in the month
of May they have the overpowering com-
petition of indoor or winter bloomers,
usually of excellent quality at this time.

For vigorous growth, length of stem and
size of flowers, the winter-flowering va-

rieties are not to be compared with the

late-flowering kinds as an outdoor crop.

To the grower unfamiliar with varie-

ties, an extended list is a perplexing

proposition and a rather difficult one for

the seedsmen to get away from. Cer-

tain kinds seem to do better in one local-

ity than in another, though much of this

kind of experience—or shall we say lack

of it?—can be discounted. A grower
tries a certain kind and, for one of many
possible reasons, fails and promptly con-

demns it. Or the experience may be

vice versa and an insistent demand is

thus created for a certain kind, though
there may be better ones.

Impetus of a Reputation.

We have in mind, among others, the
original Countess Spencer. Hercules is

so much stronger and longer-stemmed,
while identical in color, that it would
seem like practical business to pass up
the Countess, and we should not be sur-

prised to find that this has already been
done, except in name. A reputation is

indeed something to conjure with. Take
the case of Mrs. Skach, among the win-
ter bloomers; the supremacy it enjoyed
in its day gave it such an impetus that
it continues in demand.

It is only by recalling the sweet pea
of twenty years ago that we can grasp
the great improvement that has been
made and this progress seems to be gain-

ing momentum.
The question of suitable varieties

should be carefully dealt with by the cut

flower grower. He should bear in mind
that clear, attractive self colors only

are wanted in quantity. The amateur
delights in novelty colors or art shades

for the garden, but for personal adorn-

ment or general cut flower purposes

milady selects definite colors.

Pink, White, Lavender and Blue.

We have found the following list the

best for such purposes and we name the

varieties in the order of their value:

The varying shades of pink are most
popular; so we head the list with these

five: Hercules, dark; Hawlmark Pink,

rose; Daisybud, light; Annie Bownass,
amber, and Margaret Atlee, cream.

During the month of June, white gives

pink a close run for first place. We
have found but one best variety under

this heading; namely, Constance Hinton.

It is black-seeded, but finishes practi-

cally white; it has great size and sub-

stance.
For lavender we find Orchid a most

pleasing shade. R. F. Felton is a splen-

did lavender pink.

In blues we have a good seller in the

delphinium blue, Mrs. Tom Jones.

Wedgwood is another fine shade. Blue

Monarch is a large, fine dark blue, but

the lighter shades sell best.

Bicolor, Cerise and Other Shades.

The bicolors sell well, though the

colors are not so well defined as they

usually are under glass. Mrs. Cuthbert-

son is a standard bicolor. Sparkler is a
splendid, long-stemmed, vigorous grower,

but the color, a combination of rose and
cream, is one that should not be grown
heavily.

In cerise, Hope is fine; it is a shade

that can hardly be distinguished from
the winter-bloomjng variety. Torch; it

must be shaded.

Robert Sydenham is our choice in

orange colors. For orange scarlet,

Thomas Stevenson is magnificent. King
Edward continues the standard crimson.

The three last named are worthless un-

less shaded.
Royal Purple is a rich, dark color and

in limited quantity it sells. A list of

standard colors is not quite complete
without maroon and the best variety is

Warrior.

Wabash, Ind.—Alonzo Ulsh has placed

A PAGE OF HINTS AND HELPS
FOR THE RETAIL FLORIST

WIENHOEBEB ON EOUIi. MICH.

A Store Without Its Like.

Beal estate values, and consequently

rentals, are rising on North Michigan
avenue, Chicago 's Fifth avenue, while

they are being depressed elsewhere by
the readjustment of business and of

commodity prices. The opening of the

boulevard link bridge has caused a boom
in real estate on North Michigan
avenue for the highest class of specialty

shops. If such shops find the location

profitable at high rentals, why not a

florist? So reasoned George Wienhoe-
ber, who has previously manifested an
inclination for doing those things which
keep him in the forefront of Chicago
retailers.

So it was that December 29 he opened
a store at 28 North Michigan avenue
which is probably unlike any other

flower store of a similar class in the

country. It has received considerable

mention in the real estate columns of

the daily papers as "the store without

a door."
A private alley running west 110

feet from Michigan avenue, between
the People's Trust & Savings Bank
building, which sftinds on the corner of

Washington street, and the fancy gro-

cery store of Tiferfietts & Garland, was
recently closed. The space thereby
made available for building operations

was only ten feet wide, not sufficient

to appeal to many merchants, but Mr.
Wienhoeber, saw the opportunity it pre-

sented. He secured a lease for seven
years at a term rental of $63,200, or

something like $750 per month. To
draw the plans for him, he secured the

services of Jarvis Hunt, whose reputa-

tion as an architect is international.

The result of his genius and of the

ideas of Mr. WiGnhoebcr is a store

quite out of the ordinary.

Window and Its Frame.

The masonry in the front, which is

to be seen in the illustration on this

page, is entirely of verd antique, an

imported veined green marble, which is

a striking frame for the large plate-

glass window, which composes prac-

tically the entire store front. The win-

dow displays are extraordinary in them-

selves, the space being always filled

with quantities of bright flowers of the

finest quality. A row of nine lights,

at the top of the glass, throws directly

down a flood of light. The result is

that, whether the day is bright or

cloudy, the window stands out as a

spot of brilliant color, in the green

marble frame, which gets the attention

of every passer-by on the boulevard,

whether pedestrian or motorist—and

there is a constant and heavy stream of

each.

The drawing power of the window
has been enhanced by provision for the

most effective lighting. Transparent

coverings have been made for each lamp

reflector in the window, and any one of

ten different colors may be thrown on
the flowers below. By using a screen
of one color on some lights and of an-

other color on other lights, a mixture
manifold in variety may be employed.
Merely for advertising purposes, this

space is, in the opinion of Mr. Wienhoe-
ber, fully worth the high rental. Of
course, in this location signboard space
is not to be had, but a few blocks
farther north, in a less desirable place,

the rental of a single signboard on the
boulevard ranges from $200 to twice
that sum. And no signboard could ad-

vertise flowers or a florist so strikingly
and so effectively as this window does.

The Side Entrance.

The name, "The store without a
door," was derived from the fact that

there is no entrance to the shop from
the front. Admittance is obtained
through a doorway leading off the en-

trance to the People 's Trust & Savings
Bank building, on the right. The door-
way is just at the back of the window
display space, which is protected from
the gusts that may accompany entrance
of a customer, by a plate-glass partition,

the framework of which, in white, may
be seen at the right through the win-
dow. When one has entered the shop, he
obtains a view like that shown Jn the
illustration on tlie following page.' The
white terrazzo floor is covered by two
oriental runners. Opposite the door is

a nook occupied by statuary, as seen
in the illustration. Along each wall
run mirrors, and a shelf at the usual
height of a counter, composed of heavy
slabs of verd antique, holds, flowering

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plants and vasos of cut flowers. Be-
low are more plants for customers' se-

lection, and on two higher shelves, on
either side, are specimens of tine i)ot-

tery and basketware for the most fas-

tidious.

Tlie effect of width is given to the
store by a Moorish arched ceiling of

gray stone, a specimen of the archi-

tect's genius. Hidden lamps throw a

flood of light upwards from either side

on to the arched ceiling, thus illuminat-

ing the store.

Into the Workroom.

In the view of the interior may be
seen, just behind the figure of the por-

ter, the cashier's desk. Directly at

the rear is the display icebox. A 2-foot

passageway at the left leads past this

box to the WQ^room. The icebox is

of the combindtvoii display and storage
type, measuring 8x17 feet. The work-
room is about the same length as the

salesroom. It has been fitted up most
conveniently with tables and equipment,
so as to enable the workers to handle a

great amount of material in the small

space available. Wliile the alley is 110

feet deep, the store measures only
eighty-four feet. There is, therefore,

ample room for the loading and unload-
ing of trucks at the rear door, without
interference from the traffic that con-

stantly passes in the north-south alley

connecting Washington and Madison
streets.

A space about two-thirds the length

of the store has been excavated be-
neath it and is occupied by a store-
room and a large storage icebox. The
latter measures 10x24 feet and is re-

frigerated by a 3-horsepower Kroeschell
ice machine, which also cools the, box
upstairs. All the equipment of the store,

including the iceboxes and the fixtures

of both workroom and «salesroom, were
furnished by the A. L. Eandall Co. and
were put in under the personal super-
vision of W. Abrahamson, manager of
the store fixtures department.

Draws Different Trade.

Though small, the store draws enough
business to require a force of ten per-
sons to handle it. Many orders at

present are sent out from the Wabash
avenue establishment. During its first

week of existence, the striking window
displays attracted a constant crowd
;il)out the store front. Visitors were
many, almost all of whom made pur-

r—chases. The pedestrians on Michigan
avenue are most of them of the flower-

buying class, and Mr. Wienhoeber be-

lieves that the store will do much in

drawing customers to supplement the
patrons already made at the Wabash
avenue store. The transient business is

of a superior sort. A business man
dropped in for a white carnation to

j)ut in liis buttonhole and a long-

stemmed Russell rose, ostensibly for his

office desk. This 75-cent transaction
was followed by an order for a $35
corsage. Sometimes as many as ten

customers at once are in the store,
keeping the salesmen constantly on the
jump. In the customers already added
to the books, Mr. Wienhoeber believes
the store has justified the rather daring
move at this time. Mr. Wienhoeber be-
lieves that this store will be busy dur-
ing the months when the Wabash avenue
store is not, and vice versa.

FOR THE CHILDREN.
A 20-page booklet, entitled "A Jour-

ney Through Wonderland," and con-
taining eight full-page color plates,
each illustrating verses on the facing
page, is a means taken by Penn the Flo-
rist, of Boston, to win the good-will of
the children who enter the shop under
their parents' guidance and, incident-
ally, to hold the esteem of the house-
hold when Johnny or Mary begin read-
ing the contents.
Penn has also been sending this out

when flowers are sent to the mother of
a new arrival, with telling effects.
The booklet, published by Brown &

Bigelow, of St. Paul, Minn., bears
Penn's imprint on the back cover. It
is an extremely handsome piece of work,
and the verses and pictures are such as
win youngsters' hearts. Mr. Penn char-
acterizes it as "just a bit of original
application, which might interest other
florists, in winning good-will and gain-
ing new business."

A UNIQUE BOUQUET.
H. D. Caldwell has been called upon

to fabricate many queer designs in his
long experience as a florist at 1375 East
Fifty-third street, Chicago, but during
the holidays in the year just passed
he encountered the oddest order of them
all. Let him tell it in his own words:
"The bouquet was intended for a

silver wedding anniversary and was,
no doubt, meant for a joke. A lady
brought in twenty-five packages of
cigarettes and twenty-five packages of
face powder. She asked me to cover
each package with silver foil, to wire
these on strong wire stems and to make
the whole up in the shape of an old-
fashioned pyramid bouquet, with plenty
of green mingled through it. Then I
was to place large bows of silver rib-
bon on the handle or stem. Of all the
designs I have ever made, this one
' takes the cake.' "

ROWE'S RAMBLES.

In the Flower Stores.

If the rambler were a real lady re-
porter, he would say that "the daintiest,
loveliest little holiday seuvenir" that
he has yet seen came from the Berryhill,
one of the leading flower shops of Har-
risburg, Pa.

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GREENHOUSE HEATING.

By Hot Water.

Greenhouse heating is a problem of

vital importance to the grower, and the

selection and installation of the heating
system should be given first considera-

tion.

There has been, and still is, consider-

able discussion as to the best system of

heating for greenhouses. As far as mod-
ern greenhouse heating is concerned,

there are two methods adaptable;

namely, hot water and steam. The hot

water systems may be divided into three

distinct forms, i. e., open tank gravity

system, pressure system, forced circula-

tion system.
The open tank gravity system is the

oldest and has been extensively used,

but confined mainly to small installa-

tions. If installed correctly in a small

house, it serves the purpose quite ad-

mirably, due to easy and low cost of

operation.

The pressure system is a later develop-

ment of open tank gravity system, and

by the use of mercury or safety valve

seal, the pressure can be built up to a

point where much higher water tempera-

tures can be carried. The object of the

pressure system is to reduce the amount
of radiation and make a wider tempera-

ture range to accomplish the same re-

sults as the old-time gravity system.

The pressure system also materially as-

sists the water circulation in the case of

poor pipe work and is sometimes used as

a "cure-all" for pipe troubles.

The forced circulation system of heat-

ing by hot water is the most satisfac-

tory. In this system, the water is circu-

lated positively by means of a centrifu-

gal (or equally efficient) pump, and the

piping is installed as in the usual steam

system. This system is adapted to posi-

tive temperature regulation at the boiler

and can be adjusted on short notice to

care for rapid weather changes. This

feature admits of some fuel saving.

By Steam.

The steam systems may be divided

into four distinct forms; namely, low

pressure gravity return system, low

pressure return trap system, low pressure

vacuum return system, high pressure

system.
The low pressure gravity return sys-

tem is similar to the hot water gravity

system and, although simple in construc-

tion and easy to operate, should be con-

fined to the smaller installations.

The low pressure return trap system

is similar to the hot water pressure sys-

tem and is adapted to larger installa-

tions and detached houses. It is in-

stalled in similar manner to the low

pressure gravity system, except that the

condensate is returned to the boiler by
special traps.

The low pressure vacuum return sys-

tem is, without doubt, the best system

for the larger installations and admits of

practically as close regulation as the

forced hot water system. With the

vacuum system it is necessary to install

a vacuum pump to assist the circulation

and draw the water out of the return

piping and also to act as aboiler feeder.

In cases of fairly large plants this sys-

tem is to be recommended.
The high pressure system is not in

general use, due to the fact that high

pressures and temperatures are carried

and this is apt to be injurious to plants

located near the coils. There is also con-

stant trouble from excessive expansion

and broken joints, and the operating

costs are high.

Selection of Boiler.

With any heating system the selection

of a boiler is of quite as much impor-

tance as the heating system, and the

chimney or stack must be ^iven just as

much attention, to give positive^ results.

For the usual greenhouse in Ohio there

are four types of boilers to be consid-

ered: Cast-iron sectional boiler, fire

box tubular boiler, horizontal return

Chief among the problems

of the grower is that of heat-

ing. So the Ohio district of

the National Flower Growers'

Association, less than a year in

existence, has selected this as

the first subject on which to

obtain for its members expert

counsel and advice. A series

of six papers on greenhouse

heating has been prepared by
H. Ralph Hadlow, of the Wat-
son Engineering Co., Cleve-

land. The first, introductory

in character, is summarized
here, and the second, on hot

water systems, is presented in

full for the benefit of Review
readers, through the courtesy

of the Ohio organization.

tubular boiler (brick set), water tube
boiler (brick set).

Any one of these types of boilers may
be used for either hot water or steam
systems. The cast-iron sectional boiler

is most generally used in the smaller
installations and where it is advisable
to dispense with licensed firemen. The
next larger installations use the fire box
type of tubular boiler almost exclusive-
ly. The bigger installations should use
the horizontal return tubular boiler with
brick setting, and in the case of large
installations the water tube boiler is

advised.

The boiler plant must be equipped
with stack or chimney of suitable de-

sign and size to provide proper draft
for the installation. The chimney can
be either of brick or steel plate, and the
type of chimney is usually' determined
by the size of the installation, as the

cost enters quite materially into the va-
rious types. As skid before, the chim-
ney is just as vital a feature of the heat-
ing system as the boiler, pump or radia-
tion, and in laying out the plant this
should not be neglected.

After this summary in introduction,
the subject of greenhouse heating will
be treated in detail in the following
papers: (1) Hot water heating systems,
(2) steam heating systems, (3) boilers,

(4) chimneys and flues, (5) fuels.

HOT WATER SYSTEMS.

Three Forms.

As stated in the preceding paper, hot
water heating systems may be divided
into three distinct forms; i.e., open tank
gravity system, pressure system, forced
circulation system.
The most used hot water heating sys-

tem is the open tank gravity system of
the one-pipe upfeed, one-pipe downfeed,
two-pipe upfeed or two-pipe downfeed
type.

The pressure system piping is prac-
tically the same as that of the open tank
gravity system, with the exception that
a heat generator or safety valves are
used. The forced circulation system may
be either upfeed or downfeed two-pipe
system.

Open Tank Gravity System.

The open tank gravity system is the
simplest hot water system in extensive
use. It is suitable for small installa-

tions only, since the circulation is slow
and less positive than in the pressure or

forced circulation systems. The circula-

tion in the open tank gravity system is

produced by the difference in weight of

the water in the flow and return risers.

The hot water is supplied to the heat-
ing coils, where the water cools due to

exposure to the greenhouse temperature,
thus increasing the density above that
in the supply riser, creating a differ-

ence in head and a corresponding flow in

the system. This system requires an
expansion tank placed at a high point
in the system to care for expansion of

the water in the pipes, due to this varia-
tion in temperature.
The one-pipe upfeed system consists

of the flow main taken from the top of

the boiler and run uniformly at a slope
of not less than three-quarters of an inch
in ten feet downward, dropping at the
extreme end and looping back to the
boiler with an equal or greater slope.

The hot water supply risers are taken
from the top of the flow main and con-
nected to the highest point in the heat-
ing coil. Returns lead from the lowest
point in the coil and connect to the side

of the flow main. It is necessary to keep
the flow and return mains as far as

possible below the highest pipe coil, but
great care must be exercised to avoid
dropping the flow main so as to inter-

rupt the circulation. This system is not
ordinarily adapted to greenhouse heat-
ing, due to the necessity of a cellar or

tunnel for the flow and return mains,
large piping and the sluggish circulation

of the water.
The downfeed system permits the use
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of smaller risers and is more positive

in action than the upfeed system, and
also facilitates the automatic removal
of air from tlie pipes. In the one-pipe
downfeed system the flow main or riser

is run from the boiler to the top of the

building. Then the main is run around
the building horizontally to serve all the

coils. The supply lines are taken from
the bottom or sides of the main and
dropped to the coils. This system may
have single or double risers. In the sin-

gle riser system the returns are con-

nected back into the flow riser, while

the double riser system has a flow riser

for supplying the hot water to coils, and
a separate return riser leading from the

coils to the return main; thence back
to the boiler. The flow main should

grade up uniformly to the main riser

and down from the top of the main
riser not less than three-quarters of an
inch in ten feet. The risers for the dou-

ble-riser system may be made somewhat
smaller than in the single-pipe system.

Either the single-pipe or the two-pipe
system may be operated with an open
expansion tank only, or with a pressure

generator and expansion tank.

Pressure System.

Theoretically, it is possible to heat
water to a temperature in excess of 212

degrees Fahrenheit by increasing the

pressure, since the boiling point of water
varies with the pressure to which the

water is subjected. This, however, is

not practicable in the open tank system,
since the hot water will immediately rise

to the expansion tank and boil. Various
devices have been employed to increase

the temperature, thus accelerating the
circulation in the system as well as in-

creasing the temperature difference be-

tween the water in the heating coils and
the air in the greenhouse.
The most common type of generator is

known as the Honeywell generator,
which maintains the increased pressure
on the system by moans of a mercury
seal, the open end of which is connected
to the expansion tank. This permits
the increase in pressure of the water to

ten pounds, which is equivalent to 240
degrees Fahrenheit. The expansion tank
in this system is just as essential as

in the old type of gravity system. The
radiator tappings may be made much
smaller than necessary in the old steam
controlled systems. Minimizing the size

of pipes and valves eliminates as much
water as possible from the system and
thus increases the capacity and effi-

ciency of the boiler, since heat from the

fuel is more rapidly taken out, due to the

higher temperature which is maintained,
in turn establishing a more rapid circu-

lation of water over the heating sur-

face of the boiler. The smaller quantity
of water and the increased rate of cir-

culation facilitate the more rapid heat
transmission. The rate of heat trans-

mission between the hot gases and water
increases in proportion to the tempera-
ture difference. Sluggish circulation

will, under certain firing conditions,

materially reduce the rate of heat trans-

mission and, therefore, the efficiency of

the furnace.

Forced Circulation System.

The forced circulation system is the

most positive of all hot water systems

and is best adapted for use in large in-

stallations or where conditions do not

favor the gravity system. The circula-

tion is maintained by means of a pump,
preferably of the centrifugal type. The

piping scheme is essentially the same as
for two-pipe upfeed or two-pipe down-
feed gravity systems, with the exception
that the pipes may be made smaller and
the heating surface may be reduced, due
to more rapid and positive circulation of
the hot water through the circulation
coils. The pipe must be carefully sized

for any heating system. However, spe-

cial care should be exercised in sizing

the pipes for this particular system.
We recommend the installation of the

forced circulation systems where the
gravity system of hot water is not espe-

cially favored. This applies particu-

larly to the larger ranges.

Hot Water vs. Steam.

This system has an advantage over
the steam heating system from the
standpoint of the generation of heat.

In the hot water system the circulation

commences sooner after starting new
fire than with steam. The water may be
circulated in the system above green-

house temperature and give off heat to

the surrounding atmosphere, while steam
has a definite lower temperature below
which it ceases to exist and, therefore,

no heat is transmitted through the pipes.

This advantage is one of firing. In mild
weather, the water may be maintained
at a low temperature which is suitable

for the weather conditions.

With the hot water systems, less fre-

quent attention to the fires is required

than with the steam boiler, which will

in many cases eliminate the necessity of

a night fireman. In the case of the small

greenhouse, where a regular night man
cannot be afforded for night firing, the

temperature may be maintained through-

out the night sufficiently to prevent in-

jury to the plants, by long firing periods,

while with the steam system the fire may
become low and fail to generate steam,

jn which event the system would not

give off any heat at all and the tempera-

ture might fall to a point which would
be injurious to the plants.

The hot water system contains a con-

siderable amount of water which will

continue to give off heat until the green-

house temperature is attained, while the

steam at atmospheric pressure will be
condensed and will cense to give off heat
below 212 degrees Fahrenheit.

For small greenhouse heating, under
ordinary conditions, the two-pipe down-
feed gravity or pressure system-is most
practical. If electric current is avail-

able, the forced circulation system could

be installed and operated economically.

For the large installations we would
recommend the forced circulation system
of hot water heating, due to the positive

and rapid circulation of the water, which
makes it possible to meet sudden changes
in the weather. A thermostatic control

may be used with any of the hot water
heating systems, so as to maintain a

specific temperature of the water.

Combination of Steam and Hot Water.

There is one system which we have
not heretofore mentioned, which under
certain conditions is quite satisfactory.

This system consists of the use of a
steam lioiler operated at high pressure,

supplying steam to a closed water
heater. The heat from the steam is ab-

sorbed by the water in the system, which
is circulated through the heater tubes.

The idea of generating high pressure
steam is chiefly to supply steam for
operating the boiler feed pumps, as well

as the pumps for the circulation of water
in the system. This system is quite eco-

nomical, it being possible to use the
exhaust steam from the pumps in con-
junction with the live steam at reduced
pressure.

The piping of the radiation system it-

self is essentially the same as the
forced circulation system herein de-
scribed. Where electric current for
driving the pumps is not obtainable, this
system is quite desirable. In the forced
circulation systems, the heating coils

may be made of pipe and branch tees
or of pipe and return bend fittings.

More uniform heating can be obtained
where the return bend fittings are used,
since it is possible to supply hot water
to the coil at the same end where the
return is taken, thus keeping a uniform
mean temperature throughout its length.
The consideration of the length of pipe
to be traversed is much more important
with water than with steam; however,
it is less important with the forced cir-

culation than with the gravity or pres-
sure systems.

Noteworthy Points.

There is little difference in coal con-
sumption of the two systems, the hot
water having the edge on the steam, if

any.

Crooks or angles in the piping are a
decided disadvantage in hot water and
steam without pressure, while steam un-
der low pressure shows practically no
effect. In all hot water systems the flow
main decreases in size when the branches
are taken off, and the return main in-

creases correspondingly. The return
main usually has its flow in the opposite
direction, so as to give equal water
travel for all coils.

All changes in size of pipes should be
made with eccentric fittings with the
straight side of the pipe at the top, to
avoid water pockets. All piping should
be carefully graded not less than three-
quarters of an inch in ten feet and provi-
sion made for expansion. The coils must
be properly valved, and all risers and
mains must be provided with suitable
drains, so that the system may be com-
pletely drained in case of shut-down of
the system. Air pockets must be avoided
wherever possible and where unavoid-
able must be provided with suitable auto-
matic air vents.

Coils should not be made too long, since
this makes the circulation less positive
and more sluggish. All piping should
be reamed after cutting and run as
straight as possible, so as to use as few
ells and tees as possible.

Expansion Tank.

The expansion tank should be provided
with an automatic make-up water line,
gauge glass, vont to ntmosphere and over-
flow, and must be of adequate capacity
to take care of expansion and contrac-
tion of the water, since the volume of
water increases about four per cent
from 40 degrees to 212 degrees Fahren-
heit. It should be located where there is

no possibility of freezing of the tank or
piping.

It is customary to make the tank
capacity two gallons for each twenty-five
gallons of water in the heating system.
The volume of one lineal foot of l-inch
piping is approximately .0447 gallons;
1%-inch piping, .0779 gallons; 1%-inch
piping, .1060 gallons; 2-inch piping, .1747
gallons.

The bottom of the tank should be not
less than three feet above the highest
point of radiation.
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CLASSIFYING CASNATIONS.

British Committee's Report.

Two years ago the British Carnation
Society appointed a classification com-
mittee, with W. H. Page as chairman
and C. H. Curtis as honorary secretary.

The committee presented its preliminary
report recently. In its deliberations the
committee was greatly assisted by C.

Engelmann, SaflEron Walden, England,
who grew every variety he could lay
hands upon, a total of over 250. This
large collection was inspected on several

occasions for comparison purposes in

respect of color and habit. The report
grouped carnations in the following
classes:

I. PERPETUAL CARNATIONS.
Classified as to color and habit in tlie report.

II. BORDER CARNATIONS.
(A) True border varieties, including selfs,

flakes, bizarres, piootees aud fancies.
(B) Perpetual varieties which flower more

than once in the season.

III. MAIiMAISONS.
(A) True, large-flowered Malmaison varieties.
(B) Perpetual-flowering varieties.

IT. MARGUERITES.
Varieties with a bushy and more or less per-

petual habit.

Classification of "pinks" was made
as follows:

I. BORDER PINKS.
(A) Self-colored varieties.
(B) Ldced varieties.

II. PERPETUAL PINKS.
(A) AUwoodil varieties.
(B) Herbertii varieties.

III. ANNUAL PINKS.
(A) Heddewigil varieties.

IV. ALPINE PINKS.
(A) True species. •

(B) Hybrids.

According to Color.

In the classification by color of per-

petual-flowering varieties, the sections
are: White, light rose and deep pink,
salmon pink, red, crimson, purple,

mauve and violet, yellow, fancy with
white ground, fancy with yellow ground,
fancy with pink ground, art shades.
Under white there are fifteen varie-

ties. The purest white are Crystal
White, White Perfection, White Won-
der, White May Day and White Pearl.

In the light rose and deep pink sec-

tion there are fifty-two varieties listed,

a greater number than in any other sec-

tion. In salmon pink there are twenty-
nine varieties.

Under red there are twenty-seven va-
rieties, and Aviator, Meg and Brilliant

head the list as the brightest which
keep their color most consistently
throughout the season. The brightest
and most consistent crimsons in a list

of nine are Triumph, Carola and Poca-
hontas. There are ten purple varieties
and thirteen mauve or violet.

"There is," says the report, "no ab-
solutely pure yellow perpetual-flowering
carnation in commerce." In the list of
eight. Saffron, Maine Sunshine and
Rath 's Premier are placed first.

In the sections devoted to fancies

there are thirty-eight varieties, and in

art shades ten varieties.

The foregoing gives a list of 211 va-

rieties in the color sections.

According to Habit.

Under the heading of classification

by habit the groupings are:

Enchantress type—Growth strong and quick;

flowers produced continually; old plants get very
tall; flower stems long and strong; produces a

fair amount of side shoots.
White Perfection type—Growth quick and of

medium strength; flowers are produced fairly

continually; plants grow very tall and do not

produce many side shoots at the base of the

flower stem until the flower has been cut; stems
rather thin and wiry.
Lawson type—Growth heavy and compact;

free-flowering, but flowers mostly coming in

crops; large qnantlties of side shoots are pro-

duced during autumn at the base of the flower
stems; stems very short and stiff during the
early part of the season, but longer during the
spring and early summer.
Lady Northclitfe type—Growth light and short,

producing plenty of side shoots; free and con-
tinually flowering; flowers inclined to come In

quickly succeeding crops; plants do not grow

very tall; stems short to medium in length,
mostly thin and wiry.

Carola type—Growth strong and fleshy, not
producing many side growths; continually, but
not free-flowering; mostly exhibition varieties;
stems mostly very strong and long, especially
towards spring and early summer.
May Day type—Growth very compact, many

side shoots are produced at the base of the
plant; produce flowers mostly in crops; plants
never grow tall, and are always furnished with
an abundance of grass at the base; stems short
at the beginning of the season; many in this
class are nearlng the border type.
Mary Allwood type—Growth medium, produc-

ing flowers and side growth, very freely and con-
tinually; old plants grow rather tall; stems of
medium length and strong.
Malmaison type (III B in classification above)—Growth extra heavy, slow, but continuous;

leaves broad and curled; side shoots are pro-
duced very sparingly and plants are not free-
flowering, but flower at all seasons of the year;
flowers are of the old Malmaison type, viz.,

the calyx is very short and consequently often
unable to hold the petals in position without
support of ring or collar; stems extra stiff and
thick.
Giant Riviera type—Growth mostly rather

slow; flower stems short in the autumn; flowers
invariably split their calyx, but are very large
and often form an extra bud in the center of
the expanded flower.
Remontant type—Growth mostly thin and

wiry, forming an abundance of cuttings, but not
many flowers are produced during autumn and
winter; during late spring and summer, how-
ever, these varieties are generally very free-
flowering; the true perpetual-flowering strain
originated from this type, which is still grown
in large quantities on the Riviera.

CLASSIFICATION OF DAHLIAS.

As a result of the conference on the
classification of dahlias, held at Wisley
Gardens, London, England, last August,
the following sections of the flower have
been defined, based mainly on the form
of the flowers and the heights of the
plants.

Class I. Single-flowered.—Single dahl-

ias have a single, regular, outer ring of

flatly expanded rays, which overlap
more or less at their edges; the center
forms a golden disk. For show purposes
single dahlias should not exceed three

inches in diameter, and the eight (only)

ray florets should be smooth, somewhat
recurved at the tips, broad and overlap-

ping, so as to form a perfectly round
flower. (See also cactus-flowered, class

XV.)
Class II. Mignon single-flowered.

—

Flowers similar in all respects to class

I, but the plants do not exceed eighteen

inches in height.
Class III. Collarette.— Collarette

dahlias have an outer ring of flat rays,

as in singles, and just within this and
surrounding the golden disk a ring of

florets (the "collar") with deeply cut

petals, generally of a different color

from the outer, and only about half their

length.
Class IV. Anemone-flowered.—In anem-

one-flowered dahlias the outer ring of

flattened rays surrounds a dense group
of tubular flowers, longer than the ordi-

nary disk florets of the single-flowered

class, and of a different color.

Class V. Peony-flowered.—The peony-
flowered dahlias have large flowers, con-

sisting of three or four rows of flatly

expanded rays, somewhat irregularly ar-

ranged and surrounding a golden disk

similar to that of the singles.

Class VI. Small-flowered peony.—The
flowers are in essentials like those of

class V, but are smaller and less than
four inches in diameter.

Class VII. Dwarf peony-flowered.

—

Similar to classes V and VI, but not ex-

ceeding two feet six inches in height.

Class VIII. Decorative.—Flower-
heads like class V, but with centers

filled with ray florets and without a yel-

low disk, i. e., fully double.
Class IX. Smail-flowered decorative.

—Like class VIII, but flower-heads

smaller and less than four inches in

diameter.
Class X. Dwarf decorative.—The coun-

terpart of class VIII in everything but
height, which does not exceed three feet.

Class XI. Camellia-flowered.—Fully

double (without yellow disk), rays regu-

larly arranged with margins incurved,

so as to form wide-mouthed tubes, with
their mouths lengthened and tips gen-

erally pointed. (This new class has been
formed to contain the "decorative"
dahlias intermediate in form between
those in classes VIII to X with open
rays, and the "show" and "pompon"
dahlias in classes XII and XIII with

short, tubular rays. The name was sug-

gested by H. J. Jones.)

Class XII. Show.—Fully double, over

three inches in diameter, almost globu-

lar, center florets like the outer ones,

but smaller, with margins incurved, tu-

bular, short and blunt at the mouth.
This class includes the old "fancy"
dahlias, which had each floret tipped
with white or striped with a different
color.

Class XIII. Pompon.—Like class XII,
but smaller. For show purposes the
flowers of pompon dahlias should not ex-
ceed two inches in diameter.

Class XIV. Star.—Small, with two or
four rows of rays, not, or scarcely, over-
lapping at their more or less recurved
margins, and forming a cup-shaped
flower with a golden disk. A long, thin,

wiry stem is characteristic of this class.

Class XV. Cactus.—Florets long, gen-
erally narrow, spreading, often twisted,
with their margins recurved. There are
three sub-classes: (a) Double, with
florets all alike; (b) semi-double, with
several rows of spreading florets sur-

rounding a central disk; (c) single, with
one, more or less, regular row only of
spreading florets around a central disk.

Class XVI. Dwarf cactus.—The coun-
terpart of class XV, but not exceeding
three feet in height.

Officers and Appointments.

In the list of appointments made by
President Pennock, as published last

week, the name of Prof. Arno H. Nehr-
ling, Cornell University, Ithaca, N. Y.,

was accidentally omitted from the per-
sonnel of the committee on education,
of which Fred A. Wilson, Nahant, Mass.,
is chairman.
Among the clubs and societies asked

to recommend appointees for various
committee ofiices were several who
failed to have their recommendations
filed at the society's administration of-

fices in time for action by the presi-

dent, in accordance with the by-laws,
which provide for all appointments upon
the president taking office. This is

much regretted, as the president was
obliged to make appointments according
to his own judgment as to fitness of ap-

pointees, a judgment which he would
rather have left to territorial recom-
mendation.

SINGS PRAISE OF OUR SLOGAN.

The mouthpiece of the advertising

profession, the weekly called Printers'

Ink, contains a page of an editorial

nature, headed, "The Little School-

master's Classroom." In the Decem-
ber 22 issue this page was devoted to

remarks concerning our slogan. These,

coming from outside our industry and
from a critic in a profession expert

in coining slogans, reenforce our own
belief in the outstanding excellence of

the exhortation, '
' Say It with Flowers. '

'

For the benefit of those readers of The
Keview who may not have seen the

remarks in Printers' Ink, they are
given below:

The Sclioolmaster is not stretching the truth
in statinR tliat "Say It with Flowers" comes
close to being the most popular advertising slo-

gan ever coined. Certainly there never has been
one more extensively parodied. We are being
told "to s.iy it with" everything from "tack
hammers" to "lemons." There is a sign along
the Li.ickawanna railroad which advises us "to
do it with ice." Do what? Before the Eigh-
teenth amendment, we used Ice rather freely
in making it. In delivering a valedictory to the
persistent book agent, we often "say it with
ice." but there our experience with ice stops.
Hut that shows how all-prevailing the slogan

and its parodies have become. It has been a
veritable Ijoon to vaudevillians, who have found
it a capital substitute for "Mary had a little

iamb." Columnists swear by it. Jokesmlths.
in seizing it, have at last been able to abandon
the seared mother-in-law reference and to cease
commenting oii the illustrious Senator Sorghum.

So famous has the slogan become that many
are anxious to know who originated it. Like
Homer's birthplace, Santa Claus's nationality
and Shakespeare's Identity, the matter Is

shrouded in doubt. Henry Penn, the clever
Boston florist, is often given credit for the
authorship of the slogan. The Schoolmaster tried
to pin this honor on Mr. Penn the other day.
He modestly declined, saying that while he had
much to do with the slogan, it was not actually
the child of his brain. He passes the honor
on to a member of a Boston advertising agency.
To this unnamed gentleman, therefore, it seems.

belongs the honor. It was first presented at a
meeting of the publicity committee of the So-
ciety of American Florists, held In Cleveland
four years ago. In commenting on its subse-
quent development, Mr. Penn declared:

"I have used it practically ever since thai
time In all of my local newspaper, street-car
and outdoor advertising because of my desire to

tie up with the national campaign of the florists.

A few other Boston florists are now using It,

but not many of them. In other sections
of the country almost every florist realizes the
advantage of its use and is availing himself of
it. I believe It has certainly accomplished
wonders for the florists of this country. De-
spite the fact that during the war flowers were
in the so-called luxury class and despite the fact
also that the fuel supp!-, of the greenhouses was
curtailed about fifty p« cent by the fuel ad-
ministration—still in the face of all these ob-
stacles the flower business has kept up very well,
indeed, and I am sure that the national ad-
vertising, combined with the great amount of
local advertising for which the national ad-
vertising is primarily responsible, has done much
to bring about this very healthy condition in the
flower business.
"The slogan 'Say It with Flowers' was the

backbone of the national advertising campaign
and the many ways in which It is imitated
proves to me at least that it is a slogan
of tremendous value."
The Schoolmpster certainly agrees with Mr.

Penn in saying it is a slogan of tremendous
value. It would be impossible to conceive of any
other combination of words more expressive of
the reason for flowers. There is a flower for
every mood. Every sentiment, be it love or
hatred, joy or sorrow, can be adequately ex-
pressed with flowers.
The conception of those powerful four words

was probably an inspiration of genius. Often,
though, these brilliant advertising phrases are
the result of perspiration rather than inspira-
tion. Frequently the most expressive argument
in behalf of a product will be found buried in
some obscure sales report or in the letter of
some unimportant correspondent. Advertising
men should constantly be on the alert for these
phrases. They may pop out of the most humble
source.

It is said that another famous slogan, "Save
the Surface and You Save All." claimed to be
valued at $1,000,000 a won), was discovered by
the advertising agent handling the account In
the body of a piece of copy one of his men
wrote. He Jerked it out of its Inconspicuousness
and made It the basis of one of the most suc-
cessful codperatlve campaigns we have ever wit-
nessed.
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IMPORTING UNDER QUARANTINE,

Provisions for Entry of Plants.

In a circular letter under date of Jan-
uary 1, 1922, explaining the provisions
for entry of plant novelties and propa-
gating stock under regulation 14 of
quarantine 37, C, L. Marlatt, chairman
of the Federal Horticultural Board, in-

dulges first in a defense of the embargo,
with which the trade is familiar from
his previous statements, and then ex-
plains the measures providing for the
entry of such stock as may be necessary
for propagating purposes. Since many
thousands of gladiolus bulbs are coming
in under these provisions and supplies of
plant novelties such as the English
large-flowering begonias are obtained in
the same way, these regulations are of
enough interest to the trade to be given
at length here. The provisions under
which plants or plant products can be
imported are, in Mr. Marlatt 's words,
as follows:

"Under regulation 2 of the quaran-
tine, unlimited entry is possible, with-
out permit or other restriction, of field,

vegetable and flower seeds, and of
fruits, vegetables, cereals and other
plant products imported for medicinal,
food or manufacturing purposes.

"Regulation 3 provides for the unlim-
ited entry, under permit and with pro-
vision for inspection, and, if necessary,
disinfection, of certain important classes

of plants and plant products which can
not at present be adequately produced
in the United States.

"Regulation 14 makes provision for

the entry, under special permit, of any
plant or seed not included under regu-
lations 2 and 3 for the purpose of keep-
ing the country supplied with new vari-

eties and necessary propagating stock
as a basis for reproduction plantings
which will ultimately make the United
States independent of foreign supplies.

"Regulation 15 recognizes the inti-

mate trade relations between the United
States and Canada and Mexico, and pro-

vides, under permit and necessary safe-

guards, for the importation of other-

wise prohibited stock from foreign coun-
tries contiguous to the United States.

Entry Under Regulation 14.

"As already indicated, the object of

regulation 14 is to make it possible to

keep the country supplied with 'new
varieties' and 'necessary propagating
stock.' These terms are described in

regulation 1 under quarantine 37.

"A new variety is understood to mean
a novelty, i. e., a new plant, variety,

strain, type or form, either recognized
by the trade as such or so listed or de-

scribed in catalogues, trade journals or

other publications, or duly and prop-
erly certified as such by the originator
or introducer.

"Necessary propagating stock is con-

sidered to mean stock of old or standard
varieties not available in this country
and imported for the multiplication of
the plants in question as a nursery or

florists ' enterprise as distinguished from
importations for the immediate or ulti-

mate sale of the stocks actually im-
ported.
"The expression 'limited quantities'

used in regulation 14 is understood to
mean, with respect both to new varieties
and necessary propagating stocks, such
quantities as will supply reasonable
needs for the establishment of reproduc-
tion plantings.

Immediate Sale Prohibited.

"Inasmuch as the purpose of regula-
tion 14 is to make possible the home
production of any new plants and of
any old varieties of plants not commer-
cially available in the United States,
the immediate sale of plants thus im-
ported is not permitted, but these plants
must be kept and utilized for the pur-
pose of reproducing additional stocks

"Quarantine 37 restricts the

entry of nursery stock and
most other plants and seeds,

permitting unlimited entry

only of certain classes of plants

which it is believed cannot at

present be produced ade-

quately in the United States,"

says Dr. Marlatt. "Provisions

are made, however, in the

regulations under this quaran-
tine for the entry of any plant

whatsoever for which a rea-

sonable need can be show^n,

either for introduction of new
varieties, or for propagating
stock not available in this

country, or for any experi-

mental or scientific purpose."

for periods of from one to five years des-
ignated in the bond, the period being
based on the time needed for multipli-
cation or reproduction. No restrictions
are placed on the sale of plants produced
from imported stock, except that the im-
porter will be expected to maintain a
suflScient supply to meet his needs.
"It is expected, therefore, that im-

portations under regulation 14 will be
by persons who will propagate the im-
ported stock as a commercial enterprise.
The only exceptions will be the issuance
of permits to provide for the needs of
botanic gardens, agricultural colleges,
experiment stations, and other similar
public institutions, and to those few
amateurs who are widely or nationally
known as maintaining collections of
real merit or engaged in work of public
benefit with the plants concerned. If
such persons arc not known to the ex-
perts of this department, they will be
required to furnish evidence of their
status. Permits will not be issued to

anyone for the importation of plants for
personal use, such as for the mere
adornment of private estates.

Permits Passed On.

'
' There is no limitation under regula-

tion 14 as to the number of permits for
different plants or classes of plants
which an individual may request, but,
prior to the issuance of the permits, the
varieties applied for will all be passed
upon by experts of the bureau of plant
industry of the department, for the in-

formation of the board both as to neces-
sity for the particular importation and
as to the quantity adequate for the pur-
pose intended. Plants thus imported will
be restricted to the smallest plants as to
size and age or to the portions of plants
that can accomplish the purpose.
"The bond required by the Depart-

ment of Agriculture in connection with
such special permits was found neces-
sary to prevent the immediate sale Jjy
some importers of plants obtained por
propagation under such permits, it is

of the type of bond long used ipr the
customs service for similar -plirposes
and has not proved a serious bar to
plant importations. It is not required
of botanic gardens, state experiment
stations, agricultural colleges and other
similar public institutions. Such bond
may be either issued by an approved
sureties company or it may be certified
by personal bojidsmen acceptable to the
department.
"For the purpose of enforcing con-

ditions of entry, inspection, and other-
wise safeguarding the shipments, all im-
portations under regulation 14 must be
made through the Federal Horticultural
Board of the Department of Agriculture,
but for the use of the individual im-
porter.

The procedure for making importa-
tions under regulation 14 is as follows:

Application blank. Tbe Federal Horticulturnl
Board will supply, on request, a form of appli-
cation for special permit to import nursery stocli
and other plants and seeds under the provisions
of regulation 14. This application, under "Con-
ditions of Entry," explains the tx>nding require-
ments and also tbe conditions of pactiing, in-
spection and clearance through the custom house.
It also embodies various agreements which must
be subscribed to by the importer to safeguard
the Importation. The application must be filled
out as to ail the informational data called for
and must be signed by the applicant, and for-
warded to the Federal Horticultural Board. The
applicant should also indicate whether the Im-
portation la intended for commercial propaga-
tion or for a public institution, or is requested
by an amateur as defined in a preceding para-
graph.

Permit and shipping tags. If the permit Is
issued, the applicant will be furnished with a
blanlj form of bond to be executed and returned
to the board, and also with shipping instructions
and shipping tags to be forwarded with his order
to the exporter. With the exception of trans-
pacific shipments for western destinations, such
shipping tags will be addressed to the U. 3. De-
partment of Agriculture, Federal Horticultural
Board, Washington, D. C, but will be endorsed
with the permit number and name of the Im-
porter. Transpacific shipments for all western
points entering through the port of San Fran-
cisco may be given inspection and clearance at
that port in the same manner as at Washington.
Delivery to board in bond. Material coming to

Washington must be turned over to the Federal
Horticultural Board by the importer or his au-
thorized agent, and In the specially equipped
inspection houses and under expert care as to the
welfare of the plants, it will be carefully ex-
amined by the board's inspectors. If the ship-
ment is found to comply with the conditions of
entry and to be free from dangerous insects or
diseases, it will be Immediately repacked and
forwarded, charges collect, to the importer.
Shipments for clearance at San Francisco will
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be similarly liandled by the agents of the board—Ferry building, San Francisco.
DUinfeotion. DiHinfection will be authorized

for slight infestation, but should the material
be found to be su infected or infested with either
diseases or insectH that it cannot be adequately
disinfected, it will either be destroyed, or when
desired, permission may be granted for its ex-
portation.
Storage and repacking. >So far as possible, tlie

board will undertake to provide for storage and
repacking. Should importers request, lioweTer.
permits covering the importation of larger quan-
tities of prupugutlng or other stock under regu-
lation 14 than ciin be housed and cared for in
the inspection houses of this department, and
should such request be approved, the importers
mny be required to provide local storage in
Washington for such material during the period
of detention for examination and, if necessary,
disinfection, including opening of containers and
repacking.

Charges. The department will make no charge
for inspection and supervision, but the importer
will be re(iuired to meet all entry, transporta-
tion, disinfection and handling charges—-dray-
age, etc., and for this purpose should make ar-
rangements with responsible agencies at port of
arrival for forwarding in bond to Washington,
]>. C, and in Washington for all local charges as
indicated.
Hail shipments. Permission for importation

tliroiigli the mails of wpecial permit material un-

der regulation 14 will hereafter be authorized on
request when warranted by the nature and
amount of the proposed shipment. Such author-
ity, if approved, will be indicated on the permit,
and tags for such mail shipments will be fur-
nished. These tugs will be addressed to the
United States Department of Agriculture, Fed-
eral Horticultural Board, either Washington,
D. C, or Ferry building, San Francisco, Cul.,
and will carry the number of the permit author-
izing the Importation, and when attached to the
package will authorize the foreign postmaster
to accept it for shipment. By special arrange-
ment with the United States PostotUce Depart-
ment, such mail shipments, after inspection, may
be forwarded to the importer without pay-
ment of additional postage. The entry require-
ments in the case of mail shipments are some-
what simplified. By arrangement with the cus-
toms service such shipments are permitted to
come In bond directly to the Department of Ag-
riculture either at the Washington or San Fran-
cisco offices of the l)oard, obviating any broker-
age service for forwarding from port of first ar-
rival. The importer will have to provide merely
for customs clearance either at Washington or
San Francisco. It should be distinctly under-
stood that mail shipment of plants and seeds
for propagation is strictly limited to special per-
mit material under regulation 14, and to field,

vegetable and flower seeds under regulation 2,
and is prohibited as to commercial or other entry
under regulations 3 and 15 of quarantine 37.

CAN IMPORT THROUGH MAII.S.

An order has ,iust been issued by the

Federal Horticultural Board which will

permit hereafter the importation

through the mails of plants and seeds for

propagation imported by special permit

under regulation 14, quarantine 37. This

notion, believes the board, should

greatly facilitate the importation ot

^mall or minor shipments of new plants

and greatly reduce the time factor and

lience add to the likelihood of the plants

reaching destination in good condition.

This action is really not antagonistic

to the post oflSce order long in force,

limiting importation by mail to field,

vegetable and flower seeds, and impor-

tations by the Department of Agricul-

ture, inasmuch as the importations

under regulation 14 are required to be

addressed to the Federal Horticultural

Board, United States Department of

Agriculture, Washington, D. C, and

therefore are under the complete con-

trol of the department until they are

passed and distributed to destination.

The countries of the postal union will

be expected to continue to refuse mail

shipments of plants other than field,

vegetable and flower seeds, except when
addressed t(i the United States Depart-

ment of Agriculture.

The order is as follows:

The importation by mail of plants and seeds

for propagation, except field, vegetable and
flower seeds, and importations made by the Dc
li.nrtment of ,\griculturp, is prohibited. (See

I'nitcd States Official I'ostal Guide, July. 1921.

|)age 138. section 180.) Inasmuch as importa-
tions made by special permit under regulation

14, quarantine 37. must necessarily be addressed
to the Federal Horticultural Board, cither at
Washington. D. C, or at the Ferry building, San
Francisco, Cal.. and pass through the inspection

iifficps of the lioard at these points and be in-

spected and safeguarded by the agents of the

l)oard, it is believed to be safe and desirable
to extend the privilege of Importation through
the mails to such shipments.

In accordance with this decision, permission

for the importation through the malls of special

permit material under regulation 14 will here

after be authorized on request, when warranted
by the nature and amount of the proposed ship-

ment. Such authority, if approved, will be in-

dicated on the permit, and tags for such mail
shipmentR will be furnished. These tags will be
addressed to the United States Department of

Agriculture, Federal Horticultural Board, either

at Washington, D. C, or Ferry building, San
Francisco, Cal., and will carry the permit num-
ber and name and address of the Importer, and
when attached to the package will authorize the

foreign postmaster to accept It for shipment.
By si>eclal arrangement with the United States
Post Office Department, such mail shipments,
after inspection, mny he forwarded to the im-
porter without payment of additional postage.
The entry requirements in the case of mail ship-
ments are somewhat simplified. By arrange-
ment with the customs service such shipments
are permitted to come in bond directly to the
Department of Agriculture, either at the Wash-
ington or San Francisco offices of the board,
obviating any brokerage service for forwarding
from port of first arrival. The importer will
have to provide merely for customs clearance,
either at Washington or San Francisco.

It should be distinctly understood that mail
shipment of plants and seeds for propagation is
strictly limited to special permit material under
regulation 14. and to field, vegetable and flower
seeds under regulation 2. and is prohibited as to
commercial or other entry under regulations 3
and 15 of quarantine 37.

NATIONAL PUBLICITY CAMPAIGN.

Second Four-year Term Begins.

The campaign begins the second four-
year term of its establishment with a

subscription fund of $35,000 pledged
for use in creating publicity for flowers
during 1922. This amount includes also
subscriptions due on pledges made, cov-
ering the previous four years and only
partially collected. Opportunity is here
taken to impress upon all subscribers in

arrears the importance of prompt' dis-

charge of their pledges, in order that the
publicity committee may be jtl.acod in a
position to function properly. The mem-
bers of the committee give generously
of their time and efforts to continue the
effectiveness of the campaign, and it is

unfair to them that they should be
obliged to face uncertainties as to col-

lections when they are considering ad-

vertising contracts in the best interests
of all concerned.

It was hoped that a statement in di>-

tail as to the financial situation could
be appended to this report, but owing to

the great press of business, mostly de-

tail in character, which the staff of the
office has been wrestling with during the
pa^t two or three weeks, it has been
impossible to prepare this properly.
Every mail now is bringing matter,
necessitating changes and additions, so

th.at, at best, such a statement at this

time, would be anything but accurate.

It is, however, most cheering to report

a large number of voluntary increases
in the amounts of subscriptions pre-
viously pledged. Many subscribers are
doubling and redoubling their former
pledges, and an interest is being as-

serted in the campaign which is most
gratifying to the committee.

Slogan Put Over.

The committee is enabled at this, the
opening of the second campaign period,
to make its plans with a judgment rip-

ened by experience. It realizes that
conditions are not quite the same as they
were four years ago. The slogan, "Say
It with Flowers," has been put over
and established beyond even the imag-
ination of the greatest enthusiast in the
campaign. Its value is recognized by
practically every industrial interest in
the land, and to let it lag now would be
nothing short of a crime. On every hand
we find evidence of attempts to pervert
the admittedly simple phrase, making
it all the more necessary that we should
increase efforts to maintain the prestige
established for it. The piracies are so
flagrant that the public fails to assimi-
late them, and instead of hurting, they
really help, and at best are considered
stupid and likely to prove to the disad-
vantage of those who seek to perpetrate
them. "Say it with meats," "Say it

with furniture," "Say it with per-

fume," and all such perversions are
ridiculous, and an open admission that
the slogan of the florists is the best
ever adopted, and far-reaching in its

effect. The committee, however, is con-
sidering ways and means to check this

assault upon what it justly considers to
be a prerogative, and has already decided
upon steps to be taken immediately.
All florists are asked to report to the
secretary any violation of the slogan
which may come to their notice, so that
the committee will have sufficient evi-

dence to work with when it is ready to
move.
The following letter to Chairman

Henry Penn from H. J. Kenner, director

of the National Vigilance Committee of

the Associated Advertising Clubs of the
World, shows that the pirating of a slo-

gan is frowned upon by the leading or-

ganization in the advertising world:

This slogan is so original and valuable that
you may be sure we shall be exceedingly inter-

ested In the communication which we are to re-

ceive from the secretary of the Society of Amer-
ican Florists.

.Inst on the face of it. the appropriation and
derogation of the slogan by the phrase, "Say It

with Furniture—Flowers Die," is greatly to be
deplored.
We shall be glad to take action In this matter.

The Market.

The cut flower market is in a peculiar
condition for the season. Arrivals of
stock are inordinately light, and the de-
mand is much less than usual for Jan-
uary. So many reasons have of late
been advanced fo' the small demand
that it is hard to put forward a new one,
but the real fact is that the public is not
buying flowers. It may be fortunate
rather than otherwise that the supply is

not up to the mark, and this opinion is

reflected in the prices of flowers, which
are not unduly inflated.

Roses are in exceedingly light supply,
and while local demands are sufficiently
covered, shipping orders are hard to fill.

It seems ridiculous that when an order
comes in by wire late in an afternoon
for a couple of hundred or so roses,
considerable shopping is necessary to
turn them up, but such is the case in
this great New York market. American
Beauty is in sufficient supply to meet
demands, but sales drag, with prices ad-
vanced to $125 per hundred for best spe-
cials. Hybrid teas are rather short in
supply, but price increases are mainly
confined to the higher grades of stock.

Carnations are in fairly good supply,
but move slowly.

Cattleyas are in somewhat larger sup-
ply than the demand will cover; conse-
quently, prices have gone down to a
range of $35 to $75 per hundred for cat-

tleyas, with hybrids bringing $100.
White lilies are plentiful, but move

slowly. Lily of the valley is some
what in oversupply, and top grades with
difficulty are forced to the $6 per hun-
dred mark. Bubrum lilies are in in-

creased supply, but move fairly well at
$8 to $15 per hundred.

Violets are plentiful, but not in great
demand. A good supply of fine quality
sweet peas checks violet sales.

Miscellaneous flowers are quite plenti-

ful, and the list is augmented by the
arrival of acacia, which moves at about
$2 to $5 per bunch. Other items are
iris, heliotrope, myosotis, gladioli, cal-

endulas, freesias, wallflowers, mignon-
ette, pansies, daisies, cornflowers and
bouvardia.

ADIANTTTM FASLEYENSE.
"The most beantiful of the maiden-

hair ferns"—this has been the descrip-
tive title of Adiantum Farleyense ever
since its introduction from Barbados
some forty-five years ago, and a glance
at the accompanying illustration will

readily prove that this description is

fully warranted. Adiantum tenerum
Farleyense is what botanists tell us the
fern should be called, from the fact that
it is simply a variety of A. tenerum and
not a species in its own right, but, be
that as it may, it deserves all its present

popularity and even more. It is a warm-
house fern, and therefore cannot be
grown satisfactorily in company with
the more hardy pteris and other ferns of

that the class that are being prepared
for table ferneries, but where Farleyense
can be given the treatment it deserves,

there is none that can compete with it.

It, Is usually conceded that A. Far-
leyense does not bear fertile spores,

hence its reproduction depends upon di-

vision of the crowns. This division is

usually performed in spring, at or about
the period when active growth begins.

All the fronds are cut off the old plants,

the soil is shaken out and the crowns are

then separated into small segments.
These are planted in rows in a propagat-
ing frame in a warm house, kept moist,

and ^nally potted up into small pots as
Boon as they make one or two fronds.

The young stock must be protected
from sun and wind, and should be
picked out and shifted on into larger

pots before they become too much pot-

bound. As the plants increase in size,

give additional space between the pots,

for the foliage is liable to suffer if the
plants become too crowded. Plants that
have reached salable sizes—that is, those
in 4-inch to 7-inch pots—should be grad-
ually hardened off toward autumn, in

readiness for use. The hardening proc-

ess consists chiefly in giving more light

and air, but always keeping in mind the
fact that strong drafts of air are likely

to injure the young leaves.

A night temperature of 62 to 65 de-
grees is best for this fern, and a rather
strong soil may be used. The writer
has had good results from a soil consist-

ing of one-third dried cow manure and
two-thirds rotted sod, but the plants so
treated require careful watering for
some time after potting, in order to
avoid getting the soil soured. W. H. T.

He professed to have worked in some

of the best places in Canada and Eng-
land. He said that he could not get
work in San Francisco and so came
here looking for a job. We agreed to
give him a job and advanced him $10
with which to pay his board. As he
failed to return, I am convinced that
he is a confidence man and I should,
therefore, like to warn other nursery-
men and florists to be on the lookout
for him. By exposing this person a
real service will be done the trade. He
is a young man, about 24 or 26 years
of age, has a good appearance and tells
a plausible story.

DIXIE-NOURISHED DAHLIAS.
I read with interest in The Review

for December 29, 1921, the inquiry of
M. L. W., of Texas, regarding the root-
ing of dahlia cuttings, and the reply
also. We hear little in the trade jour-
nals about the growing of dahlias in the
cotton states, so I, who have grown them
in the south for more than fifteen years,
am moved to give some of my experi-
ence. Now, I do not claim to know all
there is to know about growing the
dahlia, but I have been successful with
my crops.

I have grown cuttings in pots in the
greenhouse, but I believe that I have
found a better and an easier way. In
the first place, I do not see what any-
one would want of cuttings here rooted
in January or March. Here 's how I do
it: The tubers are buried in late No-
vember or early December in a perfectly
dry bench under a building. Last spring,
about the middle of April, they were
taken out. At one place a little rain had
blown in and the tubers at that place
were a little damp; consequently, they
sprouted. I did not desire to plant until
May 15 to June 15, so I simply broke
off these sprouts and put the tubers
away for later planting. These sprouts
were from one and one-half to five
inches long, with not a leaf on them, and
either light pink in color or the color of
bleached celery.

I put these in a bed in the garden. I
made rows about four inches apart and
put the sprouts about two or three
inches apart in the rows. The lot were
covered with a frame of cheesecloth and
were within reach of the hose.

After this I gave them no further at-
tention, just keeping them damp. The
plants grew to touch the cheesecloth. At
that time the cloth was removed. From
these tubers I had this bed full of the
best plants I have ever handled. Out of
200 sprouts not more than five per cent
failed to make plants.
I have rooted cuttings when the leaves

were formed, but I prefei^them rooted
before that time. Sometimes, when I
have a choice variety I am anxious to
increase rapidly, I bury the clump in the
garden in sand and take it out and
break off the sprouts as they appear.
No one needs a greenhouse or pots of
any kind for dahlia growing in Dixie.

AUTUMN SHADES IN DAHLIAS.

As one notes the innumerable and
beautiful autumn shades of dahlias on
the markets nowadays, one must wonder
at the fact that not until recent years
was the autumn color considered de-
sirable in dahlias. Even today there
are many districts, mainly rural, how-
ever, where these shades are not con-
sidered, the prevailing colors being
white and pink, with a few yellow
and a few red. In the most cultured
centers, however, especially in the ex-
treme eastern and western states, the

SAND SAFER IN UTAH.

When C. W. answered B. N. 8., of
Utah, in The Review for December 29,

in regard to whether or not cinders
were injurious to pot plants when placed
on the benches to hold moisture, he did
not take into consideration that a great
deal of the Utah coal contains ^kali
and the cinders from it are, therefore,

unfit to use on benches for setting plants
on them. It checks the plants' growth,
even if it does not always kill them. In
Utah sand is safer than cinders.

The small shoot and fruits, which
were almost crumpled to powder when
they arrived, are not barberries, but
Symphoricarpos vulgaris, or Indian cur-

rant. C. W.

THE COST or COAL.

The coal trade is in the middle of a
depressed condition without parallel in
the history of the industry and, as the
cost of fuel is one of the largest items
of expense in operating greenhouses, the
subject is one of special interest to us.

Frank S. Peabody explains the present
prices of coal by pointing to the labor
cost. "There are," he says "10,000
coal mines in the United States today,
as against 6,000 mines at the beginning
of the war. Those 6,000 mines at the
beginning of the war, if operated 250
days per annum, were able at that time
to supply the entire demands of the
United States, including the export
tra^e, and the same is true now. Those
6,000 mines could today take care of
every ton of coal that can be burned in

the United States, and for export, even
if business today were normal. There
are enough miners, if the mines were
worked 250 days per annum, to produce
twice the amount of coal the United
States could use. Consequently the men
are idle half the time, but must earn dur-
ing the period at work sufficient to live
during those idle days. The unions hold
for $8, $9 and $10 a day for their men."
But the inexorable law of supply and

demand is beginning to get in its work.
The Black Diamond says: "The wage

question is the matter of prime impor-
tance at this time. In union fields, where
the range in wages has been widened as

between those paid in non-union fields,

more and more mines were being forced
to close down, since the producers are
unable to meet the competition of coal

produced at a lower cost. The week saw
smokeless coal moving in the central

western markets on a mine-run basis at

$2 a ton on contract, which makes this

grade a real competitor for all Indiana
and Illinois domestic sizes. In the east

a similar situation exists, non-union coal

from West Virginia more and more eat-

ing into the markets formerly absorbing
a comparatively large tonnage of union
outputs. Some operators in the union
fields have definitely taken the policy of
shutting down their mines until a wage
adjustment downward is effected next
April."
The wage agreements between mine

owners and labor unions run out March
31. Efforts already are being made by
the employers to get the unions to agree

to a new basis for next season, but the

union officials are holding off, realizing

that any change which brings lower cost

of coal to the consumer must result in

sending many men out of the mining in-

dustry, those who remain to do increased
work for the same amount of money.
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OBITUARY
Samuel Watson Crowell.

January 4 Samuel W. Crowell, general
manager of the United States Nursery
Co., and widely known in the trade,
passed away at the Baptist Memorial
hospital, Memphis, Tenn., leaving a va-
cancy in the hearts and lives of his
friends that will never be filled. Within
the trade his demise is especially felt, as
he was a man of great horticultural
knowledge and unimpeachable charac-
ter.

The deceased was born March 14,
1869, at Morgantown, N. C. Shortly
thereafter the father of the Crowell
family died and the early life of S. W.
Crowell was passed with an uncle near
Hickory and Asheville, N. C. He re-

ceived the greater part of his education
at Weaverville, N. C, and soon after
leaving school he went with Eobert and
Henry Chase to Huntsville, Ala., where
he received his training in the nursery
business under the supervision of John
Fraser, Sr., with the firm then known as
the Alabama Nursery Co.
December 4, 1894, he was married to

Miss Willie B. Bynum, at Lakeview,
Miss., and soon thereafter he engaged
in business at Walls, Miss. It was there
also that he made his first venture in

his life work, the nursery business. In
1904 he moved to Eoseacres, Miss., then
known as Priddy Station, wh^re he en-

gaged in the nursery and planting busi-

ness and where he was located up to the
time of his death.

Mr. Crowell 's attitude on progress and
business can be seen in the introduction
to a talk on "New Eoses Worth Know-
ing," delivered at the convention of

the Tennessee Nurserymen's Associa-
tion, at Nashville, Tenn., in 1911. At
that time he said in part:

"We live in an age when to stand
still means retrogression, and retrogres-

sion inevitably means elimination. Ex-
pansion from small things into great,

and from great into still greater things,

is the rule of progress all the world over.

What satisfies the wants of today will

prove totally insufficient for tomorrow,
and the marvel which excited our won-
derment yesterday is today calmly ac-

cepted as a matter of course. The pros-

perity of an industry must depend upon
its healthy, constant growth, and the

country in which it is located will de-

crease or diminish in prosperity in ac-

cordance with the success or incompe-
tent management of that industry."

Mr. Crowell left an influence on all

who knew him. Directly after his death
a letter was received by the United
States Nursery Co. from E. W. Learned,
head of the state plant board of Missis-

sippi, from which the following para-

graph is taken:
"We always considered Mr. Crowell

the outstanding nurseryman in Missis-

sippi, and by the nurserymen and inspec-

tion officials throughout the south I

know that he was considered as one of

the outstanding leaders. I am sure that

everyone who was acquainted with him
will agree that he was an honor to his

profession. This was due largely to the

fact that everyone who had dealings

with him had absolute confidence in

him. The state of Mississippi has lost a
good citizen and its leading nurseryman.

Samuel Watson Crowell.

the nursery business has lost one of its

outstanding leaders in the south and I
am certain that the members of the
United States Nursery Co. have lost a
colleague and associate that cannot be
replaced."
Mr. Crowell was a thirty-second de-

gree Mason. He had served as a mem-
ber of the vigilance committee of the
American Association of Nurserymen
and as state vice-president of the S. A.
F. He had been a member of the South-
ern" Nurserymen 's Association, of which
he was president during 1920, and a
member of the Western Association of
Nurserymen, as well as other nursery
organizations. His personal life was en-

riched by his love of the beautiful
things of life. Books, flowers and music
were almost a passion with him. A
touching tribute to Mr. Crowell was pub-
lished in several of the southern news-
papers.
The deceased was buried at Elmwood

cemetery, Memphis, Tenn., January 5.

Those surviving Mr. Crowell are his

wife, his two sisters, Mrs. T. A. Mott
and Mrs. E. E. Simpson, of Hickory,
N. C; and a brother, A. H. Crowell, of
Newton, N. C.

Mrs. Mina Burgle.

Mrs. Mina Burgle, wife of the head
gardener at Mare Island Navy Yard,
passed away at the end of the year,
after a brief illness. Her husband orig-

inated the dahlia named after her. It is

a flower well known to California flo-

rists and much sympathy is felt for the
bereaved widower, who honored his

wife in his best-known floral creation.
Mr. Burgle has been gardener at the
Mare Island station for the past twenty
years and his flowers are familiar to
naval men up and down the coast. Mrs.
Burgle, who died at her home in Val-

lejo, the civilian city near Mare Is-

land, is survived by Mr. Burgle, a son
and two daughters. M. M.

Emma Louise Epliraim.

In florists' circles much sympathy
was felt with Moses A. Ephraim, pio-

neer San Francisco florist, in the death
of his wife, Emma Louise Ephraim, who
passed away in her home city January
2. Mr. Ephraim, who is connected with
the Art Floral Co., San Francisco, Cal.,

is one of the pioneer florists of the bay
region and his many friends remem-
bered, with flowers, the last rites for his

beloved wife. The deceased was a na-
tive of England, but had lived in San
Francisco for a number of years.

The demand for flowers since the holi-

days has been unusually good, above the
anticipation of most florists.

The times call for a larger proportion
of short-stemmed flowers and a smaller
of long-stemmed stock in roses.

If you notice that the pages of this
issue of The Eeview are not so well illus-

trated as usual, it is because an en-
gravers' strike makes it impossible to
have cuts made.

If all the people in this trade who are
in position to pay all their bills right now
would do so, it would ease the paths of
many who have served them well. Also,
it would remove some uncertainty as to
who can and who can't.

Again this season The Review is print-
ing each week more clas^fied ads than
at the same date in any previous year.
A notable increase has been made in the
number of these little liners published for
florists in the eastern states.

If florists would give a little atten-
tion to filling window boxes with ever-
greens for winter they soon would open
a fine line of new business. Customers
who once have their boxes filled for winter
are found to reorder as regularly as the
season comes around.

The numerous projects for greenhouse
building, many of which already have
been started, do not lead to the idea that
growers have had so bad a season as
some might think, and such undertakings
point most conclusively to confidence in
the future of the business.

The thing for florists to do now is to
collect their outstanding accounts and
pay their bills. It can not be done ^1
at once, but if this part of the work is

neglected the trade will backslide to the
condition which prevailed when the epi-

demic of influenza came to our financial

relief in the autumn of 1918.

The florists' business has not yet
reached the impersonal stage. The larg-

est and most successful businesses have
been built around some man's personal-

ity, by his individual effort, and, as most
of these businesses still are in control of

the man who built them, it remains to

be seen where they will go in the hands
of his successors.

The times are demonstrating that the
flower-buying habit, once acquired, is not
easily broken. People who are short of
money may reduce their purchases, but
they do not discontinue them.

The bulletin of the Standard Oil Co.

of California calls attention to the fact

that $1,000,000 in telegraph tolls is said

to have been invested last year in the
use of one word, "Please." If it is

worth the spending of so much money
to send over the wires, it is worth the
little extra energy required to say it

oftener, particularly in flower stores.

GXTDE BJIEAES ANKLE.
While crossing the floor of a room at

his home, 3800 New Hampshire avenue,
northwest, Washington, D, C, last Sun-
day, January 8, William F. Gude, presi-

dent of Gude Bros. Co., slipped and
broke the ankle of his left foot. His
physician was called immediately and
the ankle placed in a plaster cast. This
painful accident will keep Mr. Gude con-
fined to his home for some weeks, it is

reported.

OHICAOO.

The Market.

The shortening of the rose cuts re-

ported last week has become acute. Con-
siderably to the surprise of many usually
well informed men in the market, rose
crops went off earlier and more suddenly
than usual. This was in spite of a con-
siderable improvement in the weather,
which might ordinarily have been ex-
pected to increase production. The
growers say there is an unusual quan-
tity of blind wood on the plants, prob-
ably the result of the dark days in No-
vember and December. Also, it now is

asserted that seventy-five per cent of
the plants were cropped for Christmas
and that the present cut is from not
more than one-fourth of the glass in
roses. There has come, at the same
time, a sharp increase in the call for
short roses. It appears that a mild
epidemic of influenza is sweeping the
country and that the call for funeral
work has been greatly stimulated there-
by. It is impossible to supply more than
a small fraction of the calls for short
roses. Most of the wholesalers decline
all orders for shorts unless they include a
fair proportion of each of the other
grades. Buyers do not want long rosea
in quantity, as they are too expensive
for the ordinary run of funeral work,
but they are compelled to take the long-
stemmed stock because nothing else is

to be had. Buyers who have not been
in close touch with the market, and who
do not understand the situation, are
loud in their protestations at the prices
of the shorter length of roses, but there
is no help for it under present condi-
tions.

The scarcity of short roses has in-

creased the demand for other flowers.
There is no shortage of other stock, ex-
cept that created by increased demand.
The rose has become the principal com-
modity on this market and when the rose
crop is off it creates a seeming scarcity
of other flowers. Carnations have, of
course, benefited to a greater extent
than other flowers. The price has been

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nothing of lights from the other Haber-
mehl stores, at the Eitz and on Drum-
mond street, besides lights that burn
only on special occasions.

It is a strange and illuminating fact,

that no matter how frightfully busy
they are at Habermehl's, they always
have time to treat you just aa though
their minds were care-free. So a quick
word was given and Mr. Graham leisure-
ly detached himself from the small army
of makers-up in the store and proceeded
to display the glories of the ballroom
above stairs, just as though it were not
late in the evening after a tremendously
heavy day's work.

This was a treat, for William Graham
is a master in the art of decorating. He
has assisted in decorating for sixty-
eight assembly balls (there are usually
two each year), first for his father,
Hugh Graham, under the direction of
Charles Fox, then for himself and now
for J. J. Habermehl's Sons.

Mr. Haber-
mehl appeared in the ballroom at this
moment and was naturally somewhat
surprised at receiving a second hearty
handshake, but merely gave a quick,
searching look to see that his visitor
was all there. The Clover room was ar-

ranged as a garden scene. Here otto-
mans and cliairs are arranged for con-
versation after dancing, with beds of
plants and flowers laid out in graceful
lines on the velvety carpet. Downstairs
in the flower shop Mr. Jones left his
work of arranging the flowers for the
table decorations to display the bou-
quets. They were of the style described
by J. H. Leary as Bernhardt bouquets,
arm bouquets, six in all, one for each
patroness. One was of white lilac and
Acacia pubescens, another of anemones,
pansies, Ward rosebuds, with a bunch of
blue iris tying it, and all were trimmed
with ostrich plumes and maidenhair
ferns. They were dreams of beauty.
The six members of the assembly com-
mittee wore each a single gardenia.

INTERNATIONAL REGISTHATION.

The Chamber of Horticulture of Great
Britain has announced that all prepara-

tions for the international bureau of reg-

istration of novelties are now complete
and that the bureau is ready to com-
mence registration. The following par-

ticulars have been supplied:

1. The international bureau for reg-

istration of horticultural novelties,

founded by the Federation Hortioole

Professionnelle Internationale, com-
menced January 1, 1922, with the ob-
ject of protecting the raisers of new
plants, as to:

(a) Prior right of raising.

(b) Ownership of name chosen.
(c) Possibility of claiming both.
(d) Adequate advertisement to make

the novelty known to the horticultural
world.

2. Official forms necessary for declara-
tions will be sent to raisers, on receipt
of demand accompanied by the amount
of the registration tax, 10 francs, plus,
if desired, the amount necessary to cover
the cost of supplementary declarations,
at the rate of 5 francs a line of forty
letters, signs or intervals.

3. Official forms can only be obtained
from the bureau agent, L. Sauvage, 6
Kue de Debarcadere, Paris, 17, France.

4. Checks and money orders are to
be made payable to L. Sauvage.

5. On demand, raisers will receive
without charge a small booklet contain-
ing the rules of the bureau and all par-
ticulars concerning the keeping of the
various registers, confirming the rights
of the declarers and providing in due
course the establishment of interna-
tional legislation on this subject.

The Market.

Since the supply last week had not
recovered from the close Christmas cut,

supply could not keep pace with the de-
mand. As a usual thing, both supply
and demand get back to normal on equal
footing, but this year demand is mak-
ing a much faster recovery. The nor-
mal business of the season is now in
full swing. From now until after Eas-
ter we can look for a good, steady busi-
ness. Considering the amount of busi-
ness that is now being transacted and
the source of supply, it is evident that
there is little danger of oversupply,

Koses were never finer in quality. As
one goes through the wholesale houses
and notes the quantities in the retail
stores, one wonders if it is not the de-
mand that is becoming greater, instead
of roses being scarcer. Certainly, there
are more roses to be seen on the market
now than a few years ago. Carnations
are scarce. There are two reasons for
this: First, there arc not so many be-
ing grown this year as formerly; sec-
ond, they were lifted from the fields in
a warm, dry season and seem to have
suffered a reversal, from which they
have not yet recovered. Paper \V1iites
fell off somewhat and arc being handled
to much better advantage. Many of
these during the oversupply were sold at
prices that would not pay for the bulbs.
Local violets are scarce. Sweet peas,
too, are on the short side and are not
yet in full swing. Stevia is about over
and all miscellaneous stock is scarce.
Smilax is not to be had locally, but
there is a good supply of asparagus.

It looks as though the troubles of the
wholesale shippers will never cease, one
of the big trunk lines being washed out
last week.

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old concern twenty-five years, and secre-

tary, Albert F. Seim, who had been asso-

ciated Avitli the old concern seventeen
years.

The trials of the seed houses are not
yet over. So severe have they been that
some of the stanchest concerns have
found their positions precarious, despite

able management. It will be a matter
of much credit to have passed through
these two trying years with unshaken
reputation.

The annual meeting of the Southern
Seedsmen's Association will be held at

New Orleans May 29 to 31. A commit-
tee, composed of Dick O'Bannon, Sher-
man, Tex., and L. E. Harris, Birming-
ham, Ala., has been appointed to assist

the president and secretary in preparing
the program for the meeting.

The heavy rains in southern California
have done a tremendous amount of good,
according to John C. Bodger. He states

that the soil at the El Monte seed farms
of the John Bodger & Sons Co. has been
gradually drying out and the 10-inch rain-

fall restored normal conditions, prac-

tically no run-off having occurred.

The National Canners ' Association will

hold its annual meeting at Louisville, Ky.,
during the week beginning January 16.

More than 4,000 members are expected
to attend and the Armory will, it is antici-

pated, house exhibits of more than $250,-

000 in value. The number of seedsmen
who attend will probably be larger than
last year.

CuKTAiLiXG further the service seeds-

men are receiving from the United States
Department of Agriculture, the weekly
publication of the bureau of markets and
crop estimates, called the Market Re-
porter, was merged at the beginning of
1922 with the Monthly Crop Reporter and
the National Weather and Crop Bulletin,

all to be issued as a single publication,

entitled, ' * Weather, Crops and Markets. '

'

Red clover seed prices last mouth con-

tinued to advance in practically all sec-

tions and averaged about 40 cents per
hundred pounds higher to growers Decem-
ber 20 than December 6. Alsike clover

seed prices also advanced in most sec-

tions during these two weeks, but they
were a little lower in a few important
sections. Wholesale seedsmen advanced
their selling prices on red clover 50 cents

to $1, but were quoting alsike clover at

unchanged prices to 25 cents per hundred
pounds higher. Although country mer-
chants have not been buying freely from
seedsmen, there has been little or no dis-

position on the part of the latter to shade

prices, inasmuch as stocks have not been
burdensome. The inactivity of many
seedsmen in purchasing their requirements

from country shippers and growers has

been due mostly to curtailed finances

under which seedsmen and others have

found it necessary to operate.

AS OTHERS SEE US.

Arthur L. Deal, a director of the seed

firm of W. W. Johnson & Son, Ltd., Bos-
ton, Lincolnshire, England, recently fin-

ished a trip of three and a half months'
duration, his ninth in the interests of his

firm, and visited most of its customers
in all parts of the United States, also

inspecting many of the growing crops in

this country. Upon his return he con-

veyed his impressions of seed trade con-

ditions in the United States to the editor

of the Horticultural Trade Journal,

thus:
"As on this side of the water, the

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average American crop was advanced on
account of the dry spell, especially in

California, where they have had on the
average a much more satisfactory sweet
pea crop than in the last few years.

"The financial and economical condi-

tion of the United States is similar to

that at home, and in the seed trade one
finds merchants are still carrying larger

stocks than they would like to see, and
the purchasing power of their customers
has been reduced owing to restricted

credits.
'

' Generally speaking, one gets the im-

pression in America that buyers and
sellers alikfe have gone to perhaps
greater extremes in the last few years
than has been the case over here, and
this makes the return to normal condi-

tions a little more difficult, but with the

vast resources of a nation like the
United States, with some 115,000,000

people, it is to be expected that a return

to more prosperous times will come to

them sooner than to us, as their home
markets are capable of absorbing most
of their own products, and they are not

dependent on the outside world for trade

to the same extent as we are.

"These remarks cover generally the

industrial position, but can be applied in

many respects to the seed trade. With
lower prices, and now that the seed

growing centers of Europe are again
producing their selected strains of seeds,

the demand from the United States

should increase and ultimately be about

the same as before the war. It must not,

however, be forgotten that the United
States is producing more seed within

its own borders than in pre-war days,

and if the proposed new import duties

are levied on seeds, they will have the

effect of making it more difficult for

European seed growers to sell to Amer-
ica.

"I think the American seedsman is

more troubled with legislation and gov-

ernment rulings than is the case with

us. This is due to the system of state

government, under which each state

makes its own laws, and so if a seeds-

man in Illinois sends seeds to a customer

in Missouri he must comply with the

seed laws of Missouri, which may be
quite different from those in his own
state.

"The seed trade in Canada and the

United States expects a much better

season this spring than last, as stocks

carried over are not so large. A large

trade is done in packet seeds, which are

packed neatly in cases and sent to all

parts of the American continent. Owing
to the great distances, this packet trade,

as well as the mail-order catalogue trade,

is of larger dimension than is the case

in Europe, where distances are short and
the retail seedsman is close at hand."

crn seed trade, at least, a condition of

normalcy, or near-normalcy, will be
reached. One striking indication is the

comparatively large request for 1922
spring catalogues that we are having
from a month to six weeks ahead of the

usual mailing time and during a period

when we are making no drive for cata-

logue inquiries. These catalogue in-

quiries show that people are interested

in the idea of planting a diversity of

crops for this coming year, and if past
experience is any guide, this is indica-

tive of a most satisfactory seed selling

season."

Another man who keeps his finger on
southern business conditions is L. A.

Niven, a newspaper man of Birming-
ham, Ala. His connection keeps him in

close touch with things south of the

Mason and Dixon line. Here is what he
thinks about what is before merchants
and manufacturers who sell in the

south: "Business has slowed up dur-

ing the last three or four weeks, due to

the slight reaction in the cotton market.
This slow-down, of course, is only tem-
porary. During October and November,
business was good in this territory,

being far better than it has over been
since the terrible slump started about a

year ago. The fall in the price ot

cotton, from around 20 cents to 17 and
18 cents, put a damper on things tem-
porarily, but tlicy are coming back all

right now. I want to make myself
perfectly clear now by stating that, be-

ginning with JScptember, business in

the south really reached almost boom
stage, and ran along this way during
September and October and the early

part of November. And then the slump
in the price of cotton came, and busi-

ness slowed up a little. Now it is show-
ing signs of picking up again, because
cotton is gradually creeping back to-

ward the 20-cent mark. The southern
farmer is buying judiciously and cau-

tiously, but, taken as a whole, conditions

are certainly promising for good, sound

business in this territory the coming
year. At least, that is the way it looks

to me."
W. H. Dildine, general manager of

James Vick's Sons, Eochester, N. Y.,

is about again, after six or eight months
of illness. Mr. Dildine said that the
fall trade had been most gratifying and
that 1922 promises to be the year that
seedsmen have been looking for since

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perennials, and will show how to plant
and care lor the stock, to the end that
increasing interest may be taken in
"making America more beautiful and
fruitful."

LEGISLATION FOR NURSERYMEN.

Effect of Quarantine 37.

Quarantine 37 has been in operation
for too short a time for one to say with
any degree of finality that it has or has
not been a benefit to the nursery busi-

ness of the United States. Plant pro-
duction of many articles, denied us un-
der this quarantine require from three
to ten years before being ready for mar-
ket. So it is too soon to tell what the
result of the quarantine order will be in

the case of articles like this, except to

forecast tliat it is scarcely likely we can
produce them as cheaply in this country.

Then, the two years during which the

quarantine has been operative have not

been normal years; the influences of the

war have upset all calculations during

this period.

Probably no legislation ever touched

the business of every single nurseryman
as this measure did; all of us have al-

tered our accustomed ways to a greater

or less extent, as a result of the order.

Just to have been jarred out of our usual

]ilacidity is a result of the federal regu-

lation that was ])robably worth while,

yet one would prefer to learn resource-

fulness without the necessity of such a
nervous shock.

Amendments Desirable.

It does soem as if there are some
ninciidniciits to the quarantine order

that could lie made now, in view of the

cxjierience thus far gained.

There are many new and valuable

The F. H. B. is undoubtedly much
handicapped in the enforcement of this

quarantine order l)y insufficient appro-

priations to establish, at the principal

ports of entry, the necessary inspection

facilities to guard safely against insect

immigrants. I think that nurserymen
should help the Federal Horticultural

Board to secure appropriations adequate
to establish this inspection at ports of

entry and tluis to obviate the necessity

and delay of shipments being inspected

at Washington. After all, quarantine 37

is an establislied fact; I think none of

us ever expect to find our ports as wide
open to the receipt of nursery stock as

formerly; I doubt if there are many who
wish them opened so widely.

Let us turn then to other legislation

that the nurservmen should have and

it tend more and more to guard and
regulate our businesses; whether we
approve of this or not, it is the tendency
of the times in which we are living. In
making this submission under the law,
we shall help ourselves most when we so

conduct our businesses as to keep our
nurseries as clean as possible and to

help entomologists in the control of
pests by spraying and other care that
will help to prevent spread of such in-

sects or disease. We must see to it

also that we keep faith with public
opinion through the high quality of our
products; the public will come to have
a regard for the trustworthy character
of the nursery business and the men
engaged in it. We cannot do all this

alone—it must be furthered by our asso-

ciations.

In this connection I cannot refrain
from saying that I think a mistake that
will take years to mend was made when
we discontinued our trustworthy slogan,

instead of seeking to bring our member-
ship into the condition that made that
statement worth while. We had the op-
portunity under it to do, voluntarily and
to our credit, what legislatures will

make us do by their misbranding bills

and other similar legislation.

Nurserymen should welcome inspec-
tion. If our states did not provide in-

spection, we would now be denied the
privilege of interstate commerce, but
we want something more than inspec-
tion; we want entomologists who are
not satisfied merely to put our nurseries
in an isolation ward for observation,
while publicity is given to our sickness,

but we want entomologists who will seek
untiringly to cure our sickness by pro-
viding prescriptions in the shape of

sprays or other remedies that will rid

us promptly of the pests that destroy us.

Quarantines must always be regarded
as being instituted on the part of

officials by reason of their inability to

control a pest or disease. For such
quarantines to exist indefinitely is an
acknowledgment that officials charged
with the enforcement of such acts have
been unable to secure remedies to alle-

viate the condition. Of course the pro-

longing of a quarantine may mean, too,

that the nurseryman has failed to do his

part to the extent that he could co-

operate, but wo must cooperate.

Remedies Needed.

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quarantine 37. Now many nurseries in

the east are confronted with the proba-
bility of a restraint of their trade be-
cause no remedy yet exists to kill such
pests while in the ground without kill-

ing the roots of the plant. Our govern-
ment has lately been spending large
sums experimenting with gases that are
heavier than air, that they might bo
used in war. Is there not a possibility

that among these gases are some that
could be placed on the soil around an
evergreen about to be dug, which would
kill insect life in the area that would be
balled and burlapped, thus making the
plant so treated safe to ship anywhere
without danger of being a pest-carrier?

This is now done successfully with peach
borer. No efficient prevention against
balled evergreens carrying pests was
known at the time of quarantine 37;

none is known yet. With pests threat-

ening that may be carried while in the

soil, have not this association and other

associations of nurserymen, as well as

those of florists, an interest and a re-

sponsibility to help our entomologists

to secure appropriations for experiments
that if successful will make the moving
of balled plants and all potted florists'

stock safe at all times, and under all

conditions, possible.

Means of Cooperation.

There is to be held in Washington,
January 27, a farm conference called at

the suggestion of the president, to which
are to be invited representatives from
varied agricultural interests. Among
these interests are the nurserymen. The
American Association of Nurserymen
should be invited to have one or more
delegates present; I have no doubt that

such an invitation will be received from
Secretary Wallace within the next few
days. When that gathering convenes

there will be in some of the committees

that are set to work upon the large prob-

lem before the conference an oppor-

tunity to submit requests for legislation

that nurserymen want. Among these

requests I believe are reasonable de-

mands for an amendment to the plant

quarantine act of 1912, for the provid-

ing of inspection at principal ports of

entry, for experimentation in ways

to destroy injurious pests while in the

ground. This latter ought to be possible,

as the nurserymen now have secured up-

wards of $60,000 for experiments to as-

certain if fruit tree seedlings may be

grown successfully in this country.

Then, too, we could perhaps find oppor-

tunity at that conference to get written

into the recommendations the principle

that compensation, under right restric-

tions, shall be given horticulturists when
their products are denied a market be-

cause of pest regulations.

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Greenhouse Heating

Subscribers are invited to write the

editor of this department with regard to

any details of greenhouse heating that are

not understood. When information is de-

•ired regarding the capacity of boilers, or

the amount of radiation required for a

greenhouse, the needed temperatures

should be stated in the inquiry, as well

as the amount of glass in the side walls,

and the dimensions and general arrange-

ment of the greenhouses. It is often help-

ful, also, to have a sketch showing the

location of the houses.

GETTING PEOPEB HEAT.

I am planning to erect a greenhouse,

10x70, in northwestern Wisconsin and I

desire to heat it to 60 or 70 degrees in

the coldest weather. My idea is to use

a Wilks heater. One gable of the house

will be exposed and the potting shed,

etc., will be at the other end. What
size of flow pipe will be necessary and

what arrangement and what sizes of

returns will be required! The first half

of the house will be used for potted

plants and the other half for snapdrag-

ons and carnations. There will be three

feet of glass in the side walls.
^

Nothing is said regarding the lowest

winter temperature, but it is presumed

that it will be not less than 30 degrees

below zero, with a possibility of even 40

degrees below. Particularly for the class

of plants mentioned, it would seem un-

necessary to carry 60 or 70 degrees.

This would not only make the cost of

installing the heating plant needlessly

high, but the fuel consumed would be

at least twenty-five per cent more than

for a temperature of 50 degrees as a

minimum, and this would seem ample.

For 50 degrees it would be advisable

to use two 2y2-inch flow pipes on the

plates and eight 2-inch returns under

the side benches. For a minimum of 60

degrees it would be advisable to use two

3-inch flow pipes and ten 2-inch returns.

For 65 to 70 degrees the number of the

returns should be increased to at least

twelve 2-inch pipes. The flow pipes

should run downhill and the main re-

turns should have the same capacity as

the main flow pipes.

PLACE FOB EXPANSION TANK.

Some time ago I wrote to you for in-

structions concerning a heating problem

and you immediately replied, but your

instructions were incomplete. Will you

kindly tell me whether to run the pipes

uphill or downhill and where to place

my expansion tankt One plumber tells

me to put the tank at the far end of the

house and another tells me to put it near

the boiler, connecting it with the re-

turns. J. H. M.—Md.

While fairly good results can be ob-

tained by having the flow pipes run up-

hill and the expansion tank attached

either to one of the flows at the

farther end of the house or to one of the

return pipes near the boiler, it is not

advisable to adopt either of these

methods.
In the previous reply to your ques-

tions no mention was made of the flows

or the place for connecting the expan-

sion tank because we have frequently

advised running all flows downhill and
attaching the expansion tank at the
highest point in the main flow. How-
ever, conditions may make it desirable

to alter this general plan, but as far as

circulation is concerned, it will make
little difference where the tank is

located and connected. It is best to

have all flow pipes run downhill. That
is, run one or more flow pipes vertically

to the highest point in the system near
the boiler and then give them a slope of

about one inch in fifteen or twenty feet

to the farther end of the house.
Any cooling of the water between the

boiler and the highest point in the sys-

tem tends to retard the circulation;

hence this point should be reached as

soon as possible by the water in the sys-

tem. This is why it is desirable to have
the flow pipes run downhill. When the
pipes run uphill, it is necessary to pro-

vide for the escape of the air within
them at the farther end of the house.

While the expansion tank may be at-

tached to just one of the flows, it will

be necessary, nevertheless, to provide

air valves for the other flow pipes.

HEATING A LEAN-TO.

I have one house, 22x^49 feet, and to

this house have added a lean-to, 9Vjx40
feet, which is heated from the main
heating system. I have only one 3-inch

flow below the ridge and eighteen 2-inch

returns under the benches, with a good
circulation. I think there is too much
bottom heat and not enough above. The
walls of the greenhouse are seven feet

high; three feet of the walls consists

of cement, board and paper, but the

cement is cracked. I had my chimney
enlarged, but it seems to have done no
good. Would it bo better to have one
flow on each plate? My boiler burns
Pocahontas coal, but when the tempera-
ture goes down to 20 degrees below zero

it can hardly hold the temperature in

the house at 50 degrees. (J. J.—la.

Without a definite statement regard-
ing the amount of glass in the side

walls, it is impossible to give anything
but an approximation regarding the
amount of radiation required in the
house described.
Except for the lean-to, the boilat-and

radiation should be able to hgnt the
house.
While the one 3-inch flow p\pe will

give good results, it would be advisable
to run one 2J/^-inch main on each wall
plate, and the 3-incli pipe three feet

below the ridge. If there is no glass

in the side walla, it should be possible
to carry a temperature of 60 degrees
by using three 2i/^-inch flow pipes and
twelve 2-incli returns. To heat the lean-

to, it would be advisable to run a 2V2-
inch flow pipe along the side wall near
the ridge, and with it supply a coil of
four 2-inch returns under the outside
bench.

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PALMS OF PROFIT
IN RETAIL STORE

Palms arc a staple stock in trade of the retail florist. Fuller knowledge

of the different species' value and of the proper methods of caring for them

will enable him to make them a greater source of profit. These points are

discussed here in brief.

EW retail florists' stores
are to be found nowadays
without some stock of
palms to offer to custom-
ers, although this stock
may vary greatly in sizes

A and numbers according to

J the location of the florist

and the corresponding op-
portunities for a profitable

trade in this line. But whether the
stock be limited to a few specimens in
4-inch pots or to a varied assortment of
species and sizes, such as may be re-
quired on the fashionable avenues of
our large cities, there is a constant de-
mand for these graceful and beautiful
plants, for there are few foliage plants
that are equal to them for the decora-
tion of the dwelling.
There have not been many changes in

the species that are offered in quantitv
for trade purposes during the last
twenty-five years, for
it is impossible to pick
up a new palm and
propagate it extensive-
ly in a season or two,
as may be done with
many flowering plants,
for the palms are
grown from seeds, and
the latter are not home-
grown, but imported
from their native hab-
itat, and the seedlings
are in most cases com-
paratively slow in

growth.

Kentias First.

By far the most nu-
merous and popular
among the trade palms
for florists' purposes
are the two kentias,
Kentia Forsteriana and
K e a t i a Bclmoreana,
which the botanists in-

sist on calling Howea,
after cither the tiny
island in the South Pa-
cific of which these
palms are native, or

else in commemoration
of the person for whom
the island was named.
It is a singular fact
that these two varie-
ties should only be
found in a wild state
on this one island, Lord
Howe island, and that
the millions of seedling
kentias now in com-
merce should be de-

rived from seeds gath-

ered in that far-off place. But the source
of the seed supply is probably of much
less interest to retail florists than the
question as to which is the most satis-

factory palm for their purposes. If one
had to be limited to one species of palm,
Kentia Forsteriana would undoubtedly
be the choice. This is the most rapid
growing, has the toughest foliage and
is the most adaptable of the kentias for
home adornment.
Kentia Bclmoreana is the best second

clioice. This palm is more dwarf in

growth than the preceding variety, and
the leaves curve over so much that it

lias long been known by the common
name of "curly palm."

For Fern Dishes.

These two palms are not only favored
in the larger sizes, but are also in great

demand in 2V4-iiich pots for the centers
of fern dishes. Selected plants with a
shapely habit and a maximum number
of leaves are required for this purpose,

and these small plants endure the vicissi-

tudes of a table fernery about as well as

any that one may use. For the same
purpose Cocos Weddelliana in 2-inch and
3-inch pots sells readily and wears well.

This is perhaps the handsomest of

dwarf palms, from the fact that the

foliage is graceful and elegant in out-

line, and the plant shows its character

early in life, there seldom being more
than one undivided leaf on a seedling,

while a young plant in a 3-inch pot may
have five or six leaves symmetrically ar-

ranged, the foliage being dark green on
the upper side and silvery beneath.

The seeds of Cocos Weddelliana come
from Brazil, usually arriving early in

the spring. The plants require nearly a

year in which to grow from the seed to

;i L'inch pot size and a

few months more in

tliat pot before they
;ire of salable size.

Areca lutescens is

next in importance as

a ])alm for the retail

store, and this fine spe-

cies is a comparatively
rapid grower under fa-

vorable conditions,
those conditions includ-

ing rich soil, plenty of

heat and moisture and,
throughout about one-

lialf of the year, full

exposure to the sun-

sliine.

About Arecas.

The arecas are usual-

ly grown in clumps of

three or four plants to-

gether in a pot, and
from the fact that this

palm naturally pro-

duces suckers around
the base quite early in

life, it seems quite

proper that arecas
should be grown in this

bushy form. It is some-
times objected on the

part of the buyer that

Areca lutescens soon
gives o>it when exposed
to the frequently diffi-

cult conditions that ex-

ist ill some retail flower
stores, and doubtless no
well informed grower
will claim that this

palm will endure as

much hardship as a
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Kentia Belmoreana Follows Forsteriana in Favor.

kentia, but, nevertheless, there is a
great deal in treatment, and arecas that
have been j^own in full light and not
overstimulated with strong fertilizers
will stand a great deal more than those
that have been forced to an unnatural
degree.
The phoenix, or date palms, include

several varieties that are considered
among the useful commercial plants, and
these stand much abuse, but, like a good
horse, will respond better to kind treat-
ment.

The phoenix, of which there are many
species, have given successive advances
in elegance and usefulness as the va-
rious species have been presented to
commerce. The first phoenix with which
the writer became familiar was the or-
dinary date. Phoenix dactylifera, a stiff

and thorny palm in its early years, and
it did not create great enthusiasm
among the trade. Soon after this he
met with P. rcclinata and P. tenuis,
both of which were more graceful than
the ordinary d;ite, but even these are
not to be found in quantity at the pres-
ent time. They were superseded by
Phoenix rupicola, a much more attrac-
tive plant in every way and one that
was of reasonably rapid growth.

The Best Phoenix.

But none of these could compare for
all-around good points with the now
well-known Phanix Koebelenii, a lovely
plant of dwarf type and one that may be
said to occujiy the same position in" the
date family that Cocos Woddelliana does
among the cocoanuts.
Phanix I{oebf]<-nii lias been rather

scarce for some years, owing to an in-

sufficient supply of seeds, but it is possi-
ble that this condition will be remedied
in the years to come and young stock
will be available in the various sizes
that are most useful..

Phoenix canarieusis is a useful palm
for the decorator, the foliage being
tough and enduring, but it is of little

use for this purjiose until it reaches an

8-inch pot size. This palm is being
grown in considerable numbers for trade
purposes in California and will doubt-
less find a better market when lower
freight rates permit a more profitable

deal to the buyers, for war prices may
not endure forever.

Fan-Leaved PaJms.

The fan-leaved palms seem to have
lost favor among both growers and re-

tailers of late years, and one seldom sees

a greenhouse filled with Latania bor-

bonica or with Livistona rotundifolia

nowadays, and yet both are good palms
when properly grown.
Of course, there have been spindly

latanias and also imperfect livistonas

offered for sale at times, and such plants

do not inspire a rush of customers in a

store unless they be offered at 29 cents

each or some such apparently attractive

price, but a good, stocky latania is really

attractive and for the sake of variety

would find many customers. Livistona

rotundifolia is more refined in character

than the last-named, is dwarf and com-

pact in habit, and possesses a lovely

fresh green color, but does not enjoy

ji low temperature.

Proper Treatment.

A few suggestions aa to the treatment

of these palms in the store and in the

home may be welcome to those of slight

experience, for it is well known that a

satisfied customer is likely to prove to

be the most profitable to the florist.

In the first place, so far aa may be

possible, get only plants that are well

established in their pots, for a newly

potted palm is much more likely to fail

than one with a good root system, and
with this in view advise your customer

against frequent repotting.

Do not stand the palms near the door

of the store, where they will be exposed

to cold drafts; it is better to reserve

such locations for ivies, aspidistras and

other comparatively hardy plants.

During the winter the palms will be

better for having all the light you can

give them and a night temperature of

not less than 60 degrees.

Attend to watering every day; this

does not mean to water every plant every

day, but to look them over every day

and water all that need it, making sure

that plants in vases do not stand in sur-

plus water, for "wet feet," as some
term it, is a source of many troubles.

Arcca Lutcscens Is a Useful Palm.
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When palms are exhibited in store win-
dows, set them far enough back to be
sure the leaves do not touch the glass
in cold weather, and it may be sug-
gested to customers that in severe win-
ter weather a window shade pulled down
at night may save a favorite plant from
injury by frost.

There have always been insects prey-
ing on plants in greater or less degree,
and the most troublesome on the palms
are various scales, which are commonly
known as black scale, white scale, etc.,

and the safest way to dispose of them is

by careful washing or dipping, or both,
always remembering that the leaves
may be injured by hard or careless rub-
bing.

INFESTED CAFE JASMINES.

I have sent some leaves of cape jas-

mines that are not doing well. The
leaves, as you will notice, are small and
have a sort of smut on them. Will you
advise as to the trouble and suggest a

remedy? F. E. A.—La.

The plants from which these leaves
were taken are infested with the citrus

white fly and need spraying with a con-
tact spray. The scale, or larva stage
of the fly, is always on the lower side

of the leaf; so the spray should be di-

rected so as thoroughly to cover the
under side of the leaves. The smut
on the leaves is caused by a fungus.
The fly, while crawling over the
leaves, leaves a secretion, upon which
this fungus lives. When the food
supply is exhausted, the fungus dies and
the result is the so-called smut. The
only damage done by the "smut" is

that it prevents the sun from getting
to the surface of tlie leaf, thereby pre-

venting the pores of the leaf from func-
tioning as they should.

We have used a number of sprays,
with varying success. The one giving
us the best and most complete results is

one compounded by ourselves with the
cooperation of the Texas state nursery
department. It has not been named yet,

but is a comjjosition of whale oil soap,
lubricating oil, water and concentrated
lye. The method of composition is too

long to give here, hut it can be had
by writing E. E. Seholl, chief nursery
inspector, Austin, Tex.
Spraying can be done at any time, but

best results are obtained when the pests

are in the egg or larva stage. If the

plants are old they may be improved by
severe pruning and a liberal supply of

nitrogenous fertilizer. W. L. Heller.

MORE ABOUT ORCHIDS.

About ten days ago I obtained a dozen
orchids, which looked yellow. Today
they a])pear more yellow. Two of Cat-
tlcya Trianw liave bloomed. I paid $5]
for the dozen. Should they not be good
for that j)rice? If you will give me the

You have not paid an extravagant
price for your orchids, especially when
you remember that flowers of Cattleya
Trianae have wholesaled in various cities

at .$1.50 to $2 each the last Christinas

and in one or two cases even more. It

would be impossible in a brief reply to

give you instructions on how to ^ow
orchids. They are not easily killed and
are more often harmed by too much wa-
ter than the reverse. In your wiarm
state they should have a spraying every
dear day in winter and will probably
require watering, in addition, two or

three times weekly. Cypripediums and
other terrestrial orchids need more "wa-

ter tlian cnttleyas, la^lias and other

epiphytal varieties. A greenhouse kept
at 55 degrees at night will suit prob-
ably about all the varieties you have;

a little lower on cold nights will not
harm them; in fact, 50 degrees at night

in cold weather is decidedly better than
fiO degrees. The paths of your hduse
will require damping two or three tipies

daily in clear weather. Plants can be
suspended from the roof or stood on one

of the benches. Shade is not necessary
now, but in your section it would be ad-

visable to shade the glass lightly spon.

A heavy shade is not desirable. Plants
from below it may keep a nice dark
green color, but fail to flower as freely

as those grown in stronger light. Plants
should have ventilation practically

every day. I would suggest that jrou

buy one of the several practical w^rks
on orchids obtainable through The Ee-
view, and read up a little on this most
interesting and fascinating familv of

plants. C. W.

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CLEVELAND'S AUDITORIUM.

Building Beady.

Two wpok.s apo, Tlu> Review i)re-

sentecl to its re.'ulers the only view the

trade at large has seen of the buildiiifi'

in which the fifth n;itional flower show
is to be held, at Cleveland, March 2.1 to

April 1. On i)age 29 appears evidence
that the structure is goinj^ to be ready
for the big exhibition. This view shows
the main auditorium in which the show
jiroper will be arranged. It contains
142,000 square feet of floor space. The
ceiling of the main exhil)ition hall is

seventy-eight feet high, with a large
skylight, which provides ])lenty of light

at all times during the day. On three
sides of the hall is a large balcony,
which will seat at least ,"),00() people.

Here the visitors may rest and obtain a
bird's-eye view of the entire show. That
such a view may be worth getting, it is

the aim of the flower show committee
that the displays be arranged to form
one h.'irmouious whole. A band will iiro-

vide music, so that tliere will be induce-
ment for visitors to stay long enough to

get their money's worth, always an im-
portant factor in the success of a flower
show.
Another exhibition floor, as large as

that shown in the illustration, will be
devoted to trade exhibits. Applications

for space from members of the trade
and allied interests are beginning to

])0ur in. "Within the last few days letters

and telegrams have been received from
('alifornia and from Now York, as well
as from many points in between. The
('leveland committee has opened an of-

fice at 368 Lennox building, with L. C.

Vinson as secretary and in charge of the
publicity work. As secretary of the
Ohio district of the National Flower
(rowers' Association, Mr. Vinson has
become familiar with this field.

With the two exhibition floors, one
devoted to trade exhibits and the otlier

to competitive^ exhibits of cut flowers,

l)lants and gardens, each containing
i42,()()() square feet, the Cleveland flower

show will be by far the largest that lias

ever been held in the United States, if

not in the world.
The building is now in such .shape that

it can be occu])ied, but it is doubtful if

the magnificent organ will be installed

in time. This feature is to cost $100,000.
But a fine orchestra has been engaged
to take its jjlace.

Opening Ceremonies.

President Harding has been invited to

()])eu the flower show personally, Satur-
ilay, March 2.1, ])erhaps with the premier
of (,'an;i(la .-issisting, Wm. Lyon Macken-
zie King. Monday, March 27, the gov-
ernors of all the states adjacent to Ohio

have been invited to be present and
the day will be known as "governors'
day." Tuesday, March 28, will be hon-
ored by the mayors of various cities

within a radius of 400 miles from Cleve-
land; this will take in both Mayor
Hylan, of New York, and Mayor Thomp-
son, of Chicago. The mayors of De-
troit, Buffalo, Cincinnati, Columbus,
Dayton, Indianapolis and Toledo will be
invited. The mayor of Cleveland will be
host on this occasion, no doubt a great
one. The engraved invitations are al-

ready prepared and will be sent out with
special letters to their various destina-
tions soon.

The other days arc all taken up with
various features, such as "commercial
day," with the Chamber of Commerce,
Chamber of Industry, Advertising Club,
etc. One day will be devoted to
women's clubs and organizations, in-

cluding the Garden Clubs of America,
as well as local garden clubs.

The Building that Will House the Big Cleveland Show Is Ready.
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CARNATIONS AT MILFORD.

Wliere Quality Speaks.

The esteemed president of the Ameri-
can Carnation Society has a national

reputation as a skilled grower, his

flowers at several conventions having
won many premiums and having set

new high records for quality. W. D.

Howard is a most unassuming and
modest man, who worked in Milford,

Mass., as a machinist until he was 30

years of age. His health giving out, he
decided to help his father for a year
in the truck-growing business and he
became especially interested in green-

house vegetables; so much so, that when
he decided to start in business in 1896,

vegetables were his first love, but they
were soon discarded in favor of carna-

tions and some of his earliest varieties

were William Scott, Daybreak and Liz-

zie McGowan.
He has stuck to carnations consist-

ently and has grown them so success-

fully that his flowers for years have
commanded top market prices. At pres-

ent practically his entire pick goes to

New York, instead of Boston. He has

a fine and up-to-date range of houses.

The largest, 65x300, contains ten

benches four and one-half feet wide and
holds 27,000 plants, probably one of the

finest sights in America at this time.

Mrs. C. W. Ward is a favorite with
Mr. Howard and has always been well

done here; 18,000 of this variety are

grown and it is worthy of note that

wild growth, quite prevalent this sea-

son with some growers, is conspicuous
by its absence here. Matclilcss comes
next to Ward in favor, about 12,000

plants of it being grown, and wonder-
fully fine they are. Mr. Howard created

a sensation a couple of years ago with
his exhibits of this variety, grown inside

all summer, at Boston. Such flowers

had never previously been seen here or

elsewhere.
A considerable number of White De-

light are grown. It has a larger stem
early in the season than Matchless and
is pure wliite in color, but lacks the size

of the latter. It is, however, a fine

commercial white. Speaking of Match-
less, Mr. Howard says that if plants are

kept well watered after planting and
never allowed to become dry, they will

throw much larger stems than are or-

dinarily seen.

Pink Delight continues to find favor
here. It is evidently running out in

some measure, for, in spite of careful

selection, occasional plants throw quite

single flowers. These flowers are not
picked and the plants are all discarded.

Cottage Maid, the light pink sport

of Mrs. Ward, is largely grown here still

and is a favorite with Mr. Howard. It

bursts a little at this season, but other-

wise proves a first-class sort and sells

well. Benora is the only variegated
variety grown and has a house to itself.

Laddie filled several benches and

carried quantities of big, handsome
flowers. There is some splitting in mid-

winter and, of course, the plants don't

give the same quantity as smaller sorts,

but Laddie still stands in a class by
itself, as a fancy.

And Production Flourislies.

Speaking of production per plant, I

was shown plants of Mrs. Ward from
which sixteen flowers each had been
already picked this season, yet Ward is

generally classed as a rather shy
bloomer; it is otherwise here. A small
lot of Morning Glow is grown, and
while this is a wonderful bloomer, it is

not fancy enough for Mr. Howard's
trade. Hope Henshaw is being tried,

and while it seemed small compared
with Ward, and a much dwarfer flower,

it is of a good color and blooms freely.

Lassie is another variety being given
a trial. Here were some interesting
sports under trial and a few fine seed-

lings of Edward Winkler's raising.

Maine Sunshine proved satisfactory as
a yellow.

Bernice is grown as a crimson and
blooms freely. Eureka is the favorite

scarlet, although some Belle Washburn
is still retained. The latter carries a
fancy flower, but is a somewhat shy
winter bloomer.

All plants here are in raised benches.
The largest house was planted July 15,

1920, other houses from August 1 to 15.

The earliest planted show the advantage
of getting an early start. Sheep manure
is chiefly used as a mulch, with a little

dried blood. Except for a house of
Godfrey callas, grown where carnations
would not succeed, and some sweet peas
grown on the posts in the carnation
houses, only carnations are grown here.
The vigor, cleanliness and all-around
excellence of the plants is remarE"able
and show that W. D. Howard and his
son, Kay, have got carnation culture
down to a fine science. W. N. C.

UTILIZING SPACE VACATED.
After poinsettia plants are taken up,,

what can be used to fill the space va-
cated by them in the way of plants for
Easter? R. A.—O.

I do not know of any crop which you
can plant and flower for Easter unless
you happen to have plants in pots of
calendulas, snapdragons or sweet peas.
There are a number of pot plants, such
as rambler roses, hydrangeas, genistas,
spirffias and lilies, which could profitably
occupy the space vacated. Various bulb-
ous plants, like hyacinths and tulips,

could also bo grown there a little later
on.

TREATMENT OF VALLEY PIPS.
We have just received a case of lily

of tlie valley pips, imported from Ger-
many. How should we handle them? Can
we keep some for next Easter? How
long does it take to flower them, and
what temperature do they need?

B. J. C—W. Va.

Upon arrival in this country, lily of
the valley pips are placed in cold stor-
age. They keep best in a temperature
of 28 degrees. After resting two or
three months, they are taken out when
needed. If you have storage facilities
so that you can keep the pips in such
a temperature, you will be able to hold
some of them long enough to have
blooms at Easter.

It requires about three weeks to force
lily of the valley properly in a tempera-
ture of 68 degrees. New valley re-
quires a bottom heat of about 70 to 75
degrees. Cold storage valley does not
need any bottom heat. The plants do
best in a temperature of about 65 de-
grees, but require a little longer time to
come into bloom in that heat.

Successful handling of lily of the val-
ley depends upon the kind of pips used.
That is one reason that specialists do
better with this flower than small grow-
ers of a general line of stock. Plant
the pips in benches, filled about five

inches deep with clean sand which is not
too fine. After planting, keep them
well watered. After the first ten days
to two weeks, the plants should be kept
dark. To accomplish this, benches are
usually boxed in and covered with
boards or cloth. After the stalks are
well up, give light gradually and finally
remove the shade altogether, in order
to develop the flowers and give them
more substance and to color the foliage.^ B.

COLD STORAGE VALLEY.
I have my lily of the valley pips, for

cold storage, in six inches of sand and
they are blooming, but the flowers bend
down and the bells are small. They
have plenty of foliage, but there are
no flowers to speak of. T. G. G.—Ala.

It is quite possible that your lily of
the valley has been grown in too light
a position. Try any future batches in
a darkened case, where the flower stalks
can be well drawn up before any light
is given. As the flowers start to open,
admit more light gradually; this will
stiffen the stalks, give the flowers more
substance and allow some foliage to
grow. You will never get satisfactory
results with cold storage valley unless
you grow it protected from the light.

convention. The National Flower Grow-
ers' Association will also hold its annual
meeting during the three days and the
growing strength of this organization
is expected to attract to Hartford a

good many greenhouse men. Aside from
the sights to be seen in the exhibition
hall at the Foot Guard Armory and the

matters to be discussed at the various
meetings, the city of Hartford holds

some things which may be of interest

to visitors from a distance.

Big Park System.

It is perhaps not generally known
that Hartford has the largest park sys-

tem in the United States of any city of

its population. It has twenty-one parks,

which contain ],335 acres, nearly an acre

for each 100 citizens, as the last census

puts the population at 138,036. Keney
park, containing 680 acres, is, next to

the metropolitan reservations of Boston,

the largest park in New England.
In Elizabeth park, given by Charles

M. Pond, in memory of his wife, is lo-

cated one of the American Rose Soci-

ety's rose test gardens, one of the finest

rose gardens in the world. It contains

275 varieties and 10,000 different rose

plants. Mr. Pond left $200,000 for its

development.
Historical.

Established in 1633, Hartford was one
of the original three Connecticut towns.
In colonial and revolutionary times it

had an important place in the history

of our country. As the capital of Con-
necticut, it contains many interesting

buildings, housing a number of histori-

cal objects, such as a Gilbert Stuart

portrait of Washington and a chair

m.ade of the wood of the Charter Oak.
There are a number of other famous
places, including the old state house,

where La Fayette was entertained; the

site of Charter Oak, where the state

charter was secreted in colonial days;

the homes of Mark Twain, Harriet
Boecher Stowe and Charles Dudley War-
ner, and J. Pierpont Morgan 's memorial
structure to his father.

The public library, which is known as

the Wadsworth Athenaeum, is a castel-

lated structure of Tudor architecture.

On the first floor is located the Hartford

Colt gallery, opened in 1910 and housing

Industrial and Commercial.

Commercially and industrially Hart-
ford is distinctively on the map. Here
are twenty-five insurance companies,
with combined assets of $810,545,454.
Here are located the Royal and Under-
wood typewriter factories, the largest
in the world, and the home of the Colt
Fire Arms Mfg. Co. New England's
largest corporation, the Travelers' In-
surance Co., is at Hartford.

Coincident with this convention the
Connecticut agricultural interests are
holding their poultry, dairy and prod-
ucts shows at Hartford.
Hartford is equidistant from Boston

and New York, and not far from the
city are a number of greenhouse estab-
lishments of importance.

HOLDING BACK HYACINTHS.
How shall I handle single and double

daffodils and hyacinths, which have just

been planted in flats, to have them in

bloom for Mothers' day? Shall I let

them get root action and then freeze
them down outside by setting them in

the field and putting greenliouse soil

over them?

Soak the plants well with water. In-

stead of putting them outdoors, it would
be advisable to stand them on the floor

of a cold cellar, covering them with sand
or coal ashes. Some freezing will not

liarm them. They will keep back and do
just as well in such a cellar as outdoors.

If you have no cellar, select a site where
water will not stand and cover the

plants with loam. Later put hay, straw
or some other protective mulch over
them, so ;is to exclude frost. C. W.

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BOAKDING PLANTS.

Every ret.'iil florist who has green-

liouse space at his disposal is asked by
his )>!itrons to Ijoard ferns and other

foliage ]dants. Too many florists per-

form this service merely with the idea

of ."iccomniodating their customers, ac-

cepting plants of all descriptions and
caring for tlicm at a good deal of ex-

pense without hope of getting much
more than thanks for their pains. Occa-

sionally, when a plant dies on his hands,

the florist doi's not even get the thanks,

and sometimes even feels himself

obliged to re]ilace the plant with a new
one, merely to retain the good will of

his customer.
The boarding of plants is a service

which may well be done by the retailer

who has a greenhouse, but he has a

right to expect the Ijeiu-h space devoted
to this ]iurpose to ]);iy him ;is well as

the rest of liis establishment. If he can-

not jierform the service ]profital)ly to

liimself, he should in justic(> decline to

accept bo.arders.

At the greenliouses of the Jacob
Schiilz Co., beside the entrance to Cave
Hill cemetery, at Louisville. Ky., one
finds a long bench d(>voted to various
kinds of ]>laiits, chiefly ferns, which are
there as boarders. This service has been
l)erform(>d ever since J.acob Schulz
started these greenhouses, but his son,

on succeeding to their management, put
it on a profitable basis, by figuring out

the value of the space devoted to such
plants, and then dividing the sum by
the number of jilants cared for. He
found it was necessary to raise the

prices charged, but that has not driven

away the boarders. There are still hun-

dreds of them cared for eacli year. Now,

he asserts, tliey pay the annual coal
bill. No longer are they unprofitable.
The jirice to be charged a customer

for caring for a plant depends upon the
size. The florist should cliarge wliatever
he liclieves that amount of space on his
bench is worth. The amount usually
asked ranges from 75 cents or ,$1 to $2
or $:',, for jilants in from 4-inch to 8-inch
pots, and ujiwards for tubbed specimens
of rubber, banjiiia Jind other pl.ants con-
signed to !i florist's care. This charge
should l)e for the space occupitnl by the
plants and for the necessary watering.
If repotting or any other service is ren-
dered in addition, an extra 50 or 75 cents
or ,$1, according to the time and mate-
ri.-ils required, should be adde<l to the
bill.

Many plants brought to the florist, of
course, are not worth the expenditure of
such sums. The florist will do well to
tell his customer frankly when the cost
of boiirding a plant will amount to as
much ;is, or sometimes more than, a new
pliint would cost. Frequently this state-
ment will not deter a customer who has
some old ))et to be cared for.

ri.ints which are certain not to thrive
in the florist's care should be refused.
An old, scraggly fern that is near death
should not bo accepted. Otherwise the
florist lays himself open to expression
of dissatisfaction on the part of the
customer when the plant is called for
and occasionally to a demand that the
plant be replaced. It is better to avoid
such trouble, even if the customer as-
serts that he or slie will take the fern
to the florist down the street. Let the
florist down the street board the fern.
When it has died on his hands your cus-
tomer will come back to you with in-
creased respect for your judgment.
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ROSE RANGE OF RENOWN.

A Visit to Elmhurst.

The assertion of a prominent grower,
made not long ago, that the most profit-

able greenhouse establishments were
those between 100,000 and 200,000
square feet of glass can be reinforced
by the naming of a number of highly
successful ranges of that size. One of
them is that of the Wendland & Keimel
Co., at Elmhurst, 111. The general man-
ager of the company, William J. Keimel,
was elected president of the National
Flower Growers' Association when the
organization of that body was perfected.
He was chosen as rc'i)resenting the type
of grower that the leaders in the organi-
zation considered the most valuable—

a

keenly practical business man, an expert
grower and a person of strongly progres-
sive ideas. These qualities in Mr. Keimel
are best demonstrated in the green-
house range which he operates.
The range at Elmhurst was begun in

1908. In that year four houses, each
32x200 feet, were erected. In each of
the two following years, three more
houses of the same dimensions were
added. In the winter of 1911-12, eleven
houses were added, each 27x200 feet.

A view of the range as it stands today
is given on page 35. This is not a
front-door view of the range, but rather
shows its business end. Close to the
railroad tracks is the coal pile, then

the boiler shed and work house. The
older ten houses may be distinguished
from the ones built later by the dif-

ference in height of the end wall.

Roses for Profit.

The entire range is devoted to roses.

They are all of the varieties that are
in demand on the Chicago market. If

a variety is not profitable, it is thrown
out. No whims or prejudices interfere

with the practical operation of the es-

tablishment. Every bench is engaged
in making money, with the possible ex-

ception of one, which is devoted to small
batches of new varieties and to sports
which have occurred on the place and
which Mr. Keimel thinks are worth try-

ing out.

The twenty-one houses contain 70,-

000 plants. The varieties and the num-
ber of each are as follows:

Columbia 18,000
Premier 15.000
Crusader 15,000
Butterfly 12,000
Double White KlUarney 6,000
Golden Ophelia 1,.'>00

Brunner 1,500

In the older houses, which are thirty-
two feet in width, there are six 4-foot
benches, planted four plants across the
bench. In the newer houses, there are
four benches five feet in width, planted
five plants across the bench. Mr. Keimel
believes the narrow benches are the
more productive, because the outside
plants, receiving more light and air, pro-
duce better growth and more blooms.

This theory is borne out by a^ narrow
bench which runs along the end of all

the houses, beside the wide concrete
walk on which a narrow railway runs.
This bench contains two rows. The
plants in this bench are the finest on
the place and are extraordinarily pro-
ductive. Of course, they have every-
thing in their favor.

A Few for Trial.

The bench which is devoted to novel-
ties and home-produced sports contains
a good deal that is of interest. Mr.
Keimel 's knowledge of the rose from a
commercial cut flower standpoint is

recognized as most thorough, and his
opinion is sought. On this bench are,
in addition to a number of novelties
either lately sent out or soon to be sent
out, some sports which Mr. Keimel is

watching with close interest. He has
two sports of Columbia, differing from
that variety only slightly in color and a
little in manner of growth and bud
formation. They represent the variety
at its best, in Mr. Keimel 's eyes, and
if these plants live up to present indica-
tions, he will propagate from them for
future stock of the variety. One sport
of Ophelia is especially interesting be-
cause it is a departure from the ac-

cepted color scheme. From a saffron
base the bloom becomes pinker and
pinker, until the tips of the petals are
almost red, the color deepening as the
flower becomes older. The dual colol

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of the flower lends belief to the idea
that it would be an acquisition to re-

tailers for corsage work. If it lives up
to expectations, Mr. Keimel expects to

plant part of a bench with the Tariety
later on.

Heating Equipment.

Mr. Keimel 's adoption of progres-

sive ideas is evident both in his methods
of growing and in the equipment of the

range. He was among the first to ex-

periment with prepared chemical fer-

tilizers in the greenhouses, and because
of his intimate knowledge and careful
observation of the liabits of rose plants,

he was able to determine ways of using
such preparations to advantage. This
range was also among the first to install

labor-saving equipment, particularly in

the boiler rooms. Few ranges of this

size are so well equipped. At the out-

set of the recent war, Mr. Keimel saw
the danger which might result from the
labor shortage and from a diminished
supply of fuel. At an expense of sev-

eral thousand dollars, automatic stokers
were installed, as well as a forced draft
system. The devices installed reduced
the work of the boiler room to the low-
est degree. During the war, the equip-
ment demonstrated its value. As the
labor shortage becomes less and less

acute, and the quality of coal becomes
better and the price declines, the work
of such equipment, of course, also
diminishes in proportion. But now that
the equipment is installed, there are no
regrets.

Keimel 's Career.

The position which Mr. Keimel has

won as an expert grower of roses and a
successful greenhouse manager has been
reached by a long and arduous career of

work and more work. Born in 1872, at

Stettin, Germany, he started as an ap-

prentice when he was 14 years old. Two
years later he came to this country.

After two years in the west, he came
to Chicago, working three years for

W. L. Smith, at Aurora, and an equal

length of time for Bassett & Washburn.
In 1896 he went east, working there for

L. A. Noe, at Madison, N. J., and for

Dean & Co., at Little Silver, N. J., re-

turning west via Cleveland, where he
worked for the J. M. Gasser Co. for a
year. In 1900 he was back in Chicago,
working for Poehlmann Bros. Co. at

Morton Grove.
In 1908 the Wendland & Keimel Co.

was organized. In 1913 Mr. Keimel be-

came treasurer and general manager of

the firm, which positions he now holds.

H. C. Wendland, the president of the

company, is a member of the importing
firm of Wendland Bros, and has also real

estate and other interests. The vice-

president is 0. W. Balgmann, and the
secretary, H. C. Schumacher. Mr.
Keimel has served as president of the

Chicago Florists ' Club and as a director

of the Society of American Florists, of

which he is a life member, lending sup-

port to the National Flower Growers'
Association by accepting the presidency
of that organization, which will hold its

annual meeting at Hartford, Conn., at

the time of the exhibition of the Ameri-
can Carnation Society, the last week of

this month.

DUTCH BULBS FOB EASTER.

How late can hyacinths and tulips be
put in pots and stored in a cold cellar

and flowered for Easter? Will those
potted as late as Christmas be all right
this yearf How long before Easter
should they be brought to light and heat
and at what temperature should they be
run for best results? D. A. M.—Pa.

Christmas is too late for the potting
of bulbs of either tulips or hyacinths to

flower at Easter, even though this fes-

tival comes moderately late, April 16.

Bulbs kept as late as December 25 lose

much of their vitality and will not grow
and flower nearly so well as those started
in October or even November. It is

preferable to get bulbs into the soil

sometime in October. It takes a con-
siderable number of weeks to get the
pots or flats filled with roots and, of
course, a cool place is necessary for this.

If you allow a couple of weeks for hya-
cinths and a few days longer for tulips

in a greenhouse kept at about 50 degrees
at night, your plants should be in flower
for an Easter coming as late as it does
this year. C. W.

DOUBLE CYCLAMENS.
When my cyclamens came into bloom

this winter I found a deep crimson dou-
ble one among them. The blooms are
four and four and one-half inches in
diameter and as double as a peony.
There are three blooms on the plant
now and about a dozen more buds are
coming, which all are markedly double.
Do you know of anyone who has tried
to pollenize a double cyclamen? When
is the proper time to transfer the pollen?
The flowers are so beautiful that I
should like to propagate more like them
if possible. I write assuming these are
rare, having never seen or heard of a
double one before. W. D. M.—Wis.

Double cyclamen flowers have been no
uncommon occurrence here for the last
few years, in the variety we call Bril-
liant Red. They may be pollenized at
any time when in flower.

MITE ON CYCLAMENS.
Does it pay to grow left-over cycla-

men plants year after year? We bought
a bench of cyclamen plants in 4-inch and
5-inch pots from a grower last Septem-
ber. When these plants came into bloom
they were all affected with mite. The
flowers were all spotted and the buds
seem to be decayed and, out of the 300
plants, there is not one which is salable.
Would it pay to grow these same plants
another year? F. & F.—Wis.

This Main Aisle Runs Along the East End of All the Houses.

Some growers—mainly, however, on
private estates—carry some cyclamens
over a second season. This practice was
once quite common, but is rapidly dying
out. There is little advantage in carry-
ing over plants when specimens in 10-

inch pots and even small tubs can be
produced in sixteen and seventeen
months from the seed. I should advise
against attempting to carry over your
plants, particularly when your stock is

affected with mite. If your plants were
valueless this season, they will certainly

not be one whit better another year, and
my advice to you would be to throw
them away at once and start anew.

It is a big task to keep cyclamen
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plants absolutely clean. Some of our

best growers lose almost their entire

stock some years, yet some others never
seem to have any trouble. Absolute
cleanliness in the greenhouse, constant

fumigation once a week without fail and
spraying or dipping the plants which
show the least signs of mite, are prac-

ticed by the most successful growers. A
nicotine solution containing a little soap
makes an ideal dip for cyclamen plants.

CARING FOR POINSETTIAS.

I wish to learn how to care for poin-

settias after the blooms are cut. I have
several plants with good blooms on
them. Shall I cut these blooms off en-

tirely or allow them to dry on the

plants!

If your poinsettias are planted out,

lift and store them in a box or boxes of

loam and set them in a frost-proof shed

or below a bench where the plants will

not be subjected to drip. Give them no
water at all until it is time to start

them up again, which will be in May
or early June. They can then be pruned
back somewhat and moderately watered.

It is immaterial whether you cut off the

bracts or allow them to dry up on the

RED SPIDER ON ROSES.

Will you tell me what the trouble is

with the rose plants sent you? We have
sprayed with a nicotine solution and
fumigated, but with no results.

The plant received was loaded with
red spider and if all the plants are in-

fested as badly as the sample, they will
probably lose all the leaves. The only
remedy for red spider is syringing with
water under a high pressure, 100 pounds
or more if jiossiltle, and on jdants as
badly affected as the sample this should
be rojieatod d.aily for three or four days
until the spider is completely washed
off. Then syringe the ]dants about once
a week to keep them clean. W. J. K.

GROWING MOSS ROSES.
Last year I planted some 1-yoar-old

own root moss roses, but they did not
bloom this summer. Is this usual or
has propagating or trimming anvthing
to do with it.' E. C. M.—X. J.

Moss roses on their own roots lack
the vigor of those on Manetti stock.
Own-root roses do well in the warmer
states, but are of little value in the
colder section of the country. I would
not, however, become discouraged. Give

another bud on a longer stem. If there
is a large number of "cripples," they
are caused in most cases by thrips,

which eat around the edge of the petals
while the bud is small. This makes the
petals short and the bud opens up flat

and misshapen. If that should be the
trouble in this case, the best remedy is

to spray with a Paris green and brown
sugar solution—five parts of sugar to

one part of Paris green, using one ounce
to one gallon of water. Spray about
once each week and tliis sliould keep the
thrips in check. W. J. K.

tlie plants necessary winter protection
and i^ruiie back, leaving from two to

four eyes of last season 's growth, ac-

cording to the strength of the shoots,
early in April. Kncourage the plants
to grow vigorously by giving them a
top-dressing of cow manure, or failing
in that, a little dried blood, and you
should have some flowers next season.

DEFORMED COLUMBIA.

We have sent you tliree Columbia
roses that are badly niisformed. They
appear to be stunted, although the foli-

age looks good and clean. Can yon tell

us the cause of this deformity and sug-
gest a remedy?

The Columbia roses on arrival were
so badly wilted that it was impossible
to tell the cause of deformation. In
Columbia roses there is always a small
percentage of deformed buds, which arc
usually cut short and allowed to set

ALKALI HURTS OPHELIA.
I am sending a leaf of an Ophelia rose,

the outer edge of which has turned dark,
('ould this have resulted from too little

air after syringing? Many of the leaves
have fallen off and some of the young
growth has wilted, as from a sun scald.

From tho appearance of the leaf re-

ceived, it seems likely that the trouble
is caused by alkali in the water. If such
is the case, it usually shows the effect

first along the south edge of the benches,
where the plants arc apt to get dry, and
on the strongest-growing plants, sinee
these plants, suffering from want of
moisture, will take uj) the alkali con-
tained in the water and absorbed by the
soil. This causes the leaves to turn
l)rown on the edge and drop off pre-
maturely. If the symptoms arc as de-
scribed, the trouble can usually bo over-
come by giving those plants affected an
extra watering to wash as mucli as pos-
sible of the alkali out of the soil and
prevent the i)lants from taking it up.

Fi.oui.sTs cannot be too fastidious in re-
gard to the ai)i)earance of their stores.
Most of our i)atrons are women, whose
observance of neatness and orderliness is
most pronounced.

The Stui)py Floral Co., St. Joseph,
Mo., IS working up stock of a new sport
of Ojihelia, said to be a stronger grower
than Butterfly and to have inanv more
petals in the flower.

This trade will weather the readjust-
ment period without hardship if collec-
tions are watched closely and the ac-
counts receivable not allowed to pile up
till the florist has not the cash to meet his
bills.

A FEW dollars a week spent for the
services of some one to keep up his corre-
spondence and books would enable manv
a small florist, now too rushed to do
either, to add to his profits several times
the outlay.

Some small livelihoods are gained in
businesses built up on friendship or favor,
but no enduring success or extensive enter-
prise c;in be conducted on anv otlier b.asis
than service. Particular! v 'is this true
in our field.

High rents militate against the open-
ing of more flower stores in business cen-
ters of large cities. Otherwise it is like-
ly the profitable prices retailers are ob-
taining there would invite competition.
In the smaller localities the newcomers
are to be noted.

The tendency toward greeidiouse
ranges (,f large size, established at
distances from large cities, in place of
many small growers on the immediate
outskirts, makes express and freight rates
of increasing importance to this trade.
The loss of second-class rates by exjjress
was a blow to the plantsmen. A plank in
the platform of the S. A. F. adminis
tration this year might well be the re-
duction of transportation charges for flo-
rists.

The improvements you plan to make in
your store some day will not help your
business any until you have made them.

Take time to study your business

—

your expenses, your sales, your advertis-
ing, your methods. Careful scrutiny will

yield you better suggestions for improve-
ment than another person can give you.

High express rates lead florists to look
for stock grown in their own section.

You may have a surplus of plants that
a not-distant neighbor needs. A few
dimes spent for a classified ad in The
Review would turn the extra stock into
cash.

Knowledge of the stock he sells is

fre(]uently not what it should be in the
case of the retail store salesman, be he em-
ployee or proprietor. The more one
knows, the more one can transmit to cus-

tomers interesting, not to say valuable,
information that creates more business.

This week the Editor's desk has been
decorated by cyclamen blooms from J. A.
Peterson & Sons, Westwood, Cincinnati,
O. Three show the double form which
the variety Brilliant Red sometimes shows.
The rest are of a semi-double strain of
a ])leasing salmon shade. The large, jier-

fcct flowers and long stems give evidence
of the splendid quality of the plants from
which they came.

NOT A PLEASURE.
All is not pleasure in the publishing

business, and one of the most pro-
nounced vexations is the delivery serv-
ice. Yet, while the quality of service
has gone down, the cost has gone up.
Time was when it cost 1 cent a pound
to mail The Review to readers. Today,
on the entire subscription list, the cost
is close to 4 cents a pound. Of all the
advances in costs, this is among the
greatest. The federal government,
through this advance in mailing ex-
pense, is responsible for the high sub-
scription prices of periodicals.
Not only does the high cost trouble the

publisher; it goes farther. Last week
a group of presidents of international
labor bodies met President Harding to
urge a reduction in the second-class
postal rates as a measure to aid the
unemployment situation. The delega-
tion pointed out that the present second-
class postal rate was ,378 per cent
greater than that of 1916 and that as a
result many magazines and periodicals
were being placed in jeopardy and some
had been forced to discontinue publica-
tion.

_
Thousands of members of the

printing trade and associated workers
had been rendered jobless as a result,
they said, and they urged the Presi-
dent 's support of measures to reduce
the postal rate.

"CONTRACT LABOR."
Strange as it inav seem, if you offer

a job to a man on the other side of the
Canadian border, you are subjecting
yourself to a possible penalty ' of as
much as ten years' imprisonment for
violation of the T'nited States immigra-
tion laws. This remarkable circum-
stance has been brought to the atten-
tion of Review readers before, "t is
stated again for the benefit of the.,' who
may wish to engage some apparently
quite good growers from north of wh.nt
seems to be a harmless geographical
boundary.

In former days steel mill owners and

mine operators made contracts for the
entry into this country of flocks of im-
migrants from southern Europe, to pro-
vide cheap labor. To stop this practice,
the present federal law regarding con-
tract labor, as it is called, was put on
the statute books. Whether so intended
or not, the law prevents the United
States florist from hiring a man who is

in another country.
If you would like to hire a Canadian

grower who offers his services, you may
write to him stating what the position
is that you have to offer. Then if he
chooses to state that he is coming, all

well and good, but if you seek to bring
such a man to this country for the pur-

pose of employing him, you may subject
yourself to a possible penalty of the
law.

HELPING US ALONG.

Will the florists' slogan ever wear
out? We seriously doubt it. Like great

books and music, it is immortal. Though
it has been spread broadcast for three

years, today it is still the subject of

enthusiastic comment by those outside

the trade. Here is an editorial from
the Philadelphia Record of January 5:

Tho fliirists of Amorica have spent consider-
able nioiu-y to imiilartt in tlie niimls of tlie

people a pliraso ^\liich combines sentiment with
business. Their success in stumpint; on the
public consciousness tlie words ".Say It wltli

Flowers" has been conspicuous and impressive.
And if imitation is the sinccrest form of flat-

tery, then the florists are being flattered by
tradesmen in other lines of business on every
hand. Iluyers are beinK invited by dealers wlio
appreciate originality, but do not keep it in
st<ick, to "say it" with all sorts of commodities.
Onl.v the other day we noticed a sign wliich
invited those who have a sentimental message
to convey to "Say It with clams."
Passing over the ethics of tliis common ap-

propriation of a good idea by persons whose
respect for i)roperty rights runs exactly con-
currently witli their respect for the law. we
wish to call attention to the thoroughness with
which a business slogan can be hammered home
by good publicity in good mediums. We suppose
there is hardly an English-speaking household In
the Ignited States where "Say It with Flowers"
Is an unknown phrase, nor a town where the
local florist dues not benefit by the suggestion
that has thus been conveyed.
Have you ever thought of planting in the

public mind the seed of an impulse the execution
of which will redound to jour benefit? Are your
wares suggested everjwhere by a byword? Have
you nothing to learn from the enterprise of the
florists, who have capitalized, through publicity,
a liappy thought that pays steady dividends?

RIBBONS MAY GO HIGHER.

Manufacturers of ribbons are finding
encouragement in the increase in de-

mand for their products. Ribbons are
perhaps in a better position than they
iiavo been for several months.

Stocks on jobbers' shelves are ex-

ceedingly small, and in spite of the
prices, which are generally high due to
the cost of raw silk, are ordered much
more freely. Prices have not been
changed lately, but if the raw market
goes any higher manufacturers are pre-
pared to revise their quotations.

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OBITUARY
Ammi Whitney.

Ammi Whitney, president and treas-
urer of Kendall & Whitney, Portland,
Me., well known in the seed trade and
at Portland considered one of the most
prominent business and financial men,
died at his home, 365 Spring street,
Portland, at 2 a. m., January 10. Had
Mr. Whitney lived until February 13, he
would have been just 89 years of age.
For scores of years he was closely asso-
ciated with the business and civic life of
his home city.

Mr. Whitney was born at Cumberland,
Md., February 13, 1833. He was the
son of Ammi E. Whitney and Hannah
Hall Whitney, and his father was a suli
stantial citizen, member of an old fam-
ily near Portland.
Mr. Whitney was educated at Cum-

berland, Md., and Falmouth, Mass., and
then went to Boston, where he entered
the seed store of Parker, White & Gan-
nett. He learned the business in all its
branches and in all its details. Hence,
he was well prepared to embark in an
enterprise of the same general nature
when he went to Portland.

In 1855 Mr. Whitney became a part-
ner of Hosea Kendall, the firm being
Kendall & Whitney, which was incor-
porated a number of years ago. They
conducted the seed and agricultural im-
plement store in the old city hall, and
there are few firm names of business es-
tablishments in the retail district of
Portland that extend back farther into
the past.

This old building was torn down about
thirty years ago. Kendall & Whitnev
removed to the corner of Federal and
Temple streets, and three floors and a
basement are required to house the big
stock and furnish offices and salesrooms.
Mr. Whitney was identified with manv

business enterprises during the last half
century. Not only as president and
treasurer of Kendall & Whitney, but
as director and vice-president of the
Casco National bank and director of the
Mercantile Trust Co. before its merger
with the Casco, director and vice-presi-
dent of the Casco Mercantile Trust Co..
director of the Union Safe Deposit &
Trust Co. and director of the Cumber-
land County Power & Light Co., the
Saco Biddeford Railroad Co., Harps-
well & Casco Bay Line, Union Mutual
Loan Association, Oxford P.aper Co.,
Fitzgerald Land & Lumber Co., Casco
Loan & Building Association, Portland
Loan Co. and .Jefferson theater, he was
extremely helpful to his associates. He
was also long a director of the Home for
Aged Men and a trustee of the Maine
Eye & Ear Infirmary. He was a mem-
ber of the Bramhall League and First
Parish Church parish. Mr. Whitney w;is
a Domorrat, but never aspired to public
service and his interests were commev-
cial, his diversion being attendance Jit

the theater, of wliich he was a steady
patron many years.
He owned a farm and was long a

meml)er of the Portland Farmers' Club,
applying the knowledge that he ac-
quired when a farmer's boy in his na-
tive town of Cumberland. ^ He was a
naturalliorn buyer and salesTiian and ex
tended liis acquaintance to an exce]i
tional degree. Few could believe he had

attained such a rare old age. His activ-

ity was always unusual and this con-

tinued until a short time before his death.

He took great delight in doing business

and was a competent salesman who saw
to it that the stock included everything
his customers could ask for or think of.

Mr. Whitney married Emily S. Has-
kell, daughter of Samuel and Adaline
S. Haskell, October 10, 1860, and she died
several years ago. Five children were
born of this union and four survive,
Alice Prince, Kate Dunlap, Samuel H.
and Joseph W., all of Portland.
One who was perhaps as close to him

as was anyone outside of his own fam-
ily said of him, "I never knew a more
self-effacing and kindly considerate man
where the convenience and comfort of
others were concerned." So ])rominent
was he at Portland that 2-column head-
lines at the top of the first page of the
Portland Evening Express & Adver-
tiser for January 9 announced his death.

WiUiam H. Cass.

William H. Cass, 67 years of age, died
at his home at Geneva, N. Y., Monday
afternoon, January 9. Death was due to
a stroke received Sunday evening, Jan-
uary 8, from which the deceased never
regained consciousness.
For many years the deceased had been

a member of the firm of Cass Bros.
Nursery Co., Geneva, N. Y. He was a
popular figure at Geneva and was promi-
nent in the business affairs of the city.
He was dean of the common council at
the time of his death. He was the oldest
member of the board of aldermen in
point of service, having served on that
body for the last twenty years. He was
a prominent Mason, being a member of
the Blue Lodge chapter, and the Com-
mandery and the Grotto. He also was a
member of the Geneva Lodge of Elks.
He leaves his widow and four sons,

Cass and Charles H. Cass, all of Geneva;
two daughters, Mrs. Albert Kron, of
Livingston Manor, and Miss Elizabeth

Walter D. Ross.

Walter D. Ross, president and treas-
urer of the seed firm of Ross Bros., Inc.,
Worcester, Mass., died at his home of
pneumonia, January 9, in his sixty-sev-
enth year. Mr. Ross was born in West
Boylston, Mass., and educated in the
public schools of that town. At an early
date he entered the employ of Williniii
IL f]arle, grain dealer of Worcester,
which business he took over in 188S with
his brother, incorporating it under its

present name. Twenty-two years ago
this firm furnished the seeds and agri-
cultural implements to the .lapanese gov-
ernment for the establishment of an
agricultural college at Sai>poro, Japan.

Mr. Ross was a well known man
among the county farmers and was
l)residcnt of the Worcester County Agri-
cultural Society. He was a member of
the following masonic organizations:
Athelstan lodge, A. F. and A. M.;
Worcester Royal Arch chapter; Hiram
Council, Royal and Select Masters;
Worcester County Commanderv No. 5,
Knights Templor; Massachusetts Con-
sistory, thirty-second degree, and Ale-
theia (Jrotto, M. O. B. and P. E. R.
Other organizations in which he was
both ])r((iMiiient and active were: New
England Agricultural Society, Worces-

ter County Harvest Club, Worcester
Chamber of Commerce, United Commer-
cial Travelers' Club, Worcester County
Club, Worcester Grange and Kiwanis
Club.
The funeral was held January 12 and

was largely attended. Floral tributes
were numerous, a masonic emblem being
among them. The Worcester County
Horticultural Society, of which he had
been for many years a trustee, sent
Columbia roses. The deceased is sur-

vived by a widow, Mrs. Mary E. Ross,
and two daughters. Hazel A. Ross, of

Plymouth, and Eloise E. Ross, of
Worcester. He was a cousin of Luther
Burbank.

A. J. Eurt.

A. J. Burt, pioneer florist of Spokane,
Wash., died suddenly January 13 at his

apartments in the Eiler building. Mr.

He was taken ill

in the elevator and died before a physi-

cian reached him.
Mr. Burt was one of the pioneers in

the landscape gardening profession in

Spokane.

The Market.

There are numerous buyers who assert

that last week 's market was the tightest

ever known in Chicago and that roses

cost them more than at any previous
time of scarcity. The wholesalers, how-
ever, say this is not true, that their

records show growers ' returns were al-

most precisely the same per flower in the

corresponding week of 1921 and that the
scarcity then was at least as great as

this year. Wholesalers, moreover, ]ioint

out this difference: That, whereas in

1920 the market continued tight until

February 14 and in 1921 until about
February 1. in 1922 there were by .Fanu-

ary 14 signs of the approach of easier

conditions. In other words, if the Janu-
ary squeeze is as sharp as ever, it each
year is of less duration.

There was no unusual demand last

week, but many buyers who never are

heard of except in times of scarcity

came into the market. The shortage of

roses proved to be so great it carried

Business in the New York cut flower

iiiurket is dull. The supply is unusually

short, and, at that, the demand is only

just about able to make clearances possi-

ble. Some of the wholesalers are trying

hard to remember when January busi-

ness was as small as it has so far proved
to be. Ectailers generally complain of

poor business. It may be fortunate for

the growers that crops are not heavy,
for were they so, prices would be demor-
alized.

The supply of bulbous flowers has in-

creased considerably and moves fairly

well, at prices which are not considered

wholly satisfactory to growers when the

high "cost of the bulbs is brought to

mind. There is a good range of tulips,

and they clean up well. Golden Spur
and Trumpet major narcissi are in good
supply, but the quality is not particu-

larly 'good; about 75 cents to $1 per

bunch is the price range, although buy-

ers shy a little at the top figure. Paper
Whites are plentiful. A few Roman
hyacinths are arriving, but meet only a

email demand, as the supply of lilies of

the valley is large.

COAL OUTPUT BACK TEN YEABS.

The smallest production of bitumi-

nous coal in ten years and the lowest
output of coke in seventeen years were
recorded during 1921, according to the

final report of the United States Geo-
logical Survey. Only 406,990,000 tons

of soft coal were mined, while the coke
production was just 26,000,000 tons.

"The year 1921 was one of prostra-

tion for the coal and coke industries,"

the survey's report declared. "The
figures of tonnage sound like those of

an earlier day.

"The annual production of bitumi-

nous in net tons was: 1917, 551,790,-

000; 1918, 579,386,000; 1919, 465,860,-

000; 1920, 556,516,000; 1921, 400,990,-

000.

"The year 1921 came to a close with
many anthracite collieries shut down
and thousands of miners idle. The
slackening of demand evident in late

November had grown steadily more
noticeable as December advanced. In
Christmas week the output dropped to

approximately 862,000 net tons, or

barely half of that in Christmas week
the year before.

The
record of 1921 means, therefore, more
than a temporary setback to the tonnage
of 1911. It means a prostration as
acute as tliat which followed the panic
of 1893, if indeed not more acute."

TRACING LOSSES BY GAS.

The decision of the Kansas City Court
of Appeals in the case of Nash vs. the

St. Joseph Cas Co., 234 Southwestern
Reporter, 360, throws some light on the
law of cases where plants in a green-
house are killed under circumstances
warranting an assumption that the loss

is due to gas escaping from mains negli-

gently permitted by a gas distributor "to

remain in a leaky condition. The case
before the court involved a successful
claim for damages on account of shade
trees owned by the plaintifif along a
street line in front of his dwelling
house. Finding that he made out suffi-

ciently clear proof that the trees died
on account of cscajiing gas, although
grass growing around the trees was not
killed, the Court of Appeals said:

"It is not enough that plaintiff offer

evidence from which it appears that the

trees died either because of the gas or

from other causes or that it is as likely

that they died from the one as from the
other. Plaintiffs have the burden of
proof, and, in order to recover, must
maintain that ImrdcMi by bringing evi-

dence which will incliii(> tlu^ scale to the

reasonal)le conrlusion that tlie trees died
on account of the gas instead of from
other causes. On the other hand, it is

not necessary to plaintiffs' recovery
that any witness should testify posi-

tively and unequivocally that the trees

were killed by gas; all that is necessary
is that the evidence be such as reason-

ably to justify the jury in reaching the
conclusion that the gas, ratluT than
some other cause, did it.

"The eviflence is that gas, escaping
from an underground pipe, by attacking
the small rootlets jmt forth by the
larger roots, and at some distance from
the tree—through which tlie tree derivi's

sustenance from the soil—will kill the
tree, the length of time it takes to do
so being dependent upon the extent to

which the tree is exposed thereto. If

there is a sufficient amount of the gas
to extend to the top of the ground, it

will kill the grass also. But the gas

will follow along the roots and by suffo-
cation of the fibrous rootlets thereof
will kill the tree, even though the gas
docs not ascend to the top of the ground
sufljiicnt to kill the grass." S.

were it not for this, the market would
have suffered a post-holiday decline.
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Prices have held well, outside of the
aristocratic group.

Sweet peas have strengthened the
supply. The Philadelphia market has
never seen better sweet peas in midwin-
ter and there are enough of them to
make an impression. There is a good
assortment of color and, while they are
necessarily high in price, they carry
the impression of giving value. The
early days of the week saw more carna-
tioni, but, with the snow storms and
cold wave and the clouds that followed,
the supply decreased. It is asserted
that the rose crop never went off so fast
after the holidays. We are told that the
new varieties are better than the old,
which is undoubtedly true, and yet there
are wishes that the old varieties were
here again, just for a month or two. It
looks as though the height of the orchid
crop has passed. Gardenias are cheap.
There is much poor valley about, pro-
duced, for the most part, by those who
are not regular forcers. Good valley
sells well. Easter lilies are almost out
of the market at the moment, owing to
the crop succession being interrupted at
the main source of supply. Beauties are
going off crop.

Bulbous flowers are beginning to ap-
pear here and there, with promise of in-

crease shortly. Daffodils, freesias, min-
iature Dutch hyacinths and Iris tingi-
tana add their yellow, white and blue
to those already here. Calla lilies are
more abundant. Shipping is brisk.

Fuel Oil.

A good deal of interest has been taken
in the proposed substitution of oil for
coal as a means of heating greenhouses.
The chief bar in the path of those who
desire to make the experiment lies in
the unwillingness—it would be fairtr to
say inability—of the oil companies to
make favorable contracts. They instruct
their salesmen to talk motor oil, not
fuel oil. However, the plunge has been
made. Adolph Farenwald is heating his
greenhouses at Eoslyn, Pa., by means of
oil. He has been doing this for a month.
E. Farenwald, who has charge of this oil

burning for his father, says that there is

no saving in expense over coal, but that
oil is more satisfactory and that they
hope that there will be a saving. The
greater efficiency lies in the ability to
get up steam more rapidly, in case of an
emergency. Many pipes can be turned
on in the greenhouses at once without
the steam going flat at the gauge. Mr.
Farenwald has three horizontal return
tubular boilers. One is still equipped for
burning coal, in case of emergency.
The grates in the other two boilers have
been taken out. The ash pits in both
have been built up solidly with bricks
to the level of the grates. Inside the fire

door of each of these two boilers, an oil

burner has been placed. The oil is

pumped by a motor from two oil tanks,
with a combined capacity of 8,000 gal-
lons, placed on the ground outside. The
oil is warmed by being pumped through
a steam-heated drum on its way to the
burners. It is limited to a pressure of
120 pounds. Should the pressure exceed
this limit, the oil is automatically
switched back to the storage tanks. The
oil is fed from these tanks to the burn-
ers through a 2-inch pipe. It is released
from the burners through a spray. When
the burner is turned on and the oil ig-

nited, the water in the boiler is so

quickly heated that steam can be turned
on in the greenhouses in a few minutes.
Care is required in lighting the burners

AMABILLO PROQBESSES.

The Panhandle of Texas boasts a live-

wire city known as Amarillo. Amarillo

prides itself on its progressive business

men, chief among whom is C. C. Cun-
ningham, proprietor of Cunningham's
Flower Shop.

Several years ago Mr. Cunningliani

started in business with little to begin
on. Today Cunningham's Flower Shop
has two up-to-date Moninger green-

houses, along with two other houses of

another make, comprising in all about
10,000 square feet of glass. The firm

makes a specialty of growing sweet
peas, carnations and chrysanthemums.
Dahlias, cannas, asters and gladioli are

grown outdoors.
This company not long ago opened

what it asserts is the first flower shop
downtowninthe Panhandleof Texas and,
believing in its home town, had all the

fixtures manufactured right in Amarillo.
These fixtures are white and the walls of

the shop are of a grayish-green tint.

There is carried a fine line of pottery,

baskets, ribbons and chiffon, along with
the plants and cut flowers. According
to Mr. Cunningham, the telegraph de-

livery business has increased wonder-
fully in the last two years.

On a standard 20x100 lot, the first two
feet—the windows—are worth twelve
per cent of tlie rent of the store, he
asserts.

The first eight feet on the inside of
the store are worth thirteen per cent of
the rent; so naturally the most profit-

able items should be placed here.
The right-hand window and the right-

hand side of the store are practically
always more valuable than the left, be-
cause people are more accustomed to

walking and looking (in this country)
toward the right.

The next ten feet of the store are
worth thirteen per cent of the rent. At
about the end of this space—approxi-
mately eighteen feet from the front door
—on the right-hand side, is the most
valuable spot in the store. This has
been proved by repeated tests, states

the writer. Therefore, here should al-

ways be a big display or quick turn-

over, low-priced merchandise with a gen-
eral appeal.

From hero back, of course, the loca-

tions in the store decrease in value.

HINTS TO WINDOW DECORATORS.

WHAT WINDOWS ARE WORTH.
Few experienced retailers will dis-

agree with the statement that one part

of a store is more valuable than the

other.

Merchandising and real estate experts
have worked up formulas, which vary so

little that one can easily strike a safe

average, says a writer in Critchficld's

Commentary.

Importance of Background Colors.

Artistic arrangement and striking ef-

fect in window decorating have received
a great deal of attention from trimmers;
so much in some cases that other im-
portant elements have been neglected,
among them that of background color.

Window dressers have learned that a
display window which is entirely open
behind and has, therefore, the indistinct

and shadowy interior of the shop as a
background, lacks clearness and definite

outline. The person close to the shop
front may see the display well, but the
effect is lost upon the one across the

street. If you have wondered why a

window display upon which much time,
effort and money have been spent, fails

to give satisfaction in proportion, con-
sider if it is not because of the absence
of a proper background.

If the partition which shuts off the
display window from the shop is used as

a permanent background, it may be
found satisfactory for some kinds of
articles, but totally unsuitable for

others. Its value or disadvantage de-

pends upon the color of the partition
and upon the colors of the stock dis-

played.

Rules for Background.

There are certain fixed rules in re-

gard to the selection of a color for the
background of a show window that can
be profitably used by window dressers
who seek to make the most of this form
of advertising.
One of the first is that backgrounds

should be of a color which is comple-
mentary to the colors of the stock shown.
When you look at a red-colored object
until your eyes are saturated, so to

speak, with that color and then close
your eyes, you see the object not in red,

but in green. If the object is yellow,
with closed eyes you will see it as
purple; if it is orange, you will see it

as blue. The colors seen with the eyes
shut are the complements of those of
the real objects. It is because of this
peculiarity of our sight, into the ex-
planation of which we need not go, that
we are sensitive to harmonies of color,

though not to the extent that we are
sensitive to the harmonies of sound.
Backgrounds, therefore, should be

harmonious contrasts of the colors of
the articles displayed. The art lies in

the selection of a color to blend most
pleasingly with those of the articles in
the window. Herein is the usefulness
of a knowledge of the complementary
colors and others also suitable for back-
grounds.

Harmonious Colors.

Why certain colors are most suitable
for combination with other colors is

apparent if one knows how colors are
formed. All colors, as the reader doubt-
less knows, are combinations of the
three primary colors, red, yellow and
blue. These are called the original, or
primary, colors. The secondary colors,
orange, green and purple, are formed
of equal portions of the primary colors.

Orange is a combination of equal por-
tions of red and yellow; green, of equal
portions of yellow and blue, and purple
of equal portions of red and blue. All
other colors, such as brown, pink, laven-
der, olive, etc., are formed by unequal
combinations of the primary colors, to-

gether with white or black. Brown is

about seventy-five per cent black, six-

teen per cent red and nine per cent
yellow. Pink is about forty-five per

cent white, fifty per cent red and five
per cent blue.

In the selection of a color for window
backgrounds, the window trimmer may
sometimes find it of advantage to utilize

the value of associations attached to
certain colors. Some colors lend warmth
to the display, others the effect of cool-
ness. Red, yellow, and shades and tints
in which these colors predominate, arc
warm colors. Blue is a cool color. Green,
a mixture of blue and yellow, is also
a cool color. But purple, a mixture of
blue and red, is a warm color. For
window displays during the summer or
for those in which an effect of coolness
is desired, blue or green should be used.

Association of Colors.

Certain colors, also, are associated
with certain feelings or mental moods.
Red, orange, pink and yellow connote
joy and similar high spiritual feeling.
Blue and green are associated with
peace and calm. Purple, light brown
and gray indicate seriousness, while dark
brown and black denote gloom and sor-

row. There are, besides these few gen-

eral color associations, certain expres-
sions of abstract ideas by means of color.

Red, for instance, stands for courage and
bravery. White is held to indicate vir-

tue and purity. These popular associa-
tions may occasionally be made use of
by the window dresser in the selection
of a color for a background, provided,
however, that it coincides with the har-
mony of the display.

Often the same color as that pre-
dominating in the stock displayed will
be found to make an admirable back-
ground if used in a contrasting shade.
Thus, if dark red is the prevailing color
of the flowers in the window, pink may
be used. Similarly a sky blue tint is

a good background for dark blue, and
vice versa. The reason for this is the
contrast of white and black, the darker

But all four houses fell away
behind the demand and finally a fifth
house, 87x450, was erected. For a time,
at least, the business is being taken
care of.

STERILIZING BY HOT WATER.

Method of Soil Disinfection.

The use of steam for soil sterilization

has become a routine practice among
growers of tomatoes under glass, and the
beneficial results which are achieved by
this method of soil treatment are so well'

known as not to require further em-
phasis, but for cultivation in small green-

houses and for seed growing in pots and
boxes, steam sterilization, owing to the

fact that it entails special equipment,
has never been generally adopted. For
such work some simpler method is re-

quired. Of these methods the chief are

the hot water process, the formaldehyde
process and that involving the use of

carbon bisulphide. The first method has

fungus, Pythium debaryanum, and spe-
cies of rhizoctonia, which cause lesions

in the stems and root discoloration.

Growtb Favored Also.

A preliminary series of experiments
gave encouraging results, which were
confirmed by further investigations. In
both sets the numbers of seedlings which
grew and the vigor of the plants which
they produced were markedly greater in
the pots which had been treated with hot
water than in those which had not been
treated and were used as controls.

No less convincing was the apearance
of the roots and stems of the treated as
compared with those of the untreated
plants, for whereas the former were
clean and healthy, the latter showed all

manner of unhealthy symptoms indica-
tive of attacks of soil pests.

In the pot experiments 4-inch and
8-inch pots filled with soil were treated
in one of two ways; either the pots"^ere
immersed in boiling water for a definite
period of time—two and one-half, five or
ten minutes—or a measured quantity of
boiling water was added to the soil in
the pots; the amount in the case of the
8-inch pots was either one liter (one and
three-quarter pints), two liters or three
liters per pot.

In addition to the pot experiments,
others were made with soil on green-
house benches. In these experiments
the soil, which was five inches deep, on
a bench three feet by four feet, was
divided by 1-inch boards into four sec-

tions and boiling water was poured into
each of three of the sections at the rates
of two and one-half gallons, five gallons
and seven and one-half gallons per sec-
tion, the highest application amounting
to seven gallons per cubic foot of soil.

After this treatment the soil was al-

lowed to drain and dry for four days and
was then sown with tomato or lettuce
seeds.

In all cases the treated soil gave re-
sults superior in every respect to those
given by the untreated soil or that
watered with cold water only. The
plants in the partly sterilized soil were
numerous and vigorous; the average
number of seedlings in the partly steril-

ized soil and in the 4-inch pots was
forty-two as compared with an average
of twelve in the untreated soil. Damp-
ing-oflf occurred in the last, but did not
take place in the pots the soil of which
had been subjected to boiling water. In
the 8-inch pots the average number of
seedlings two weeks after planting was,
in partly sterilized soil, seventy-four;
in the mitrented, twenty-two The height
of the plants in the 8-inch pots which
had received the larger treatment was
four to five inches, three to four inches
ill those whieli had rcceiveil a lesser
quantity of boiling water and only two
inches in the untreated pots.

Conclusions.

The remarkable difference between
the seedlings is shown in a striking series
of photographs, which tiring home in a
most convincing manner the extent of
the risks to which plants in their seed-
ling stage are exposed and the heavy toll

taken of them by soil pests. The prac-
tical conclusions reached in these experi-
ments are stated as follows:

(1) That soil in 4-incli pots may be
rendered free of soil pesta by submersion
in nearly boiling water (208 degrees
Fahrenheit) for five minutes.

(2) That three liters (live and one-
' quarter pints) of boiling water poured

BLACK FLY ON LETTUCE.

IIow can I get rid of the black fly? I

grow lettuce and have fumigated, witli

no results. The fly lives in a sort of ant
hill under the lettuce. E, B.—Mich.

Once the black fly gets well estab-
lished on the lettuce, it is not easy to

dislodge it. It would be advisable to

fumigate every other night for a week
and once a week thereafter. One of the
nicotine papers is good or tobacco dust
may be placed in small heaps on the
walk at intervals, a little kerosene
poured on it and a match then applied.

REMEDY FOR ROOT LICE.

I have been troubled by plant lice on
my liotbed plants and on late cabbage
planted in beds outside. Will you name
a remedy for the lice? J. D. B.—111.

Give your hotbeds a good covering of

tobacco dust and lightly fork or rake
it into the soil whore you have been
troubled with root lice. Do the same to

the beds where you transplant your cab-
bages. Should the lice still cause you
trouble, give the soil a watering with to-

bacco water. A solution of any of the
good nicotine extracts or tobacco stems
soaked in water, to use the licjuid, will

aid you. C. W.

TO GEOW OALTFOKNIA PRIVET.

Will you inform me as to how to

propagate a stock of about 5,000 Cal-

ifornia privet? I have the hedge from
which I can get the cuttings in from
1-foot to 1%-foot lengths, quite sturdy

stock. I should appreciate any advice

on the subject. C. T. M.—Pa.

Cut off the shoots and make an aver-

age length of from eight to ten inches.

Strip off any leaves, tie in bundles and
bury them to two-thirds their depth

on a cellar floor, where there is no fire

heat. As soon as the weather will per-

mit in spring, plow, harrow and pre-

pare land for them. Set out the cut-

tings in rows thirty to thirty-six inches

apart, placing the cuttings four to six

inches apart in the rows. Leave one-

third only of the shoots above ground
and firm them thoroughly. Keep the

rows well cultivated all through the

growing season. It would have been
better to take these cuttings three weeks
ago, but there should still be time for

them to callus before spring planting

time comes around again. C. W.

WHAT OUR PARKS NEED.

Kelsey in Interview.

A recent interview with Frederick W.
Kelsey, of the F. W. Kelsey Nursery Co.,

of New York city, which was published
in several leading New York and Brook-
lyn papers, contained matter of value
not only to the average citizen, but to
the skilled nurseryman also, because the
basis of the subject discussed, "The
Care of Public Parks," has its founda-
tion in the profession of the man who
understands trees, the nurserj'man.
Who is F. W. Kelsey? Is he qualified

to discuss the subject? These questions
arise and a spontaneous affirmation
comes from those who know him. For
the "Father of the p]ssex County
Parks," as INfr. Kelsey is known, pre-
pared the original shade tree commis-
sion law of New Jersey, in ]80.'^, which,
in its main features, has since tliat time
been adopted in a number of states. Mr.
Kelsey was one of the original members
of the American Forestry Association,
the American Civic Association and
similar organizations. His book, "The
First County Park System," has been
widely read l)y tlioso interested in public
jtarks.

Appropriations Well Invested.

Mr. Kelsey pointed out in the inter-

view that trees and shrubbery, with the

exception of favorably located real

estate, are about the only kind of prop-

erty that continually increases in value,

instead of deteriorating from the cost,

as do all artificial constructions. This

places the financial status of all appro-

priations for the purpose in a distinct

class and wholly different from other

municipal expenditures. After explain-

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Greenhouse Heating

Subscribers are invited to write the

editor of this department with regard to

any details of greenhouse heating that are

not understood. When information is de-

sired regarding the capacity of boilers, or

the amount of radiation required for a
greenhouse, the needed temperatures
should be stated in the inquiry, as well

as the amount of glass in the side walls,

and the dimensions and general arrange-

ment of the greenhouses. It is often help-

ful, also, to have a sketch showing the

location of the houses.

HEATING A HOTBED.

I plan to heat a hotbed, located on the

south side of my boiler pit, with steam;

this will be a double frame about 11x40

feet, with the ridge in the center. The
boiler is large enough and it has one

extra flow tap, but no return taps. I

plan to run a 2-inch flow eighteen

inches above the boiler and then

straight through the wall under the

ridge of the bed to the far end of the

bed. There will be two l^/i-inch returns,

one on each side of the bed, and these

will connect with a 2-inch return com-

ing from a 17x40-foot house. There is

no other way to connect this liotbed,

and I should like to know if it will work
by putting a check valve at the point

where it connects with the other return.

Will this arrangement heat the hotbed

to 40 degrees in zero weather?
B. C. F.—Va.

The amount of radiation suggested is

sufficient to heat the hotbed to 40 de-

grees in zero weather, and, in fact, a

1%-inch flow pipe with two 1% -inch re-

turns would supply the needed radiation,

provided the walls of the bed do not

have more than one foot exposed along

the sides of the bed and the walls and
roof are fairly tight.

The only doubt as to the working of

the system, as explained, will depend

upon the water level in the boiler, as

compared with the height of the returns.

You cannot expect good results unless

the returns are two feet above the water

level or a steam trap is used to return

the drip water, with a pressure of five

pounds.

OBSTRUCTIONS IN MAINS.

I have a Weil & McLain steam boiler

in a garage, which is not giving satis-

faction. The plumbers have done every-

thing they can think of in an effort to

make it function properly, but they have
failed. The diflSculty experienced with

this boiler is that when it gets up about

two pounds of steam the water leaves it

entirely, causing the plugs to melt out.

This boiler is located in the basement
of the building and steams quickly when
the draft is put on. There are a

vacuum pump and tank in the basement
also, and when this pump is in operation

the water leaves the boiler more quickly.

The feed pipes of this outfit become hot,

but no heat will go into the radiators,

and the returns are never warm. There

are two 5-inch flows, which are reduced

to 4-inch a short distance from the

boiler. Would you tell me, if possible,

wherein the difficulty lies and what can

be done to overcome itf Should the re-

turns have swinging joints at the fit-

tings, like those used in a hot water sys-

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tern? "Would the location of the cir-

culation pump make any difference?

L. C. L.—Pa.

You give no clear idea of the arrange-

ment of the piping in the garage, and

hence the best that can be done is to

suggest several things which might be

investigated. It would appear that the

trouble is due to some obstruction of

the circulation, either in the main pipe

from the boiler, or by the radiators be-

ing air-bound. It is hardly probable

that the plumber has failed to supply

automatic air valves. These, of course,

should be near the middle of the last

section at the return end of each of the

radiators, or at the lower end of each

wall coil.

From the fact that no circulation of

steam is reported in any of the radia-

tors, it would appear that the obstruc-

tion is in the main feed pipe. If there

is a flange union anywhere along the

line, it is possible that the plumber has

failed to cut out the gasket. This

would prevent the passage of the steam,

and as the steam pressure rises, the

water would either be forced out into

the returns, or if the check valve oper-

ates properly, the boiler would blow off

steam. If there are no closed gaskets,

look for any obstruction which has by

accident been placed in the main.

While it is always advisable to run

all returns with a slight fall, so that they

will clear themselves of the drip water

by gravity, any slight depression in

which water has settled would be

cleared by carrying a few pounds, pres-

sure on the boiler, so that we cannot as-

cribe the failure of the system to work
to any such trouble.

In a gravity system, the lower ends of

the return coils should be three or four

feet above the top of the boiler, but this

is not necessary when either a trap

or pump is used. The return pipes

should be run to the boiler as direct as

possible, but it would hardly be possible

to arrange them so as to entirely pre-

vent the circulation of the steam. Any
pipes intended for heating purposes

should, of course, be above the water
level in the boiler, but they may drop

into the cellar either close to the boiler

or at some distance from it.

Steam pipes naturally become hotter

than those in hot water systems, and
hence provision- should be made for

their expansion. The exact location of

the pump is not important, altliougli it is

usually near the boiler for convenience.

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COSTS SHOW HOW
PROFITS SHRINK

Changed vond'it'wns have cut profits in all hranchea of the florists' in-

dxistry. How they have affected the rose growers in particular is shown by
the figures of production costs in a well known middle western range for the

years 1920 and 19:11, which are presented on this page.

HAT growers' receipts un-

Tderwent a shrinkage in the
year 1921 as compared
with 1920 has already been
a matter of considerable
comment, although the pre-

cise extent of the decrease

has not been easy to ascer-

tain. The Review is able

to present here, however,

exact statistics that show the returns

in the two years of one of the leading

rose-growing establishments that con-

tribute to the Chicago market. It might

be said, in the way of introduction, that

this grower operates a range of glass

the area of which runs into six figures

and which has been supplying the Chi-

<!ago market for considerably more than

a decade. The roses grown here con-

form to a high standard of quality, and
the cut grades high. The output was
handled through the same commission
house during the two years, the one

which has sold this

grower 's cut for sev-

eral years. The roses

grown are the leading
varieties at present. It

need not be said that

the range is under ex-

i-eedingly able manage-
ment; figures cited will

show that.

greater shrinkage. It is especially im-

portant to note, also, that careful

management was necessary in order to

keep the profit in 1921 as much as it

was. Keductions in the prices of the
various items which go into the cost of

rose production were not many. At this

particular range, the salaries and pay
roll of 1921 remained approximately the
same as in 1920. Fuel cost 116 per cent
of the 1920 outlay. Boxes for shipping
cost 125 per cent of the 1920 figures.

Reduction in the cost of fertilizers, of

course, is partly responsible for the de-

crease of this item to seventy-one per
cent of the amount spent in 1920. In-

secticides cost sixty-four per cent of

the expenditure in 1920. Miscellaneous
expense was held down to seventy-five
per cent.

One-third Plant Replacement.

Fortunately, new plants were not pur-

cliased nearly to the extent that they

Increased Cut.

were in J921. Only thirty-eight per

cent, or approximately one-third of the

expense for this item in 1920, is found
on the books in 1921. By referring to^

the table on cost per plant and multiply-

ing by three the amount opposite plants

for the year 1921, one sees what would
have happened to the profits had the

same number of plants been changed in

1921 as had been the ease, fortunately,
in a, year of good profits.

The total expense in the year 1920 was
only ninety-four per cent of that in 1921.

This reduction may be saia to be due to

the economy of the management, which
saw clearly the trend of the times and
made efforts to meet conditions, in order
that the year might not show a loss

when the books were footed up. The
year 1921 shows a cost of production
of 92.17 per cent of the total receipts

for the year as against 84.7 per cent

for the year 1920. In other words, n

profit of more than fifteen per cent in

1920 had shrunk to a

profit of slightly more
than seven per cent in

1921, a reduction of

more than half. If this

Moreover, when one
estimates the total in

vestment in a range of

this kind and compares
the return on that in-

vestment in accordance-
with the figures just

cited, it is evident that

last year not five per
cent was realized. In

other words, the own-
ers might have invested'

their money in gilt-

edged securities which
would have paid them
more, without any of

the hazards involved in

the operation of :i-

greenhouse establish-

ment.
Only an excellent

year like 1920 is able-

to maintain the profits

of tho grower at ft

point where the annual
income may be said to
be profitable. A good
many proprietors of re-
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tuil flower stores have stated that they
were not satisfied with profits of less

than ten j)er cent in any year and aimed
at twelve and one-half or fifteen per
cent, calculating that an off year might
create a loss, which would c(iualize the
larger earnings, if they were obtained,
in more flush times. And there is a
decided diflPereiuu; l)etween tlio cajiital

investment of a grower and that of a
retail storekeeper.
The calculations for the two years

show that the average price per flower
obtained in 1921 was 5.47 cents gross,
and 4.65 cents not; that is, when the
profits have been deducted. In 1920
the average price per flower was 7.34
cents gross and C.24 cents net. The av-
erage price ])er plant in 1921 was $1.34
gross and $1.14 net, or a i)rofit of 20
cents per plant. In 1920 the average
earnings per plant were $1.6135 gross
and $1.3715 net, or a i)rofit of 24.2
cents per plant.
On the preceding page appears a tabli'

which shows the cost of production dur-
ing the two years, in two ways. The
first two columns compare the cost per
plant in the two years. The last two
columns show the percentage of tlie total
receipts whicli were applied on each of
the two items mentioned in the two
years under consideration. For example,
coal in 1920 cost 23.1 cents per plant;
in 1921 it cost 27 cents per plant, or
about one-sixth more than in 1920. In
1920 the coal bill was seventeen per cent
more of the total receipts for the year.
In 1921, when the exi)ense for fuel went
up and the receipts went down, the fuel
bill was 23.6 per cent of the gross re-

ceipts of the year.

Most Important Expenses.

It will be seen from the tabulation,
that the most inii)ortant items of ex-
pense are labor and fuel. The item of
commission represents tlie manager's
percentage of the receipts. The item of
salaries represents the remuneration of
members of the firm, and the item of
pay roll covers the hands in the green-
houses. These three items, it will be
noted, total between forty and fifty per
cent of the gross receipts. Last year
these three items combined with the coal
bill totaled 72.84 per cent of the entire
receipts for the year, or nearly three-
<juarters.

There are a nuinl«>r of interesting
things which will be discerned by grow-
ers who scrutinize these figures closely
for comparison with their own. One
is the item of dejireciation, that oft-
discussed item, which in these figures
amounts to approximately five per cent
of the gross receipts — remember, re-
ceipts, not investment. It will be noted
that payment for advertising, which rep-
resents this grower's contribution to the
Allied Florists' Association of Illinois,

under the growers' assessment of one-
half of one per cent fif tlio tot.nl re-

ceipts, amounts to less than two-tiiirds
of a cent per plant, an insignificant item
among the rest. Indeed, there are only
two items so sm.'dl. insurance .nnd in-

secticides.

No doubt, growers in reading these
figures will find many ])oints to comment
upon which liav(> not been gone into in

this brief consider.ntion. The figures
are given as representative, so far as
one greenhouse establishment is repre-
sentative; the matter of personal direc-
tion enters so largely into the success
of a business of this kind that figures
will vary with each individual case.

Those growers who read these figures

will find items in their own books which
will furnish interesting comparisons, af-

fording, perhaps, more light upon green-
house earnings than has been presented
in these few notes. In case such grow-

VIOLET SEASON.

At this time of the year the retail

FOR PERFECT SHIPMENTS.

Results of Campaign.

Shippers of the country made a score

of 99.10 per cent in the "perfect pack-
age campaign," according to a recapit-

ulation of the results of the movement
just announced by the joint campaign
committee of the American Railway As-
sociation and the American Railway
Express Co., which conducted the cam-
paign throughout the country, in No-
vember.

Reports of the business handled and
the number of exceptions taken on pack-
ages, because of some error or defect in

packing, marking or registration, were
tabulated in Chicago by a corps of ac-

countants, and took a week to complete.
During the "perfect package month,"

as November was designated, the rail-

roads were credited with handling
9,339,745 freight shipments, to which
101,760 exceptions were filed by the
carriers. During the same period, the
express company handled 10,899,352
shipments, to which 81,070 exceptions
were taken. In other words, all of the
carriers handled 20,239,097 shipments,
freight and express, on which 182,830
exceptions were entered by carriers,

giving a national percentage of 99.10
per cent.

Rules to Follow.

To improve shipping and facilitate

deliveries, the following rules are rec-

ommended for those who send freight
and express shipments:

MARKING.
1. Show full nHme of consignee, destlnntion nnd

state. Do not abbroviate.
2. Show count.v where there are two or .more

towns of the name nome in state.
3. Show street address at all times.
4. Show initials of destination road if certain

delivery is desired.
5. Show "from" or "manufactured by" preced-

ing shipper's name and address.
0. Erase or obliterate old marks if second-

hand package is used, avoiding use of such as
far as possible.

7. Name and address of shipper and consignee
on inside of package will ins\ire delivery if out-
side marks are lost or destroyed.

8. Use marking pot and brush for marking
packages having uneven surfaces.

BIIXING.
1. Arrange your shipping instructions so the

sliipping order will be on top.
2. Write plainly. Use typewriter if possible.
3. Do not use worn or poor carbon paper. See

that all copies are lined >ip properly.
4. He sure shipping instructions agree with

marking on packages.
5. Describe freight fully, accurately and be

sure to verify.
0. Show actual gross weight on bills of lading

and shipping orders.

DELIVERY TO CARRIER.
1. Deliver your freiglit to railroad station early

in the day and have all express shipments ready
as early in the day as possible.

2. Do not split your sliipment. hut deliver
complete to avoid delay.

What will njake our meet-
ings more interesting than to have a
dozen or more new seedlings shown each
year^ I believe that is what will really

make this society much stronger. At
this time let me say to the members
who are so diligently working to pro-

duce new varieties, do not forget fra-

grance and keejiing qualit\'. Fragrance,
1 believe, is one great point, and I

think we should have ten points. Speak-
ing of keeping (|uality, it has been said
by one of our leading retailers that the
carnation is the poorest keeper of any
of the flowers he handles. Fellow mem-
bers, what will do more to in-

jure the reputation of the carnation
than that? I don't think there is a
memlier in this room who will not agree
with me in saying that although some
of the flowers at this show have been
shipped hundreds of miles, still they
look as fresh as when cut.

"There were eleven seedlings and
three sports registered this last year.
I think the raising of new seedlings has
been given a big boom the last few
years. Only last month I had occasion
to visit two greenhouses near Boston,
and it was indeed pleasing to me to see
over 500 different seedlings. Some had
but one plant of a kind, others perhaps

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twenty-five and so on. No doubt in two
or three years we sliall st>e many of
these promising varieties on our exhi-

bition tables. 1 should like to see more
of this spirit shown. It is true that we
Americans are forever seeking new
fads, not only in dress, but in all com-
modities of life. To tlie members of

this society who so diligently work to

produce new varieties of merit, we are
probably more indebted than we realize,

for if it were not for the new ones, we
would surely cease to progress.

Novelties Increase Demand.

"I shall now take the liberty to tell

my experience with novelties. The av-

erage commercial grower today grows
four or perhaps five varieties; namely,
two shades of pink, white and red. They
claim this is all the market requires.

It has, however, been my custom to

grow more varieties than that; and this

is a true statement, that the common
sorts bring me a greater financial return
because of the novelties. The large de-

mand for the novelties helps to sell the
others. Then do not forget the old va-

rieties, but let us try to imj)rove them.
I call to mind two or three varieties

which at one time I thought I should
have to discard. Eureka, by the way,
was one of them. Instead of throwing
it out, all I did was to select the
healthy plants from which to take stock
and now I could not ask for a better
scarlet.

New Members.

"Just as we want and need new seed
lings, so we want and must have new-
members. I wish to speak of one way
in particular in which I think we might
get more members. That is by having
branch meetings in various sections of
the country; say, one in New England,
another in New York, one in the
section around Philadelphia, etc. My
reason for making this suggestion is

this: A great number to whom I have
spoken about becoming members, so

that they might attend these conven-
tions and exhibit there, have said in

reply, 'Your meetings are held too far
away. It takes too much time and
money. I cannot afford it.' There-
fore I believe that if we had these
branches located in different parts of

the country, where we could call a

meeting, say three or four times a year,
to be held for one day, it would not cost

much and at the same time it would
give us a chance to discuss carnation
growing, and before long I think we
should find our society had many new
members. I should like to have this

discussed at our next meeting.
"I am much pleased to have the

American Rose Rociety join with us in

this convention. T think if arrange-
ments could be made for both societies

to meet once in two or three years, if

not every year, on the same days and
not have the meetings conflict, that it

would help the interests of both soci-

eties, a-s some members grow both carna-
tions and roses. The cost of the exhibi-

tion hall would be less for each society,

also the transportation. I, personally,

think that the carnations and tlic roses

make an attractive showing.

Cleveland Show.

"Next March the greatest of all

shows is to be held, at Cleveland, a na-

tional flower show of the S. ,\. F., in

which this society takes an active ])art.

Tlie ftremiums in the carnation section

of the national show amount to $2,000,

and that, of course, is to be ]>aid out of

the national sliow fund. Now, let as

many of us attend and exhibit as pos-

sibly can. We must do our share to

make it a success, for in it there is a
lireat advertising medium for us.

•'While reading one of the trade
papers recently, I noticed that the Brit-

ish Carnation Society had just held its

twenty-sixth exhibition in London.
Mr. Kngelniann, one of our own mem-
l)ers, had things much his own way and
carried off a great many prizes. A
large ])ercentage were won with vari-

eties of American origin. Mr. Engel-
inann has in all over 250 varieties in cul-

tivation. The society has evolved a
new system of classification, which in

time may be helpful to us.
'

' During the last year three of our
members liave answered the 'last call.'

' Complying with the resolution
adopted at the last meeting, the in-

crease in the annual dues was put into-

force. The members are responding'
cheerfully and there should be sufficient

funds to carry on the work of this so-
ciety satisfactorily. There is also a>

greater total revenue from the advertis-
ing section of the premium schedule
than ever before, and, with a slight de-
crease in the printing bill, the net
profits are considerably more. These
things afford much satisfaction to your
secretary, who must bear the burden of
the work.

''All of this was turned over to onr
treasurer. The secretary's and treas-
urer's books were audited by a pablie
accountant and found correct.

National Flower Show.

"At the Washington meeting snb-
siriptioiis were taken toward a fund to
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liquidate a portion of our liability ou
the national flower show premium fund.
Pledges to the amount of $560 were
handed in and the secretary was in-

structed to continue soliciting pledges,

which resulted in raising the total to

$835 in cash and one $15 silver cup;

$785 of this has been paid in. We
should be glad to receive additional
contributions sufficient to swell the

total to $1,000, one-half of the amount
of the carnation premium list.

"Your secretary has attended the
two meetings of the national flower
show committee, where arrangements
were made for the fifth national flower

.show, in Cleveland, March 25 to April 1.

The first was held in New York March
16 and the other in Cleveland November
18. Arrangements were made to have
the traveling expenses of all participat-

ing in these meetings paid out of the
national flower show fund and charged
up against the receipts of the show.
Arrangements for this show are progres-

sing satisfactorily. All the various de-

partments are working in complete har-

mony and a grand exhibition is assured.

We are expecting the members of this

society to stage the grandest exhibition
of carnations ever seen anywhere. We
completed the premium schedule as per
instructions and submitted it to the
national flower show committee, wliich

adopted it without change.

Begistration.

"During the last year eleven seedling
and three sport varieties were offered

for registration. One of the sport va-

rieties was not submitted to our judges
for verification and could not be placed
on the register.

"The annual report was issued and
mailed to our members. The premium
schedule for this exhibition was mailed
to our members and some 600 non-mem-
bers. The additional cost being so

slight, we recommend that this jjractice

be continued. Special notices were
printed gratis bv the trade ])ress and
our thanks are due them for their gen-
erous support.

"This joint exhibition with the

American Rose Society and the Hart
ford Florists' Club has developed into

an all-around flower show. Early en-

tries indicated a heavy showing of the

divine flower. The society's thanks are

due the Hartford florists for interest

shown and special credit is due our

worthy vice-j)resident, Mr. Osborii, for

his untiring efforts to make this a ban-
ner show and for looking after our com-
forts while in Hartford.
"We now have 243 members in the S.

A. F.. which entitles us to a director-

ship in th<' parent society.

"At the Washington meeting we
asked to be relieved of the duties of

the secretary's office at the expiration
of the present year. We hope that you
have made provision for our successor.

"These thirteen years of service have
been filled with unbounded pleasure in

the continual assurance of your confi-

dence and your whole-hearted su]iport.

We bespeak for tlie new secretary a

continuation of these liappy relations."

NATIONAL GROWERS' MEETING.

Secretary Summarizes Year.

The National Flower (irowers' As
sociation held its annual meeting at

Hartford, Conn., this week in connec-
tion with the exhibition tliere of tlie

American Carnation Society. The
chief business was the revision of the
by-laws and constitution. In liis re-

jiort at the oju'ning of tlie meeting.
Secretary J. F. Amman n siiinmarizeil

the ])rogress of their organization thus:
"This is the second annual meeting

of our association, and I want to

touch briefly upon a f"w of the achieve-
ments to date.

"We now liave a total of 384 mem-
bers. These represent ownership of ap-

jiroximately 20,0()(i,()()0 square feet of

glass. I til ink we can well congratu-
late ourselves on the progress made in

so short a space of time. Five of our
district organizations are doing a great
deal of good towards advancing the
interests of the producer. Many grow-
ers who are 7iot yet members of our
organization have been greatly bene-
fited by its activity and achievements,
meats.
"One of the great benefits has been

the educational propaganda on the
necessity of the grower becoming an
advertiser. In many communities the
growers arc responding well and mani-
festing much interest in this great
movement.
"Then, too, much constructive work

is going on in the matter of bettering
our business conditions. The producing

of better stock and economies in the
jiroductive work along all lines are be-
ing brought about by the open discus-
sions at our district meetings. How-
ever, all this only means that our work
has just begun, and it behooves all of
us to keep jdugging away.

Hard Work Still Needed.

"This work is yet new, the organiza-
tion yet young; and it ii only with the
best efforts put forth that we shall even-
tual! succeed in reaching the desired
goflT* On our way, we, no doubt, shall
find the road rough in places, and we
shall even find it obstructeil at times,
compelling us to detour. But let's keep
on going, even if we occxisionally have
to stoj) to ]iick u\> some weak brother
iilcng the road, who is about to give up
t!ie fight. We must sacrifice both time
:ipiil money, of course, but let us re-
member that every great reform or
moveiuent has had to pay a similar
])rice.

"One of the important matters up
for consideration at this meeting is the
levision of the constitution and by-
laws. These revisions, as proposed, will
greatly reduce the cost to members in

the way of dues and assessments. After
careful consideration and a great deal of
discussion, the officers are submitting
this proposed change with a view of
materially increasing the membership in
the coming year. Let us hope this will
be the case. Consider wi.sely all these
changes and remember that this work,
when finally adoi)ted, will be another
addition to our already well built struc-
ture."
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GOOD COMPETITION.

High Quality Flowers.

Held in New England, where carna-

tions are grown to a perfection rarely

equaled and never excelled, with most
of the exhibitors only a few hours from
home, it was to be expected that the

stock shown would be of prime quality

and that there would be keen though
friendly rivalry for the blue ribbons.

ICearly all the classes filled; there was a

splendid showing of the varieties stand-

ard in New England, but there was ab-

sence of the old-time showing of novel-

ties. Not that progress has ceased, but

it takes a good carnation nowadays to

stand a chance of displacing the widely
disseminated varieties.

Judging was done on the afternoon of

January 25. The judges were C. W.
Johnson, Rockford, 111.; E. Saunders,
Lewiston, Me.; S. J. Goddard, Framing-
ham, Mass., and Joseph H. Hill, Rich-

mond, Ind., elected by the society, and
John Hartje, of Indianapolis, and C. S.

RIDDING CARNATIONS OF RUST.

My carnations are infected with a

rust disease. I am burning sulphur on

a heated stove lid and also put a mix-

ture of sulphur and lime on the flow

pipes once a week. Is the burning of

sulphur on a stove lid as good a remedy
.as the sulphur and lime on the flow

pipes?

Would it hurt the carnations if their

tops were sprayed on a clear day, in

order to remove the dust which the

wind has blown in upon them?
C. W. W.—Neb.

Discontinue burning the sulphur in

your carnation house. The mixture
which you have painted on the steam
pipes is all the sulphur you need. Spray
them with a Bordeaux mixture. Keep
the foliage dry and water moderately,

but do not allow the plants to suffer

for want of moisture at the roots.

Ventilate as much as possible and keep
the night temperature down to 50
degrees.

There will not be enough dust during
the next three months to necessitate

syringing it off the foliage. Unless
you see signs of red spider, dispense

with syringing altogether until you have
the rust under control and then select

a clear day about once each week.

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CASNATIONS, OLD AND NEW.

Pioneer Growers.

To speak of carnations in the past

is a misnomer, as they have no past,

being a strictly modern production. We
only know that the carnation evolved
from its predecessors up to the point
where it was noticed by man and
brought to its present state of develop-
ment.
The past of this paper will go back

to October 15, 1891, at 2 p. m., when
Edwin Lonsdale opened the organiza-

tion meeting of this society. This
meeting was the result of a call issued

by C; W. Ward, nineteen of us signing

our names to the call. Sometimes in

the hurly-burly of success we forget

the men who made that success possible.

I am, if nothing else, a good Elk and
believe in writing the faults of our

fellow men on the sand and their vir-

tues on the tablets of our hearts and
memories. Before going any farther I

want to call to memory two men of two
distinct types, but both carnation noble-

men, Fred Dorner, Sr., and C. W. Ward.
Fred Dorner, Sr., was perhaps the

pioneer in the present-day development
of the carnation, a development that

fortunately is being continued by Fred
Dorner, Jr., with equal success. (Jarna-

tion history will give you a long line of

hard-working predecessors, but Mr.
Dorner gave to C. W. Ward a vision,

and with his means to carry it out we
must give him credit for putting the
carnation on the higher plane financially

where it is today, as well as some won-
derful developments in the line of

hybridizing, developments that if fol-

lowed up would no doubt have given us
some valuable additions by this time.

In those days the three great lights

of carnationdom were Dorner, Ward and
Fisher, with a number of smaller lights

all worthy of mention, and all or nearly
all attaining results, some greater than
others. To go back and recall these re-

sults is also a matter of history, and
today there are none, or at least but
few, of those results in evidence. This
business seems to be an ever-changing
one and, because of this, a fascinating
one, yet it does seem a pity that the
noble work done by your predecessors
in a few years becomes merely a
memory. Mr. Dorner at one of our
meetings made the announcement that
the life of a carnation was about six

years. This has been exceeded in many
cases with his own varieties, but it is

nevertheless true that varieties do not
have long-lasting qualities.

Rules for Improvement.

Getting back to that first meeting,
the following resolutions were adopted:
"To improve the excellence of the

flower.

"To improve the methods of cultiva-

lion and the methods of placing it on
the market.
"To increase its use as a decorative

flower.

"To improve the methods of growing
cuttings and plants as well as market-
ing the same.

"To infuse into the growers a nuiri'

thorough understanding of the general

rules of successful business manage-
ment."
With slight modifications, these rules

can be apj»lied to the society and its

members today. In fact, they might
well be framed and hung up in your of-

fice, instead of that sign, "This is my
busy day." If you would cut a little

of that busy bee business and take a

little time each morning to read over
these resolutions before getting into

harness, perhaps at the end of the year
both you and your carnations would be
the better for it.

Another suggestion brought out at

this meeting was the use of carnation
foliage in offering them for sale. Of
course, right now you need not offer

anything, not even service, to sell them,
but these conditions will not last for-

ever, and the day will come when you
must offer some inducement to the con-
sumer to buy your carnations. To any-
one who loves them, nothing can be
handsomer than a bunch of good carna-
tions with several buds in various stages
of development and some of their own
foliage. The critical and artistic buyer
will gladly pay the price if you are a

salesman, and come back time after
time as regularly as the clock ticks.

Retailers' Wants.

Before leaving this first meeting we
must refer to the fact that three re-
tailers gave a detailed report of
what, in their estimations, was the ideal
lariiation, to serve as a guide for the
urower and hybridizer. The gist of
those reconinieiidafions was to strive
for a flower of large size, not too double,
hut with center j)etals erect to avoid a
li'it flower; the colors to be decided and
I'ure. They made a plea for a light
siip.de of jiink that would go with made-
up work and blend with other colors.
This has since been obtained in the
K'ichantress varieties and colors, pre-
ceded by Daybreak, a grand variety in
its day. I am not asserting that all new
ideas and all new things are tommy-rot
and not lialf so good as the old ones,
but some of these old-time ideas would
work out better today than thev did
then, and a few of them might and
should be revived. This to my mind
is one of them, real recommendations
from the retailer to the grower.
A paper of this kincl would be incom-

plete without mentioning John Thorpe's
prediction of carnations with 4-inch
flowers on 3-foot stems and selling at
$1 each. We have had a few of these,
but the demand for this class of stock
is exceedingly limited. It seems that
the medium-sized flower of good color,
with plenty of fragrance and good keep-
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iug qualities, sold at a reasonable price,

is the one that meets the popular dc
inaiid.

In these first days of the society there

was considerable groping for cultural

knowledge and the meetings consisted

<il' cultural papers and discussions, much
of our present-day knowledge being due
to these papers and the discussions that

tollowod.

Leaders in the East.

Being in the down-east district, one

recalls the names of William Nicholson,

M. A. Patten, Peter Fisher, E. N. Pierce,

8. J. Reuter, C. Warburton and, of

course, your own Wallace Pierson, all

<;arnation enthusiasts in their time.

These men were boon companions of

K. Witterstaetter and E. G. Hill and

others from the west, and if we could

have an account of their round table

talks it would be both interesting and

instructive.

Things went along pretty smoothly

until 1892, when we had our first scare

fiom carnation rust, this scare continu-

ing for a number of years. But better

houses and better methods of culture

have made it practically a forgotten

issue. It is occasionally found today;

in fact, I found recently a pretty good

<-aso of it on. a novelty, bilt the grower

considered it a minor matter. It is

lucky that it has died out before we
started on our present-day mad career

of quarantines, or there is no telling

what might have happened to the carna-

tion industry.
. .

Coming down to present-day varieties,

it would be presumption on my part to

attempt to do justice to either origi-

nators or varieties. They are here for

vour inspection and actions speak

louder than words. I should like to do

iustico to your secretary, the present-

<lav Dorners, your host of eastern hybrid

ize'rs and some of the good varieties of

recent introduction. At the first meet-

ing the committee of retailers, consist-

ing of John Westcott, Bobert Kift and

H. H. Battles, agreed that a good

clear yellow carnation now was badly

needed. We have it today in Maine

Sunshine. A good, free-blooming pink

was needed and we Pennsylvanians

think that our Henry Eichholz has given

it with Lassie. The rest of the tale is

before von.
Present Needs.

Hybridizers should strive for frugrance

fust—a carnation without fragrance is

a nonentity—substance, second; habit

and freedom, third; size and color, last,

and in color give decided shades—there

is little call in our markets for fancy

combinations.
They should also aim to i.roduce a

rood summer-blooming strain of carna-

tions, a strain that could be planted m
aardens along with roses and other

garden plants, which I believe would

add to their value as a cut flower witli

the public. Some years back it was

thought that we ought to have a race

of carnations that would make good pot

plants, but to my mind we do not need

these and they would not benefit carna-

tion growing as an industry.

Next to the production of needed

varieties, we should have in the United

States a Carl Engelmann to devote a

good portion of his place to experi-

mental purposes and to make it the

Meeca for carnation growers here that

his place ie in England. There is no

end to the education such a place would

be to our wide-awake American growers.

Some Items of Interest.

Publicity, like many other things,

has been neglected by the American
carnation growers and the Britishers

are far ahead of us in this respect. We
have plenty of the best trade paper
j)ublicity, but what we want and need
is Associated Press publicity, news
notes and items of interest to the

general public. Such items are always
eagerly sought by the press and are

of incalculable good if truthfully pre-

sented.
Here are a few:
Lowe & Shawyer, of Oxbridge, Eng-

land, with 130 acres of glass, have six

carnation houses 43x276 and have car-

nations growing in them for three years

in succession in full health and vigor.

The plants are fully six feet high, filled

with buds and flowers of first quality.

(Some room for discussion here.)

Carnation roots are known to have
gone into the soil to a depth of twelve
feet, showing conclusively that they are

gross feeders. (This might be used as

an argument for solid beds.)

In South Africa our winter carnations

are a popular garden, flower and new
varieties such as Laddie and Maine
Sunshine sell for $1.75 per plant.

We all know the publicity that

Thomas W. Lawson gave to Peter Fisher

and his variety, Mrs. T. W. Lawson.
We know what a furor there was all

over this land and how everybody
wanted to see it. Any store that was
lucky enough to get a few for its win-

dow had an attraction that nothing be-

fore or since has had. There is no rea-

son why other meritorious varieties

should not have similar publicity.

Better Business Methods.

In 1891 the need of carnation growers
was better business methods. In 1922

the same need exists; in fact, to a cer-

tai;i extent a greater need exists today.

The first step is to get the cost per
llower of your production. This, of

course, on account of various condi-

tions, cannot be done to the fraction of

a cent, but in a society with the scope
this one has, it ought to be practical to

arrive at a fair average cost.

This cost is absolutely necessary to

arrive at a fair selling ])rice. It is also

necessary as a guide to individual
growers for comparison. The man who
can decrease it by high equipment or

better business methods will have just

that much more profit. The man who
would increase the costs would reduce
his profits in jiroportioii and lie wnuld
know when to quit.

Cost tabulation has been discussed
from time immemorial, but let me tell

you that today is the time to stop dis-

cussing it and get down to actual work.
Cost knowledge is as necessary to the
life of your business as the action of
your heart is to your own life.

I.,ook back and see the jirominent
men who grew carnations under tlie

hajihazard system then in vogue and see
how many have dropped out. Take a
man like E. G. Hill, whom no one could
accuse of not being a good businessman.
Carnations for some years were a big
feature of his business, but he was
growing in competition with men who
knew absolutely nothing abont costs

and today they are not part of his busi-

ness.
Cooperation Needed.

Today the carnation has some advan-
tages over the rose, as a great many of

former carnation men have dropped the
carnation and taken up roses. The con-
sequence is that carnations are scarce
and roses too plentiful, but this condi-
tion is not going to last and the quicker
carnation men can stabilize their busi-
ness the better it will be for it and
them.

To stabilize it, cost comes first; then
cooperation and until we have real co-

operation we shall not meet with the
success that the carnation deserves.
When the wholesaler tells the grower

not to grow a certain variety of carna-
tion and the grower goes ahead and
plants this same variety in quantity,
then there is laek of cooperation on the
part of the grower. When a wholesaler
tells the grower to grow a certain va-
riety which he knows cannot be grown
at a profit, then there is lack of co-

operation on the part of the wholesaler.

When the retailer gets carnations for

$1 per hundred and sells them for $2
and $2.50 per dozen, then the grower
does not get his just share of the trans-

action, and his only remedy is to get an
exorbitant price when the demand is

below the supply, and the retailer can-
not make his just share of profit. Any
business man will tell you this is a
rotten condition of business and that it

will take real cooperation to remedy it.

To have real cooperation we must first

get rid of that spirit of greed and
selfishness that seems to have reached its

culmination in the last four years. The
principle of everybody for himself and
the devil for the hindmost will send
the business to the gentleman in ques-
tion just as surely as the sun rises.

Stabilizing Prices.

1 was going to advocate that carna-

tions should be advertised at a certain

moderate price, say $2 to $2.50 per
dozen, from September 15 to June 15,

with prices doubled for special days,
and then let the grower and the retailer

get together on a wholesale price cover
ing the same period. This I am told

is not feasible, but, like the man who
is convinced against his will, I am of
the same opinion still. I fully believe
that the stabilizing of prices to the
jiublic and letting the public know about
it would build this business to wonderful
proportions. It is a poor rule that has
no exceptions, and this would no doubt
run up against some exceptions, but
these, if properly explained in your sales

and advertising, eould be overcome.
After all is said and done, it is the

public which makes or breaks a busi-

ness. People will buy only what they
want, when they want it and at a price
that they consider fair. With oceans of

[lublicity you can sometimes create a
demand and at all times stimulate a

demand, but unless you can make your
advertising absolutely truthful, better
not advertise at all. Nothing will kill a
business more quickly than to use a
finely worded advertisement and then
not live up to the letter of that ad-
vertising.

In some of the national advertising

now being done (I am not speaking of

our own) the dealers are not living up
to the wording of their statements and
as a consequence the trade-mark or slo-

gan is a detriment rather than a help to

sales. If we are not extremely careful

to "Say It with Flowers" of the right

kind, eventually our slogan will lose

its pulling power, and that is a loss we
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all should work to avoid, for we have
the dandy of them all.

Finally, the American Carnation So-

ciety, to my mind, should be a com-
bination of grower, wholesaler and re-

tailer, all working together for the ad-
vancement of the industry it represents.

Combined Beport.

Every meeting should have a report
from a committee consisting of three
retailers, three wholesalers and three
growers, one each from different centers,

say Chicago, St. Louis and New York.
This committee would report on the
high spots of the business for the year

past, and the weak spots as well, and
give recommendations for tlie year com-
ing.

Following the golden rule will not

grow carnations, but unless you are

growing them as a hobby, you will want
to make their growing a business. As a

business, following the golden rule is the
only sure road to success. Every other
business is coming more and more to

recognize this fact; let us beat theift to

it. Carnations and roses, or roses and
carnations (whichever way you want
to put it) are the staple cut flowers of

commerce and why should not the grow-
ers work hand in hand?

can be pulled out in March to be
replaced by larkspurs, or you may grow
violets, which usually run out about the
last of March and are a good succes-

sional crop.

I find it safer to pot the seedlings

than to glace them in flats, but care
must be taken not to allow the plants
to become potbound before planting
them out. This applies to practically
all kinds of plants. Florists will find

annual larkspurs a fine crop to grow, one
which will please customers who are
looking always for something out of the
common, and for Memorial day cutting
few plants can equal it in value.

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LABESPUIt UNDER GIASS.

Ideal for the Purpose.

Florists and gardeners now use a large

number of annuals under glass, as com-
pared with a few years ago, and they
invariably find a ready market and
prove acceptable as a change from the

omnipresent roses, carnations and other
staples. Some of the annuals seen
abundantly are bachelor's buttons,

sweet sultans, calendulas, mignonette,
clarkias, dimorphothecas, snapdragons,
gypsophila, annual chrysanthemums,
candytuft, lupinus, salpiglossis, schizan-

thus, stocks and larkspurs. Some of

these make splendid pot plants, but
most are grown, as a rulCj in benches
or solid beds. One or two sorts, like

gypsophila, succeed best in flats, or

quite shallow benches.
Several wide-awake growers of late

years have tried forcing the hardy del-

phiniums and, properly treated, they
have given splendid monetary returns.

A smaller number have tried the lovely
annual larkspurs, which under glass

prove vastly better than outdoors. I

have grown these charming annuals un-

der glass for more than twenty
years and have often wondered why
more commercial growers did not try
them, for they are splendid to cut, last

well in water and are not of difiicult

culture. There are several colors pro-

curable, including blue, pure white, pink
and rosy scarlet. The latter, which is,

in reality, a deep, rosy pink, appeals to

me the most, and the blue, pink and
white next in order. These annuals
make a fine spring crop and for Memo-
rial day are among the finest flowers
we have, lending themselves, as they do
so well, for bouquet work.

How to Grow Larkspur.

For an early batch to flower in March,
seed is sown in flats in October, in a
carnation temperature, and the seed-
lings are potted oflf singly, when of suf-

ficient size, and kept growing well up to
the light, being transferred to raised
benches containing not over four inches
of soil, in preference to solid beds. If
benches are not at disposal, the plants
do remarkably well in boxes six inches
deep. A box 6x12x36 will hold twelve
to fourteen plants. A temperature that
suits carnations is equally good for an-
nual larkspurs.

Tn the dead of winter it is necessary

to water carefully to prevent damping
off, and to avoid cold drafts, as larkspurs
are readily susceptible to attacks of
mildew. If care is taken to guard
against these, there is no trouble in
growing and flowering larkspurs well.
Place the plants ten inches part each
way in benches. They grow much more
vigorously and carry much better
spikes under glass than outdoors. Plants
will grow all the way from two and one-
half to five feet high. It is best to cut
out the terminal stalk and to allow the
plants to become more branched. Once
in active growth, they need an abun-
dant water supply and either liquid ma-
nure or a mulch of cow or sheep ma-
nure.

Sow Now for May Blooms.

The present is an excellent time to
make a sowing of this annual to flower
in May. Perhaps there may be blanks
in the carnation benches or some plants

GETTING MAXIMUM OF MUMS.

We have a limited number of choice
crysantlioniums and should like to pro-

duce as many plants as possible. Al-

ready we have taken 100 cuttings. If

we take cuttings later from those 100
cuttings, will they still be good for
])lanting in the benches? Will you give
us information as to how the most plants
may be produced from these plants?

As soon as the 100 cuttings are rooted,

pot them up. Then, wlien they become
well established in the pots, select a

part of a bench that receives full sun-
light; fill in with a rather light, porous
soil, and plant the young plants about
six inches apart. Quickly they will

make growth and the tops will be ready
to take as a cutting. After this cutting
has been taken off, the young plants will

commence to throw up shoots from the
base. Tliese can be taken as they be-

come large enough and the same pro-
ceeding can be carried on, while time
remains for the cuttings to make plants
for planting, or, in other words, until

late in April or earlj' in May; a good
stock of plants can be worked up from
the 100 cuttings. M. P.

LISTING THE BEATS
MUTUAL CREDIT LIST.

Established by Seattle Florists.

National interest has boon attracted
by the success of the credit committee
of the Seattle Florists' Association in
compiling a list of delinquent charge
customers and distributing this list

among the retail members of the asso-
ciation for their mutual protection. This
matter was raised at a recent meeting
and the chair appointed David Jones,
of the Woodlawn Flower Shop, chair-
man of this committee. It is believed
that this offers the first case in the
United States where such concerted ac-
tion has been taken by the retailers of
a city.

"Tliis committee called on all of the
retailers in the city and explained to
them its plans," said Mr. Jones. "We
found most of them more than interest-
ed and ready to agree to have their
bookkeepers prepare a list for us show-
ing the delinquent accounts. Every ef-
fort was made to protect those who were
honestly trying to meet their bills and

who might be undergoing temporary
financial reverses, so that we agreed
that only accounts older than sixty days
be listed. All those who had made par-
tial payments were excluded, making
the names handed in a real list of ' dead
beats.'

"This success was reported at the
next meeting of the association, and
our members authorized tlio expenditure
of the funds needed for publishing this
list. All the names were then arranged
alphabetically, so that the completed
list would give no hint as to the dealer
supplying this information. The com-
pleted lists were then distributed among
the retailers and posted in conspicuous
places in the respective offices.

Results Exceed Anticipations.

"We found that in a number of cases
flower buyers were delinquent with
more than one retail store, and this fact
was noted on the list. While the pri-
mary purpose in preparing this list was
to give retailers information which
would save them from adding known
'poor payers' to their books, we have

found its existence a real help in ef-

fecting collections. Many customers
who had been slow in paying have set-

tled their bills when told of this list

and the fact that their names would be
entered on it in case no settlement was
reached by a certain date. There is a
certain type of buyer who cannot be ac-

cused of having a conscience, but who
values the Dun or Bradstreet rating too
highly to fail in meeting his bills.

"We expect that every three months
will prove often enough to revise this

list and subsequent listings will carry a
special section showing those previously
listed wlio have settled up their ac-

counts. All the retail florists now favor
this excliange of credit information and
the second report will carry every retail-

er 's list of bad accounts."
A check among the retailers them-

selves shows that this plan is working

out satisfactorily. "I was saved money
the first day this list was received,"
says one Second avenue store manager.
'

' Several days previously I had sold a
floral piece to a new customer, who had
agreed to pay within a couple of days.
His name on this list started me after
my money at once and this prompt ac-
tion undoubtedly saved me from writing
off a loss on this one deal."
A number of cases are reported among

store owners where attempts were made
during the Christmas rush by people on
this list to open new charge accounts.

' They were careful to select extra
clerks for this," says another store
manager. '

' The extra clerk is naturally
pleased at the idea of having secured a
new charge customer and, but for this
list, we should have added several poor
accounts to our own troubles."

PLANTS OUST CUCUMBERS.

Changes at Terre Haute.

Some of the keen minds of the flo-

rists' trade have anticipated that the

demand for flowering and foliage

plants, which has risen so rapidly in

late years, would attract individuals

outside of the trade. A partial fulfill-

ment of this anticipation is seen in the

entrance of the J. W. Davis Co., at

Terre Haute, Ind., into the plant grow-

ing business. It is only partial, how-

ever, since Mr. Davis has for thirty

years been engaged in a closely allied

business, that of growing vegetables un-

der glass.

Thirty years ago, J. W. Davis was en-

gaged in business with his brother at

Morrison, 111., in growing cucumbers in

a small greenhouse. Not satisfied that

their ways were the best ways, Mr.

Davis visited the establishments of veg-

etable forcers in neighboring towns. He
has related that it took some persuasion

on his part to convince his brother that

this was a profitable way to spend his

time, since they both worked the long

hours that were customary in green-

houses three decades ago. Ideas that

Mr. Davis brought home with him, how-

ever, soon proved to be well worth the

time and money they cost, and before

long Mr. Davis was going still farther

afield on his visits of inspection and
investigation.

Spreading Out.

The range at Morrison did not pro-
vide large enough scope for the activi-
ties of Mr. Davis. One after another,
he established greenhouses at various
towns in Illinois and later in other
states, until today the enterprises es-

tablished by him number ten, in four
different states. Most of them are in
Illinois, cucumber ranges being operat-
ed at Morrison, Ottawa, Aurora, Strea-
tor, Kankakee and Joliet. At Glendale,
Cal., is another range devoted to cucum-
bers. At Davenport, la., are two estab-
lishments; the J. \V. Davis Co., com-
prising 270,000 square feet of glass, is

engaged in forcing vegetables, while the
Davis Floral Co., which opcrate| 125,-
000 square feet of glass, grows Ycrns.
The ])iggcst range of all is at Terre
Haute, Ind.; it contains 000,000 feet of
glass, most of which is devoted to vege-
tables, and about one-fifth to a general
line of flowering and foliage plants.
The ten establishment'^ contain alto-

gether 2,700,000 feet of glass. In most
of them J. W. Davis has disposed of his
interests to one or another of his
younger brothers, who are R. R. Davis,
W. B. Davis and F. L. Davis. Mr. Davis
himself is only interested at present in
the ranges at Joliet, 111.; Davenport,
la., and Terre Haute, Ind. His home is

at Davenport, though he spends the
winters in Florida. Although he is but

52 years of age, he has compressed a
vast amount of activity into the thirty
years since he began to grow vegetables
at Morrison, 111.

Beginning at Terre Haute.

The range at Terre Haute, the largest

by far of all the Davis establish-

ments, was located in that city by care-

ful design. That town was selected by
Mr. Davis as combining two important
advantages, in shipping facilities and
access to coal. The main line of the
Pennsylvania and New York Central
railroads connect it with the big east-

ern markets, while these roads and the
C. & E. I. connect it with the chief
cities in the west as well. The Illinois

Central system connects it with all

parts of the south, where extensive ship-

ments of plants are made. The green-
house is within rifle shot of several coal
fields, an important fact, since the
twelve Westinghouse high-pressure
steam boilers, equipped with automatic
Roney stokers, burn 11,000 tons of
coal a year. Just now it costs only
$2.30 a ton. No. 4 screenings are used.

It was in 1914 that Mr. Davis became
interested in the facilities at Terre
Haute. In that year fifty-eight acres
were purchased by a corporation headed
by Mr. Davis and Charles Grilk, of
Davenport, la. A switch was built from
the C. & E. I. railroad. In that year
two houses, each 80x600 feet, were com-
pleted by the Lord & Burnham Co. In
1916 three more houses of the same di-

mensions were added, and in 1917 five

houses were completed, doubling the
size of the range.

From Vegetables to Plants.

Until three years ago, only vegetables
were grDwn at Terre Haute, cucumbers,
tomatoes and mushrooms being the chief
products. The demand for flowering
and foliage plants led to some experi-

ments with them. About a year ago,
C. G. Anderson, a plantsman of long ex-

perience, became manager of the plant
department. A large area of glass was
placed at his disposal, with promise of

additions as the business warranted it.

Mr. Anderson's success has led to the

decision of Mr. Davis and his general
manager at Terre Haute, Keith Owen,
to go into plants on a larger scale. At
the beginning of this year, additional
space was turned over to Mr. Anderson,
who has charge both of production and
the sales of plants.

The total area devoted to plants now
is one-fifth of the entire range, or 120,-

000 square feet of glass, a good-sized
greenhouse establishment in itself.

sports lead in the list of plants in which
the company specializes. The aim is to

carry all popular varieties in all sizes at

all times. In blooming plants, cycla-

mens easily take the lead. Last year
about 200,000 seeds were sown. Seed-

lings are sold at first; later in the season

stock in 3-inch and 4-inch pots is of-

fered, and after the number of plants

has been reduced to 50,000 or 60,000,

this remainder is flowered for Christ-

mas. Other items for that holiday are
begonias, poinsettias, primulas and cher-

ries. All these are grown in great
quantities. At Christmas time, four car-

loads of plants were sold to Chicago flo-

rists, and carload lots were sent to sev-

eral eastern cities for the holiday. A
great number of the shipments go to

southern states.

Foliage plants are grown in important
numbers also. Among them are Fan*
danus Veitchii, crotons, rubber plants
and dracaenas, of the varieties fragrans,
terminalis and Mass^ngeana. Mr. Da-
vis is devoting some 'of his time in Flor-

ida just now to making purchases of
Pandanus Veitchii.

There are now in preparation for Eas-
ter thousands of giganteum lilies, hy-
drangeas, of both French and otaksa
varieties, and rambler roses.

In addition to the 120,000 square feet
of greenhouse space devoted to plants,

there are two lath houses, each 50x200,
used for hydrangeas, and also five acres
of land outside, on which the Skinner
system has been installed.

."Will you discuss the newer roses

—

the climatic conditions under which
they grow successfully; the varieties

that could bc(ir cut flowers well, along-

side American Beauty and Los Angeles?
C. T.—Ariz.

In a climate such as that of Phoenix,
Ariz., and nearby, it would appear that

not many of the perpetual-flowering hy-

brids or hybrid teas would be a success

beyond the first or spring flowering. For
this reason, anything in the way of
novelties or even standard kinds would
have to be tried out. American Beauty
being so successfully grown there, it

would seem that others of the remon-
tant types, especially the medium grow-
ers, would be satisfactory. Los Angeles
has the hardy Pernetiana blood in it,

as have many of the fine new roses

raised by the same nqted grower, and it

would seem that all these would be satis-

factory for the early blooming, at least.

Many of the finest novelties among
roses are not so well suited for cutting

as some of tlie older ones, though they
are magnificent garden plants. The fol-

lowing novelties have, however, all

proved good:
H. V. Machin, one of the Irish roses

raised by Dickson's, is among the best

of the reds, the color being particularly

good, the flowers havitig great substance
and petalage, while the growth is strong
and sufficiently free to meet the flower

growers' demands.
Rose Marie is stated by one of the

most expert growers in California to be
the outdoor cut rose par excellence. It

was raised by F. Dorner & Sons Co.,

Lafayette, Ind., has flowers of a deep
rose pink and is a fine grower, free and
clean.

Russell is proving a splendid cut

flower variety in the open. A good deal

of the weakness found in some places in

the foliage under glass disappears en-

tirely when it is grown outside. Un-
questionably, this will be largely grown
in the near future.

Mrs. W. C. Egan, raised by Howard &
Smith, of Los Angeles, is one of the

most wonderful roses of the age. The
growth is perfect, the blooms a most
beautiful shell pink of wonderful sub-

stance and petalage, and it is without a

Rcep as an outdoor rose. Naturally, it

ifl Jbigh-priced, but it will prove a money-
maker.
Premier has proved a fine rose for out-

door use, being as free as it is under

glass, a splendid keeper ami/One of the
best pinks.
M. Leon Pain, though not exactly a

novelty, is not nearly so well known as

it deserves to be. A distinct and beau-
tiful salmon pink, it has size, strength
of stem, freedom and good habit to rec-

ommend it.

Columbia, according to some of our
best raisers and those competent to

speak, is not going to be a success as

an outdoor rose and the writer is far
from wishing to contradict, but must
say that he has seen some wonderful
]dants of it, showing promise of great
merits.

Constance, one of the newer Pernet
roses, is going to be a winner. The
color is most distinct, an orange yellow,
while for habit and freedom of flower-
ing it ranks with the best from this

famous raiser.

Besides the above, there are climbing
forms of many older roses that are
likely to revolutionize cut rose growing.

To mention a few of the best of thes

caused by a bad condition of the soil

It is said that the soil in Oklahoma if

heavily impregnated with alkali, which
may account for the trouble in this case.

Water copiously, so as to wash this

alkali from the soil. Allow the soil to

become fairly well dried out before tak-
ing up regular watering again.
Without seeing the soil and the plants

in growth, it is difficult to determine the
cause of this trouble, but you will be
perfectly safe in trying the above as

an experiment. Do not be afraid to

apply the water heavily for two or

three waterings and watch results care-
fully. This remedy worked well in a
similar instance some time ago.

on geraniums, but how to prevent other

white fly from attacking the geraniums,
when the air all around them is full of

the insects, as it is in summer in Call

fornia and Arizona, is quite another
thing. Fumigation or dipping in a nico-

tine solution, used according to direc-

tions, or, in short, any of the method.'
used to destroy aphis will, if continued,
kill white fly. Even cold water, vigor
ously and regularly applied with a hose,

will get rid of the insects.

But the procedure must be kept up
everlastingly, for in no other way can
the insects be kept from green, healthy
plants. Regular dipping in a nicotine
solution or even in some of the cheaper
soap insecticides will make the leaves
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ibtasteful to the fly, and it is well to

It was

possible to see the outlines of some of

the spots, but one could not determine

their nature. If it is a spot disease, it

would be advisable for you to pick off

all of these spotted leaves and burn
them. If these are young plants in

pots, move them to another bench after

having sprinkled the sand upon which
you are going to set them with slaked

lime. Taking off these diseased leaves

will not injure the plants, provided you
will keep them on the dry side until

new growth is made. Spray them with
Bordeaux mixture after having cleaned

and moved them.

were more thoroughgoing than usual,

mony of what such an organization can
do. He regarded it as so good a testi-

mony for the company's service that he
used a 3-column advertisement in the

Chicago Tribune, January 19, to tell the

Chicago flower buyers about it.

TWO WILLING MEN.
"There are two of the most willing

men I ever saw," said a business man to

his companion as they emerged from a
flower store where the former had pur-

chased a box of roses to be sent home
for his wife's birthday.

'
' What do you mean? '

' said the other.

"Why, the proprietor is willing to do
all the work, and the clerk is willing to

iGt him."
"Let mo explain the reason," said

his companion. "Proprietors of flower

stores, and of other retail stores, for

that matter, are usually men who were
once clerks themselves. They were am-
bitious young fellows, hard workers
and good clerks. They acquired the

great art of selling by close observa-

tion, much reading and hard study.

Wlien they went into business themselves
they started small, many of them with
no help whatever. Their business grew,
as the business of ambitious people
generally does, and in the course of

time they took on one, two or more
clerks. But they didn't train those

clerks. They were first-class clerks

themselves, and they naturally, and per-

haps wisely, were always the first to

wait on a customer, leaving the clerk to

do nothing unless there were several

customers in the store at a time.

"They didn't train their clerks in

the intricate and difficult art of sales-

manship. In fact, the idea of training

their clerks never occurred to them.
They had just picked up their salesman-
ship knowledge and expected their

clerks to do the same. In fact, if they
tried, they would hardly know how to

go about training clerks, and therefore
they do nothing in the matter.
"The store we just entered is one of

the kind I am speaking of. And it

makes two willing people, as you have
remarked—the proprietor, who is willing

to do all the work, and the clerk, who is

willing to permit him. But I'm
blaming the proprietor, and not the
clerk—for the clerk is following the
wishes of the proprietor in this matter.
"It is the duty of a proprietor, which

he owes to himself, to train his clerks
into becoming as efficient salespeople as
possible. His first step in doing this

should be to imbue them with interest,

enthusiasm and ambition to help de-

velop the business in every way pos-

sible. This can be aided by words of
appreciation and some method of sub-
stantially rewarding the clerk for his

eflSciency. He can impress on the clerks
the tremendous importance of trifles,

because the proper performance of a
thousand trifles turns a poor clerk into

a good one. He can say that business
knowledge is priceless and insist on th)
clerks reading trade journals and busi
ness books, and reading with an inter-

ested mind. He will be amply repaid
for this interest by the improvement iu

his business."

SPOTTED FERN FROND.
I am sending a fern leaf which is

affected by a sort of white spot. Will
you advise as to what the trouble is and
suggest a remedy? The spots are on the
older leaves only. W. A. S.—Mo.

' The fern frond is badly affected with
fern scale, Hemichionaspis aspidistrse,

the female insects forming a small, flat

brown scale and the males being in the
form of the small white spots referred
to. The best remedy is found in cutting
off and burning the fronds that are most
affected and afterward giving a regular

course of dipping or spraying with a so-

lution consisting of a half-ounce of whale
oil soap and one teaspoonful of a nico-

tine extract to one gallon of water. This
insect is not easy to dispose of, and the
spraying may need to be continued for

some time. W. H. T.

FERN FRONDS TURN COLOR.

I am sending a fern leaf that shows
how our fern leaves turn brown. These
ferns are watered with extremely hard
water from a well 139 feet deep. The
water is so hard that it cannot be used
for washing. Could this hard water
cause the leaves to turn brown? The
younger fern leaves have a pale green-
ish color. G. A. K.—111.

The fern frond in question gives one
the impression that the plant from
which it was taken had been over-
watered before it had become estab-
lished in the soil. If this is not the
case, then it would seem as though the
water was the cause of the trouble and
the pale color of the young fronds may
be due to the excess of lime in the
water. It would probably pay to have
the water analyzed and to get an opin-
ion on the result from your state experi-
ment station. W. H. T.

FERN FRONDS STUBBY.

I have sent under separate cover some
fern fronds, which, as can be easily
seen, are stubby. The ferns are on a
shelf in the center of a greenhouse and
are about eight feet above the ground
and three feet from the glass. They get
the sun from about noon on. The room

is steam heated to a temperature of 60

to 70 degrees. At times the room has
been drafty, because of changes made.
About two months ago the ferns were
repotted with well rotted manure, leaf-

mold, sand and some garden soil. Will

you tell me what the trouble is?

S. A. P.—Minn.

There are two probable causes for

this condition of the fern fronds, one
being insuflicient watering and the
other, and more likely cause, being too

much manure in the soil. If the trouble
comes from dryness at the root, it may
be accompanied by the yellowing and
dropping of some of the inner fronds,
and the condition of the roots may be
readily verified by turning out the
plants from the pots for examination.
If too- much manure is in the soil the
excess will be gradually leached out by
watering and the later growth may come
out perfectly. W. H. T.

FERN SCALE TROUBLE.
We are sending you a specimen of :i

Boston fern badly infested with a nuni
ber of small, white bugs. Will you
kindly tell us what this bug is and sug
gest the most effectual remedy? Is

warm kerosene emulsion harmful tn

The fern fronds in question are in

fested witli the fern scale, Hcmichion
aspis aspidistra?, an insect that is, un
fortunately, common in greenhouses
Tlie safest and most satisfactory treat-

ment is to cut off and burn the worst
fronds from these plants, and then ti

dip the plants in a solution consistinf^

of one ounce of a nicotine solution and
one-half ounce of any good soap to on(

pail of water, the plants to be protected
from sunshine for twenty-four hour-
after dipping. Then spray weekly witli

the same solution, preferably doing th<

spraying on a cloudy day. Kerosem
emulsion is a dangerous insecticide t(

use on ferns, being likely to injure them.

GROWERS TO GO IT ALONE.

Not far distant are the days when
advertising flowers was deemed a part

of the retailer's job. When the national

advertising campaign was proposed,
five years ago, growers were asked to

contributi', with the explanation that in

otlier in<lustries manufacturers did most,
if not all, of the country-wide adver-
tising, leaving the local iiiid intensive
campaigns to the retailers. Those who
have been in touch with tlie national
publicity campaign know how difficult

was the work of getting this view of
the matter accepted by the rank and file

of the growers. Converts were gradually
made to tlie iilea that the producer
sliould assist in making his own market
by conducting a broad and general ad-
vertising campaign, but progress was
not rapiil in tliis respect. Yet, like the
snowh.'ill going downhill, the idea has
gathered momentum so that now one
growers' organization, in the principal
flower market of the country, plans to

assume entire responsibility of the local

cooperative advertising campaign, the
success of which, supported liv both
growers and retailers, has been a matter
of interest to the trade the country
over. Discussion of the subject has
gone on among the growers in Chicago
for some time, and at the meeting of the
Commercial Flower Growers of Chicago,
Januarv 19. it was unanimouslv voted

by those present, with the understand-
ing that they had the approval of their
absent fellow members, to take over the
local campaign. To insure its continu-
ance as strongly as heretofore, the grow-
ers voted to raise their assessment from
one-half of one per cent to a full one
per cent on sales. Since it is reported
that the greater part of the money spent
for advertising by the Allied Florists'
Association of Illinois has been con-
tributed by the growers, it is altogether
likely that the doubling of the growers'
assessment will result in an even greater
fund available for publicity in Chicago.
The march of progress in this industry

since the inception of the national pub-
licity campaign has been marked, and
by the milestones that are passing we
can see that the trade's advancement
is to continue.

LEVELING PRICES.

The importance of either giving more
for the prices formerly asked or reduc-
ing those prices, in order that business
readjustment may be effected, is being
impressed upon the florists' trade more
and more. The necessity for thus bal-
ancing the purchasing power in various
industries and walks of life is illustrated

by the remarks of George M. Reynolds,
]>residcnt of the largest banking institu-

tion west of New York city, in regard
to the farmer's plight. He puts it thus:

"The only real solution of the prob-
lem most directly responsible for Iceep-

ing men out of employment and holding
down the volume of trade is to make it

possible for those engaged in agricul-

ture to buy with their accustomed free-

dom. They cannot do it now, and as
they represent, in normal times, one-
half the buying power in this country,
it is plain that continued enforced econ-
omy uj)on their ])art means that far less

goods will be manufactured and con-
sumed. If the farmers cannot buy, the
factories, jobbing houses and retailers

cannot expect orders. That forces un-
employment at the factories and in the
wholesale and retail establishments.
"What will correct the matter? One

of two things. Either bring down all

other prices to correspond to the reduc-
tions already made in agricultural prod-
ucts, or make moderate reductions in all

other prices and moderate increases in
those paid to tlie farmer. Whichever
method may he followed, the two sets

of quotations must meet on something
like fair ground.''

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OBITUARY
J. George Bayer.

Toledo, O., lost one of its most re-

spected pioneers and the Toledo Flo-
rists' Club one of its most devoted and
honored members when death took J.
George Bayer, of that city, January 9.

Mr. Bayer died after a week's illness,

which began with a cold and later de-
veloped into pneumonia.
The deceased was born at Toledo

January 22, 1854, and grew up with the
city. His entire life was characterized
by thoroughness and persistency. At
the age of 21 he gave up a' grow-
ing contracting business in which
he was associated with his father. He
started out alone with the old-fashioned
hotbeds, but soon he erected green-
houses, being one of the first to build
greenhouses in his section. He made a
specialty of growing a few crops, com-
bining vegetables and cut flowers.
Major Bonnaffon mums were his pets
and to these he devoted his rare ability,

with notable success.

At one time the deceased was a mem-
ber of the city council. He was one of
the founders of the Toledo Florists' Club
and served as its president for several
years. He was likewise a member of the
S. A. F., of the Toledo Vegetable Grow-
ers' Association and other organiza-
tions. He was an active cooperator in
all movements making for progress.
The deceased is survived by his wife,

one son, Edward, and two daughters.
The business will be continued under

the firm name of George Bayer & Ron by
the son, Edward I. Bayer, who had been
associated with Iiis father as a partner
since 1910.

Robert Bottomley.

Robert Bottomley, for fifteen years
su])erintendcnt of the Brush Kidge Farm
of tlu> Fischer P^state, New Canaan,
Conn., died suddenly of lie;irt disease, at

the liome of his daughter, in New
Canaan, January 2(i.

turist, and served as a judge at all the
large flower shows in New York during
the last ten years, and at many of the
smaller ones.

about 1877. He is survived l>y a son,

Harry, and a daughter, Mrs. Lillian

Otto B. Robold.

The death of Otto B. Rnl)old, who
passed away January 1.^, 1922, at 6:30

a. m., will stand out prominently in the

records that show what Philadelphia

can produce in the way of men of am-

bition and energy. Following an opera-

tion, which was performed in July, 1921,

for kidney trouble, the greatest hopes

were had for his recovery, but he was

suddenly called to be rewarded in the

land beyond.
Having joined the force of the well

known firm of Henry F. Michcll Co.,

I'hiladelphia, Pa., at ' 28 years of age,

he has, as one of that company's out-

door representatives during the last

thirty years, been an indefatigable

worker, faithful to his trust and loyal

to his friends and employers.

The market continues on the dull side.

About the only difference noticed in

a week is a slight diminution in the sup-

ply, which makes the demand appear to

be stronger. Retailers, with few excep-

tions, complain of jioor business. About
the only line of demand that is really

active is that for flowers for funeral

work. Society functions, although nu-

merous, do not seem to call for much
in the way of floral decorations. Still,

everyone is hoping for improvement dur-

ing February, which is usually a good
month for business, and incdudes what
has come to be rather a notable flower

day, St. Valentine 's day.
Roses are not ([uite so i)lentiful, and

jirices are firm in consequence, .\nier-

ican Beauty is in small supi)ly within a

jirice range of $7.') to $1.')0 per hundred
for specials. Hybrid teas move quickly
.'it the ])rice (|uote(l last week, with
a small advance in top prices for one or

two varieties.

Orchids continue plentiful. C;ittleyas

are a little stronger in the top grades,
the range being about >^'2') to .$100 per
hundred, witii a few livbrids bringing
$1.2.-) each.

Carnations are hi increased siijiply.

;ind much stock is moved .'it lower
])rices than last week, the range now
being $8 to $10 jier hun<lred. with se

lected stock bringing as much as $12
]ier hundred.
While lilies are in f.'iir su])ply at last

week's (juotat ions, $2n to $2.~) (icr hun-
dred, nu'ctiiig a fair deniaml chiefly for

finier.'il work. There is ii generous sup-

]>ly of rubrums, but the price range, 10

cents to 1.^ cents per flower, is fairly

maintained, although daily clearances
•are not effected, l^ily of the valley con-

tinues in abundant su]iply, without
change in j)rices.

SoiH(> line sweet |ie,is are now .irriv-

ing, the best of which r(>alize $6 jier

hundred. Violets ;ire in good su]i]ily,

meeting a rather slow dem;ind. with
sweet peas and lily of the valley in

abundance.
The supply of miscellaneous flowers

is abundant. Quantities of tulijis are

arriving and good stock is available at
7') cents ]ier bunch; s(>lected flowers are

moved in small (|iiantities at $1 per

l)un(di and inferior stock is down to 3~)

cents ])er bunch. Stevia is shortening up,

but last week's figure, three bunches
for $1, still ]>revails. I'ansies, wallflow-

ers, bouvardia, mignonette, niyosotis,

Buddleia asiatica, heli<itrope, irladioli.

and a few other items are in moderate
supply and move fairly well.

The Market.

"If there was more stuff, business

wouldn 't be so worse. '

' The summary
of conditions was that of the bushy-
haired head of the crew who haul flowers

for the American Railway Express. And
we 'II say he knows.
But tiie market during the days just

]iast has shown some unusual and con-

tradictory features. There has been no
scr.'iinble for stock, not even for short

and medium roses, but there has been a

demand sufficient to take up all the

stock wliich came to niarki't. Buyers
have backed away from the stock rela-

tively hij;hest in price, taking, instead,

that which was lowest, and still the
larger wludesale houses arc able to re-

port sales holding up to those of a year
ago, whi(di was the equal of :(ny January
in the history of this market.
There is as yet no apjireciable increase

in the rosi' supply, but the demand has
been considerably reduced by the high
prices and the disap]>ointments which
have resulted from depending on re-

ceiving the gr.'ides ordered. The quality

of roses is fine and there would be a big
business in the short and medium
lengths if they were available* in quan-
tity. .\s they are not, the buyers take
other flowers. Carnations are in such
good supply that the price has eased.

Also, each day has seen, and is seeing,

an increase in the supply of bulbous
flowers and these are easing in price,

except Piiper Whites, which are ap-

proaching the end of their season. Jon-

quils are more abund.'int. of better fpial-

ity and lower in price and the same may
be said of tulips and freesias.

Sweet peas are in good suiiply and are

fin(>; tliey are selling well. X'alley also

is .'ibundant and lower, (iood cattleyas

are to be had at lower prices than have
pre\-aile(l since mii out side grower raided

The Market.

There are just a few more flowers;
there is just a little more business. The
outlook is encouraging for a larger vol-

ume. Prices are high and firmer. The
most noticeable changes during the last

week were the arrival of Golden Spur
narcissi and the greater receipts of
Freesia Purity and snapdragons. White
carnations are supposed to be a little

more plentiful. The market for them is

80 strong that the additional number is

not in evidence. The dark colors con-
tinue to command a premium, while the
buyer who wants only white expects
some concession. Sweet peas are coming
in strongly. They sell well at excellent
prices. Well-grown stock in good, clear
colors brings big returns. The notice-
able fact about roses, a fact that is al-

ways there, is that the market wants
short-stemmed roses in winter and not
in spring. Short-stemmed roses bring
good prices now, in the scarcity of other
flowers, bettor prices in proportion to

their cost or to their relative value than
most of the long-stemmed roses, while,
when flowers are plentiful and cheap in

the spring, short-stemmed roses bring
but little. They usually are refused by
the regular buyers and on the street.

Beauties have advanced sharply in
price as the supply dwindles. Iris tin-

gitana can be had in limited quantities.
There is good smilax on the market.
Snapdragon is active.

Iris Tingitana.

It is an accepted belief in well in-

formed circles that California-grown
bulbs do not force under glass. Holland-
grown bulbs will force successfully. Cal-
ifornia-grown bulbs will not force suc-
cessfully. They come blind. They are
all right outdoors, but they are not all

right for early forcing under glass. The
exceptions to this rule are Freesia Pu-
rity and Iris tingitana. It is offered by
way of explanation that neither Freesia
Purity nor Iris tingitana can properly
be called forcing bulbs, because each is

started early and requires many months
to bring it into l)loom and in each case
any attempt to hurry matters results in

failure. It is an unfortunate fact that
there has been a great deal of trouble
this season with Iris tingitana. The
stock being California-grown has given
rise to the impression that California
can grow Iris tingitana suitably for win-
ter flowering. This theory, comforting
to some of us, has received a hard
whack. There are several successful
lots of Iris tingitana; moreover, these
irises came from the same fields in Cali-

forni.T, whence came the lots that hav.e

come blind. This leads to the belief
that, while the fault is partly in unripe
bulbs, it is equally in improper forcing.
It is confidentially predicted that next
season will see more and better Iris tin-

gitana flowered under glass than ever
before.

Comet.

Victor Groshens has achieved a not-

able success with tomatoes. He has
planted one-half of a 400-foot house
with the variety Comet. The plants

are now bearing fruit. The tomatoes
are wonderfully fine. Each plant is tied

erect to a rose stake; the side shoots

are pinched; the soil is kept aerated
and clean. There are fine sets of fruit,

besides flowers, which, if they keep

Los Angeles. January 23,—A frost of unusual

severity, which invaded this section January 20,
continued for several days and did much dam-
age. Kentias, Boston ferns and similar stock
under lath have been damaged and many thou-
sands of dollars have been lost. Some growers
saved part of their crops, at least, by smudge
fires. Great damage has been done to cut flow-
ers outdoors. Heather in some places has been
badly hit, spoiling the season's cut and damag-
ing next year's plants. Bedding plants, peppers,
etc., have been killed by' the thousands. Citrus
fruit all over southern California is badly hit.

The Market.

Quite a shjirji t'lost oi-ciined in the
morning of January 18 and tliis will,

no doubt, oause a still further shortage
of stock, especially from outdoorij.

Roses, despite the immense numbers be-
ing sent us, arc cleaned up daily and
there seems to lie no ]et-U)> in the de-
mand. Carnations have decreased in

supply and often there are not sufli-

cient good flowers to go arouni'l.

Heather is still fairly jilentiful aiul

helps out maferijilly in basket work and
decorations. Orchids are scarce. Val-
ley is about even witli the demand.
Sweet peas are short in sup])ly and of
])oor quality. Both retailers and whole-
salers report good business, but the lat-

ter cannot get enough good stock. All
the railroads arc buck in commission
again and e\crything is running
sniootldy.

Mail orders from the south are reported
as coming in better volume than many
seedsmen expected.

The onion set market is quiet. The
supply is small, but there appears to be
no anxiety about it.

Gladiolus bulbs are reported selling

well and some dealers have advanced the

prices quoted in their early lists.

The middle-western mail-order seed

houses still are forging along. They sell

a larger and larger part of the seeds each
year.

If there were twice as many catalogues
printed, what would be the increase in

seeds sold? If everybody cut his edition

in half, what would be the decrease in

sales ?

It is anticipated that some decided

shortages will develop in the next few
months in a number of vegetable seed

items, particularly in beans and in some
varieties of peas.

Considering the seed supply as a whole,

conditions warrant buoyant prices; but
the fact is many seeds still are being
offered at less than production cost, be-

cause of the desire of the holders to turn

stocks into cash.

Bankers are sympathetic, but most of

them say they are not in position to make
new loans—though perusal of the bank
reports might lead the layman to the idea

that the banking position has been mate-
rially strengthened.

The seed trade still is full of stories of

notes gone to protest and trade accei)t-

anccs not met when due. Most of the

rumors doubtless are untrue, but it is

evident deflation has seriously impaired
the credit of the trade as a whole.

The use of alfalfa has been extended
gradually until it is being grown in prac-

tically every state in the Union. The pro-

duction of alfalfa seed, however, is con-

fined to regions west of the Mississippi,

where the precipitation at the time the

crop sets seed is exceedingly light.

Much,
perhaps most, of the stock, however, is

received at the potato houses in bulk,
then sorted, sacked and hauled by team
or truck to the piers.

FARMERS WILL BUY SEED.

"Seed business seems to be looking
up a bit," reports the Crabbs, Eeynolds,
Taylor Co., Crawfordsville, Ind. Clover
is particularly active. This firm has
found that lately it is much easier to

sell clover seed than to buy it and there-

fore concludes that the markets are
strong. "In our experience in the seed
business," states President A. E. Rey-
nolds, "we have learned that when we
can buy seed more easily than we can
sell it the market has a weak tendency,
and when we can sell it more easily than
we can buy it that the market has a
strong tendency. We have always felt

this was a good indication of market
tendencies.
"There has been a great deal of talk

this season regarding the farmer's
ability to buy seed. We think that his

inability has been much exaggerated.
It is our judgment that we will go along
with about the usual demand for seed;
in fact, the indications from our cus-

tomers are that they are going to want
more seed than ever before. Their argu-
ment is based on the theory that since
producing coarse grains on the farm is a
losing proposition at present market
values of grain, it is an opportune time
to rest the farm and build it up by plant-
ing grasses that will not require any
tillage and that will help to fertilize

the soil. We think their argument is

good. They pushed the soil pretty hard
during the high prices of war times and
if they can now rest it during the low
prices, it will certainly be a wise course
to pursue."

tions along the lines of advertising.
Another angle of this same subject

was the farmer's side of it, presented
bv F. B. White, a prominent and well
known advertising man of Chicago.
One of his first statements was a defi-

nition of advertising: " Advfertising
is a true statement of the facts con^
cerning the thing you have to sell,

placed where you will create a desire
for the possession of it,"

"Misrepresentation of facts, pro-
miscuously strewn about, is not adver-
tising," continued Mr. White. "Ad-
vertising, also, is an investment, not
an expense. To make a success of ad-
vertising, you must be sure of your prod-
uct. It should be tested out to your
entire satisfaction, so that you, who are
trained in the technical details of it,

are convinced that you have a product
to offer and that you are rendering a
service by placing that product upon the
market. You must know where you can
find a market for your product, where
you can create a desire for the posses-
sion of what you have to offer and at
what time of the year it would be ap-
propriate to begin a campaign of selling
your stock.

tight-fisted. The farmer must be shown
where he can make a profit. He is not
indifferent to beauty, but he is much
more interested in increasing his in-

come." Mr. White was firm in his con-

viction that the nurserymen had made a
mistake when they abandoned coopera-

tive advertising.

"Sales Plus."

A distinguished visitor from the sea-

board in the person of John Watson, of

Princeton, N. J., was present. The sub-

ject of Mr. Watson's speech was
"Sales Plus," in which he spoke of the
nursery trade as having "continuity,"
and "Sales Plus," he said, meant not
only the making of a sale, but follow-

ing it up so that the business of one year
dovetailed with that of the next. In

other businesses it was possible to make
sales of commodities which were of a

destructible nature; that is, tlicy were
consumed, but in the case of nursery
stock this was not true. Mr. Watson
continued by saying that sales and
service joined buyers and sellers, that

contact witli customers was necessary,

that it was highly important to insti-

tute a system of educating customers

up to asking for advice in regard to

the care of the stock which they pur-

chase. "A follow-up system must be
used in order to retain customers," said

he.

In view of the fact that nurserymen
do not expect all of their trees to live,

Mr. Watson thought that the responsi-

bility of the nurserymen did not cease

as soon as the sale was made. It is the

obligation of the nurserymen to follow

up their sales with advice and instruc-

tions, and, unless it could be proved that

the customer did not adhere to instruc-

tions, the nurseryman was under an
obligation to replace the stock which
died. The campaign of education must
include instruction not only on plant-

ing, but also on spraying, pruning, culti-

vating, and finishing the product, or

bringing it to a successful flowering or

fruit-bearing stage. It was Mr. Wat-
son's opinion, also, that the stock should
all be tested for results before it was
allowed to go out and the test should
include all possible conditions, and that
an effort should be made to sell cus-

tomers what they ought to buy, with re-

spect to climatic conditions, fertility of
soil in which the plants are to grow and
such other factors as would properly
bear on the subject of growing.

Peonies ajid Their Culture.

The following morning, January 20,
L. F. Dintelman, of Belleville, 111., gave
an interesting talk on peony culture and
peony sales, which was discussed by
Henry Klehm, of Arlington Heights,
111., and W. A. Peterson, Chicago. Re-
lating some of his own experiences with
peonies, Mr. Klehm stated that peonies
were first placed in cold storage at his
place in 1883. In storing them, said Mr.
Klehm, a temperature of 36 (legrces is

placed in each bucket, which is filled

three-quarters full of water. About
two leaves are taken from the bottom
foliage and the plants are thoroughly
dry when the flowers are picked. Under
these circumstances the peonies can be
kept one or two months in good condi-
tion.

W. A. Peterson, of Chicago, con-
tributed to the subject of peonies in an
interesting manner. His talk dealt with
the sul),iect of growing more than with
that of marketing. He delved into the
good work wliicli was being done by the
American Peony Society, describing the
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ballot system used by this society in
selecting peonies. This society, stated
Mr. Peterson, is exceedingly particular
about naming new varieties; that is,

names must be selected which have a
meaning to the people who do not un-
derstand technical names and, after
these names are registered, the society
undertakes to protect its members
against infringement.

Blair Tells Experiences.

An illustrated lecture was given by
Professor J. C. Blair, dean of the horti-
cultural school of the University of
Illinois. This lecture consisted in views
of tlie wonderful work of transforma-
tion in landscape work effected by the
untiring energy of Professor Blair dur-
ing the last twenty-five years. It was
Mr. Blair's opinion that the landscape
gardening art of this country is still in
the kindergarten stage and that a great
development in the heart of the great
North American continent would take
place in this industry within a few
years. Some of the marvelous trans-
formations which have already taken
place in southern Illinois were displayed
by Mr. Blair. In one particular instance
he contrasted a mud hole with a beauti-
ful lake surrounded by trees and shrubs
in artistic fashion, showing what can
be done with the application of a little
time and money in the right direction.
In another instance he displayed two
views, one of a natural creek and water-
fall much talked about in New Eng-
land and another in central Illinois
made by the hand of man. For this
Professor Blair received the applause
of the audience.

Creating a Desire to Plant.

The address by Clarence Sieben-
thaler, of Dayton, O., was last, but in-

deed not least. Mr. Siebenthalcr
spoke on "Creating the Desire to
Plant,^' touching upon the psychologi-
cal and economic sides of the business.
The former, he said, was a matter of
believing above all things in vour own
business. The latter was a matter of
creating a desire for the nurseryman's
product by pointing out how much bet-
ter it is to have a yard filled artistically
with trees and shrubs than to leave this
space bare. This, Mr. Siebenthalcr
stated, was a problem of showing the
property owner how much the value of
his property could be enhanced by al-

lowing a landscape artist, to work on it

for a few days. He declared that nurs-
eries were necessary for the reforesta-
tion of America and that a lack of prod-
ucts and service was a reason why
people were discouraged about planting.
"To make a success of a campaign of
education," said Mr. Siebenthalcr,
"you must first create a desire to im-
prove. To create this desire, it is neces-
sary to establish a rivalry between home
owners, to instruct salesmen that buyers
and sellers must profit and that a re-

spect for plants must be instilled in the
minds of the prospective customers."
Mr. Siebenthalcr outlined four plans
which his firm had recently used as edu-
cational propaganda. The first was an
essay contest in which school children
were given a prize for the best essay
on why a house looks better with than
without shrubs and trees around it.

The second was a tree voting contest.
In this contest the school children were
first told the appearance and the habits
of many different varieties of trees;
then, after having given these careful

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Greenhouse Heating

HEATING EIGHT HOUSES.
Enclosed herewith is a diagram of our

ranjre. The heating system consists of
a tubular boiler 3%xl*0 feet, which has
tM'enty 4-inch flues. After giving this
diagram a thorough perusal, can you in-

struct us how to install the piping and
also advise us which system would be
best adapted to heat these houses?

McC. Bros.—O.

While other systems might be used for
heating the range shown in the sketch,
it would be advisable, all things being
considered, to use a low-pressure steam
gravity system, which will be most satis-

factory.

The range consists of eight green-
houses arranged in the form of a solid

square, measuring about 117 feet on a
side. The exposed walls are of cement,
six feet high, except that one house, 23x
65 feet, has three feet of glass in one
wall.

The temperatures desired range from
60 to 70 degrees and, as nearly 3,000
square feet of radiation will be required,
including the mains, it would overtax
the boiler described, the capacity of
which is not more than twenty-five horse-
power. To heat the range easily, select

a boiler with about forty-eight 3-inch
tubes, and twelve feet in length, of ap-
proximately fifty horsepower.
For heating house No. 1, 23x65 feet,

with three feet of glass in one wall, to

65 degrees, use one 2-inch overhead flow
and eleven 1 14-inch returns. Houses
Nos. 2 and 3, of the same size, but with-
out an exposed wall, will require only
nine returns for 65 degrees. House No. 4
will require eleven returns for 70 de-
grees. House No. 5, 20x117 feet, should
have one 2i,l>-inch flow and six returns
in addition to a 2%-inch flow pipe
passing Ihrough this house to supply
houses Nos. 7 and 8. In case the flow-

pipe to houses Nos. 7 and 8 docs not
pass tlirougli house No. 5, two additional
returns will be needed. For house No.
6, 10x90 foot, for 70 degrees use one
2-inch flow and five 114-inch returns.
House No. 2x70 foet, with one wall
of conient six feet high, should have one
2-inch flow pipe and nine IVt-ineh re-

turns for GO degrees, while house No. 8,

28x70 foet, to he heated to 60 degrees,
will require one 2-inch flow and eleven
returns. In all of the houses the flow
pipes should be carried about three feet

below the ridge and the returns should
be distributed under the benches, placing
one extra pipe in the coils along the side

walls.

rately, they will be harder to heat than
one house, as they will have more glass

in the ends exposed. On the other hand,
especially if they have glass in the side

viralls, the shorter houses will be rather

easier to heat if the two are built with
one wall in common.

It would be advisable to use a hot

water boiler rated at about 4,000 square

feet of radiation. The size of the grate

will vary with different boilers, but it

will generally be between ten and
twelve square feet for a boiler of this

capacity. If steam is to be used, the

boiler should be of about the same size.

This boiler will be of approximately
twenty-five horsepower.
To heat a house 56x96 feet, with three

feet of glass in one side wall, to 60

degrees when the temperature is at 28

degrees above zero, it would be ad-

visable to use five 2iA-inch flow pipes

and fifteen 2-inch returns. If the house

is 192 feet long, use the same number of

returns as that mentioned above, but use

five 3-inch flow pipes. With steam use

three 2%-inch flows and twelve li4-inch

returns.

The Market.

Business in the Rochester market is

dull, but it is somewhat livelier than
that of a week ago.

The
carnation crop is somewhat slow and
only limited supplies are seen. The
pink varieties are in the minority.

There has been a good supply of violets,

which have cleared daily. They are

especially good this season, being fra-

grant and relatively large. Sweet peas
are not reaching us in large shipments;
they continue to be small and short in

stem. Orchids are plentiful and move
fairly well. Valley is in good supply
and sells freely. Calendulas are not
plentiful, but sell readily. Easter and
calla lilies are reaching us in good sup-

ply and they sell well. The supply of

bulbous flowers has increased consider-

ably and moves fairly well at a price

which is good for the early season. They
include Golden Spur and trumpets, tulips,

Paper Whites, yellow narcissi, Koman
hyacinths and frcesias. A good quantity
of stevia is on the market and moves
well. Pussy willows are plentiful and
sell well. Orcpns of all kinds are plen-

tiful and .a good showing of potted
plants is seen. Tlic demand for green
arid bronze galax is good.

Home-grown violets never were better
and stems are getting a little longer.
There is a fair movement of flowering
plants, especially cyclamens and cinera-
rias, but most of the stores are using
them in decorative displays in the store

and window.

Gardeners and Florists Meet.

One of the largest and most important
meetings of the Gardeners' and Flo-

rists' Asspeiation was held at the meet-
ing rooms January 15. This meeting
was attended by W. E. Groves, president
<if the Canadian Florists' and Gardeners'
Association and general manager of the

John Connon Co., Hamilton, Ont. ; W. W.
Gammage and Emery B. Hamilton, Lon-
don, Ont.; H. E. Groves, president of the

Hamilton Florists' and Gardeners' As-
sociation; Professor Tomlinson, of the

Ontario Horticultural College, Guelph,

Ont.; Mr. Kirk, Georgetown, Ont.; S. A.
McFadden, president of the retail sec-

tion of the Canadian Florists' and Gar-

deners' Association; W. H. Moore, of the

Ontario Forestry Department, Islington,

Ont., and other well known gardeners
and florists.

F. D. Clark, president^ occupied the

chair. Secretary Alex Simpson outlined

the program for the coming meetings.

February 20 the revised constitution and
by-laws williDe discussed. A social even-

ing will be held February 22 and at the

meeting of March 20 Ottawa gardeners

and florists will be invited to attend.

Professor Macoun will be invited to

speak.
W. E. Groves spoke on the Canadian

Florists' and Gardeners' Association,

what it has done and its possibilities.

He paid tribute to the men who had
built up the association. It was founded
,in 1898 and the first president was W. W.
Gammage, of London, Ont. All the

presidents are still in the land of the liv-

ing, and include such men as J. H. Dun-
lop, P. McKenna, T. Manton, E. B. Ham-
ilton, all well known and outstanding

men in the horticultural profession. In
looking forward he hoped there would
be a ijotanical garden established at

Toronto; then similar work to that done
at Urbana could be done at Toronto.

Floral work, trial gardens, etc., should

also be established at Western Univer-
sity, at London, Ont., and at the Ontario
Agricultural College, at Guelph, Ont.

Attention should be given to education,

and education for the gardener should

be within his reach. The tariff had been
looked after by Major Connon and will

require attention during the coming year
or the year following. Legislation was
being looked after by Emery B. Hamil-
ton, and this part of the work will be
taken care of well. Membership was
growing and gardeners and florists from
all the different provinces were joining.

This strengthening of the organization

was going to make the steps of advance-
ment more effective. Registration was
now an established fact and any person

desiring registration of plants had only

to send them to W. H. Moore. He would
supply all particulars regarding this

phase of the association's work.

A labor bureau and a question bureau

were suggested as possibilities for the

association's activities.

A hearty vote of thanks was tendered

Mr. Groves for a most excellent address.

Several other visitors spoke briefly.

The Market.

The shortage of flowers in this mar-
ket continues. The demand at the
present time far exceeds the supply,
both in roses and carnations. Business
with the majority of local florists seems
to be fairly good and the demand on
the growers and wholesalers seems to be
far in excess of the supply. It is quite
certain that this condition will last for

the next few weeks, especially as long
as the dark, dreary weather continues.
Carnations are being received in fair

quantities, although there are not
enough to take care of the demand.
Roses are likewise short. The varieties

received are White Ophelia, Premier,
Columbia, Pilgrim, Crusader and White
Killarney. American Beauty roses are
not so plentiful as they have been. The
demand for sweet peas and violets has
been good during the last week.
Calendulas, yellow daisies and free-

sias are arriving in small quantities and
move rapidly. The demand, however,
for these flowers far exceeds the supply
at the present time. The quality is ex-

ceptionally fine. Lilies are also scarce.

The only thing that seems to be
plentiful at the present time in this

market is greens. There seems to be
sufBcient greens of all kinds, such as

plumosus, Sprengeri, coontie leaves, leu-

cothoe sprays, Mexican ivy, smilax and
ferns, to take care of the demand. Busi-

ness so far this year is holding its own
with that of las* January.
