Nota bene: Buckley had a large number of botanical correspondents and an active exchange,

both in the US and Europe. At one point in the 1840s he attempted to support himself as a

collector by selling specimens and he sent material to Wm. Pamphlin (sic?) of London on

consignment. Later, when he was more prosperous Buckley purchased collections such as

Lindheimer's Fascicles I-IV and Fendler's Venezuelan ferns.

In addition to vascular plants, there is evidence that Buckley collected mosses, lichens, and

algae. The present location(s) of these cryptogamic collections is not clear. He was also an

important horticultural collector supplying Parsons & Co., Flushing, Long Island with

thousands of roots and shrubs from the Southern Appalachians. He made wood specimens

in Texas for Charles S. Sargent's Forestry Report in the 10th Census. They went to the Jesup

Collection of the American Museum of Natural History, but have since been destroyed.

Types: Buckley described 6 genera and 2 10 species of vascular plants.

(1) Buckley worked closely with Torrey and Gray in preparing his first (1843) botanical

paper; lectotype material is consequently in NY and GH, isotypes are widely scattered.

(2) Buckley studied his Texas collections (those made from 1859 to 1861) at PH and had

access to Elias Durand's herbarium, which subsequently was deposited in Paris (P-DU).

Buckley based new species on his own collections and those of Nuttall, Wright, Fendler, etc.,

which had been deposited earlier in PH. Gray borrowed Buckley's new Texas species from

Durand and PH and wrote several articles critic izing B uckley ' s work. Gray kept "kleptotypes"

of some of this material. Of Buckley's own collections from this period I do not think there

are duplicates outside of PH, P-DU, and GH.

(3) In 1883 Buckley sent specimens from Texas to the Torrey Botanical Club. A few new

species described by Buckley were based on these plants and the types are at NY, I have not

seen duplicates elsewhere.
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Consequently, despite the fact that MO has Buckley's original herbarium, MO is not an

important source of type material.

Each book or paper treated in the foregoing text has been assigned a number

printed in bold face; these are given in this index at the end of each entry.

Because both short titles (the first significant words of the full title) and

abbreviations of short titles are given, this index includes both. The initial

definite and indefinite articles are omitted from titles. The unabbreviated

short titles are alphabetized word by word, but abbreviated ones are treated

as if they were single words with the omission of punctuation and spaces.

If a title is mentioned under two numbers, both are given in this index. Since

the same title, at least in its short form, may have been used by two or more

authors, each entry includes the name ofthe author in the form recommended

at the end of the first paragraph of the section treating him.

Titles of exsiccata are included, printed in italics, and titles ofjournals taken

from the surname of botanists are printed in capital letters. Both kinds of

entry include, in parantheses, the surname concerned preceded by the initials

of his first name with the word see in italics.

In addition there are three less frequently encountered kinds of references

which should be identified and explained:

(1) When a second title of the same author is mentioned in the treatment of

a book or paper, the index entry for the former refers to the number of the

latter.

(2) It sometimes happens that in the treatment of one book or paper by author

A, the title of a book or paper by author B is mentioned; this situation is

indicated in the index by paranthetically instructing the user to see the number

assigned to A's title.

(3) Similarily a book or paper by author B may be mentioned under the author

A in paragraphs other than those describing his titles; this is indicated by the

index-notation "see author A".

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This index contains the names of authors, collectors, botanical explorers,

patrons of botanists, botanical artists, and other collaborators, as well as

personal surnames that have been immortalized in names of genera. The
names of ships that carried exploring expeditions to remote parts of the world

are included in this index too, because the usermay only remember that much
of the subsequent reports of the trip.

There are, however, a number of explanations and cautions:

(1) The abbreviations of author names are included in the index when they

are really abbreviations, i.e. some letters or at least the initials of the first

name(s) have been dropped. Such abbreviations are in italics and alphabe-

tized as if they were complete words, including one or more initials, with the

omission of punctuation and spaces. In this index the initials follow the

abbreviation even though the abbreviation in the text is preceded by the

initials.

(2) Names beginning with "Mc", or "Mac" are treated as if spelled "Mac" in

combination with the rest of the name as one word (e.g. McDougall).

(3) Similarly, double names, whether hyphenated or not, names beginning

with "Da", "De", "Des", "Do", "Du", "La", "Le", etc. are alphabetized as if

they were one word under the first letter of the word ("Candolle" for "de

Candolle" is one of the several exceptions where established usage is not

conform to this convention). The same holds for Flemish and American

names that begin with "Van". If there is chance of confusion in locating such

names, the index lists also the last part of the names under the appropriate

letter. Hyphenated double names are not, however, cross-referenced under

the last part.

(4) Names of authors of publications cited in the biography/bibliography

sections are omitted from this index.

(5) "Beccari, 0. 20.510-20.552" (italic number) refers to that part of the text

just preceding the treatment of the title numbers 20.5 10-20.552. "Beccari, O.

21.661" (roman number) means there is a reference to O. Beccari in the

information concerning title 21.661, which is by an author other than O.

Beccari. "Hooker, J.D. see Beccari, O." indicates mention of J.D. Hooker in

the author paragraphs under O. Beccari.

(6) An author's name with the notation "(alph.)" indicates a person who is

included in the text for some reason but who did not publish items treated in

this supplement ("Bourgeau, E. (alph.)").

(7) The notation v. is used to connect the abbreviation of a personal name
with the name in full to explain the meaning of the abbreviation. It is also

used as a means ofcross-referencing double names, maiden names ofmarried

botanists who have published under both names, and names of authors who
have used more than one name for their publications. Finally, when a name
is frequently used with initial(s) differing from the correct one(s), or in case

of different spellings of a name, v. is used to connect the various versions of

the name.
