INTRODUCTION

This report, covering the thirty-fifth year for which interception lists have
been issued, summarizes the records of insect pests and plant pathogens found
in, on, or with plants and plant products (1) imported, (2) offered for but refused
entry, (3) held as ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered for entry through
customs, (4) offered for entry for immediate export or for immediate transpor-
tation and exportation in bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between Hawaii
and Puerto Rico and the mainland.

In some cases collections made late in the year are included in the report for
the following year, since determinations cannot be obtained immediately for all

of them. Occasionally determinations are delayed for longer periods. The data
for this list are obtained from routine reports by personnel of this Bureau, supple-
mented by information supplied by State and Customs officials. The States of
California and Florida maintain staffs of specialists who determine a large pro-
portion of the material collected at their ports. Specialists of the Bureau of
Plant Industry, Soils, and Agricultural Engineering determine many of the
difficult or unusual pathogens collected at the ports.

All scientific names are reviewed by appropriate specialists in the Department
to assure conformance to the international rules of nomenclature.

While every reasonable effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections
listed, the alleged origin of host plant materials cannot be verified in all cases,

and where there is reason to doubt the accuracy of the information, the question-
able items are either omitted or the origin is listed as unknown.

During the period under consideration importations of plant propagative
material have continued to arrive from various parts of the world in volumes
exceeding those of prewar years. Many of these perishable plant importations
arrived by air transportation and with them came living pests in considerable
numbers. Formerly, many of these same pests perished on long sea voyages.
This increased threat to the nation's plant life has necessitated increased vigilance
on the part of all persons concerned. Fortunately, the personnel of both the
commercial air lines and the military services continue to render excellent aid in

the enforcement of plant quarantine regulations intended to reduce the air

movement of potentially dangerous plant materials to a minimum,

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Air-borne plant material arrives in mail, baggage, express, stores, and freight,

and interceptions of plant pests from such material have been frequent. During
the year 3,324 interceptions were made of insects arriving by air with agricultural
material or as stowaways. There were 172 interceptions of plant diseases. Ap-
proximately half the plant disease organisms were not determinable to species,

but, from the evidence, appeared to represent little or no risk to this country.
A few of the disease organisms specifically determined but not known to be in the

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United States are, however, reported to be parasites of their hosts in foreign

countries. These totals for plant disease interceptions, while not large, serve to

illustrate the disease-carrying possibilities of plant materials brought to this

country by air transportation. Some of the most important insects intercepted

during the year were taken from host fruits and plants arriving by plane. In

fact, planes are becoming the most frequent source of interception of certain

notoriously destructive pests, particularly fruit flies.

Among the more important insects found in air-borne material were: The citrus

blackfly {Aleurocanthus woglumi) on breadfruit in baggage from Jamaica, on
Bryophyllum sp. in baggage from Bermuda, and on lime leaf in baggage from Cuba;
the whitefly Aleurothrixus viyrtacei on gardenia in baggage from Cuba; Aleurotra-
rhelus trachoides on leaf of bay-rum tree in baggage from the Bahamas ; Anastrepha
fratercuius in orange in baggage from Brazil, and A. fratercuius (?) in guava in baggage
from Colombia; the Mexican fruit fly {A. ludens) in mango and orange in baggage
from Guatemala and Mexico, and in orange in quarters from Mexico; the West
Indian fruit fly {A. mombinpraeoptans) in guava in baggage from Aruba and
Puerto Rico, in Ilex glabra (gallberry) in baggage from Jamaica, in Malay-apple
in baggage from the Dominican Republic, in mango in baggage from the Dominican
Republic, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Puerto Rico, Salva-
dor, and Trinidad, in mango in cargo from Jamaica, in rose-apple in baggage from
Jamaica, and in yellow mombin in baggage from Cuba, Nicaragua, Puerto Rico,
and Salvador; A. serpentina in mamey in baggage from Salvador, in sapodilla in

baggage from Mexico, Nicaragua, and Venezuela, and A. serpentina (?) in sapodilla

in baggage from Costa Rica and in mamey in baggage from Salvador; A. striata

in guava in baggage from Costa Rica and Mexico; A. suspensa in guava in baggage
from Puerto Rico, pupae and empty pupae cases of A. suspensa in soil in baggage
from the Dominican Republic, and A. suspensa (?) in guava in baggage from Cuba;
the Mediterranean fruit fly (Ceratitis capitata) in fig in baggage from Italy,

Palestine, and Portugal, in grape in stores from Portugal, in mango in baggage
from Italy and Portugal, in orange in cargo from Algeria, in peach in baggage from
Italy, in peach in stores from Portugal, in peach in cargo from the Union of South
Africa, in persimmon in baggage from Italy, in plum in stores from Portugal,
in ponderosa lemon in baggage from Spain, in pricklypear in baggage from Italy,

in quince in baggage from France, Greece, and Italy, in tangerine in baggage from
Palestine and Portugal, in tangerine in quarters from Portugal, and in tangerine
in stores from Italy, Portugal, and Spain, and C. capitata (?) in apple in baggage,
origin unknown, in avocado in stores from Australia, in grape in cargo from the
Union of South Africa, and in pear in stores from Portugal ; C. rosa in peach in

cargo from the Union of South Africa; Cylas forrnicarius var. in sweetpotato in

cargo from Siam; the olive fruit fly (Dacus oleae) in olive in baggage from the
Azores, Greece, Italy, Portugal, and Spain; the rhododendron whitefly {Dia-
leurodes chittendeni) on leaf of rhododendron in express from England; the West
Indian sweetpotato weevil (Euscepes postfasciatus) in sweetpotato in baggage
from Puerto Rico; the Argentine ant (lridormjrmex humilis) on chrysanthemum
in baggage and on plum in stores from Portugal, and in soil around unidentified
bulbs and plants in baggage from the Azores; Kalotermes marginipennis in suit-

case in baggage from Guatemala; East Indian bean pod borer (Maruca testulalis)

in pigeonpea and string bean in baggage from Puerto Rico and in string bean in

cargo from New Zealand; Monomorium destructor on Cattleya sp. in baggage
from Jamaica; the pink boUworm {Pectinophora gossypiella) in gin motes in cargo
from Brazil, in cottonseed in mail from Hawaii and in baggage from Venezuela;
Rhagoletis cerasi in cherry in baggage from Czechoslovakia, France, Italy, and
Switzerland, and in stores from Portugal.
The more important plant disease organisms found on air-borne material, not

believed to be established in the United States, were Ascochyta citri on orange in

baggage from Italy and the Azores, A. decipiens on snapdragon in baggage from
England, Cercospora angraeci on odontoglossum orchid in express from France,
Coleopsorium dahliae on dahlia in baggage from Mexico, Coniothyrium diplodiella

on rose in express from France, Cytospora lirella on bamboo in cargo from Mexico,
Elsinoe phaseoli on lima bean in baggage and cargo from Puerto Rico, Gloeospor-
ium olivarum on olive in baggage from Italy, Phyllosticta cymbidii on cymbidium
orchid in baggage from Japan; P. odontoglossi on stanhopea orchids in baggage
and cargo from Panama and Costa Rica, Stagonospora ilicis on English holly in

baggage from England, Uredo behnickiana on laelia orchid in cargo from Mexico,
and U. scabies on vanilla orchid in baggage from Nicaragua.
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NOTES ON INSECTS INTERCEPTED
FRUIT FUES

Anastrepha fratercidus was intercepted in grapefruit from Brazil and in orange
from Argentina and Brazil, and A. fratercidus (?) in guava from Colombia and in

orange from Brazil and Colombia. The Mexican fruit fly (A. ludens) was taken
in .apple, avocado, grapefruit, mango, orange, peach, pear, quince, sapote, sweet
lime, undetermined seed, white sapote, and on an open deck near garbage from
Mexico, in grapefruit from British Honduras, and in mango and orange from
Guatemala. A. ludens (?) was found in mango and in orange from Mexico.
The West Indian fruit fly {A. mombinpraeoptans) was intercepted in guava from
Aruba, Cuba, and Puerto Rico, in gallberry (Ilex glabra) and rose-apple from
Jamaica, in Malay-apple from the Dominican Republic, in mango from the
Bahamas, Cuba, the Dominican Republic, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica,
Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Puerto Rico, Salvador, and Trinidad, in Spondias
sp. from Nicaragua, and in yellow mombin from Cuba, Nicaragua, Puerto Rico,
and Salvador, and A. mombinpraeoptans (?) in guava from Puerto Rico, in

mango from the Canal Zone, Honduras, Mexico, Puerto Rico, and Salvador,
and in yellow mombin from Salvador. A. serpentina was taken in mamey from
Mexico and Salvador, in sapote from Salvador, and in sapodilla from Guatemala,
Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, and Venezuela, and A. serpentina (?) in mamey
from Salvador, and in sapodilla from Costa Rica and Venezuela. A. striata

was found in guava from Costa Rica, Honduras, and Mexico. A. suspensa
was taken in guava from Cuba and Puerto Rico, and in soil from the Dominican
Republic. The Mediterranean fruit fly (Ceratitis capitata) was intercepted in

apple from Argentina and Italy, in apricot from Algeria (?), in fig from the Azores,
Bermuda, Italy, Palestine, and Portugal, in grape from Argentina, Portugal,
and the Union of South Africa, in grapefruit from Australia, Brazil, Egypt, and
Italy, in loquat from Bermuda and Italy, in mango from Egypt and Hawaii,
in orange from Algeria, Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Egypt, Gold Coast, Italy,

Palestine, Portugal, Spain, and Syria, in peach from Italy, Morocco, Portugal,
and the Union of South Africa, in plum from Portugal, in persimmon and pricklj'-

pear from Italy, in ponderosa lemon from Spain, in pummelo and sweet bell red
pepper from Hawaii, in quince from France, Greece, Italy, and Spain, and in

tangerine from Algeria, Italy, Palestine, Portugal, and Spain, and C. capitata (?)

in avocado from Australia and Hawaii, in grape from Argentina and the Union
of South Africa, in orange from France, India, Italy (?), and Spain, in pear and
plum from Portugal, and in sweet lime from the Azores, in tangerine from the
Azores, Italy, and Portugal, and in tomato from Hawaii. Ceratitis rosa was
found in peach from the Union of South Africa. The melon fly {Dacus cucurbitae)
was found in cucumber, squash, string bean, sweet bell red pepper, and tomato
from Hawaii. The oriental fruit fly (Dacus dorsalis) was intercepted in avocado,
banana, guava, longan, mango, and papaya from Hawaii, and in mango from
the Philippines; and D. dorsalis (?) in banana, immature green coconut, and mango
from Hawaii. The olive fruit fly (Dacus oleae) was taken in olive from the Azores,
Greece, Italy, and Portugal. The celery fly (Euleia heraclei) was found in celery
from England and Ireland, in celeriac from Denmark, and in parsley from France.
Rhagoletis alternata was intercepted in hips of Rosa canina from Sweden. R. cerasi

was taken in cherry from Czechoslovakia, France, Italy, Portugal, and Switzer-
land. The apple maggot (R. pomonella) was intercepted in apple from Mexico,
and R. pomonella (?) in apple and thornapple from Mexico. R. striatella (?) was
taken in husk tomato from Mexico.

INSECTS OTHER THAN FRUIT FLIES

An eriophyid mite, Aceria tulipae, was taken on garlic from Mexico. The citrus
blackfly (Aleurocanthus woglumi) was intercepted on breadfruit leaf from Jamaica,
on leaf of Bryophyllum sp. from Bermuda, on leaves of Citrus sp., orange, and
sour lime from Mexico, and leaf of sour lime from Cuba. Aleurothrixus myrtacei
(Aleyrodidae) was found on gardenia in baggage from Cuba. A curculionid,
Brachyrhinus porcatus, was taken on turnip from Norway, and B. sulcatus (black
vine weevil) was intercepted in dahlia tuber from Canada. Two curculionids,
Brachycerus albidentatus and B. algirus, were taken in garlic from Italy. Bruchi-
dius incarnatus (Bruchidae), a serious pest, was taken in vetch from Italy. A
chrysomelid, Cassida nebulosa, recorded as a pest of beets, lambsquarters, and
related plants, was taken with moss and forest litter around rhododendron
shrubs from the Netherlands. The Asiatic rice borer (Chilo simplex) was inter-
cepted in rice straw from China and in service mail arriving at San Francisco,
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Calif. Coptotermes formosanus (a very injurious termite) was taken with water-
nuts from China. The banana root borer (Cosmopolites sordidus) was found in
banana root from Guatemala. Cylas formicarius was intercepted in sweet-
potato from the Philippines and the Straits Settlements; and C. puncticolUs in

sweetpotato from Mozambique and Sierra Leone. Epicaerus cognatus (Curculion-
idae) was found in potato and in Solarium sp. (wild) from Mexico. The oriental
fruit moth (Grapholitha molesta) was taken in apple from Japan, in apricot from
Italy, and in peach from unknown origin. Monomorium destructor, an important
economic ant, probably capable of becoming established in the warmer sections
of the United States, was intercepted on Cattleya sp. plant from Jamaica. The
pink boUworm {Pedinophota gossypiella) was intercepted in cottonseed from
Brazil, British West Indies, Hawaii, Italy, Mexico, St. Kitts, and Venezuela,
in cotton boll from Hawaii and Italy, in gin motes from Brazil, in seed cotton
from Egypt, and in okra from Cyprus, Dominican Republic, and Puerto Rico.
A chrysomelid, Phylloireta undulata, a European species not known to be
established in the United States, was found on shrubs from the Netherlands.
Premnotrypes vorax (Curculionidae) was taken in potato from Ecuador.

SNAILS

Salvaged military equipment was on four occasions found to be contaminated
with living giant African snails (Achatina fulica) . Two of the interceptions were
made at San Francisco, Calif., on material from Guam and the Marianas, and
two at San Pedro, Calif., on material from the Marianas.

Other interceptions of snails, not known to occur on the mainland of the United
States and injurious to agriculture, included Bradybaena similaris .which was
found at Philadelphia, Pa., among string beans from Bermuda, and Lemellaxis sp.

which was taken at San Diego, Calif., in soil around a potted plant from Algeria.
Correction.^—On page 22 of the List of Intercepted Plant Pests for 1947 is

found the name Gnaphalocrocis medinalis (Guen.), which should have been spelled
Cnaphalocrocis medinalis and thus would correctly appear on page 15.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

With reduction in maritime traffic between this country and India and Ceylon,
following the end of the recent world conflict, interceptions of citrus canker
(Xanthomonas citri) have fallen off. In spite of this, India, for the third year,
contributed the largest number of interceptions of the disease. The Philippines*
followed in second place. A disease interception of considerable significance to a
well-known material of commerce was a rust, Uredo scabies, of the vanilla orchid
brought in by an air traveler from Nicaragua. The vanilla cuttings, collected in

the wilds of that country, were intended for direct movement from the United
States port of entry to Puerto Rico where they were expected to contribute to
the vanilla industry of that island. The interception of the rust represents the
first record of its occurrence north of South America. A second disease repre-
senting a threat to the citrus groves of this country, the sweet orange scab {Elsinoe
australis), was taken five times on lemon from Argentina, Brazil, and Paraguay,
seven times on sweet orange from Argentina and Brazil, and once on an unidenti-
fied citrus fruit from Brazil. A second rust of interest, Coleosporium senedonis,
was intercepted from Argentina on the composite plant Senecio deferens. Pines
are the alternate hosts of this pathogen and in some parts of the world suffer
serious injury from its attack.

Other diseases worthy of note were a stem fungus, Ascochyta decipiens, of snap-
dragon from England; a leaf-infecting fungus, A. fraxini, of ash from Italy; the
banana leaf spot {Cercospora musae) from various countries where it is known; a
rust fungus, Coleosporium dahliae, of dahlia from Mexico; the black scale fungus
(Colletotrichum lilii) of various species of lily bulbs from Australia, China, India,
and Japan; a virulent wound parasite, Cryptospora longispora, of pine from New
Zealand; the lima bean scab fungus {Elsinoe phaseoli) from Puerto Rico; the spot
anthracnose fungus {Elsinoe piri) on pear from the Union of Soviet Socialist

Republics; a fruit-rotting fungus, Helminthosporium carposaprum, of pepper and
tomatoes from Mexico; a leaf-rotting fungus, Heteropatella valtellinensis , of carna-
tion from Canada; a brown rot fungus, Monilinia fructigena, of apple from Sweden;
a leaf blight fungus, MycosphaereUa hondai, of rice from China and Japan; citrus
black spot (Phoma dtricarpa) from Australia, China, India, Spain, and the Union
of South Africa, on various citrus fruits including lemon, grapefruit, mandarin
orange, and sweet orange; a stem canker fungus, Phomopsis magnoliae, on mag-
nolia from the Netherlands; a leaf fungus, Phyllachora balansae, on Cedrela sp.
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from Panama; a leaf fungus, Phyllachora cynodontis, of Bermuda grass from India;

a branch knot-forming fungus, Plowrightia virgultorum, on European white birch
from Sweden; a rust fungus, Puccinia longicornis, on bamboo from China; a twig
fungus, Sclerotinia kerneri, on silver fir from Germany; a leaf spot fungus, Sepioria
arethusa, on lemon from Argentina; a leaf blotch fungus, Septoria cercosporiodes,

on chrysanthemum from Mexico; a leaf blotch fungus, Septoria posekensis, on
cymbidium and cypripedium orchids from India; the Australian citrus scab fungus
{Sphaceloma fawcettii scabiosa) on lemon from Australia; a smut fungus, Sphace-
lotheca irachypogonis, of crinkleawn grass from Brazil; a rust fungus, Sphenospora
kevorkianii, on stanhopea orchid from Ecuador; a rust fungus, Thecopsora areolata,

on the European birdcherry from Finland; a rust fungus, Uredo ignava, on bamboo
from China, and an unknown source; a rust fungus, Uromyces bacumerlianus, on
sweet clover from Egypt; and a smut fungus, Ustilago kenjiana, on sorghum from
Arabia.
Nematodes of interest for the year were Aphelenchoides hicaudatus in dasheen

tubers from Cyprus; A. parietinus in lily bulb from England; A. ritzemabosi in

garlic from Mexico; A. subtenuis in narcissus bulb from the Netherlands; Ditylen-
chus dipsaci in garlic from Mexico, colchicum from the Netherlands, narcissus
from England, and Star-of-Bethlehem from the Netherlands; D. iridis in col-

chicum, crocus, iris, and tigridia from the Netherlands, and in iris from England;
and Pratylenchus scribneri in potato tubers from Mexico.

Of the 1,157 species of pathogens or other organisms listed in the table, 60
were new to the interception files. Interceptions of the other 1,097 pathogens
showed 117 new countries of origin and 102 new hosts.

COMMON PESTS INTERCEPTED

Beginning with the year covered by this report the keeping of' records on the
various insects and plant diseases reported under this heading has been discon-
tinued. Those insects and diseases were, in nearly all instances, widely dis-

tributed in the regions in this country favorable to their existence, and in many
cases the interception records compiled through the years showed the same pests
to be of almost universal occurrence in countries from which certain plants and
plant products come to this country. The discontinuance of the records on these
common pests considerably reduces the total number of pests reported in the list,

but it is believed this compilation will be of even more use in its present form.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Frequently inspectors find insects or pathogens affecting plant material in such
a stage or condition that complete and accurate determination is impracticable
or impossible. Some of these insects and pathogens are without doubt new to
science, and may be destructive pests. The notes below are given to show the
general nature of such incompletely determined interceptions.

INSECTS

Among the incompletely determined insects intercepted were the following fruit

flies: Anastrepha sp., probably fratercuius, at New York, N. Y., in grapefruit in
stores from Brazil, at Baltimore, Md., in orange in quarters and stores from
Brazil, at Mobile, Ala., in baggage from Brazil, at New York in stores from
Brazil, at Miami, Fla., in coffee berries in baggage from Colombia, and at the
National Airport, Arlington, Va., in guava in baggage from Peru; Anastrepha sp.,

probably mombinpraeoptans, at New York in guava in baggage from Puerto Rico,
at New Orleans, La., in mango in baggage from Guatemala, at Galveston, Tex.,
in mango in quarters from Guatemala, at Brownsville, Tex., in mango in express
from Salvador, and at El Paso, Tex., in mango in baggage from Salvador; Ana-
strepha sp., probably serpentina, at New Orleans, La., in sapodilla in baggage
from Venezuela; Anastrepha sp., possibly striata, at Laredo, Tex., in guava in
baggage from Mexico; Anastrepha sp., probably suspensa, at Miami, Fla., in
guava in baggage from Puerto Rico, and at New York in paper wrapping of
guavas, cashew, and gooseberries in stores from the Dominican Republic; Ana-
strepha sp. at New Orleans, La., in sapodilla in baggage from Costa Rica and in
almond and orange in quarters from Guatemala, at New York in sapodilla in
baggage from Puerto Rico, in grapefruit and orange in stores and in peach and
guava in baggage from Brazil, in mango in baggage from Dutch Guiana and
Guatemala, in Spondias sp. in baggage from Trinidad, in guava in baggage and
mail from Puerto Rico and in guava in baggage from Venezuela, at San Antonio,
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Tex., in mango in baggage from Guatemala, at Charleston, S. C, in guava in

baggage from Dutch Guiana, at Brownsville, Tex., mango and quince in baggage
from Mexico, at Miami, Fla., in genip and quince in baggage from Peru and in
mango in baggage from Colombia and Jamaica, at the National Airport, Arlington,
Va., in orange in baggage from Brazil, at San Juan, P. R., in orange in baggage
from Brazil, at Seattle, Wash., in mango in stores from Peru, at Boston, Mass.,
in orange in stores from Brazil, at El Paso, Tex., in mango and guava in baggage
from Mexico and in guava in baggage from Salvador, at Baltimore, Md., in orange
in stores and in plum in quarters from Brazil and in grapefruit in stores from
Trinidad, at Mobile, Ala., in orange in baggage from Brazil, at Galveston, Tex.,
in orange in stores and quarters from Brazil, at Philadelphia, Pa., in pummelo in

stores from Brazil and in grapefruit in stores from Argentina; probably Anastrepha
sp. at Norfolk, Va., in orange in stores from Argentina, and a pupa of Anastrepha
sp. in a bag of fruit from British Honduras; Ceratitis sp. at New York in orange in

stores, and in grape in cargo froin the Union of South Africa; Ceratitis sp. (?) at
New York in apple in stores from the Union of South Africa; Dacus sp. at New
York in cucumber in stores from the Union of South Africa; Dacus sp. (?) at
Honolulu, T. H., in fruit of Ficus sp. in baggage from the Philippines and in
mango in baggage from India; Rhagoletis sp. at Hidalgo, Tex., in black walnut
in baggage, at El Paso, Tex., in Lycium berlandieri and Lycium sp. in baggage from
Mexico; Rhagoletis sp. (?) at Washington, D. C, in fruit of Solanum sp. in mail
from Mexico. Eight interceptions which could not be identified beyond family
(Tephritidae) were taken at Boston, Mass., in coconut in baggage from Liberia,
at El Paso, Tex., in Lycium sp. in baggage from Mexico, at San Pedro, Calif., in
coffee berry in baggage from Hawaii, and at New York in orange in stores from
Brazil and in grape in cargo from Argentina.
The following miscellaneous insects of special interest were intercepted:

Aleuracanthus sp. (Aleyrodidae), apparently undescribed, on bamboo leaf in
stores from India or China; Aleurodicinae (Aleyrodidae), new genus and new
species, near Aleurodicus, at Laredo, Tex., on Laelia majalis and Laelia sp. from
Mexico; Aleuroplaius sp., near variegatus Q. & B., (Aleyrodidae) at San Francisco,
Calif., on Philodendron sp. in air express from Guatemala; Aleurotrachelus sp.

There were 3,559 interceptions distributed among 852 genera, which could be
identified to genus only.

A total of 3,670 incompletely determined insects were intercepted during the

year.
DISEASES

Among the incompletely determined plant disease organisms collected from
incoming material during the year were Cercospora sp. on euonymus from Japan;
Cercospora sp. on avocado from Mexico; Curvularia sp. on onion from Mexico;
Cytospora sp. on camellia from Australia; Cylindrosporium sp. on rose from the
Netherlands; Gnomonia sp. on willow from England; Graphiola sp. on palm from
the Fiji Islands; Helminthosporium sp. on rice from China, and Japan; Helmin-
thosporium sp. on rye from India; "Leprosis" on sweet orange from Mexico;
Pestalotia sp. on sorghum from Liberia; Ozonium sp. on licorice stem from Turkey;
Phoma sp. on sweet orange from Brazil; Phoma sp. on apple from Greece; Phylla-
chora sp. on grass from China; Phyllosticta sp. on hly bulb from Australia; Phyllo-
sticta sp. on narcissus from Ireland; Phyllosticta sp. on avocado from Mexico;
Septoria sp. on anthurium from Belgium; Sphaeropsis sp. on lemon from Italy,
and Sphenospora sp. on Odontoglossum cervantes (orchid) from Mexico.

INTRODUCTION

This report, covering the thirty-sixth year for which interception Hsts have been

issued, summarizes the records of insect pests, plant pathogens, and certain other

organisms found in, on, or with plants and plant products (1) imported, (2) offered

for but refused entry, (3) held as ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered for entry

through customs, (4) offered for entry for immediate export or for immediate trans-

portation and exportation in bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between Hawaii

and Puerto Rico and the mainland.

In some cases collections made late in the year are included in the report for the

following year, since determination cannot be obtained immediately for all of them.

Occasionally determinations are delayed for longer periods. The data for this list are

obtained from routine reports by personnel of this Bureau, supplemented by informa-

tion supplied by State and Customs officials. The States of California and Florida

maintain staffs of specialists who identify a large proportion of the material collected

at their ports. Speciahsts of the Bureau of Plant Industry, Soils, and Agricultural

Engineering determine many of the diflScult or unusual pathogens collected at the ports.

All scientific names are reviewed by appropriate specialists in the Department to

assure conformance to the international rules of nomenclature.

While every reasonable effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections

hsted, the alleged origin of host plant materials cannot be verified in all cases, and
where there is reason to doubt the accuracy of the information, the questionable

items are either omitted or the origin is listed as unknown.

The year covered by this list has seen a lessening of importations of certain types of

plant materials, but an increase in others. Air transportation of many perishable

plant shipments served to bring plants and their pests to us with a promptness that

assured the survival of both. Continual vigilance is necessary to combat such threats

to the nation's plant life, and those responsible for the movement of aircraft have
continued to assist in carrying out plant quarantine regulations intended to reduce

to a minimum the movement of potentially dangerous plant materials.

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Air-borne plant material arrives in mail, baggage, express, stores, and freight, and
interceptions of plant pests on such importations have been frequent. During the
year 4,312 interceptions were made of insects arriving by air with agricultural material
or as stowaways. There were 342 interceptions of plant diseases. Approximately
one-third of the plant-disease organisms were not determinable to species but, from
the evidence, appeared to represent Uttle or no risk to this country. A few of the
disease organisms specifically identified but not known to be in the United States are,

however, reported to be parasites of their hosts in foreign countries. Some of the
most important insects intercepted during the year were from host fruits and plants
arriving by plane—a pattern to be expected in the coming years.

Among the more important insects found in air-borne material were: Thewhitefly
Aleurothrixus myrtacei (?) on myrtle in cargo from Brazil; Anastrepha fraterculus in

mango in baggage from the Dominican Repubhc, Mexico, and Salvador, and A.

the Mexican fruit fly {A. ludens) in Annona sp. in baggage from Guatemala, in grape-

Mexico and express from Guatemala, and in pomegranate in baggage from Mexico;
the West Indian fruit fly (A. mombinpraeoptans) in mango in baggage from Bermuda,
the Dominican Republic, Jamaica, Panama, Puerto Rico, and Salvador, in mango in

mail from Puerto Rico, and in mango in quarters from Mexico, in guava in baggage
from Puerto Rico and Salvador and in guava in mail from Puerto Rico, in yellow
mombin in baggage from Puerto Rico, Salvador, and Trinidad, in yellow mombin
in quarters from Mexico, in Spondias sp. in baggage from Salvador, and in yellow
mombin in mail from Puerto Rico; A. serpentina in orange in stores from Trinidad, in

Mexico ; the citrus whitefly (Dialeurodes citri) on leaf of gardenia in freight from China

the oriental fruit moth {Grapholitha molesta) in peach in stores from France; Kalo-
iermes bequaerti in Juniperus sp. and pine crates in cargo from Bermuda; the East
Indian bean pod borer {Maruca testulalis) in flower lei made of Canavalia sp. in baggage
from Hawaii, in Uma bean in baggage from Puerto Rico, in pigeonpea and string bean

in baggage and mail from Puerto Rico; the pink boUworm {Pectinophora gossypiella)

in cottonseed in baggage from India and the Virgin Islands, and in cottonseed in

cargo from Brazil and Pakistan, in cotton samples (grabbots) in cargo from Brazil,

in okra in baggage from Puerto Rico and in okra in mail from the American Virgin

Islands; Polychrosis botrana in grape in baggage from Italy and in grape in stores

from France; Rhagoletis alternata in rose hips in baggage from Sweden; R. cerasi in

cherry in baggage from Germany and Italy, in cherry in stores from Italy and in

cherry in quarters from France, and R. cerasi (?) in cherry in stores from France and
in cherry in quarters from Portugal ; Sesa?nm cretica in broomcorn in cargo from France.

The more important plant disease organisms foimd on air-borne material, not

believed to be established in the United States, were Alternaria gypsophilue on gypso-

phila in baggage from Brazil, Elsinoe australis on sweet orange in stores from Brazil,

E. phaseoli on Uma bean in cargo from Puerto Rico, E. piri on apple in baggage from

Poland, Heterodera goettingiana with soil about roots of strawberry plants in mail



from Denmark, H. punctata with soil about orchid roots in express from England,
H. rostochiensis with soil about roots of miscellaneous plants in baggage from Germany,
Monilinia fructigena on apple in stores from the Netherlands, Phoma citricarpa on
sweet orange in stores from Australia and Canton Island, on mandarin orange in

baggage and quarters from China, and on unidentified citrus fruit in baggage from
China; Phyllosticta saccardoi on rhododendron in air express from England, Septoria
posekensis on orchids in cargo from Brazil and Mexico, Uredo anthurii on anthurium
in express from Guatemala, U. autumnalis on chrysanthemum in express from Japan,
and Xanthomonas citri on sweet orange in baggage from China, and on grapefruit

lemon, and sour lime in stores from India.

NOTES ON INSECTS INTERCEPTED

FRUIT FLIES

Anastrepha fraterculus was intercepted in grapefruit and orange from Brazil and
in mango from the Dominican Republic, Mexico, Salvador, and Trinidad, and A.
fraterculus (?) in cherimoya from Chile, in orange from Brazil and Peru, and in grape
from Argentina. The Mexican fruit fly (A. ludens) was taken in Annona sp., orange,

mamey, and mango from Guatemala, in apple, avocado, grapefruit, mango, orange,
peach, pear, pomegranate, quince, sapote, sour orange, sweet lime, and tangerine
from Mexico, in orange from Costa Rica, and in mango from Honduras. The West
Indian fruit fly (A. mombinpraeoptans) was intercepted in mango from Bermuda,
Costa Rica, the Dominican Republic, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico,
Panama, Puerto Rico, and Salvador, in guava from Cuba, Puerto Rico, and Salvador,
in yellow mombin from Guatemala, Mexico, Puerto Rico, Salvador, and Trinidad, in

Spondias sp. from Guatemala, Puerto Rico, and Salvador, and A. viomhinpraeoptans

(?) in mango from Panama and Trinidad. A. serpentina was found in sapodilla from
Guatemala and Venezuela, in sapote from Guatemala, in mamey and star-apple from
Mexico, in grapefruit and orange from Trinidad, and in sapote from Panama, and A.
serpentina (?) in sapodilla from the Netherlands West Indies. A. suspensa was inter-

cepted in guava from Cuba and Puerto Rico and in orange from Puerto Rico. The
Mediterranean fruit fly {Ceratitis capitata) was taken in apple from the Azores, Italy,

and Spain, in apricot from the Cape Verde Islands and France, in coffee from Brazil

and Hawaii, in fig and loquat from the Azores and Italy, in grape from Argentina,
the Madeira Islands, and Portugal, in grapefruit from Cyprus, Egypt, Hawaii, Italy,

Morocco, the Union of South Africa, and Uruguay, in guava from Palestine, in mango
from Brazil, in medlar, persimmon, pomegranate, pricklypear, and quince from Italy,

in orange from Algeria, Azores, Brazil, Cyprus, Egypt, Italy, Portugal, Spain, and
the Union of South Africa, in papaya and tomato from Hawaii, in peach from Algeria,

France, Italy, Lebanon, Morocco, Portugal, and Spain, in pear from Italy, Portugal,
and Spain, in plum from Greece, in purple granadiUa from the Azores, in tangerine
from Italy, Portugal, and Spain, and with contraband containing oranges and Citrus

sp. from Lebanon, and C. capitata (?) in apricot from Syria, in grape from Argentina,
in grapefruit from Cyprus (?) and Morocco, in guava from the Madeira Islands, in

lemon from Italy, in orange from Brazil and the Union of South Africa, in peach from
Italy and Morocco, in pear from France, and in plum from Portugal. The melon fly

{Dacus cucurbitae) was taken in cucumber from Hawaii and the Straits Settlements
and in squash and tomato from Hawaii, and D. cucurbitae (?) in cucumber, squash,
string bean, and tomato from Hawaii. The oriental fruit fly {D. dorsalis) was found in

an airplane, avocado, banana, small green coconut, coffee, Garcinia rubra, ginger,

guava, Japanese persimmon, lychee, papaya, soda-apple nightshade, tropical almond,
and vi-apple from Hawaii and in mango from Hawaii and India, and D. dorsalis (?)

in small green coconut, fig, and tomato from Hawaii and in Ochrosia sp. from Guam.
The ohve fruit fly (D. oleae) was intercepted in olive from the Azores, Italy, Lebanon,
and Portugal. The celery fly (Euleia heraclei) was taken in celery from England.
Rhagoletis alternata was found in rose hips from Sweden and R. alternata (?) in rose
hips from Austria and Sweden. R. cerasi was intercepted in cherry from France,
Germany, Italy, and Portugal and R. cerasi (?) in cherry from France, Italy, Portugal,
and Spain. R. juglandis (?) was taken in walnut from Mexico. The apple maggot
{R. pomonella) was found in apple and red haw from Mexico. R. striatella was inter-

cepted in husk tomato from Mexico.

INSECTS OTHER THAN FRUIT FLIES

A bruchid, Acanthoscelides griseolus, a potential pest of sesbania, was taken in
Sesbania macrocarpa and Sesbania sp. from Mexico. The ground-nut stem girdler
{Alcidodes dentipes) was found in sweetpotatoes used as food for monkeys coming
from West Africa. Aeolothrips brevicornis (Aeolothripidae) was intercepted on Erica
sp. from the Union of South Africa. The citrus blackfly {Aleuracanthus woglumi) was



taken on leaves of Citrus sp., orange, and sour lime from Mexico. A curculionid,

Baris coerulescens, was found in radish from France. Bruchidius incarnatus (Bruchidae),

a considerable pest in Egypt, was found in broadbeans from Egypt and Lebanon. A
bruchid, Bruchus trisiicidus, not yet found breeding in this country, was intercepted
in vetch from Italy. The Asiatic rice borer {Chilo simplex) was found in rice from
China and Japan, and C. simplex (?) was found inLeersia sp. from Japan. A pentato-
mid, Coptosoma cribraria, a pest of beans in the Orient, was intercepted on the stem of a
camellia from China. The banana root borer (Cosmopolites sordidus) was taken in

banana root from Honduras. Cylas femoralis (Curculionidae) was taken in sweet-

potato from West Africa; C. formicarius in sweetpotato from India; C. formicarius
var. in sweetpotato from the Fiji Islands, Hawaii, India, Iraq, and Siam; and C.
ptmdicollis in sweetpotato from Mozambique, Sierra Leone, and West Africa. The
Tahitian coconut weevil (Diocalandra taitensis) was found in coconut from Hawaii.
Epicaerus cognatus (Curculionidae) was taken in potato and Solanurn sp. (wild potato)
from Mexico. A chrysomelid, Gastrophysa viridula, believed not yet established in

America, was found in soil with potatoes from England. Gymnandrosoma aurantianum
(Olethreutidae) was foimd in orange from Brazil. Leucocera sexpundatus (Chryso-
melidae) was taken on orchid leaf from Cuba; httle is known of this Antillian genus.
The pink bollworm (Pedinophora gossypiella) was taken in cottonseed from Brazil,

Egypt, Hawaii, India, Italy, Jamaica, Mexico, Pakistan, and the Phihppines, in seed
cotton from Haiti and Mexico, in cotton boll from the Virgin Islands, cotton (grabbots)

from Brazil, and in okra from the American Virgin Islands, Brazil, and Puerto Rico,
Pheidole megacephala (Formicidae), an important economic species, was found on
eggplant and pineapple froin Cuba. An olethreutid, Polychrosis botrana, was taken in

grapes from France and Italy. Two curculionids, Premnotrypes fradirostris and P.
solani, were found in potatoes from Peru. Sesamia cretica (Phalaenidae) was inter-

cepted in the stem of broomcorn from France. A curculionid, Sitona humeralis, not
known to be established in North America, was intercepted with garlic, grapes, lily

bulbs, and rose stock from Italy. The coffee berry borer (Stephanoderes hampei) was
taken in coffee berries from Brazil in transit to Canada.

SNAILS

The giant African snail {Achatina fulica) was found on salvaged military equipment
which was being returned from Guam, the Philippines, Saipan, and Tinian Island.

Living snail eggs were taken from an empty coconut husk attached to the miUtary
equipment, while 12 interceptions of living snails and one of dead snails were made on
military equipment. One interception was made at New York, N. Y., on material

from Saipan, 6 at San Francisco, Calif., from Guam, Saipan, and Tinian Island, and, 6

at San Pedro, Calif., from the Philippines and Saipan.
Among other interceptions of snails, not known to occur on the mainland of the

United States and injurious to agriculture, was a species oi Lamellaxis which was taken
at Nogales, Ariz., in soil with plants from Mexico, and at San Juan, Puerto Rico in

soil arriving by airplane from the Dominican Republic.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

Changing conditions for the year under consideration placed China in first place as
the country contributing the largest number of interceptions (11) of citrus canker
(Xanihomonas ciiri), and India, which held that position for three years, dropped to

second place with 9. Japan followed in third place with 4 interceptions. Fruits

infected were grapefruit, lemon. Mandarin orange, pummelo, sour lime, and sweet
orange. A second disease of concern to citrus production in this country, the sweet
orange scab (Elsinoe ausiralis), was taken 22 times on lemon from Argentina and
Brazil, 22 times on sweet orange from Argentina, Brazil, and Uruguay, twice on sour
lime from Brazil, and once on tangerine from Argentina. "Cancrosis B", still another
serious disease of citrus in South America, was found on six different occasions on
lemons from Argentina. Coleosporium senecionis, a rust fungus of possible importance,
was intercepted on two large importations of Scotch pine seedlings and one of Swiss
mountain pine seedlings. The three importations were from Denmark and were
intended for reforestation work in this country. This rust has been reported to do
considerable damage to pines in some parts of the world, but is not believed to be
established in North America. With this report comes the first records of the inter-

ception of the golden nematode (Heterodera rostochiensis) , a serious pest of potatoes
and tomatoes in Europe, kno\\Tn in this country only from Long Island, New York,
where efforts are being made to prevent its spread. Analysis during the year of various
lots of prohibited foreign soils yielded 1 1 interceptions of this dangerous pest. Neovossia
indica, a smut fungus of potential importance to the wheat production of this country,
arrived by mail on two occasions from India where it causes as much as 20 percent
damage in the hot lowlands. This disease is commonly known as ''Karnal bunt".



other diseases worthy of note were a leaf fungus, Ascochyta haworthiae, of haworthias
from the Union of South Africa; camellia yellow-spot virus of that host from France;
the banana leaf spot (Cercospora musae) from various countries where it is known; a
rust fungus, Coleosporium domingense, on plumeria from Venezuela; a fungus, Curvu-
laria lunata, on pepper from Cuba, and on onion from Mexico and Sweden ; a fungus,
Cytospora ceralophora, on nuts of chestnut from Italy; a stem fungus, Cytospora dahliae,

apparently destrudor, in peanut seed from Uruguay ; D. dipsaci in gaj-lic from Mexico

;

Ditylenchus sp. in colchicum, iris, and narcissus from the Netherlands; Heterodera
goettingiana in soil with camellias from the Azores and strawberry roots from Den-
mark; H. pundata with soil about orchid roots fi-om England, and Tylenchus putre-

faciens in garlic from Mexico.
Of the 1,132 species of pathogens or other organisms listed in the table, 77 were

new to the interception files. Interceptions of the other 1,055 pathogens showed 128
new countries of origin and 109 new hosts.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Frequently inspectors find insects or pathogens affecting plant material in such a
stage or condition that complete and accurate determination is impracticable or
impossible. Some of these insects and pathogens are without doubt new to science,

and may be destructive pests. The notes below are given to show the general nature
of such incompletely determined interceptions.

in cargo from Ecuador; Anastrepha sp., probably striata Schiner, at New York, N. Y.,

Rhagoletis sp., probably completa Cress., at Hidalgo, Tex., and Laredo, Tex., in black
walnut in baggage from Mexico; Rhagoletis sp. at El Paso, Tex., in Lycium berlandieri

in baggage from Mexico, at Laredo, Tex., in red haw and walnut in baggage from
Mexico. Two species of Anastrepha (adults) were found in the light socket in the

hold of a ship carrying banana cargo. Fiften interceptions which could not be iden-

tified beyond family (Tephritidae) were taken at Anchorage, Alaska in an airplane

(Aleyrodidae),
apparently undescribed, at Brownsville, Tex., on gardenia in baggage and cargo from
Mexico and at Nogales, Ariz., on white sapote foliage in baggage from Mexico; Xylo-
pertha sp., probably crinitarsis Imh., (Bostrichidae) at Baltimore, Md., in mahogany
in cargo from Gold Coast, Africa.

There were 4,798 interceptions distributed among 893 genera, which could be
identified to genus only. A total of 115 could be determined to family or subfamily
only.

A total of 4,913 incompletely determined insects were intercepted during the year.

DISEASES

Among the incompletely determined plant disease organisms collected from in-

coming material during the year were Cercospora sp. on cordia from Mexico; Cer-
cospora sp. on cocoa from Peru; Cercospora sp. on avocado from Mexico; Cercospora sp.

on pea pod from Mexico; Cytospora sp. of rhododendron from England; Cytospora sp.

on yew seed from Japan; Helminthosporium sp. on rice from China and Japan; "Lep-
rosis" on sweet orange from Liberia and Mexico; Monilia sp. on rice from China;
Phoma sp. on sweet lime from Italy and on lemon from Argentina, Italy, Turkey,
and Uruguay; Phyllosticta sp. on spinach from Turkey; Phyllosticta sp. on sweet
orange leaf from Brazil and on unidentified citrus leaf from Italy; Phyllosticta sp. on
daphne from England; Rhabdospora sp. on rhododendron from England; Ramularia
sp. on gladiolus corm from the Netherlands; Septoria sp. on anthurium from Belgium;
Sporocybe sp. on rhododendron from England; Tilletia sp. on wheat from India; and
Uredo sp. on leek leaves from England and France.
Nematode interceptions worthy of note were Aphelenchoides sp. in peanut seed

from Uruguay and in a tomato fruit from Mexico; Aphelenchus sp. in onion and garlic

from Mexico; Ditylenchus sp. from Germany in New England aster roots, from Den-
mark with lily-of-the-valley pips, and from the Netherlands in colchicum corms, iris

bulbs, and tigridia bulbs; Heterodera sp. in soil with undetermined plant from France;
and Pratylenchus sp. with lily-of-the-valley pips from Denmark.
A total of 571 incompletely determined pathogens were recorded during the year.

INTRODUCTION

This report, covering the thirty-seventh year for which interception lists have
been issued, summarizes the records of insect pests, plant pathogens, and certain
other organisms found in, on, or with plants and plant products (1) imported,
(2) offered for but refused entry, (3) held as ships' stores, etc., and hence not
offered for entry through customs, (4) offered for entry for immediate export or
for immediate transportation and exportation in bond, and (5) in domestic ship-
ments between Hawaii and Puerto Rico and the mainland.

In some cases collections made late in the year are included in the report for the
following year, since determination cannot be obtained immediately for all of
them. Occasionally determinations are delayed for longer periods. The data
for this list are obtained from routine reports by personnel of this Bureau, supple-
mented by information supplied by State and Customs officials. The States of
California and Florida maintain staffs of specialists who identify a large propor-
tion of the material collected at their ports. Specialists of the Bureau of Plant
Industry, Soils, and Agiicultural Engineering determine many of the difficult or
unusual pathogens collected at the ports.

All scientific names are reviewed by appropriate specialists in the Department
to assure conformance to the international rules of nomenclature.

Although every reasonable effort is made to give the correct origin for all col-

lections listed, the alleged origin of host plant materials cannot be verified in all

cases, and where there is reason to doubt the accuracy of the information, the
questionable items are either omitted or the origin is listed as unknown.
During the year importations of plant materials continued to arrive in consid-

erable numbers by both surface and air transportation, with the latter means of
plant movement continuing to grow in importance. Air passengers' baggage
has proved to be an especially frequent avenue of arrival for such serious pests
as fruit files and the golden nematode, which are now able to reach our shores
only a few hours after leaving other lands hundreds or even thousands of miles
away.

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Plant pests have been intercepted frequently on air-borne plant material in

mail, baggage, express, stores, and freight. During the year 3,702 interceptions
were made of insects on imported plant parts or as stowaways, and 390 intercep-
tions of plant diseases. Approximately one-fourth of the pathogens were not
determinable as to species, but from the evidence, appeared to exhibit little or no
risk to the country. A few of the specifically identified parasites are unknown in
the United States.

Among the more important insects found in air-borne material were : The citrus
blackfly ( Aleurocanthus woglumi) on Citrus sp. leaves in baggage from the Bahamas
and Nicaragua; the whitefly, Aleurothrixus myrtacei, on gardenia leaf in baggage
from Mexico; the Mexican fruit fly {Anastrepha ludens) in mango in baggage from

mail from Puerto Rico; Maravalia hyalospora on Acacia confusa in ca.rgo from
China; Melampsoridium belidinurn on birch in baggage from Finland; Phyllosticta
nigramaculans on orchid in baggage from the Philippines; Septoria examinans on
Ilex pumila in express from Switzerland; S. posekensis on Miltonia sp. (orchid) in

cargo from Colombia; Sphaceloma fawcettii var. scabiosa on lemon in quarters from
Australia and on lemon in baggage from New Zealand; Thecopsora areolata on
Prunus sp. in baggage from Finl?.nd; Uromyces scillarum on Muscari sp. in bag-
gage from England; and Xanthomonas citri on sour lime in baggage, quarters, and
stores from India.

plants in baggage from Ireland, and in soil with a maidenhair fern plant in bag-
gage from England; Pseudomonas savastanoi on an olive twig in baggage from Italy;
Puccinia arenariae on sweet-william in baggage from the Netherlands; P. chrys-
anihemi on chrysanthemum in cargo from Japan; Septoria chrysanthemi on
chrysanthemum in express from Japan and the Netherlands, and in cargo from
Japan and Mexico; S. citri on orange in stores from Australia; and S. perseae on
avocado in baggage from Guatemala.

Sesamia cretica (Phalaenidae) in corn in baggage from Italy; the coffee berry
borer {Stephanoderes hampei) in coffee beans in baggage and mail from Brazil,
in coffee beans in cargo from Angola and the Netherlands East Indies, and in
coffee beans in quarters from South America; the bulb scale mite {Tarsonemus
laticeps) in narcissus bulbs in mail from England and the Netherlands.

SNAILS

Salvaged military equipment continues to be contaminated with the giant
African snail {Achatina fulica). Nine shiploads were involved during the
year. Two of the contaminated cargoes arrived at New Orleans, La., from
Guam and Saipan, five at San Pedro, Calif., from Guam and Saipan, and one at
Baltimore, Md., from Saipan. In addition to these, one specimen was taken at
Honolulu, Hawaii on a Dendrobium orchid leaf from Palau Island.

Other interceptions of snails, not known to occur on the mainland of the United
States and injurious to agriculture, were Bradybaena similaris on plants of the
African daisy and on cuttings of geianium at New York, N. Y., from Bermuda,
on cut flowers of carnations and snapdragons at the National Airport, Arlington,
Va., from Bermuda, and with Phaseolus vulgaris at Philadelphia, Pa., from
Bermuda. Lamellaxis sp. was taken at San Diego, Calif., in soil around an
unknown plant from Algeria and also at Honolulu, Hawaii, in potting material
for a Cypripedium orchid from India.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

For the fourth year of the last five, India has contributed the greatest number
of interceptions (17) of citrus canker {Xanthomonas citri), all on sour limes.
China, in second place, contributed 10 canker importations on sweet oranges and
1 on Mandarin orange. From Japan came 8 importations of citrus canker on
various citrus species including grapefruit, lemon, Mandarin orange, and pummelo.
A second disease of importance to the citrus industry, the sweet orange fruit scab
{Elsinoe australis) was found 42 times each on lemons and oranges from Argentina
and Brazil, twice on Mandarin orange from Brazil, once each on grapefruit and
lime from Brazil, and 9 times on Citrus spp. from Argentina and Brazil. Can-
crosis "B", a disease similar to citrus canker, was intercepted 4 times on lemons
from Argentina.
The fungus, Aphanomyces raphani, was intercepted on radishes in baggage and

cargo from Mexico. From the same country came Cercospora oryzae intercepted
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on rice carried in baggage. A rust of considerable importance, Chrysomyxa rho-

dodendri, was brought into this country on 7 different occasions. Three inter-

ceptions were made in mail and baggage from Austria, while two each were made
in baggage from Switzerland and Germany. This disease is considered a possible
threat, not only to certain rhododendrons, but also to the alternate hosts which
are members of the genus Picea. Another rust of possible importance, Gymnospo-
rangnim haraeanum, was intercepted on flowering quince in baggage from Japan.
The alternate hosts of this rust are species of the genus Juni-perus. Also of
potential importance as a coniferous disease was Cercospora pini-densiflorae
arriving with a cargo of Pinus massoniana from China.

Other organisms of importance were a leaf spot, Cercospora handelii, on rhodo-
dendron from Belgium and the Netherlands; a fruit- and leaf-spotting fungus,
C. lythracearum, on pomegranate from Mexico and Puerto Rico; a smut,
Entyloma oryzae, on rice straw from Mexico; Helminthosporium oryzae, causing
brown spot of rice, from Cuba, Greece, and Mexico; a rust, Maravalia hyalospora,
on Acacia confusa from China; a rust, Melampsoridium hetulinum, on birch from
Finland; Mystrosporium adustum, known as the ink spot fungus, on netted iris

bulbs from the Netherlands; the citrus black spot (Phoma citricarpa) on various
species of Citrus from Ainerican Samoa, Australia, China, and Japan, on Mandarin
orange from Australia, China, and Japan, and on sweet orange from Australia,
Argentina, Brazil, China, Japan, the Philippines, Straits Settlements, Tasmania,
and the Union of South Africa; a smut, Urocystis colchici, on Colchicum sp. from the
Netherlands; a smut, C. gladiolicoJa, on gladiolus from the Netherlands; and a rust,

Uromyces holwayi, on Columbia lily from British Columbia. Certain sclerotial

forms of fungi were intercepted including Sclerotinia hulhorum on fritillary from
the Nethei'lands, S. minor on endive from Belgium, and Sclerotium cepivorum
on garlic from Italy.

Nematodes are becoming increasingly important as plant pests. This is the
second year that the golden nematode {Heterodera rostochiensis) has been inter-

cepted. The year's total of 82 interceptions came from soil with vegetables in
ships' stores and in soil with plant material imported for propagation. The
countries from which this very serious potato and tomato pest of Europe arrived
were Argentina, Denmark, England, France, Germany, Ireland, the Netherlands,
Northern Ireland, Poland, Scotland, Sweden, and Wales. Other nematodes of
possible concern reported during the year were: Aphelenchoides ribes (?) in soil

with lavender plant from England; A. subtenuis in orchid iris from the Nether-
lands and in paper-white narcissus from Italy; Ditylenchus dipsaci in summer-
hyacinth {Galtonia candicans) from the Netherlands; Heterodera avenae in soil

with fig cuttings from Italy; Aleloidogyne arenaria in begonia tuber from Belgium;
Tylenchus allii in garlic from Mexico and Spain; and T. filifonnis in soil with
Artemesia sp., Dianthus sp., and Sedum sp. from Italy.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Frequently inspectors find insects or pathogens affecting plant material in such
a stage or condition that complete and accurate determination is impracticable or
impossible. Some of these insects and pathogens are without doubt new to science

,

and may be destructive pests. The notes below are given to show the general
nature of such incompletely determined interceptions.

INSECTS

Among the incompletely determined insects intercepted were the following
fruit flies: Anastrepha sp., probably ludens, at Laredo, Tex., and San Antonio,
Tex., in mango in baggage from Mexico, at Brownsville, Tex., in avocado in bag-
gage from Mexico, and at Laredo, Tex., in pear in baggage from Mexico; Anas-
trepha sp., probably mombinpraeoptans, at Mobile, Ala., in mango in stores from
Haiti and in mango in quarters from Trinidad, at Houston, Tex., in mango in
baggage from the Canal Zone, and at New York, N. Y., in mango in baggage
from Puerto Rico; Anastrepha sp. at Miami, Fla., in Annona sp. in baggage from

There 'were 3,908 interceptions distributed among 778 genera, which could be
identified to genus only. A total of 219 could be determined to family or sub-
family only.

A total of 4,127 incompletely determined insects were intercepted during the
year.

DISEASES

Among incompletely determined plant disease fungi collected at the ports of
entry during the year were the following suspected pathogens: An Actinomycete
causing stem galls of rhododendron from England; Ascochyta sp. on Cordona
anomala leaf from China; Cercospora sp. on cactus from Mexico; Cercospora sp.
on fern from Guam; Cercospora sp. on palm leaf from Mexico; Coleosporium sp.
on Scotch pine.from Germany; Elsinoe sp. on rhododendron from the Netherlands;
leprosis on sweet orange from Brazil and on Citrus sp., probably sinensis, from
Mexico; Mycosphaerella sp. on Metasequoia glypiostrobioides needles from China;
Phomopsis sp. on mint from India; Phyllostida sp. on Metasequoia glyptostrobioides
needles from China; Pseudomonas sp. on endive from Belgium; Sclerotium sp.
on Crocus zonatus, Galanthus nivialis plenus, Lcucojum sp., Muscari sp., and
Narcissus sp. from the Netherlands, on garlic from the Madeira Islands, on
Galanthus sp. from Switzerland and Turkey, and on Narcissits sp. from France
and Italy; Septoria sp. on Anthurium sp. from Belgium and on lemon from Italy;

Uredo sp. on leek from England; Verticillium sp. on betel palm from Guam, on
begonia tuber from the Netherlands, and on pumpkin from Brazil.
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Nematode interceptions worthy of mention were: Aphelenchoides sp. (unde-
scribed) in corms of colchicum "Lilac Wonder" from the Netherlands; a very inter-
esting new genus and species of the family Aphelenchidae found with sour lime
from Mexico; Helicotylenchus sp. in soil with the following: Greenhouse plants from
England, herbaceous perennials from Germany, English ivy, primula, Prunus
sp., rose, and Virginia creeper from England; carnation and boxwood from France,
carnation cuttings from Italy; Pratijlenchus sp. (undescribed) in soil with Begonia
sp., Artemisia sp., Dianthus sp., Sedum sp. from Italy; and Tylencholaimus sp. in
gladiolus corms from France.
A total of 684 incompleteh^ determined pathogens were recorded during the

year.

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INTRODUCTION

This report, covering the thirty-eighth year for which interception lists have been
issued, summarizes the records of insect pests, plant pathogens, and certain other

organisms found in, on, or with plants and plant products (1) imported, (2) offered

for but refused entry, (3) held as ships' stores, etc. and hence not offered for entry
through customs, (4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exportation
in bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between Hawaii and Puerto Rico and the
mainland.

Because of the large number of collections involved, an effort has been made to

restrict this list to those insects and plant diseases of known or potential plant

quarantine importance. Intercepted plant pests that are known to be widely dis-

tributed throughout the United States are not included in the tabulation.

In some cases collections made late in the year are included in the report for the

following year, since determinations cannot be obtained immediately for all of

them. Occasionally deterrriinations are delayed for longer periods. The data for

this list are obtained from routine reports by personnel of this Bureau, supple-

mented by information supplied by State and Customs officials. The States_ of

California and Florida maintain staffs of speciahsts who identify a large proportion
of the material collected at their ports. Specialists of the Bureau of Plant Industry,

Soils, and Agricultural Engineering determine many of the difficult or unusual
pathogens collected?at the ports.

All scientific names are reviewed'by appropriate specialists in the Department to

assure conformance to the international rules of nomenclature.

While every reasonable effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections

listed, the alleged origin of host plant materials cannot be verified in all cases, and
where there is reason to doubt the accuracy of the information, the questionable
items are either omitted or the origin is listed as unknown.

During the year of this report importers have continued a lively interest in ob-

taining various seeds, plants, bulbs, fruits, and plant products from many parts of

the world. With such importations, which more and more frequently arrive by
air, come an increasing number of living plant pathogens and insect pests. Fruit

flies and the golden nematode continue to be among the primary pests for which
inspectors are constantly alerted.

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Plant pests have been intercepted frequently on air-borne plant material in bag-
gage, express, freight, mail, and stores. During the year 3,269 interceptions were
made of insects on imported plant parts or as stowaways, and 534 interceptions of

plant diseases. A little more than one-third of the pathogens were not determinable
as to species, but, from the evidence, appeared to exhibit little or no risk to the
country. A few of the specifically identified parasites are unknown in the United
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States but are known to cause important crop losses in the countries where they
occur. Some of the more injurious insects intercepted during the year arrived in,

on, or with fruits and plant material coming in by plane.

Among the more important insects found in air-borne material were: Adoxophyes
orana on cut flowers of lilac in cargo from the Netherlands (although this species is a
rather general feeder this is the first record on lilac for the National Museum col-

lection); the citrus blackfly (Aleurocanthus woglumi) on an orange leaf in baggage
from Mexico; the woolly whitefly {Aleurothrixus floccosus) on Citrus sp. leaf in

baggage.from the Bahamas and on lignumvitae in baggage from Jamaica; the Mexi-
can fruit fly {Anastrepha ludens) in guava in baggage from Nicaragua, in mango in

baggage from Mexico, in orange in baggage and stores from Mexico; the West
Indian fruit fly {A. mombinpraeoptans) in mango in baggage from Cuba, Dominican
Republic, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, Puerto Rico, and Salvador, in mango
in cargo from Panama and Salvador, in mango in mail from Puerto Rico, in mango
in quarters from Mexico, in Spondias sp. in baggage from Salvador, and in yellow
mombin in baggage from Guatemala, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, and Salvador,

Elsinoe australis on lemon and sweet orange in baggage from Brazil, on sweet orange
in stores from Argentina, and on sweet orange in baggage from an unknown origin;

E. phaseoli on lima bean in baggage from Puerto Rico; Gymnosporangium juniperi

and G. juniperinum on European mountain ash in baggage from Sweden; "Leprosis"
on orange in baggage from Bolivia; Mycosphaerella advena on Chamaedorea sp. (palm)
in cargo from Mexico; M. palmae on palm in cargo from Mexico; Phlyctaena ranun-
culacearum on tree peony in cargo from Japan; Phoma hortensiae on hydrangea in

baggage from the Azores; Phyllostida jmssiflorae on passion fruit in baggage from
Australia; Puccinia buxi on box in baggage from Yugoslavia; P. urbaniana on
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Stachytarpheta spp. in baggage from Puerto Rico; Septoria posekensis on Odonto-

glosiuim ciirosmum (orchid) in cargo from Mexico and on Cypripedium callosum

from Puerto Rico; two species of nematodes, Heterodera punctata in soil with vari-

ous plants intended for propagation from England, Germany, Sweden, and Switzer-

land, and the golden nematode {H. rostochiensis) in soil with strawberry, gooseberry,

carnation, lavender, chrysanthemum plants from England, in soil with raspberry

and currant plants from Sweden, in soil with rhododendron, heather, and shamrock
plants from Scotland, in soil with gloxinia plants from Norway and Luxembourg, in

soil with kale and shamrock plants from Ireland, in soil with narcissus bulbs and
dahlia roots from Ireland, in soil with Myrtus sp. plant from Germany, in soil with
clematis plants from Switzerland, and in soil with strawberry plants from Denmark.
All of this material was intended for propagation.

trypes dadyliperda (Scolytidae) in cliff date palm seed in mail from India and in

unidentified seed in baggage from Hawaii; the banana root borer (Cosmopolites

sordidus) in banana in cargo from Nicaragua; a curculionid, Cylas femoralis, in

sweetpotato in baggage from Liberia; Epicaerus cognatus in potato in baggage "and
stores from Mexico; Epinotia tessulatana (Olethreutidae) in Portuguese cypress in

baggage from Portugal; an olethreutid, Gymnandrosoma aurantianum, in an orange
in stores from Brazil; Laspeyresia Juliana (Olethreutidae) in chestnut in baggage
from Italy; a scolytid, Leperisinus fraxini, in Ulmus sp. (?) crate in cargo from
England; Lepidosaphes kuwacola (Coccidae) on tree peony in air express from Japan;
Lilioceris lilii (Chrysomelidae) in Madonna lily bulb and lily bulb in cargo from
France; Myrmica laevinodis (Formicidae), an important economic species, on shasta

daisy in air express from England; Naupadus xanthographus (CurcuHonidae) in

packing around melons in cargo from Chile; the pink bollworm (Pedinophora
gossypiella) in cotton bolls in baggage from the Bahamas, British West Africa,

Hawaii, Italy, and Mexico, in cotton boll in cargo from Mexico, in cottonseed in

baggage from Mexico, in cottonseed in baggage by air from Puerto Rico, in cotton-

seed in cargo from Brazil, Egypt, and India, and in cargo by air from Brazil, in

cottonseed in mail from Brazil, Egypt, and Korea, in cottonseed in quarters from
Mexico, in seed cotton in baggage, cargo, and quarters from Mexico, in seed cotton

in mail from an unknown origin, in okra in baggage by air from Puerto Rico and
Trinidad, in okra in mail from Egypt, and in okra in stores from Brazil and Egypt;

Oncidium splendidum, and Oncidium sp., all orchids, in cargo by air from Guate-
mala; Reticulitermes speratus (Rhinotermitidae) on tree peony in cargo from Japan;
Sesamia cretica (Phalaenidae) in broomcorn and corn in baggage from Italy and in

broomcorn in cargo from Greece and Italy; the coffee berry borer (Siephanoderes

hampei) in coffee beans in stores from Brazil; the bulb scale mite (Tarsonemus lati-

ceps) in narcissus bulbs in cargo from the Netherlands.

SNAILS

During the year eleven shiploads of returned military equipment were found to

be contaminated with the giant African snail (Achatina fuUca) . San Pedro, Calif.,

again made the largest number of interceptions of snails (6) on ships arriving from
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Guam, the Philippines, and Saipan while San Francisco, Calif., made 4 interceptions

and Portland, Oreg., made one, all on ships coming from Guam.
Another injurious snail, Deroceras reticulatum, distributed in some of our States,

was intercepted at New York, N. Y., with celery in stores from Bermuda, with cut
flowers of chrysanthemums in baggage from England, and with unidentified plant
material in baggage from Italy, at Galveston, Tex., with cabbage in stores from
Italy, and at Miami, Fla., with CaUleya sp., an orchid, in cargo by air from Vene-
zuela. Lamellaxis sp., a third injurious species, not known to occur on the mainland
of the United States, was taken at Honolulu, Hawaii with Renanthera sioriei, an
orchid, in cargo from the Philippines.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

Japan has contributed the greatest number of interceptions (25) of citrus canker
{Xanthomonas citri), 17 of which were on lemons, the remaining on sweet oranges
and one each on pummelo and grapefruit. China supplied nearly as many inter-

ceptions (20) on the same above hosts except lemon and one on Mandarin orange.
India dropped to third place this year, contributing fewer interceptions (15) than
previous years, most of them on sour lime with one each on lemon and calamodin
orange. Cancrosis "B" {Xanthomonas sp.), closely related to citrus canker, was
intercepted six times on lemons from Argentina. Brazil contributed more inter-

ceptions (84) of sweet orange fruit scab {Elsinoe australis) on orange, lemon, and
sour lime than Argentina (16) on the same hosts except sour lime. "Leprosis", a
comparatively new disease to the citrus industry possibly caused by a virus or insect

injury, has been intercepted once from Bolivia and once from Brazil. Quantities
of plants for propagation purposes were intercepted at the ports of entry. Chryso-
myxa rhododendri, a rust attacking both spruces and rhododendrons, was brought
to this country with cut rhododendron flowers four times from Austria, three times
from Switzerland, and once from an unknown source. It also came on one occasion
from England on the same host, intended for propagation. Japan contributed 4
interceptions of Chinese juniper infected by a leaf rust, Gymnosporangium harae-
anum. Flowering quince is the alternate host of this rust species. A stem disease,

Coniothyrium cytisallum, of Laburnum sp. and a leaf disease, C. hellebori, on Christ-
mas-rose came from the Netherlands. Two rust diseases, Gymnosporangium juni-
peri and G. juniperinum, were intercepted on European mountain ash from Norway
and Sweden. The alternate host as the species name implies in both cases is juniper.

A destructive leaf disease, Septoria azaleae, of rhododendron and azalea was brought
from Belgium and the Netherlands.

Other pathogens of importance were Botrytis gladiolorum on gladiolus and Tritonia
sp. in cargo from the Netherlands, on gladiolus in mail from Austria, on gladiolus in

cargo from Japan, and on gladiolus in baggage from Mexico and the Netherlands;
Cercospora handelli on rhododendron in cargo from the Netherlands; C. kaki on
persimmon in stores from Japan; a parasitic lichen, Mycena citricolor (formerly
Omphalia flavida) , on gardenia in baggage from Guatemala and on gardenia in cargo
from Mexico.

Nematodes have been important plant pests. The golden nematode, (Heterodera
rostochiensis) , causing serious concern for the third year, generally found in soil with
various plant material for propagation, was intercepted 80 times from the British Isles,

Europe, and the Scandinavian countries. This nematode was also found 57 times
in soil on bagging from Belgium, England, the Netherlands, and Scotland, 21 times
in soil with potatoes from Denmark, England, Germany, Ireland, Norway, Scotland,
and Spain, 9 times in soil with heather and potatoes from Scotland. Other nema-
todes of importance were Anguina tritici in wheat in mail from Syria and Turkey;
Aphelenchoides parieiinus in Convallaria sp. in cargo from Denmark; Aphelenchus
avenae in onion, potato, and soil with cactus plants, all in baggage from Mexico, and
in gladiolus in mail from the Netherlands; Ditylenchus dipsaci in onion in baggage
from Mexico and in Tigridia sp. in cargo from the Netherlands; D. iridis in iris in
cargo from the Netherlands; Heterodera avenae in soil with rutabagas in stores from
England and in soil with pine in baggage from the Isle of Man; H. cacti in soil with
cactus in baggage from France and Israel and in soil with Epiphyllum sp. and
Mammillaria sp. in mail from Mexico; H. punctata in soil with various host materials
from the British Isles, the Scandinavian Countries, and Europe; H. sc/iac/i<n in soil

with beets in stores and in soil with grapes and fig plants in baggage from Italy;
Meloidogyne arenaria in begonia tubers in cargo from Belgium and in roots of cle-

matis in cargo from the Netherlands.
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INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

In many instances complete determinations of insects and plant pathogens, in-

cluding nematodes, have been impossible due to their condition on arrival. Some
of these potential pests may be hitherto unknown and may be of economic impor-
tance. Furthermore, the increasing importance of nematodes in agriculture is

paralleled by an increasing number of interceptions by every method of transporta-
tion.

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INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the records of insect pests, plant pathogens,

and certain other organisms found in, on, or with plants and plant

products (1) imported, (2) offered for but refused entry, (3) held as

ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered for entry through customs,

(4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exportation in

bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between both Hawaii and Puerto
Rico and the mainland. It covers the thirty-ninth year for which
interception lists have been issued.

Because^of the large number of collections involved, an effort has
been made to restrict this list to those insects and plant diseases of

known or potential plant quarantine importance. Intercepted plant
pests that are known to be widely distributed throughout the United
States are not included unless they are of particular interest.

Some collections made late in the year are included in the report

for the following year, since determinations cannot be obtained
immediately for all of them. Occasionally determinations are delayed
for longer periods. The data for this list were obtained from routine

reports by personnel of this Bureau, supplemented by information
supplied by State and Customs officials. The States of California and
Florida maintain staffs of specialists who identify a large proportion
of the material collected at their ports. Specialists of the Bureau of

Plant Industry, Soils, and Agricultural Engineering determine many
of the difficult or unusual pathogens collected at the ports.

All scientific names are reviewed by appropriate specialists in the

Department to assure conformance to the international rules of

nomenclature.
Although every effort is made to give the correct origin for all

collections listed, the alleged origin of all host-plant materials cannot
be verified. Questionable items are therefore omitted or the origin is

listed as unknown.
From many parts of the world have come importations of various

seeds, fruits, bulbs, corms, rhizomes, plants, and plant products. An
increasing number of arrivals by air bring added plant pathogens and
pests, of which the golden nematode and the fruit flies continue to be
most important.
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INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Frequent interceptions of air-borne plant pests have been made in

baggage, express, freight, mail, and stores. During the year 2,436
interceptions were made of insects on imported plant parts or as

stowaways, and 329 interceptions of plant diseases. Slightly less than
one-third of the diseases were determined as to genus only, but from
the evidence offered little or no risk to the United States. Occasionally

pests unknown to this country but known to cause disease in the

country of origin were intercepted. Some of the most injurious

insects intercepted during the yesir arrived in, on, or with fruits and
plant material coming in by plane.

SNAILS

The giant African snail {Achatina fulica) was taken at San Francisco, and San

at San Pedro on scrap tires and a second-hand generator from Guam, and one
interception at Houston, Tex., on scrap metal from the South Pacific.

Bradybaena similaris, an injurious snail not established in the United States,

was intercepted at Honolulu, Hawaii, in a box with Vanda leis during prefiight

inspection of a cargo shipment to the mainland. Another injurious snail, Deroceras
reticulatum, known to be in some of our States was taken at New York, N. Y.,

with cabbage in cargo from the Netherlands; at Boston, Mass., with carnations
and calla lilies in baggage by air from the Azores; at Boston, Mass., with lettuce in

stores by air from Lebanon; and at Washington, D. C, with clumps of selloa

pampasgrass in mail from New Zealand.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

Japan again contributed the greatest number of interceptions (55) of citrus
canker {Xanthornonas citri), 32 of which were on oranges, 16 on lemons, 6 on
grapefruits, and 1 on sour lime. China contributed 16 interceptions, 13 of which
were on oranges, 2 on Mandarin oranges, and 1 on citrus peel. India contributed
1 each on lime, sour lime, pomelo, and grapefruit. From Formosa (?) and Ceylon
came 1 each on orange; Malaysia and the Philippines had 1 each on sour lime; and
Thailand had 2 on pummelo. Cancrosis "B" {Xanthornonas sp. (?)), another bac-
terial disease of citrus producing symptoms similar to citrus canker, was inter-
cepted 6 times on lemons and once on grapefruit from Argentina.

Chrysomyxa rhododendri, a spruce and rhododendron rust, was intercepted 5
times on Rhododendron ferrugineum from Switzerland and once from Hungary,
once each on R. hirsutum from England and Germany, and 4 times on Rhodo-
dendron sp. from Switzerland.
The sweet orange fruit scab (Elsinoe australis) was intercepted many times from

South America. Of these interceptions 76 were from Brazil, 57 from Argentina,
and 1 each from Uruguay and an unknown origin, probably South America, on
lemon. Mandarin orange, orange, sour lime, and sour orange.
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"Leprosis", a recently reported disease, was intercepted once on Mandarin
orange, 8 times on orange from Mexico, and once each on orange from Egypt,
Haiti, Panama, and an unknown origin.

of origin.

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INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the records of insect pests, plant pathogens,

and certain other organisms found in, on, or with plants and plant

products (1) imported, (2) offered for but refused entry, (3) held as

ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered for entry through customs,

(4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exportation in

bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between the American Virgin

Islands, Hawaii, and Puerto Rico and the mainland. It covers the

fortieth year for which interception lists have been issued

.

Comprising this list are insects and plant diseases of known or

potential plant quarantine importance with a few diseases of particular

interest added even though they are rather widely distributed in the

United States.

Some collections made late in the year are included in the report

for the following year, since determinations cannot be obtained im-
mediately for all of them. Occasionally determinations are delayed
for longer periods. The data for this list were obtained from routine

reports by personnel of the Plant Quarantine Branch supplemented
by information supplied by State and Customs officials. The States

of California and Florida maintain staffs of specialists who identify a

large proportion of the material collected at their ports. Specialists

of the Horticultural Crops Research Branch determine many of the

difficult or unusual pathogens collected at the ports.

All scientific names are reviewed by appropriate specialists in the

Department to assure conformance to the international rules of

nomenclature.
Although every effort is made to give the correct origin for all

collections listed, the alleged origin of all host-plant materials cannot
be verified. Questionable items are therefore omitted or the origin is

listed as unknown.
Since the great increase in air-cargo transportation, a proportionally

large number of importations of various plants, plant products, seeds,

fruits, rhizomes, corms, and bulbs have arrived rapidly from all parts

of the world. The oat nematode is now included with the golden
nematode and fruit flies in the category of the more important pests.

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INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Important plant pests unknown in the United States were inter-

cepted arriving from their native homes where they cause serious

damage to agriculture. Some of the most injurious insects, nematodes,
and plant diseases intercepted arrived in, on, or with air-borne fruits

and plant material. During the year 3,529 interceptions of insects

were made in baggage, express, freight, mail, and stores on imported
plant parts or as stowaways and 444 interceptions of plant diseases.

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NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

Japan continues to be the origin of the greatest number of interceptions (120)
of citrus canker {Xanthomonas cilri), 74 of which were on oranges, 19 on lemons,
10 on grapefruit, 6 on Mandarin oranges, 3 each on sour oranges and Citrus sp., 2
each on pummelo a^nd Citrus aurantium var., and 1 on sour lime. Eleven inter-
ceptions came from China, 3 on Mandarin oranges and 8 on oranges. India con-
tributed 4 interceptions, all on sour limes. Korror Island had 2 interceptions, 1

on lime and the other one on orange. Two interceptions en oranges arrived from
unknown origin. One came from Ceylon on sour lime, 1 on lemon from Truk
Islands, 1 on lemon peel from the Philippines, 1 on orange peel from Saipan, and
1 on lime from the Marianas.

"Cancrosis B" {Xanthomonas sp. (?)), another bacterial disease of citrus pro-
ducing symptoms similar to citrus canker, was intercepted 4 times on lemon in

stores from Argentina.
Chrysomyxa rhododendri, a spruce and rhododendron rust, was intercepted 13

times on Rhododendron ferrugiveum from Switzerland and once from Austria,
twice on Rhododendron sp. from Switzerland, and once on R. azaleodendron from
England.
The sweet orange fruit scab (Elsinoe australis) was intercepted 107 times. Of

these interceptions 42 were from Argentina, 57 from Brazil, 1 from Paraguay, and
7 from Uruguay, on lemon. Mandarin orange, orange, sour lime, and sour orange.

The golden nematode (Heterodera rostochiensis) was intercepted in soil asso-

Among these were used burlap bagging, yam roots, and unauthorized plants with
soil about their roots. It was also found in soil collected from railway cars used
to haul potatoes in Mexico, which represented the first evidence of its occurrence
in that country. It was taken 35 times from England, 25 times from Scotland,
9 times from Germany, 4 times from Denmark, 3 times from Mexico, twice each
from Ireland, the Netherlands, and Peru, and once each from Austria, France,
Luxembourg, and Wales.
The oat nematode {Heterodera avenae) which is causing considerable damage to

cereals and oats in Europe was intercepted in soil with various lots of unauthorized
plant material, with vegetables in ships' stores, in sand used as ballast, and in
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soil with bagging. Of these interceptions 8 were from England, 7 from Germany,
6 from Scotland, 4 each from France and Spain, 3 each from Italy and the Nether-
lands, 2 from Mexico, and one each from Belgium, Gibraltar (?), Ireland, Sweden,
Union of South Africa, Wales (?), and Yugoslavia.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

In certain instances a complete determination as to species of nema-
todes, insects, and fungi is impossible, either due to the condition of the

material on arrival, or because the pests belong to genera new to the

host or new to the country of origin. Some such pests may be of

economic importance and new or hitherto unknown to the United
States.

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INTRODUCTION

This report, covering the forty-first year for which interception

hsts have been issued, summarizes the records of insect pests, plant

pathogens, and certain other organisms found in, on, or Avith plant

products (1) imported, (2) offered for but refused entry, (3) held as

ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered for entry through customs,

(4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exportation in

bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between the American Virgin

Islands, Hawaii, and Puerto Rico and the mainland.
Comprising this list are insects and plant diseases of known or

potential plant quarantine significance to the United States. Many
diseases of particular interest are included even though they are

found of general or of limited distribution in the United States. The
latter pathogens are the interceptions which are either (1) new to the

countr}^ of origin, or (2) new to the host plant, or (3) are of such limited

distribution in the United States that they are worthy of mention.
Some collections made late in the year are included in the report

for the following year, since determinations cannot be obtained im-
mediately for all of them. Occasionally determinations are delayed
for longer periods. The data for this list were obtained from routine

reports by personnel of the Plant Quarantine Branch supplemented
by information supplied by State and Customs officials. The States

of California and Florida maintain staffs of specialists who identify a
large proportion of the material collected at their ports. Specialists

of the Field Crops Research Branch and the Horticultural Crops
Research Branch determine many of the pathogens collected at the
ports that are unusual or difficult to identify.

All scientific names are reviewed by appropriate specialists in the
Department to assure conformance to the international rules of

nomenclature.
Although every effort is made to give the correct origin for all

collections listed, the alleged origin of all host-plant materials cannot
be verified. Questionable items are therefore omitted or the origin

is listed as unknown.

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Since the great increase in air-cargo transportation, a proportionally
larger number of importations of various plants, plant products, seeds,

fruits, rhizomes, corms, and bulbs arrive rapidly from all parts of the
world. The golden nematode, oat nematode, and fruit flies are
included in the category of the more important pests taken from this

source.

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIR-BORNE MATERIAL

Increasingly frequent interceptions of important air-borne plant
pests, unknown to this country, were made during the year. Some of
the most injurious insects, nematodes, and plant diseases intercepted
arrived in, on, or with air-borne fruits and plant material. During
the year 3,145 interceptions of insects and 507 interceptions of plant
diseases were made in baggage, express, freight, maU, and stores on
imported plant parts.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

Japan continues to be the origin of the greatest number of interceptions (72)
of citrus canker (Xanthomonas citri), 35 of which were on oranges, 15 on grapefruit,
13 on lemons, 4 on sour oranges, 2 on Mandarin oranges, one each on sour lime,
Citrus sp. ("summer orange"), and Citrus ichangensis var. (yazu.). Seven
interceptions came from China, 4 on Mandarin orange and 3 on orange peel.

India furnished 5 interceptions, all on sour limes while the Philippines contributed
one on lemon and one on orange. One came from Formosa on pummelo, 1 from
Guam on lime, 1 from Java on sour lime, and 1 from Thailand on grapefruit.

"Cancrosis B" (Xanthomonas sp. (?)), another bacterial disease of citrus,

producing symptoms similar to citrus canker, was intercepted three times on
lemons from Argentina.
The sweet orange scab (Elsinoe australis) was intercepted 62 times. Of these

interceptions 38 were from Brazil on lemon, orange, sour lime, and sour orange;
21 from Argentina on lemon. Mandarin orange, and orange; 2 from Uruguay on
orange; and 1 from Paraguay on grapefruit.

Twenty-seven of these came from Germany, 26 from England, 16 from Scotland, 8
from Mexico, 5 from Peru, 3 from Ireland, 2 each from Argentina and Denmark,
and 1 each from Belgium, the Netherlands, Northern Ireland, Poland and an
unknown origin. Twelve of these interceptions were taken with soil on potatoes,

its normal host, Avhile others were taken with soil on bagging; soil with vegetables
in baggage, cargo, and mail; in soil with bulbs in baggage, cargo, and mail for

propagation; in plant material in baggage and mail for propagation; in soil with
plant material in ships' furnishings and quarters; and in soil on a used truck.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Frequently inspectors find insects, nematodes, or pathogens affecting

plant material in such a stage or condition that complete or accurate
determination is impracticable or impossible. Some of these pests

may be of economic importance, or new to the host or to the country of

origin, or hitherto unknown in the United States.

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INTRODUCTION

Interception lists have been issued for forty-one years. Beginning
with February 2, 1914, a "News Letter" was published at uiegular
intervals up until 1921 when it was issued on an annual basis which
has continued to the present time. This forty-second report is com-
posed of plant pests found in, on, or with plant products (1) imported,

(2) offered for but refused entry, (3) held as ships' stores, etc., and
hence not offered for entry through customs, (4) offered for entry for

immediate transportation and exportation in bond, and (5) in domestic
shipments between the American Virgin Islands, Hawaii, and Puerto
Rico and the mainland.
The pests listed include insects, snails, fungi, bacteria, nematodes,

and viruses causing diseased conditions of known or potential plant
quarantine significance to the L'nited States. Some conmion organ-
isms are included if they are (1) new to the country of origin, or (2)

new to the host plant, or (3) are of such limited distribution in the
United States that they are worthy of mention.
Some collections made late in the year are included in the report for

the following year, since determinations cannot be obtained imme-
diately for all of them. Occasionally determinations are delayed for

longer periods. The data for this list were obtained from identifica-

tions made by specialists of the Entomology Research Branch and
from routine reports by personnel of the Plant Quarantine Branch
supplemented by information supplied by State officials. The
States of California and Florida maintain staffs of specialists who
identify a large proportion of the material collected at then' ports.

Specialists of the Field Crops Research Branch and the Horticultm'al
Crops Research Branch determine many of the pathogens that are
unusual or difficult to identify. Specialists in the latter organization
also identify many of the host plants shown in the list.

The scientific names conform to the International Rules of Nomen-
clature.

The correct origin of host plants is verified insofar as it is possible.

Questionable cases are omitted or the origin is listed as unknown.

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INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIRBORNE MATERIAL

The rapid development of air transportation from all parts of the
world has resulted in a greater number of importations of plants and
plant products. Constant vigilance at the airports is necessary to

prevent the introduction of foreign pests.

Some important interceptions of airborne plant pests were made
during the year. A total of 3,150 insects and 482 diseases were found
in baggage, express, freight, mail, or stoi'es on imported plants or plant
products while other interceptions were made by preflight inspection

of anplanes leaving Hawaii and Puerto Rico for the mainland.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

The sweet orange scab (Elsinoe ausiralis) was intercepted 84 times; sixty-two
of these interceptions came from Brazil on sour orange, lemon, sweet orange,
satsuma orange, and sour lime; 18 from Argentina on lemon. Mandarin orange,
sweet orange, and sour lime; 1 from Paraguay on sweet orange; 3 from Uruguay on
sweet orange.

Citrus canker (Xanthomonas citri) was intercepted 104 times; 83 of these came
from Japan. 13 from China, 3 from India, 2 from New Guinea, and 1 each from
Indonesia, the Philippines, and an unknown origin. These interceptions were
made from the following hosts: Citrus sp. (leaf), Citrus sp. (peel), grapefruit,
lemon.

INTRODUCTION

This forty-third report of interceptions summarizes the records
of insect pests, plant pathogens, and certain other organisms found
in, on, or with plant products (1) imported, (2) offered for but
refused entry, (3) held as ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered

for entry through customs, (4) offered for entry for immediate
transportation and exportation in bond, and (5) in domestic ship-

ments between the American Virgin Islands, Hawaii, and Puerto
Rico and the mainland.

This report deals with insects and plant diseases of known or
potential plant quarantine significance to the United States. Some
common organism.s are included if they are (1) new to the coun-
try of origin, or (2) new to the host plant, or (3) are of such
limited distribution in the United States that they are worthy
of mention.
The data for this list which includes some for the previous year,

are largely obtained from identifications made by specialists of the
Entomology Research Division and Plant Quarantine Division,
supplemented by information supplied by State officials. Some,
however represent critical studies and determinations made by
specialists of the Crops Research Division who also identified many
of the host plants cited.

All scientific names are reviewed by specialists in the Depart-
ment to assure conformance to the International Rules of Nomen-
clature.

Every effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections
listed, questionable cases are omitted or the origin is listed as un-
known.



INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIRBORNE MATERIAL

The rapid growth of air transportation continues to increase
the danger of foreign plant pests being introduced by this means.
In addition to international air travel, commerce in plants and
plant products by air is developing steadily. The short time in

v^hich pests may now be brought from all parts of the world makes
conditions more favorable for their survival and necessitates con-
stant vigilance to apprehend them at ports of entry.

Pests were intercepted on plant material arriving by baggage,
express, freight, mail, and stores. During the year 3,367 inter-

ceptions were made of insects on imported plant parts or as stow-
aways, and 476 interceptions of plant diseases.

The apple maggot (Rhagoleiis pomonella) in apple in air baggage and baggage from

The papaya fruit fly ( Toxotrypana curvicauda) in papaya in stores from Costa Rica.

A coccinellid, Epilachna philippinensis, on clothing of a crew member on an air-

plane from Guam.
Frankliniella schuUzei (Thripidae) on carnation in air quarters from South America

and on chinkerichee in air cargo, cargo, and mail from the Union of South Africa.

A chrysomelid, Lilioceris lilii with lily bulbs in air baggage from Italy.

Olethreutes leucoireta (Olethreutidae) in grapefruit from the Union of South Africa; in

orange in stores from Mozambique and the Union of South Africa; and in navel orange
in air quarters from North Africa (?).

The durra stem borer {Sesamia cretica) in broomcorn in cargo from Italy.

Stephanoderes hampei (Scolytidae) in coffee berries in baggage and mail from Brazil;

and in coffee berries in mail from Ceylon.
Trogoderma granarium (Dermestidae) with used burlap bags in cargo from India; with

grain bags containing wheat bran, corn meal, and crushed oats from Australia ; in rice

in stores from Formosa and India; in split peas in stores from India; and in peanut
in stores from Formosa.

The giant African snail (Achatina fulica) was intercepted on cut flowers of torch
ginger during preflight inspection of baggage leaving Hawaii for the mainland.

Bradybaena similaris, an injurious snail not established in the United States, was
intercepted 119 times with cut flowers and plant material in baggage, cargo, and mail
leaving Hawaii for the mainland. It was also intercepted with pineapple in baggage
from Brazil and cut flowers of Lilium sp. in baggage from Bermuda.

Lamellaxis gracilis, injurious in greenhouses and not established in the United
States, was found on a philodendron plant during mail inspection of material leaving
Hawaii for the mainland.

Other snails of economic importance but of limited distribution in the United States
worthy of mention are: Deroceras reticulaiuvi, Limax Havus, L. marginatus, Milax
gagates, Oxychilus allarius, Theba pisana, and Zonitoides orboreus.

NOTES ON DISEASES INTERCEPTED

The sweet orange scab was intercepted 74 times; 16 of these interceptions came from
Argentina on lemon, Mandarin orange, and orange; 57 from Brazil on grapefruit, lemon,
Maridarin orange, orange, and sour lime; and one from an unknown origin on orange.

Citrus canker { Xanthomonas citri) was intercepted 137 times; 96 of these came frorn



Japan, 33 from China, 3 from Thailand, 2 from the Philippines, and one each from
Ceylon, India, and the Straits Settlements. These interceptions were made from the
following hosts: Citrus grandis, C. ichangensis var., C. x ichandarin, C. sinensis junos,
grapefruit, lemon. Mandarin orange, sour lime, sour orange, and sweet orange.

Cancrosis B. {Xanthomonas sp.), another bacterial disease of citrus, producing symp-
toms similar to citrus canker, was intercepted twice on lemon from Brazil and once on
grapefruit from Brazil (?).

NEMATODES

The oat nematode (Heterodera avenae) was intercepted 32 times from the following

countries: Austria, Brazil, Denmark, England, Germany, Greece, Israel, Italy, Spain,

and Tunisia. These interceptions were taken in soil with dried seed beans, soil with
bulbs, soil with plant material, soil with snails, soil with vegetables, soil with automo-
biles, and with soil scooped up by a jet plane which crashed in England.
The golden nematode {Heterodera rosiochiensis) was intercepted 25 times from the

following countries: Argentina, England, Germany, Ireland, Mexico, Peru, and
Scotland. These interceptions were taken in soil with bulbs, with plant material, and
with vegetables.

Rotylenchus bradys, not known to be established in the United States, was intercepted

in yam in baggage from Trinidad.
Some other nematodes of possible concern were several species of the genus Melo-

idogyne intercepted from Brazil, Canada, Greece, Guatemala, Hawaii, Israel, Italy,

Japan, Mexico, Netherlands, Syria, and Trinidad with various plant materials and
with vegetables.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Frequently insects or pathogens affecting plant material are
found in such stage or conditions that an accurate determination
is impossible or impracticable. Some of these pests may be of

economic importance.

INTRODUCTION

This forty-fourth report of interceptions summarizes the records of

insect pests, plant pathogens, and certain other organisms found in, on,

or with plant products (1) imported, (2) offered for but refused entry,

(3) held as ships' stores, etc., and hence not offered for entry through
customs, (4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exporta-

tion in bond, and (5) in domestic shipments between the American Virgin

Islands, Hawaii, and Puerto Rico and the mainland.
This report is largely a compilation of insects and plant diseases of

kno\\Ti or potential plant quarantine significance to the United States.

Some common organisms are included if they are (1) new to the country
of origin, or (2) new to the host plant, or (3) are of such limited distribu-

tion in the United States that they are worthy of mention.
The data for this list, which includes some for the previous year, are

largely obtained from identifications made by specialists of the Ento-
mology Research Division and Plant Quarantine Division, supplemented
by information supplied by State officials. Some, however, represent

critical studies and determinations made by specialists of the Crops
Research Division who also identified many of the host plants cited.

All scientific names are reviewed by specialists in the Department to

assure conformance to the International Rules of Nomenclature.
Every effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections listed,

questionable cases are omitted or the origin is listed as unknown.

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIRBORNE MATERIAL

The rapid growth of air transportation continues to increase the danger
of foreign plant pests being introduced by this means. In addition to
international air travel, commerce in plants and plant products by air

is developing steadily. The speed with which pests may now be brought
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from all parts of the world makes conditions more favorable for their

survival and necessitates constant vigilance to apprehend them at ports
of entry.

Pests were intercepted on plant material arriving by airborne baggage,
express, freight, mail, and stores. Dining the year 3,024 interceptions
were made of insects on imported plant parts or as stowaways, and 559
interceptions of plant diseases.

SNAILS

Bradybaena similaris, an injurious snail not established in the United States, was
intercepted 115 times with plant material in baggage, cargo, and mail leaving Hawaii
for the mainland and once with lily bulbs in baggage from Bermuda.

Lamellaxis gracilis, injurious in greenhouses and not established in the United
States, was found with roots of Cattleya sp. in preflight inspection of mail leaving Ha-
waii for the mainland.
Porphyrobapha iosioma, not injurious under normal conditions and not established

in the United States, was taken with bananas in cargo from Ecuador and Honduras.
Theba pisana, an injurious snail not known to be established in the United States,

was intercepted with beets in stores from Belgium, on a conex box in air cargo from
Morocco, with dunnage in quarters from Morocco, with military cargo from Morocco
and Tripoli, and with Swiss chard in stores from Venezuela.
Other snails of economic importance but of limited distribution in the United States

The sweet orange scab (Elsinoe australis) was intercepted 59 times; 18 of these in-

INTRODUCTION

This report, covering the 45th year for which interception hsts have
been issued, summarizes the records of insect pests, plant pathogens,

and certain other organisms found in, on, or with plant products (1)

imported; (2) offered for but refused entry; (3) held as ships' stores,

etc., and hence not offered for entry through customs; (4) offered for

entry for immediate transportation and exportation in bond; and (5)

in domestic shipments between the American Virgin Islands, Hawaii,

and Puerto Rico and the mainland.
The pests listed include insects, snails, fungi, bacteria, nematodes,

and viruses causing injury of known or potential plant quarantine
significance to the United States. Some common organisms are

included if they are (1) new to the country of origin, (2) new to the

host plant, or (3) of such limited distribution in the United States that

they are worthy of mention,
I'he data for this list, which includes some for the previous year,

are largely obtained from identifications made by speciaUsts of the

Entomology Research Division and Plant Quarantine Division,

supplemented by information supplied by State officials. Some,
however, represent critical studies and determinations made by
specialists of the Crops Research Division who also identified many
of the host plants cited.

All scientific names are reviewed by specialists in the Department
to assure conformance to the International Rules of Nomenclature.
Every effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections

Usted; questionable cases are omitted or the origin is Hsted as unknown.

INTERCEPTIONS FROM AIRBORNE MATERIAL

Air importations from many parts of the world continue to bring

an increasing number of viable plant pathogens, living insects, and
other pests, which require constant vigilance to apprehend them at

the ports of entry.

During the year, 5,502 pest interceptions were made from plant

material arriving in baggage, express, freight, mail, and stores. Of
the total, 4,898 were insects carried on plant parts or as stowaways,
and 604 were plant diseases.

The giant African snail {Achatina fulica) was intercepted twice with military

cargo from Morocco.
Porphyrobaphe iostoma, not in the United States and not injurious under normal

conditions, was intercepted six times with bananas in cargo from Ecuador.
Theba pisana, an injurious snail not known to be established in the United

States, was intercepted 33 times; 28 of these came in military cargo in aircargo

and cargo from Morocco; once in military cargo in aircargo from Libya; once in

general cargo from the Mediterranean region; once each on conex boxes in cargo
from Morocco and Spain; and once on parsley in stores from Spain.

The sweet orange scab (Elsinoe australis) was intercepted 51 times; 8 of these
interceptions came from Argentina on lemon and orange; 39 from Brazil on
grapefruit, lemon, Mandarin orange, and orange; and 4 were of unknown origin

on lemon, orange, and sour lime.

Citrus canker (Xanthomonas ciiri) was intercepted 79 times; 68 of these came
from Japan, 3 each from Hong Kong and India, 2 from China, and 1 each from
the Federation of Malaya, Pakistan, and Singapore. These interceptions were
made from the following hosts: Citrus sp., grapefruit, lemon, lime, Mandarin
orange, orange, pummelo, sour lime, and sour orange.

Cancrosis B {Xanthomonas sp.), another bacterial disease of citrus, producing
symptoms similar to citrus canker, was intercepted four times from Argentina
on lemon and grapefruit.
The black spot of citrus (Phoma citricarpa) was intercepted 165 times; 45 of

these came from Hong Kong, 33 from the Union of South Africa, 25 from Japan,
21 from China, 16 from Australia, 14 of unknown origin, 2 each from the Federa-

(country (?)), Brazil, and Thailand. These interceptions were made on the
following hosts: Citrus sp., grapefruit, lemon, Mandarin orange, orange, Satsuma
orange, sour lime, and sour orange.

Ornithogalum saundersiae, potatoes, primrose plant, spruce seedlings, and unknown
plants.

INTRODUCTION

This 46th report of interceptions summarizes the records of insect

pests, plant pathogens, and certain other harmful organisms found in,

on, or with plants, plant products, baggage, and means of conveyance

(1) imported into or entering the United States or its possessions, (2)

offered for entry but refused, (3) held in stores or quarters of planes or

ships, (4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exportation

in bond, or (5) in domestic shipments to the mainland from the State of

Hawaii and the offshore possessions, including the American Virgin

Islands, Guam, and Puerto Rico.

The pests listed include insects, snails, fungi, bacteria, nematodes, and
viruses causing injury of known or potential plant quarantine significance

to the United States. Some common organisms are included if they are

new to the country of origin or the host plant, or are of such limited

distribution in the United States that they are worthy of mention.
The data for this hst include identifications received during the fiscal

year 1959 and represent some interceptions made during previous years.

Determinations are largely made by specialists of the Entomology Re-
search Division and Plant Quarantine Division, although a certain

amount of this work is done by collaborating State officials. Snail identi-

fications are made by taxonomists in the Division of Mollusks, U.S.
National Museum. Some critical studies and identifications are made by
specialists of the Crops Research Division, who also identify many of the

host plants.

All scientific names are reviewed by specialists of the Crops Research
Division to assure conformance to the International Rules of Nomen-
clature. However, in the disease tabulation the name of the stage found
is usually listed rather than the perfect stage of the organism. Family
names are listed with the insects in the tabulation; orders are given in

the host list. The classes of the diseases are shown in the disease host list.

Every effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections listed.

Occasionally, however, it is difficult to trace the true origin of stores in

planes and ships. Questionable cases are omitted, listed with a question
mark, or shown as unknown.

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AIRBORNE MATERIAL

The interceptions from airborne material totaled 8,033, about one-

third of the interceptions for the year. There were 6,986 insects and
snails, and 1,047 diseases and nematodes. This is an increase of 2,531

over last year, when the total was 5,502. Many important pests are in-

cluded in this number. From airborne material there were 30 interceptions

of the European cherry fruit fly, 50 of the Mediterranean fruit fly, 19 of

the Mediterranean land snail, 12 of the Mexican fruit fly, 28 of the olive

fruit fly, 14 of the oriental fruit fly, 6 of the pink bollworm, 72 of the

West Indian fruit fly, 90 of the black spot of citrus, 17 of citrus canker,

5 of sweet orange scab, and 15 of the golden nematode. A possible high

survival rate of pests arriving by air necessitates constant vigilance on
the part of Plant Quarantine inspectors.

NOTES ON PESTS INTERCEPTED

The total number of interceptions made during the fiscal year 1959
was 25,296, as compared with 18,198 the previous year. Of these, 8,850
were considered of enough importance to be listed, as compared with

7,946 last year. This increase is in part accounted for by expanding
commerce and travel. The opening of the St. Lawrence Seaway to ocean-

going vessels has materially increased the number of ship arrivals and
interceptions at Great Lakes ports.

The sweet orange scab {Elsinoe australis) was intercepted 97 times; 57 came irom
Brazil on lemon. Mandarin orange, orange, and sweet lime; 38 from Argentina on
lemon, Mandarin orange, and orange; and 1 each from Paraguay and an unknown
origin on Mandarin orange.

Citrus canker {Xanthomonas citri) was intercepted 83 times; 68 came from Japan,
5 from China, 3 each from Hong Kong and India, 2 from Cejdon, and 1 each from the
Philippines and an unknown origin. These interceptions were taken from the following

hosts: Citrus sp., grapefruit, lemon, Hme, Mandarin orange, orange, sour lime, and
sour orange.

Cancrosis B (Xanthomonas sp.) was intercepted 11 times; 8 came from Argentina
on lemon, 2 from Brazil on lemon, and 1 from Uruguay on lime.

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INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS
Specilic determinations are sometimes impossible or impracticable due

to the stage or condition of the insects or pathogens, or the fact that they
are undescribed. Many of these pests may be of economic importance,

hitherto mireported from the United States, miknown for the host plant,

or unreported from the country of origin. As a matter of record they are

included in this separate list, but not in the table. During the fiscal year
1959 there were 2,603 insects and 852 diseases and nematodes, or a total of

3,455 incompletely determined interceptions which are considered to be
potential pests.

INTRODUCTION
This 47th report of interceptions summarizes the records of plant

pests found in, on, or with plants, plant products, baggage, and means
of conveyance (1) imported into or entering the United States or
its possessions, (2) offered for entry but refused, (3) held in quarters
or stores of planes or ships, (4) offered for entry for immediate trans-

portation and exportation in bond, (5) in domestic shipments to the
mainland from the States of Alaska and Hawaii, and the offshore

possessions, including the American Virgin Islands, Guam, and Puerto
Rico, or (6) in preclearance inspection at Nassau in the Bahamas.
The pests listed include insects, snails, fungi, bacteria, nematodes,

and viruses of known or potential plant quarantine significance

to the United States. Some common organisms are included if

they are new to the country of origin or the host plant, or are of

such limited distribution in the United States that they are worthy
of mention.
The data for this list include identifications received during the

fiscal year 1960 and represent some interceptions made during pre-

vious years. Determinations are largely made by specialists of the
Entomology Research Division and the Plant Quarantine Division,
although a certain amount of this work is done by collaborating
State officials. Snail identifications are made by taxonomists in the
Division of Mollusks, U.S. National Museum. Some critical studies
and identifications are made by specialists of the Crops Research
Division, who also identify many of the host plants.

All scientific names of insects, diseases, and hosts are reviewed by
specialists of the Department to assure conformance to the Inter-
national Rules of Nomenclature. However, in the disease tabulation
the name of the stage found is usually listed rather than the perfect
stage of the organism. Family names are listed v/ith the insects
in the tabulation; orders are shown in the host list. Classes of the
diseases are given in the disease host list.

Every effort is made to give the correct origin for all collections

listed. Occasionally, however, it is difficult to trace the true origin

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of stores in planes and ships. Questionable cases are omitted, listed

with a question mark, or shown as unknown.

NOTES ON PESTS INTERCEPTED

The total number of interceptions during the fiscal year 1960 was
30,230, as compared with 25,296 the previous year. This does not
include common pests which are widespread in this country and
are no longer recorded. Of the total number, 8,022 interceptions

were considered of enough importance to be listed. This year we
have omitted many injurious insects and diseases which are established

in the United States and some fungi previously listed which are not
parasitic.

AIRBORNE MATERIAL

The interceptions from airborne material totaled 10,719; last

year there were 8,033. Insect and snail interceptions numbered
9,812; disease and nematode interceptions, 907. There were 364
interceptions of significant insects found as stowaways in anplanes.
Among the important pests arriving by air were 19 interceptions of

the European cherry fruit fly, 117 of the Mediterranean fruit fly,

20 of the Mediterranean land snail, 11 of the Mexican fruit fly, 37 of

the olive fruit fly, 4 of the oriental fruit fly, 7 of the pink bollworm,
84 of the West Indian fruit fly, 38 of the black spot of citrus, 79 of

citrus canker, and 46 of the sweet orange scab. Increasing air travel

and the high survival rate of pests arriving by air require special

attention to inspection of airborne material.

FRUIT FLIES

A total of 574 fruit fiy interceptions were identified to species as follows:

Anastrepha ludens, the Mexican fruit fiy (170 times), 166 from Mexico, 3 from
Guatemala, and once from an unknown origin. The hosts were apple, grape-
fruit, mamey sapote, mango, peach, pear, pomegranate, quince, sour lime, sweet
lime, sweet orange, and white sapote.

Ceratitis capitata, the Mediterranean fruit fly (17.3 times), an adult on a salon

window of a ship arriving at Tampa, Fla., in apple, apricot, Arabian coffee berries,,

baggage (with chestnuts), Coffca sp. berries, crabapple, fig, grape, grapefruit,,

guava, lemon, loquat. Mandarin orange, peach, pear, persimmon, Phaleria
papuana, jjitanga, plum, pomegranate, pricklypear, quince, sweet orange, and
unidentified fruit. Countries of origin were: Algeria, Argentina, Azores, Brazil,.

Cyprus, Europe (country(?)), Gretce, Hawaii, Hungary, Indonesia, Israel,

Trogoderma granarium (Dermestidae), the khapra beetle (131 times), is becom-

ing increasingly important as a quarantine problem. It was found mostly in
ships' stores, in quarters, or with cargo, but once with guar gum in mail. The
hosts were barley, bean, cumin seed, mung bean, myrobalan nut, peanut, pepper,
pigeonpea, popp3-seed, rice, soybean, and miscellaneous dry stores (including
chickpea, coffee, flour, macaroni, mixed grain, pea, spaghetti, sugar, tapioca, etc.),

frequently from infestations in storerooms. It was found with automobiles, old
bagging, bales of rubber, debris, goat skins, guar gum, gum arable, Karaya gum,
seedlac, steel and tuna fish cartons, usually associated with used burlap or other
wrappings or infesting cargo holds of ships. Infested materials were from the
following countries: Asia (country (?)), Burma, Cejdon, China, England, Europe
(country (?)), Formosa, Germany, Hong Kong, India, Indonesia, Iran, Japan,
Kuwait, Lebanon, Netherlands, Nigeria, Pakistan, Portugal, Singapore, Sudan,
Union of South Africa, United Arab Republic, and an unknown origin.

SNAILS

Snails are causing increasing concern as more species are being recognized as
potential pests and greater numbers are being found with plant material and on
cargo.

Bradybaena similaris was intercepted 26 times on various cut flowers, foliage,
and in soil with plants; 18 from Hawaii, 3 from Bermuda, 2 each from Brazil and
Cuba, and 1 from Mexico.

Cochlicella barbara (29 times) on lemon in stores from Algeria; on military cargo
from France, Italy, Morocco, and Spain; on mixed seeds in air baggage from Italy;
and on new automobiles from France.

Cochlicella ventrosa (9 times) on geranium plants in air baggage from the Azores;
lemon in stores from Algeria; lettuce in air stores from Portugal; military cargo
from Bermuda, Italy, and Morocco; mint in air baggage from Bermuda; and
Roman camomile in cargo from Italy.

Fourteen species of the genus Helicella were intercepted a total of 39 times on
bell pepper, blackberry plants, cabbage, cut flowers, household goods, military
cargo, nev/ automobiles, parsley, and soil with various plants from the following
countries: France, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Libya, Morocco, Portugal, Spain, and
Turkey.
Monacha carthusiana with military cargo and rose petals in aircargo from France.
Opeas pumila with orchid plants in aircargo from British Honduras.
Opeas pyrgida with iris in air quarters from Japan and in soil with plants in

baggage from Bermuda.
Porphyrobaphe iostoma (23 times) on bananas in cargo from Ecuador and Hon-

duras.
Rumina decollata with orchids in cargo from Mexico.
SolarGpsis monile (10 times) on bananas in cargo from Costa Rica and Ecuador.
Subulina octona (9 times) on orchids in aircargo from Jamaica and in baggage

and cargo from Mexico; and in soil with assorted plants in air baggage from
Brazil, Ecuador, Panama, and Venezuela.

Theba pisona, the Mediterranean land snail, was intercepted 75 times; 37 from
Morocco on begonia cuttings in air baggage and on military cargo; 14 from France
on cut flowers in aircargo and on automobile, motor canisters, and military cargo

in air baggage, on Roman camomile in cargo, and on military cargo; 7 from
Spain with bell pepper in stores, on automobile in cargo, on military cargo, and on
walls of hold of ship; 1 from Greece as food in baggage; and 1 from an unknown
origin on dried herbs in air baggage.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Specific determinations are sometimes not possible, due to the
stage or condition of the insects or pathogens when intercepted or
the fact that they are undescribed. Many of these pests may be of
economic importance, unreported from the United States or the coun-
try of origin, or unknown on the host plant. As a matter of record
the significant ones are included in this separate list, but not in the
table. This year there were 2,897 insects, 600 diseases, and 229
nematodes, or a total of 3,276 incompletely determined interceptions
considered to be important.

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INTRODUCTION

This report covers the 48th year for which hsts of interceptions have
been published. It summarizes records of plant pests found in, on, or

with plants, plant products, baggage, cargo, mail, and means of con-

veyance (1) imported into or entering the United States or its possessions,

(2) offered for entry but refused, (3) held in quarters or stores of planes

or ships, (4) offered for entry for immediate transportation and exporta-

tion in bond, (5) in domestic shipments to the mainland from the States

of Alaska and Hawaii, the American Virgin Islands, Guam, Puerto Rico,

and other offshore possessions, or (6) in preclearance inspection in the
Bahamas and Bermuda.
The pests listed include insects, snails, bacteria, fungi, nematodes,

and viruses of known or potential plant quarantine significance to the
United States. Some common organisms are included if they are new to

the country of origin or the host plant, or are of such limited distribution

in the United States that they are worthy of mention.
The data for this list include identifications received from the spe-

cialists during the fiscal year 1961 and represent some interceptions made
during previous years. Determinations are largely made by specialists

of the Entomology Research Division and the Plant Quarantine Division,

although a certain amount of this work is done by collaborating State
officials. Snail identifications are made by taxonomists in the Division
of Mollusks, U.S. National Museum. Some critical studies and identifi-

cations are made by specialists of the Crops Research Division, who also

identify many of the host plants.

Scientific names of the insects are reviewed by the specialists who
identify them and also by Mr. Paul X. Peltier, entomologist, who assists

in the compilation. Mrs. Alice J. Watson, mycologist, assists with the
disease list. Host names are reviewed by Dr. Bernice G. Schubert of the
New Crops Research Branch. Every effort is made to conform to the
International Rules of Nomenclature. However, in the disease tabula-
tion the name of the stage found is usually listed rather than the perfect

stage. Family names are listed with the insects in the tabulation;

orders are shown in the host list. Classes of the diseases are given in the
disease host list.
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It is often difficult to trace the true origin of stores in planes and ships.

Questionable cases are omitted, listed with a question mark, or shown as

unknown. Pests of a serious nature reported for the first time from a
country are usually listed as from an unknown origin or omitted until

confirmation of the presence of the pest is given by the country concerned.

NOTES ON PESTS INTERCEPTED

The total number of interceptions for the fiscal year 1961 was 25,575,

as compared with 30,230 the previous year. This does not include

common pests which are widespread in this country and are no longer

recorded. Of the total, 8,808 were considered of enough importance to

be listed. The decrease in the number of interceptions may be due in

part to the increased efforts of the Plant Quarantine Division to educate
the public through the use of movies ("The Hidden Menace" and "Don't
Bring Your Enemy Home") and various leaflets distributed to air and
ship lines.

AIRBORNE MATERIAL

Interceptions of pests arriving by air totaled 8,722, of which 7,968 were
insects or snails and 754 diseases or nematodes. There were 199 inter-

ceptions of significant insects found as stowaways on airplanes. Among
the important airborne pests were 69 interceptions of the European cherry
fruit fly, 3 of khapra beetle, 109 of the Mediterranean fruit fly, 28 of a
chafer, Melolontha melolontha, 7 of the Mexican fruit fly, 30 of the olive

fruit fly, 4 of the oriental fruit fly, 15 of the pink boUworm, 72 of the

West Indian fruit fly, 153 of the black spot of citrus, 18 of citrus canker,

55 of the sweet orange scab, and 5 of the golden nematode.

FRUIT FLIES

A total of 685 fruit fly interceptions were identified to species as follows:

Anastrepha ludens, the Mexican fruit fiy, was intercepted 151 times, 149 from
Mexico and 2 from Guatemala. The hosts were cherimoya, grapefruit, mango,
pomegranate, quince, sour orange, sweet lime, and sweet orange.

Anastrepha mombinpraeoptans, the West Indian fruit fly (142 times), in mamey
sapote, mango, purple mombin, tropical almond, and yellow mombin from the Ameri-
can Virgin Islands, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Dominican Republic, El Salvador,
Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Puerto Rico,
Trinidad, and the West Indies (island(?)).

Anastrepha serpentina (4 times) in mamey sapote in air baggage from Mexico and
Nicaragua, in star-apple in air baggage from Nicaragua, and in Tempisque jungleplum
in baggage from Mexico.

Anastrepha suspensa (twice) on airplane window from Puerto Rico (?) and in guava
in air baggage from Puerto Rico.

Ceratitis capitata, the Mediterranean fruit fly (195 times), an adult female in an
airplane from Hawaii, and larvae in apple, apricot, Arabian coffee berry, cherry,

Coffea sp. berry, fig, grape, grapefruit, guava, jujube, lemon, loquat, Mandarin orange,
mango, pawpaw, peach, pear, pomegranate, pricklypear, quince, soda-apple night-
shade fruit, sweet orange, and tropical almond. The countries of origin were: Argen-
tina, Azores, Brazil, Costa Rica, Cyprus, Greece, Hawaii, Iran, Israel, Italy, Lebanon,
Peru, Portugal, Republic of South Africa, Spain, Turkey, United Arab Republic, and
an unknown origin.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

Sometimes it is not possible to complete a determination as to species,

due to the stage or condition of the insect or pathogen when intercepted
or the fact that it is undescribed. Many of these pests are (1) of po-
tential economic importance, (2) unreported from the country of origin

or the United States, or (3) new to the host plant. Some of the signifi-

cant ones are included in this writeup, but not in the table. This year
there Were 2,765 insects, 525 diseases, and 195 nematodes, or a total of

3,485 incompletely determined interceptions considered important enough
to record.

Anastrepha sp., (127 times) in Annona sp., apple, baggage, cherimoya, custard-apple
grapefruit, guava, mamey, mango, Matisia cordata, palm fruit, pear, pepper, purple
mombin, quince, sapodilla, sapote, star-apple, sweet orange, tropical almond, un-
identified fruit, and yellow mombin. Countries of origin were Argentina, Barbados,
Brazil, British Honduras, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador,
El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Peru,
Puerto Rico, Trinidad, an unknown origin, and Venezuela.

INTRODUCTION

This 49th interception list summarizes records of plant pests found

in, on, or with plants, plant products, baggage, cargo, mail, and means
of conveyance (1) imported into or entering the United States or its

possessions, (2) offered for entry but refused, (3) in quarters and stores

of planes and ships, (4) offered for entry for immediate transportation

and exportation in bond, (5) in domestic shipments to the mainland

from the States of Alaska and Hawaii, the American Virgin Islands,

the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, and other offshore posses-

sions, or (6) in preclearance inspection in the Bahamas and Bermuda.
The pests listed include insects, mites, snails, bacteria, fungi, nema-

todes, and vkuses of known or potential plant quarantine significance

to the United States. Some common organisms are included if they

are new to the country of origin or the host plant or are of limited

distribution in this country.

The data for this list include identifications received during the

fiscal year 1962 and represent some interceptions made during pre-

vious years, since occasionally determinations are delayed because of

heavy work loads or lack of specialists for certain types of organisms.

Most identifications are made by specialists of the Entomology Re-
search Division, the Plant Quarantine Division (both of the U.S.

Department of Agricultm-e) , and the U.S. National Musernn, although

collaborating State officials identify many pests intercepted in Cali-

fornia. Snail identifications are made by taxonomists in the Division

of MoUusks of the U.S. National Museum. Some critical studies and
determinations are made by specialists of the Crops Research Division.

Many host plants are identified by workers in the Department of

Botany of the Smithsonian Institution.

Scientific names of insects and diseases are reviewed by specialists

of the Plant Quarantine Division, who also assist in preparing the list.

Nematode names are checked in Nematology Investigations and host

names are reviewed in the New Crops Research Branch. Every
effort is made to conform to the International Rules of Nomenclature.
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However, in the disease tabulation the name of the stage found is

often Hsted rather than the perfect stage. Family names are listed

with the insects in the tabulation and orders are shown in the host list.

Classes of the diseases are given in the disease host list.

Pests determined only to family are not usually recorded unless they
are fruit flies, new species, or of some special significance. Snails not
identified to species are not recorded.

NOTES ON PESTS INTERCEPTED

The total number of interceptions for the fiscal year 1962 was
33,033, as compared with 25,575 the previous year. This does not
include certain common pests which are widespread in this country
and are no longer recorded. Of the total, 10,921 were considered
important enough to be reported in this list. This figure includes the
incompletely determined pests which were significant.

Airborne Material

Interceptions of pests arriving by air totaled 10,005, of which 8,625
were insects or snails and 1,380 were diseases or nematodes. There
were 311 interceptions of significant insects found as stowaways on
airplanes. Among the important pests arriving by air were 27 inter-

ceptions of the European cherry fruit fly, 105 of the Mediterranean
fruit fly, 7 of the Mexican fruit fly, 34 of the olive fruit fly, 1 5 of the
oriental fruit fly, 29 of the pink boUworm, 119 of the West Indian
fruit fly, 224 of the black spot of citrus, 112 of citrus canker, 78 of

the sweet orange scab, and 35 of the golden nematode.

FRUIT FLIES

A total of 473 fruit fly interceptions were identified to species as follows:
Anastrepha ludens, the Mexican fruit fly, was intercepted 76 times; 75 were from

Mexico and 1 from Guatemala. The hosts were grapefruit, lime, mango, pear,
quince, sour orange, sweet orange, and white sapote.

Anastrepha mombinpraeoptans, the West Indian fruit fly (145 times), in guava,
mango, purple mombin, rose-apple, sweet orange, tropical almond, and yellow
mombin from Barbados, British Honduras, Costa Rica, Curacao, Dominican
Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua,
Panama, Puerto Rico, and Venezuela.

Anastrepha serpentina (3 times) in mamey sapote and sapodilla in air baggage
from El Salvador.

Anastrepha suspensa (3 times) in guava in air baggage from Jamaica and bag-
gage from Puerto Rico.

Ceratitis capitata, the Mediterranean fruit fly (140 times), in apple, Arabian
coffee berry, Cattley guava, Coffea sp. berry, fig, grape, grapefruit, lemon, loquat.
Mandarin orange, mountainash fruit, nectarine, peach, pear, pepper, persimmon,
plum, pomegranate, pricklypear, quince, rosaceous fruit, sweet orange, and
tropical almond. Countries of origin were Argentina, Azores, Brazil, Cyprus,
Greece, Hawaii, Israel, Italy, Lebanon, Portugal, Spain, Turkey, United Arab
Republic, and an unknown origin. C capitata (?) (10 times) in Arabian coffee
berry, Coffea sp. berry, grapefruit, kaki persimmon, pummelo, screwpine lei, and
sweet orange from Argentina, Ethiopia, Hawaii, Ital}', Peru(?), and Spain.

Ceratitis colae (once) in Coffea sp. berry in airmail from Ethiopia.
Dacus dorsalis, the oriental fruit fly (20 times), in banana, breadfruit, guava,

mango, orange-jasmine fruit, papaya, and tropical almond from Guam, Hawaii,
and the Philippines. D. dorsalis{?) (3 times) in guava, Malay-apple, and tropical
almond from Hawaii and an unknown origin.

Dacus oleae, the olive fruit fly (43 times), in olive in air baggage and baggage
from Cyprus, Italy, Lebanon, Spain, and Syria.
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Rhagoletis cerasi, the European cherry fruit fly (28 times), in cherry in air bag-
gage, air stores, and stores from Czechoslovakia, France, Germany, Italy, Spain,
and an unknown origin.

Toxotrypana curvicauda (once) in papaya in aircargo from Puerto Rico.

INSECTS OTHER THAN FRUIT FUES

The following insect interceptions are of particular significance:
Acrolepia assectella (Hyponomeutidae) in leek in stores from Denmark, France,

Italy, Netherlands, Norway, and Spain; with miscellaneous stores from France;
and in onion in air baggage from France.

Adoretus sinicus (Scarabaeidae) as stowaway on airplane, on copperleaf plant,
baggage, flowers, mango, and orchid in air baggage from Hawaii.

Adoxophyes reticulana {= A. orana) (Tortricidae) on cut lilac in aircargo from
the Netherlands.

Aleurocanthus woglumi (Aleyrodidae), the citrus blackfly (10 times), on Citrus
sp. leaf in air baggage from Ecuador and baggage and cargo from Mexico, on lime
leaf in baggage and cargo from Mexico, and on sweet orange leaf in baggage from
Mexico.

Aleurotrachehis camelUae (Aleyrodidae) on camellia leaf in airmail from Japan.
Ancylostomia stercorea (Phycitidae) in bean, on bromeliad leaf, in chickpea,

pea, and pigeonpea. Countries of origin were the Canal Zone, Dominican Re-
public, Ecuador, El Salvador, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, St. Kitts, St-

Martin, and Tortola.
Arge similis (Argidae) on Rhododendron sp. cutting and torch azalea plant in

airmail from Japan.
Argyresthia conjugella (Hyponomeutidae) in apple in air baggage from Norway

and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and in mountainash berry in air

baggage from England, Norway, and Scotland.
Aspidiotus destructor (Coccidae) on arrowroot leaf in airmail from Panama; on

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

It is not always possible to complete a determination as to species,

due to the stage or condition of the insect or pathogen when inter-
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cepted or the fact that it may be undescribed. Many of these pests
are of potential economic importance, unreported from the country of

origin or the United States, or new to the host plant. Some of the
significant ones are included in this writeup, but not in the tabulation
except in the summary. This year there were 3,223 insects, 357 dis-

eases, and 936 nematodes, or a total of 4,516 incompletely determined
interceptions considered important enough to record.

(Curculionidae) on Siebold stonecrop roots in baggage from
Switzerland, in soil with herbs in baggage from Italy, and in soil with larch in

baggage from Austria.
Ceutorhynchus sp., probably pleurostigma (Curculionidae), in rutabaga root in

cargo from Germany and in turnip root in stores from Belgium, England, and
France.

Cnephasia sp. (Tortricidae) on gentian bloom in mail from Switzerland, on
lettuce in stores from France, on parsley in stores from Japan, and on strawberry
plant in aircargo from France.

Ctenicera sp (Elateridae) in soil with unidentified plant in air baggage from
Poland.

Diaprepes sp., probably abbreviatus (L.) (Curculionidae), in yam in cargo from
Puerto Rico.

Epicaerus sp., possibly cognatus Sharp (Curculionidae), in potato in baggage
and stores from Mexico.

"Eulia" sp. (Tortricidae) in pear in aircargo from Ecuador.
Euzophora sp., near or bigella Zell. (Phycitidae) , in quince in baggage from

Greece.
Gnorimoschevia sp., near or borsaniella (Gelechiidae), in pepper in air baggage

from Peru and stores from Argentina.
Grapholitha sp., probably /uneferana (Olethreutidae), in plum in air baggage from

Czechoslovakia and Italy and air stores from France.
Gymnandrosoina sp., near or aurantianum (Olethreutidae), in guava in air bag-

gage from Colombia and in cacao pod in baggage from Bermuda and Trinidad.
Harmolita sp. (Eurytomidae) on esparto needlegrass and unidentified straw in

cargo from Italy.

Heilipus sp., probably lauri Boh. (Curculionidae) , in avocado seed in air baggage
from Costa Rica.

Heliothis sp., probably armigera (Noctuidae), on carnation flower in aircargo
from France and Spain, on gladiolus flower in air quarters from France, and on
strawflower in air baggage and airmail from the Philippines.

Homothrips sp., probably distinctus (Thripidae), on protea flower in aircargo
from the Republic of South Africa.

Hoplandrothrips, undescribed species (Phlaeothripidae) , on Davallia mariesii
fern rhizome in cargo from Japan.

Hyperodes sp. (Curculionidae) in carrot in stores from Argentina. Hyperodes
sp., or near, on bui-head plant in aircargo from Peru.

Ips sp., apparently a species not established in the United States (Scolytidae),

in pine bark of crate and in unidentified wood of crate in cargo from Italy.

Leucoptera sp., probably lustratella H.-S. (Lyonetiidae), with apple in stores
from Italy.

Lixus sp., possibly junci (Curcuhonidae), in beet root in stores from the United
Arab Republic.

Lygaeidae, genus and species not in the U.S. National Museum, in airplane from
an unknown origin; in cape-marigold seed in airmail from the Republic of South
Africa; on Dianthus sp. flower in air baggage from Mexico; on garden asparagus
in aircargo from New Zealand; on mixed cut flowers in air baggage from the Repub-
lic of South Africa; in okra seed in mail from Nigeria; on orchid in aircargo from

Brazil, Honduras, and India and airmail from the Canal Zone; and in soil with
European gi'ape plant in mail from Italy.

Odontaleyrodes sp., apparently undescribed (Aleyrodidae), on Argostemma sp.
leaf in aircargo from Indonesia.

Olethreutidae, probably Cryptophlebia sp., in grapefruit in stores from the
Republic of South Africa, in mango seed in air stores from Thailand, and in sweet
orange in air baggage from Guinea.

Pantomorus sp. (Curculionidae) on lemongrass in baggage from Mexico and in

soil with Indiarubber fig plant in baggage from Brazil.

Phycitidae, presumably Myelois group but does not match any material in the
U.S. National Museum, in Ivorj^coast cherry-orange in airmail from the Republic
of the Congo.

Phyllocoptes n. sp. (Eriophyidae), an interesting form, on soursop fruit in air

baggage from Costa Rica. Phyllocoptes sp., apparently n. sp., not assignable to
any known apple eriophyid, on apple in air stores from Honduras.

Phyllotreta sp., possibly undulata Kutsch. (Chrysomelidae) , on cabbage in stores
from England.

Phytomyza sp., probably rufipes (Agromyzidae), on cauliflower in stores from
France and the Netherlands and on radish in air stores from an unknown origin.

Prays sp., near or endocarpa Meyr. (Hyponomeutidae), in grapefruit in air

baggage and Mandarin orange in air stores from the Philippines.
Premnotrypes sp. (Curculionidae) (34 times) in potato in air baggage from

Colombia, Ecuador, and Peru, in air stores from Chile, in baggage from Peru,
and in stores from Colombia, Ecuador, and Peru.

Pseudaonidia sp., not placed as anything described (Coccidae), on orchid plant
in aircargo from India.

Rhynchites sp. (Curculionidae) in cherry in air baggage from Italy and on Prunus
sp. plant in airmail from Iran.

Sternochetus sp., probably mangiferae (Curculionidae), in mango in air baggage
from the Philippines and quarters from Hawaii.

Tenuipalpus n. sp. (Tenuipalpidae) on Plumeria sp.(?) in mail from Mexico.
Xylehorus sp., near testaceus Walk. (Scolytidae) , in raintree saman log in cargo

from Fiji.

Microstroma sp.(?) on loquat

in air quarters from Italy.

Monochaetia sp. on sapodilla in baggage from Mexico. Not reported on this

host as far as is known.
Mycosphaerella sp. on Jatropha sp. in baggage from Mexico and on tree peony

stem in cargo and mail from Japan.
Pellicularia sp. on orchid plant in aircargo from Peru.
Pestalotia sp. on Agave sp. leaf in baggage from Mexico. There is no report

on this host.

Phyllostictina sp. on tropic-American hymenocallis in mail from Hawaii.
Ravenelia sp., close to pithecolobii Arth., on guamachil apes-earring seed in bag-

gage from Mexico.
Septoria sp., probably an undescribed species, on Agave sp. in baggage from

Mexico.
Sphenospora sp., probably kevorkianii, on Epidendrum sp. leaf in aircargo from

Honduras, on lonopsis sp. leaf in air baggage from the Dominican Republic and
in cargo from Mexico, on Oncidium pusillum leaf in aircargo from Peru, on Onci-
dium sp. leaf in aircargo from British Honduras and Peru, and^on orchid leaf in

aircargo from Honduras.
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Sphenospora sp., probably saphena, on orchid leaf in aircargo from Guatemala.
Sphenospora sp. on Ornithocephalus sp. leaf in air baggage from Peru. Probably

a new host.

Stomiopeltis sp., probably should be described as new, on vi-apple in air baggage
from Panama and Trinidad. None reported on Anacardiaceae.

Trematosphaeria sp. on leaf of Agave sp. plant in baggage from Mexico. No
report on this host as far as known.

Virus, either a new virus or a new strain of an old virus, on carnation leaf in
cargo from Canada.

Criconemoides sp., probably xenoplax Raski, in soil with lily bulb in baggage
from Mexico.

Criconemoides sp. in chrysanthemum in airmail from Formosa; in rhubarb root
in baggage from Canada; and in soil sample in baggage and cargo and in soil with
avocado, Bermuda grass, cactus, citrus, croton, echeveria, fig, guava, lemongrass,
onion, palm, spiderwort, and unidentified plants in baggage from Mexico.

Ditylenchus sp. in dahlia root in cargo from Japan and mail from Australia,
in garlic in cargo from Italy, in soil with cactus and unidentified plant in baggage
from Mexico, and in torchlily in aircargo from England.

Helicotylenchus sp., probably dihystera, in soil with begonia in cargo from Mexico.
Helicotylenchus sp. w^as intercepted 98 times; 82 from Mexico, 2 each from the

Azores and Brazil, and 1 each from Alaska, Cuba, England, France, Germany,
Hawaii, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Portugal, Republic of South Africa, and Turkey.
The hosts were various flower plants and soil with army tanks, refrigerator car,

and unidentified bulbs and plants.
Hemicycliophora sp. in soil with mango plant in baggage from Mexico.
Heterodera sp., probably avenae, in soil with beet in stores from the Netherlands

and in soil with peach tree in air baggage from Germany.
Heterodera sp., probably humuli, in soil with hop roots in cargo from Canada.
Heterodera sp., probably punctata, in soil with automobile in cargo from an un-

known origin, in soil with cuphea plant in baggage from Mexico, and in soil with
holly and lavender plants in air baggage from England.

Heterodera sp., probably rostochiensis, in soil in air baggage from Germany, in
soil with automobile in cargo from England, in soil with heather in air baggage
from Scotland, and in soil and debris from vegetables in stores from the Nether-
lands.

Heterodera sp., probably trifolii, in soil with army tank in cargo from Germany.
Heterodera sp., cacti group (39 times), from Belgium, Canal Zone, England,

France, Germany, Italy, Japan, Mexico, Poland, Portugal, Republic of South
Africa, and Turkey. These were taken from a soil sample, soil with automobiles,
and soil with cactus and various plants.

Heterodera sp., goettingiana group (207 times), cyst with cucurbit seed; in soil

sample; in soil with automobile, military cargo, and tractor; in soil with carrot,
celery, garlic, leek, onion, potato, rutabaga, and turnip in stores; and in soil with
various bulbs and plants. Countries of origin were Argentina, Azores, Belguim,
Brazil, Czechoslovakia, Denmark, England, France, Germany, Greece, Guatemala,
Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Lebanon, Mexico, Netherlands, Peru, Poland, Spain,
Switzerland, United ArabJRepublic, an unknown origin, and Yugoslavia.

Heterodera sp., rostochiensis group, in soil with celery in stores from England,
soil with orchid in baggage from Guatemala, soil with shamrock in airmail from
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Ireland, and soil with jasmine, succulent, and unidentified plants in baggage from
Mexico.

Heierodera sp.,. schachtii group (265 times), cysts with lentil seed; in soil ballast
and samples; in soil with automobiles, bicycle, military cargo, railway car, shoes,
and tractor; in soil with beet, carrot, celeriac, celery, garlic, horseradish, leek,
onion, parsnip, potato, rutabaga, salsify, turnip, and yam in stores; and in soil

with various bulbs and plants. Countries of origin were Argentina (?), Azores,
Belgium, Brazil, British Honduras, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Czechoslovakia,
Denmark, East Germany, England, France, Germany (West), Greece, India,
Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Netherlands, Norway, Pakistan, Panama, Peru,
Poland, Portugal, Republic of South Africa, Spain, Sweden, Turkey, United Arab
Republic, Wales, and Yugoslavia.

Hoplolaimus sp., probably seinhorsti Luc, in soil with croton plant in baggage
from Mexico.

Psilenchus sp. in hibiscus, Josephs-coat amaranth, and soil with anthurium,

gardenia, and leniongrass plants in baggage from Mexico; and in soil with mint
plant in baggage from Cuba.

Radopholus sp. in flamingo anthurium and ginger plants in mail from Hawaii.
Rotylenchiis sp. in crassula, gardenia, soil sample, and soil with fern plant in

baggage from Mexico; in soil with automobile in cargo from Sweden; and in un-
identified plants in air baggage from England and an unknown origin.

Scutellonema sp. (22 times) in soil with automobiles in aircargo from Puerto
Rico and cargo from Cuba; in soil with agave, amarylhs, asparagus-fern, begonia,
caladium, citrus, Eugenia sp.{?), gardenia, lily, narcissus, philodendron, sansevieria,
and unidentified plants in baggage from Mexico; and in yam root in air baggage
from Cuba.

Tetylenchus sp. in amaryllis bulb in baggage from Mexico, in soil with railway
refrigerator car in cargo from Mexico, and in soil sample and soil with echeveria
and succulent plants in baggage from Mexico.

Trichodorus sp., undescribed, in soil with kalanchoe in air baggage from Guate-
mala. Trichodorus sp. in soil with fern plant in air baggage from Mexico,
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Tylenchorhynchus sp. (29 times) in cactus, carnation, crassula, and gardenia
plants and in soil with bamboo, begonia, coleus, dahlia, fig, flatsedge, geranium,
hydrangea, lemongrass, onion, peperomia, peppertree, rose, succulent, and un-
identified plants in baggage from Mexico and in soil with stonecrop in air baggage
from England.

Tylenchus sp. in chrysanthemum in air baggage from England, Indiarubber fig

plant in baggage from Brazil, in rose plant in baggage from Mexico, in soil with
army tank in cargo from Germany, in soil with begonia in baggage from Argentina,
in soil with cyclamen in baggage from Canada, and in soil sample and soil with fig,

persimmon, rose, and unidentified plants in baggage from Mexico.
Xiphinema sp. in soil sample in air baggage from British Honduras and baggage

and cargo from Mexico; in soil with acacia, banana, begonia, citrus, gardenia,
lily, mango, succulent, and tuftroot plants and medicinal herbs in baggage from

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INTRODUCTION

This report covers the 50th year of plant quarantine work in the
United States. It summarizes records of plant pests found in, on,
or with plants, plant products, baggage, cargo, mail, and means of

conveyance (1) imported into or entering the United States or the
offshore possessions, (2) offered for entry but refused, (3) in quarters
or stores of planes and ships, (4) offered for entry for immediate
transportation and exportation in bond, (5) in domestic shipments to
the mainland from the States of Alaska and Hawaii, the American
Virgin Islands, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, and other
possessions, or (6) in preclearance inspection in the Bahamas and
Bermuda.
The pests Hsted include insects, mites, snails, bacteria, fungi,

nematodes, and viruses of known or potential plant quarantine
significance to the United States or of scientific interest. Some
common organisms are included if they are new to the country of

origin or the host plant.

This list reports identifications received during the fiscal year 1963
and includes many interceptions made during previous years, since
determinations are sometimes delayed because of heavy work loads
or lack of specialists for certain types of organisms. Most identifica-

tions are made by specialists of the Entomology Research Division,
the Plant Quarantine Division (both of the U.S. Department of

Agricultiu-e) , and the Department of Entomology, U.S. National
Museum (of the Smithsonian Institution). However, many pests
intercepted in California are identified by collaborating State officials.

Snail identifications are made largely by taxonomists in the Division
of Mollusks of the U.S. National Museum. Some disease determina-
tions and critical studies are made by specialists of the Crops Research
Division, U.S. Department of Agriculture. Many host plants are
identified by workers in the Department of Botany, Smithsonian
Institution.
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Scientific names of insects and diseases are reviewed by specialists

of the Plant Quarantine Division, who also assist in compiling the list.

Nematode names are checked in Nematology Investigations and host
names are reviewed in the New Crops Research Branch. Every
effort is made to conform to the International Rules of Nomenclature.
Family names are shown with the insects in the tabulation and orders
are given in the host list. Classes of diseases are shown in the disease
host fist.

It is often difficult to trace the true origin of stores in planes and
ships. Questionable cases are omitted, listed with a question mark,
or shown as unknown.

NOTES ON PESTS INTERCEPTED

The total number of interceptions submitted during the fiscal year
1963 was 31,439, as compared with 33,033 the previous year. This
does not include certain common pests which are widespread in this

country and are no longer recorded. Of the total identified during
the year, 12,482 were considered important enough to be reported in

this list. That figure includes the incompletely determined pests
which were significant. Last year the total in the list was 10,921,

Airborne Material

Interceptions of pests arriving by air totaled 12,700, of which
10,983 were insects, mites, or snails and 1,717 were diseases or nema-
todes. There were 419 interceptions of significant insects found as

stowaways on airplanes. Among the important pests arriving by air

were 179 interceptions of the European cherry fruit fly, 207 of the
Mediterranean fruit fly, 52 of the Mexican fruit fly, 41 of the olive

fruit fly, 36 of the oriental fruit fly, 34 of the pink bollworm, 206 of

the West Indian fruit fly, 290 of the yanone scale, 371 of the black
spot of citrus, 204 of citrus canker, 130 of the sweet orange scab, and
16 of the golden nematode.

FRUIT FLIES

There were 1433 fruit fly interceptions identified to species. This large number
includes many intercepted in previous years which were identified and recorded
this year.

INCOMPLETELY DETERMINED PESTS

It is not always possible to complete a determination as to species, due to the
stage or condition of the insect or pathogen when intercepted or the fact that it

may be undescribed. Many of these pests are of potential economic importance,
unreported from the country of origin or the United States, or new to the host
plant. Some of the more significant ones are included in this writeup, but not in

the tabulation except in the summary. This year there were 4,558 insects and
mites and 761 diseases and nematodes, or a total of 5,319 incompletely determined
interceptions considered important enough to record. Snails not identified to
species are not recorded.

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Anastrepha sp., probably suspensa (65 times), in guava in air baggage from the
Dominican Republic, Jamaica, and Puerto Rico, and airmail, baggage, and mail
from Puerto Rico; in sapodilla in air baggage from the Dominican Republic and
Jamaica; and in tropical almond in air baggage from the Dominican Republic,
Jamaica, and Puerto Rico.
