In the ensuing 327 years, it has become

one of the world's major botanic gardens, with

extensive research, conservation, and education

programmes spanning the globe. Today the

institution encompasses four gardens across

Scotland, each affording distinct conditions for the

cultivation of plants, and together attracting up to I

million visitors each year.

RBGE is primarily a research institution devoted

to the study of plants and ftingi. Its world-famous

living collections (58,000 accessions representing

21,000 taxa - 6% of the world's known vascular

plants), herbarium (2 million specimens), and

library (300,000 books, journals, illustrations and

archives) underpin the Garden's research

programme in taxonomy (both monographic and

floristic), horticulture, molecular systematics,

genetic conservation, and both phanerogamic and

cryptogamic biodiversity studies; these well

documented living and herbarium collections serve

as biological standards, and provide the taxonomic

framework to enable publications such as this to be

produced.

RBGE grows 1,386 species (581 genera, 152

families) of threatened plants listed in this book,

including 13 that are extinct in the wild, and is

discovering the horticultural and ecological para-

meters under which they grow, with the eventual

aim of re-introduction and re-establishment when

appropriate.

The Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew
The mission of the Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew is

to ensure better management of the Earth's

environment by increasing knowledge and

understanding of the plant kingdom. The Kew
Herbarium is one of the world's largest and houses

an encyclopaedic collection of over six million

specimens of vascular plants and fiingi from every

country in the world. The Jodrell Laboratory carries

out fundamental research in plant biochemistry,

physiology, anatomy, cytology and molecular

systematics.

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Foreword

The closing decades of this century have witnessed

an unprecedented interest in the future of planet

earth. The alarming loss of natural habitats, and the

species and ecosystem processes dependent on

them, has stimulated conservationists around the

globe to share knowledge and resources to

document, monitor and attempt to reverse the

deterioration of the planet's health. This book

provides a snap-shot of the state of the world's plant

diversity at the end of the second millennium. It

presents a shocking picture of nearly 34,000 species,

or 12.5 per cent of the world's flora, facing

extinction.

This book is the first comprehensive listing of

threatened plants at a global scale. As a synthesis of

numerous data sets of varying vintage and quality, it

inevitably contains errors, redundancies and

omissions. Its strength lies in the decision to go

forward and publish what can at best be a first

approximation. It is at once both a stimulus and a

challenge to botanists and conservationists around

the world to evaluate every statement and record

included in this volume - and to contribute to a

revised edition in the near future. The power and

accessibility of the Internet and future information

technologies will make possible a rapid advance in

exchange and integration of threatened plant

information, and the appearance of the second

edition of this list in electronic as well as hard copy

format.

Red Data Books are as relevant today as they

were thirty years ago when the concept was

introduced to the world by the late Sir Peter Scott,

then Chairman of lUCN's Species Survival

Commission. While viewed by some as antiquated

artefacts of the pre-electronic age, RDBs have

served conservation well, most especially in

developing countries where knowledge on the biota

is often incomplete and where authoritative RDB
lists, even in stagnant hard copy form, are an

invaluable aid to drawing the attention of decision

makers to biodiversity conservation priorities.

The Convention on Biological Diversity is the

most important international instrument for

conservation yet created, and its implementation

will be dependent on the availability of the kinds of

information provided in this book. The Convention

focuses on the responsibility of sovereign nations

regarding biodiversity conservation and its

sustainable use, and it is pertinent to note that a

staggeringly high 91 per cent of the species listed in

this book as threatened are limited in their

geographical distribution to single countries. Thus

the future of no fewer than 33,798 species listed in

the book falls within the direct responsibility of

individual nations - the majority ofthese signatories

to the Convention. The Convention calls upon

signatories to prepare national biodiversity action

plans by mid 1997, setting a tight timetable for

positive measures to address the conservation needs

of the vast majority of species listed in the book.

This volume's utility to the implementation of the

CBD is thus of direct relevance.

What the book does not address, nor is it meant to

address, is the global need for capacity building in

plant conservation biology, and most particularly in

plant taxonomy, the Cinderella of the biosciences.

The Convention on Biological Diversity will fail in

all its noble goals if the taxonomic expertise of all

countries, but most especially developing countries,

is not rapidly reinforced. Fortunately, initiatives

stimulated and supported by such financial

mechanisms as the Global Environmental Facility,

through LTNEP and UNDP, offer new opportunities

for capacity building and institutional strength-

ening. Motivated by the urgency of needs

documented by books such as this and the actions

resulting from the CBD, one can look to the near

millennium with a cautious measure of optimism.

Editors' note

Please read the Introduction to this book before

consulting the Red List. It is important to

understand the data-gathering, compiling, and

management processes involved in preparing the list

in order to draw reasonable conclusions from the

data presented. The Threatened Plants Database

from which this list was produced has been

developed over many years and is dependent on the

contribution of data from vastly diverse sources

throughout the world. As this Red List is the result

of merging several regional databases, two of which

do not follow the lUCN Categories of threat,

particularly detailed explanations of the conversion

of threat categories are included.

There are many challenges arising from the

management of such a large data set, some ofwhich

are evident in this I ist. We appeal to users ofthis Red

List to appreciate the complexity of managing the

data, and the many issues that arise in attempting to

create a harmonised and consistent list, particularly

with regard to the following issues:

• Only vascular plants have been included in this

book. Much work is being done today to assess

the number of threatened non-vascular plants,

and hopefully these will be reported in the next

edition of the Red List.

• This Red List shows a distinct regional bias,

partly due to the merging of three regional

databases with the Threatened Plants Database,

and partly because there are vast areas of the

world for which floristic and conservation status

data are incomplete, particularly in Africa, Asia,

the Caribbean, and South America.

• Publication of this list has been made possible

due to the generosity ofThe Nature Conservancy,

Wildlife Australia and the National Botanical

Institute in making their extensive data sets

available in electronic format. Anyone interested

in obtaining fiirther details for North America,

Australia or South Africa should contact the

relevant organisation directly for the most current

information about the conservation status of

plants in these regions.

Known synonyms have been suppressed from

this list, although some do appear either due to

lack of information, or differences in taxonomic

opinion.

Most plant author names appear as they were

originally provided by the data source. Ideally,

we follow the standard established by Brummitt

and Powell (1992) for plant authorities.

However, due to the long history of the database,

the many sources of data, and the size of the data

holdings, it has not been possible to bring all

existing records in line with this standard.

Great efforts have been taken to ensure that credit

is given for the origin of all data, both published

and unpublished, by providing a comprehensive

list ofdata sources. The data sources also provide

an extremely important indication of the date of

publication and, therefore, the currency of the

conservation data. It has not been possible to go

back to 'old' sources for updated information,

and some data in this list are inevitably out of

date.

Finally, despite our best efforts to adhere to strict

guidelines concerning interpretation of

conflicting sources of information, it was

inevitable that editorial control had to be exerted

in many instances, particularly in deciding on

criteria for inclusion in this published list. \Vhilst

great effort has been made to ensure the accuracy

ofthe data presented, given the size ofthe list, it is

inevitable that some records will prove to be

inaccurate. As editors we accept final

responsibility for the data presented here, but

emphasise that a list such as this simply provides

a view of the data as it existed on the Threatened

Plants Database on 22 May 1997, and will always

require further additions, alterations and

improvements. Comments on, and additions to

the list are always welcomed, and provide a vital

input to improving further listings.
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Introduction

The 1997 lUCN Red List of Threatened Plants

represents a milestone in the history of Red Data

books and lists, providing, as it does, the first-ever

published list of vascular plants (ferns and fern

allies, gymnosperms including conifers and cycads,

and flowering plants) recorded as globally Rare,

Vulnerable, Endangered or Extinct. The current

volume lists 33,798 species (see species counts,

p.xxvi) as threatened. Compared to an estimated

global flora of 270,000 species this results in the

grim statistic that over 12.5% of the world's

vascular flora is threatened at the global scale

(Figure 1 ). These threatened plants are to be found

in 369 families, scattered throughout 200 countries.

It must be stressed that although over 12.5% of

the world's flora has now been identified as globally

threatened, this is just the tip of the iceberg for

several reasons. Despite data drawn from thousands

of sources, much information is still lacking, due to

gaps in either taxonomic knowledge or on-the-

ground fieldwork. Secondly, information was often

only available to indicate that a species was

threatened in part of its range. Although suspected

to merit listing as globally threatened, these species

were not included in this list as the distribution data

were incomplete and therefore did not satisfy the

strict conditions for listing (see "Interpreting and

assigning the global threat status", p. xxiii). Finally,

data presented here are assessed at the species,

subspecies, or varietal level. When the unit being

assessed is the population within a species or the

genetic erosion within these species and
populations, the conservation situation becomes

much worse (Gaston, 1996; Harper & Hawksworth,

1994). This concern about genetic erosion and
diminishing genetic diversity at the population level

is particularly important in the areas of plant genetic

resources and wild relatives of cultivated plants

(Falk & Holsinger, 1991; Falke/a/. 1996; Frankele/

al 1995;Heywood, 1995).

The major message of this global compilation is

that the number of threatened plant species that we
know of is enormous, but as more information

becomes available, the situation will be shown to be

even worse; thus increased conservation action for

plants is desperately needed. We hope that this list

will help governments, non-government organi-

sations, and individuals to understand better the

scale and urgency of the problems surrounding

threats to plants on a global scale, and use this

information to promote and guide actions to

conserve plant biodiversity in all of its incredible

richness.

This Red List is the result of years of data

collection by researchers throughout the world and

provides a unique overview of the conservation

status of the world's vascular plants, following the

pre- 1994 lUCN Red List Categories (Appendix I).

It has been compiled by the World Conservation

Monitoring Centre (WCMC) in close collaboration

with the many partners noted in the acknow-
ledgements, and was generated directly from the

Threatened Plants Database on 22 May, 1997. The
database underlying this list continues to be updated

on a daily basis and we remain as eager as ever to

receive comments and additional information on

any aspect of this book.

Purpose

International lUCN Red Data Books were
conceived by Peter Scott in 1963 as 'a register of
threatened wildlife that includes definitions of
degrees ofthreat ' (Scott et al, 1987). This concept

generated enormous interest throughout the world,

demonstrated by the production of many national

Red Books and Lists for a wide range of plant and

animal taxa. However, unlike Red Data Books, Red
Data Lists lack detailed information for each

species, providing instead a summary view. Five

lUCN Red Lists of Threatened Animals have been

compiled by WCMC in the past decade (lUCN,

1996), the most recent listing all globally threatened

birds and mammals, plus some reptiles, fish.



amphibians, and invertebrates. The task of

publishing a list of the world's threatened vascular

plants - containing more than six times the number

of species as in the 1996 lUCN Red List of

Threatened Animals - proved to be such a major

challenge that it is only now being achieved for the

first time. However as more and more work is being

undertaken on threatened plants, and as more

accurate and detailed information is generated, we

hope that the publication of revised and much

improved volumes will become standard practice.

Red Lists serve a wide variety of purposes. In

''The reasons for Red Data Books", Collar (1996)

gives a comprehensive account of ethical,

economical, educational, practical and instimtional

reasons for the production of International Red Lists

in particular. Based on the assumptions that species

are the principal unit of concern, and that priorities

are to be determined based on their level of threat,

then five issues are important:

Priority setting

To help identify key regions and taxonomic groups

for targeted funding and concerted public policy.

Comprehensiveness

To provide a comprehensive primary source of data,

based on scientific expertise, laying the foundation

for biodiversity databases and repatriation of data.

Objectivity

To produce a work based on a global standard of

threat assessment, thereby placing evidence of the

conservation status of vascular flora in the public

domain.

Motivation

To motivate people to participate in conservation

networks, actions, and educational programmes.

Monitoring

To provide a baseline for the measurement of

conservation progress (or further deterioration).

Many of the ecosystem approaches to

conservation rely on the concept of indicator species

or flagship species. This list does not provide details

on what these species should be, but does provide a

major argument for making decisions about which

species are likely to be in greatest need of

conservation activity, and where in the world they

occur.

As Collar (1996) comments: "Red Data Books

are (seemingly) big and slow to grow and expensive

to keep going: but so are rhinos, so are pandas, so

are condors. Those who expect the discipline of
biodiversity priority-setting to be satisfied by

short-term on-site consultancies involving the

scanning offorest-cover maps and protected-area

species inventories may well think of Red Data

Books as dinosaurs that have had their day. Those

who recognise the multitude ofbenefits that steadily

accrueft-omfocused andpainstaking data assembly

and analysis will appreciate Red Data Books as the

unspectacular but indispensable root system from
which true judgement and real conservation can

grow.
"

It is our sincere hope that this list of globally

threatened plants will serve as that root system and

also that it will be taken for no more or no less than it

is - a first attempt at summarising the conservation

status on a global level of some of the most

important organisms on Earth. Together with other

major data compilations such as: Global
Biodiversity: Status ofthe Earth 's Living Resources

(Groombridge, 1992), Global Biodiversity

Assessment (Heywood, 1995) and Centres ofPlant

Diversity, A Guide and Strategy for their

Conservation (WWF & lUCN, 1994-1997), the

1997 lUCN Red List of Threatened Plants will help

provide the information needed to support the global

plant conservation information needs outlined in

Caring for the Earth. A Strategy for Sustainable

i/v;>;g(lUCN/UNEP/WWF, 1991) and The Botanic

Gardens Conservation Strategy (lUCN/BGCS,
1989).

History of the threatened plants

list

This list of threatened plants has a long history.

Work began in the late 1960s, when Sir Peter Scott,

then Chairman of the lUCN Species Survival

Commission (SSC), invited Ronald Melville, a

retired botanist at the Royal Botanic Gardens Kew,

to compile a Red Data Book on Angiosperms to

match the famous loose-leaf books on threatened

animal groups. By 1971, Melville had been able to

publish two sets of loose-leaf sheets covering 1 18

plants in all. But, as a resuh of the work, he had

come up with the prediction - startling at the time -

that 20,000 flowering plant species could be in

danger. The prediction galvanised the SSC to

consider how to cover plants and to realise that a

Red Data Book, with pages on each threatened

species, would not be practical.

In 1973 Jack Heslop-Harrison, then Director of

Kew, agreed that the work would be carried forward

as a joint project of Kew and lUCN. The SSC
Threatened Plants Committee was created, and Gren



Lucas was appointed to run the programme with

Hugh Synge as Research Assistant, funded by the

World Wildlife Fund (WWF). The first project was

to prepare a list of threatened plants of Europe for

the Council of Europe. Involving hundreds of

taxonomic experts, this list was published in 1977,

covering some 2,000 threatened species, and was the

first continent-wide list of its kind to be produced.

In the following year. The lUCN Plant Red Data

Book was published (Lucas & Synge. 1978) using

these and other data. This book provided details on

the conservation status of250 species of plants - 1%
of the then estimated 25,000 threatened species -

chosen to represent the types ofthreats facing plants,

as well as to highlight at least some plants from

virtually all parts of the globe. As hoped, this book

stimulated many other countries to produce their

own Red Data books. The booklet How to use the

lUCN Red Data Categories, produced by the

Threatened Plants Committee Secretariat (1981)

provided valuable guidance in applying the

Categories.

During the 1980s, the work of the renamed

Threatened Plants Unit (TPU) expanded, and the

team reached over 10 staff at its peak. During this

period many TPU staffdeveloped excellent contacts

in their designated geographic area, a model that

proved particularly successful. During this time

TPU produced its Threatened Plants Newsletter,

sending it to nearly 5,000 people world-wide. In late

1979 arrangements were made for the Smithsonian

Institution to gather data on threatened plants in

Latin America, and Jane Villa-Lobos was appointed

to carry out the work. From her office nearly 160

issues of the Biological Conservation Newsletter

have been produced. In addition to being widely

distributed throughout the world and now available

on the Internet, this newsletter has supplied a great

many data sources for the Threatened Plants

Database.

This work spawned a range of major initiatives

supporting in situ and ex situ plant conservation.

Most significant was the joint lUCNAVWF Plants

Conservation Programme, which ran from 1984 to

1990. The early work in cataloguing which

threatened plants in the database were being grown

in botanic gardens led in 1987 to the creation of the

Botanic Gardens Conservation Secretariat, later

renamed Botanic Gardens Conservation Inter-

national (BGCI), now an extremely effective

organisation in its own right, linking more than 500

botanic gardens in the world that provide vital

support to ex situ conservation. The need to track

literature references led to the building of the

foremost bibliographic database on plant

conservation, much of which was published in the

World Plant Conservation Bibliography (Anon,

1 990), and available as part of the Threatened Plants

Database on which this list is based.

Part ofTPU's message in the 1970s and the 1980s

was that each country should prepare its own Plant

Red Data Book as the best way of assembling

information and stimulating action, particularly for

in situ plant conservation. This approach proved

very successftil and many countries in the developed

world have now prepared such works. The Unit's

book Plants in Danger: What Do We Know? (Davis

et al, 1986) summarised the state of knowledge

about plant conservation issues country-by-country

and showed what had been achieved.

In 1990, the Threatened Plants Unit moved from

Kew to WCMC in Cambridge. At the same time, all

the data were transferred to a different database

system (BG-BASE, described in Appendix II), from

which this list is directly produced. However, many
of the entries on the list presented here are direct

electronic descendants of the original index cards

and hand-written species sheets gathered since the

late 1960s. WCMC now maintains the Threatened

Plants Database, with information continuing to be

provided by a global network of botanists and

institutions, and increasingly in electronic form.

Data coverage and quality

This Red List includes records for 33,798 threatened

or extinct species - roughly 12.5% of the world's

total vascular plants - threatened on a global level.

Despite this large figure, a data set such as this will

always be incomplete, and the quality of data will

vary considerably depending upon the region and

taxonomic group under consideration. We can say

with some confidence that data for North America,

Australia, South Africa and Europe should prove to

be reasonably robust. In addition several taxonomic

groups (e.g. ferns, conifers, cycads, palms, cacti)

have received particular attention and should

provide a reasonably accurate picture.

We are aware that data, in particular for many
parts of Africa, Asia, the Caribbean, and South

America, are either patchy or lacking. This is true

for both taxonomic as well as conservation data, as

confirmed by a recent gap analysis study on the

availability of botanical information for biodiversity

conservation (Olson et al., 1996). We therefore

apologise for the gaps in the current list. However,

by emphasising these areas of data deficiency we



hope that concerted efforts will be made in the near

future to fill in these gaps to better understand the

conservation status of plants in these biologically

rich areas. However to do this we need stronger

plant specialist networks and better ways of

managing this massive amount of data. These will

be developed under the Biodiversity Conservation

Information System (BCIS) (see Global Red Lists -

where next, p. xlvii).

Information provided in this Red List represents

only a subset of the data held in the Threatened

Plants Database at WCMC. Particularly relevant

additional data, not published here, include

synonyms, common names, habit (tree, shrub, etc.),

use, presence in protected areas and presence in

cultivation (information maintained by Botanic

Gardens Conservation International, a copy of

which is periodically merged with the Threatened

Plants Database).



Organisation of information

The Red List is arranged by major taxa as seen in

Table 1: fern allies, true ferns, gymnosperms
(gnetophytes, conifers, Ginkgo, and cycads), and

angiosperms (dicotyledons and monocotyledons).

Within each of these major taxa, families and their

respective genera and species are listed alpha-

betically. Following the taxonomic data list is a list

of all relevant data sources, arranged numerically,

and finally an index to the genera, families, and

major taxa is included. For each family statistics are

provided on the total number of genera, species and

threatened taxa.

standardised according to Brummitt & Powell

(1992). Please note, however, that due to limitations

of time and staff resources, an author may well be

cited in disparate ways throughout this list, and

some authors are missing.

Species vs. infraspecies

Plant names are recorded at the taxonomic level at

which they are provided to WCMC, with data on

subspecies or varieties held in addition to

information at the species level. For example,

Wendlandiella gracilis Dammer, W. gracilis

Dammer var. gracilis, W. gracilis Dammer var.

polyclada (Burret) Henderson, and W. gracilis

Dammer var. simplicifrons (Burret) Henderson are

all to be found on this list, as some information has

come at the species level and other information at

the infraspecific level. This of necessity complicates

the list and occasionally results in inconsistent data

sets, but we felt it best to present the data in a way

that most closely represented the information

provided to us. The taxonomic counts, both in the

Red List itself and the data summary in this

introduction, are for species (see p. xxvi).

Although this book covers only vascular plants,

much work has been undertaken on non-vascular

plants and fungi. All relevant data on nonvascular

plants and on fungi available to WCMC have been

omitted from this publication although have been

incorporated into the Threatened Plants Database.

The^e is a clear need to include global listings for

these groups in future Red Lists.

Conservation Status

Data on conservation status are presented in this list

following the pre- 1994 lUCN threat categories

(Appendix I). These categories have been widely

applied to thousands of taxa of plants and animals,

referring to the conservation status of an organism in

the wild.

The current list, using the pre- 1994 lUCN
Categories, is important as a baseline for future

work, even as various groups of specialists are

beginning to re-code plants using the 1994 lUCN
Categories.

The lUCN Red List Categories system was
revised in 1994 to incorporate quantitative criteria

for each Category. These criteria can be consistently

applied across all ta.\a, thus allowing meaningful

comparisons of threat between species in different

orders. The 1994 Red List Categories will be used in

future listings. Details of the pre- 1994 and 1994

lUCN Red List Categories are given in Appendix I.

Finally, please note that as this list uses the

pre-1994 system, not all "Endangered",
"'Vulnerable" or "Rare" Categories are comparable

between plant taxa. Given the huge variation in

population dynamics, breeding strategies and life

cycles exhibited by vascular plants - fi^om a sedge to

a monkey-puzzle tree - this is not surprising, but it

must not be ignored by those trying to make global

comparisons based on the statistics and information

provided in this Red List.

Sources of conservation status data

Data are presented in this list for both local (national

and subnational) and global status. Data on national

conservation status have been provided by a wide

range of organisations and individuals throughout

the world, with data sets relating to either a

geographical area or a taxonomic group. Major

sources have been national Red Data books or lists

that have been produced by countries throughout the

world. Data have also been provided by SSC
Specialist Groups. In addition, a great deal of

information has been supplied by individual

botanists and conservationists. Often these workers

have provided updated information or completely

new information about taxa of conservation

concern, and we hope to bring them into the SSC
network.

A major portion of the list comes from electronic

data sets from The Nature Conservancy (TNG),

Wildlife Australia, National Botanical Institute

(NBI), and Flora Europaea. This list therefore

represents a mixture of various 'official' status

reports as well as individual opinion; by referring to

the data source it is possible to determine the source

of virtually all data in this list.

WCMC's role is essentially one of compiling the

outputs of these distributed data sets, and assigning

global threat categories based on the collective local

threat status information. WCMC makes no value

judgement during the process, other than validating,

as far as possible, the source ofthe supplied national

threat status data.

Interpreting threat status

In many cases, national/subnational threat status is

given in published national Red Data books or lists,

with threat status given according to lUCN
Categories. Where different schemes have been

followed, every effort has been made by WCMC to



assign the appropriate lUCN threat category based

on the definitions given by the data providers (see

Appendix III). Where electronic data sets are

concerned, detailed discussions have been held prior

to the data being merged into the global database.

Although the constraints of space in this volume
prevent the display of these "non-IUCN" threat

categories, they are maintained in the database.

Interpreting and assigning the global

threat status

The global threat status recorded for each taxon in

the Threatened Plants Database is assigned at

WCMC on the basis of the combined national/

subnational data. For a taxon to be listed as globally

threatened, information is needed on the local threat

status throughout its natural range. Global threat

status is assigned only once the flill distribution for

the taxon in question is known. A "lowest common
denominator" approach is followed meaning, for

example, that a species listed as Rare within part of its

range but Endangered throughout the rest of its range,

will be listed as Rare globally. A species listed as

Endangered globally will be either Endangered or

Extinct throughout its range, and so on.

Many taxa have had to be omitted from this Red
List due to insufficient information on distribution

and/or status, despite being listed as threatened at

the national level in one or more countries. These

records are available in the Threatened Plants

Database, and it is hoped that these data,

representing information for over 14,000 more taxa,

will be evaluated in the future.

Exceptions to assigning the global

threat status

In some instances data provided to WCMC have

given global rather than, or in addition to, national/

subnational threat status. This is particularly true for

large data sets that have been provided elec-

tronically, notably from The Nature Conservancy

(data sources 20850 and 20883) and Wildlife

Australia (data source 2068
1 ). If global but not local

threat status has been provided, a local rank of

Indeterminate has been assigned by WCMC.

CITES listing

The Threatened Plants Database includes data

concerning all taxa listed on CITES (Convention on

International Trade in Endangered Species of Fauna

and Flora) Appendices I and II current as ofthe ninth

meeting of the Conference of the Parties to CITES
(WCMC, 1996). Two species, Orothamus zeyheri

and Protea odorata, were downlisted from
Appendix I to Appendix II at the 1997 tenth

Conference of the Parties. CITES listing is at the

level of species, genus or family, and records on the

database are flagged at the appropriate taxonomic

level. They are displayed in this list as indicated in

the following table.

feel that it is important to present the data with the

most detail possible.

Since BRUs are geopolitically based, they do not

cross national boundaries. All BRU units are linked

to the appropriate ISO country code, allowing

country-level queries to be made even though the

data are often stored at a lower level. Some
modifications have been made at WCMC to the

BRU scheme to take into account political changes

since the standard was published.

There is also a free-text "geographic qualifier"

available in the database, which appears in this list

as bracketed information following the name of the

BRU. This qualifier provides additional inform-

ation about the distribution of the taxon within the

BRU - for example, a mountain range. Please note

that this information is in many cases not

comprehensive, and is not always from the BRU
data source listed.

Data sources

A critically important feature of the Threatened

Plants Database is the linkage maintained between

many data fields and their data sources.

Considerable effort is made to ensure that the source

of plant names, distribution and conservation status

is tracked, ensuring that credit is given to the

primary sources of data and that users can judge the

validity of the data provided. A complete list of all

the data sources used in the production of this Red

List is included following the main list. Here over

2,000 ofthe 1 9,067 records in the data source file are

listed, approximately 10,000 of which were

published in the World Plant Conservation

Bibliography (Know, 1990).

The list ofDATA SOURCES demonstrates the wide

variety of sources of information drawn upon by

WCMC in the development ofthe Threatened Plants

Database. These include official Red Data Books,

published floras and monographs, journal articles,

electronic lists, annotations made by specialists to

WCMC printouts, and personal communications.

Please note that some of the information in this list

dates from data sources that are 10-15 years old, and

updates to these particular records are clearly

desirable. In this publication muhiple data sources

for the name are sometimes shown, thus allowing

users to track multiple and/or conflicting data.

However we have listed only one conservation

status as the primary or current view, and have

displayed the data that seem most appropriate.

The current practice while entering data into the

database is to require the relevant data source

number for all new plant names, distribution or

threat data. However, prior to the 1 990 adoption of

BG-BASE, the practice was slightly different, and

not all of these fields were mandatory. Although

efforts have been made to fill in missing fields

during the preparation of this list, time and resources

have not permitted all missing data sources to be

checked and updated from the original card index

system.

Statistics

Summary statistics are given in the list at the

beginning of each family. These comprise an

estimate of the number of genera and species in the

family. These figures are derived from numerous

sources with Brummitt ( 1 992) and Cronquist ( 1 98 1

)

being the main sources. The figure for recorded

threatened species is calculated from the data as

explained in the analysis. Please note that species

recorded as Extinct are not included in this count.



Analysis of the list

Estimates for the global number of vascular plant

species commonly range from 250,000-270,000. In

this book, analyses are made against the estimate of

270,000 thereby under- rather than over-estimating

the figure for percent species threatened. Figures for

the number of genera per family are mainly taken

from Brummitt (1992) or from Cronquist (1981).

Figures for number of species per genus and number

ofspecies per country are taken from a wide range of

sources whose data sources were not able to be

shown in this list. Undoubtedly, there may be other,

equally or more valid, estimates for many of these

figures.

Species counts

The manipulation of any large data set such as this,

which is a compilation ofmany other lists, is fraught

with difficulty and requires carefiil interpretation.

In particular the many differences of opinion as to

what constitutes a species, subspecies, or variety in

the plant kingdom make it difficult to decide which

unit is most appropriate to present in summary

tables.

Given the data included in the list, three options

for providing summary counts are available. The

first is to provide counts for all taxa listed (taxa

count). This will provide a slight overestimate since

some taxa are listed at both the specific and

infraspecific level. The second option is to count

only taxa listed at the specific level {species

count-low), which will provide an underestimate, as

some taxa are only listed at the infraspecific level,

and information was not available to assess the

species as a whole. The third and middle option

(species count) is to count as threatened all those

taxa listed as threatened at the species level, plus all

those species of which at least one component part

(i.e. subspecies or variety) is listed as threatened.

The results of the three different methods of

counting are summarised in Table 4.

The difference between the highest and lowest

estimates for total figures is 1 1 .7%. Even the 'best'

case scenario indicates that at least 11.5% (31,195

out of an estimated 270,000 species) of the world's

vascular flora is under threat. However it must be

recognised that irrespective of the figures used, the

situation in reality is much worse due to the major

gaps of knowledge about plants, from different

regions or taxonomic groups, as well as a conser-

vation point of view. This is particularly accentu-

ated in the tropics.

In the tables that follow a breakdown by threat

category for each country and for each family is

given according to the species count figure.

Geographic analysis

The number of threatened species recorded for each

country, and the percentage this represents of their

national flora, are given in Table 5. Note that a

relatively high figure of threatened species for a

Comparison of potential methods of counting threatened plants



particular country may only reflect the effort that has

been made by that country in collating data, while a

low figure for another country may reflect that

similar efforts have not yet been undertaken in that

country. On the other hand, some countries clearly

have greater conservation problems than others due

to a variety of reasons.

It is of interest to note that the three countries

providing complete electronic data sets are also listed

as having the highest percentage of their national

floras threatened.

It is interesting to note wliicii families have the

highest percentage of threatened species. Ex-

cluding nineteen monotypic families with one

threatened species (and therefore 1 00% threatened),

20 families are listed with at least 50% of their

species threatened (see Table 9). Of these, eight

are gymnosperms. The prominence of the gymno-

sperms may be due to the fact that they are a

well-known and relatively small group, and

substantial effort has been made to assess their

conservation status. At the same time, the gymno-

sperms include many species that are widely

exploited both for timber and horticultural purposes,

which has lead to decreasing populations. Also,

gymnosperms are an ancient group of species, and

may not be adapting well to the rapidly changing

times that we live in. In contrast, the ferns as a group

appear to face relatively low levels of threat. This

may be due in part to the fact that fern spores travel

relatively easily with the result that many species are

widely distributed. At the same time, many fern

species have not been included due to incomplete

conservation assessments and complicated taxo-

nomic issues.

Threatened species are distributed throughout the

plant kingdom. Table 10 shows the number of

families and genera which contain threatened taxa,

by lUCN category. Families not represented on this

list (c. 42 families) are mostly very small, com-

prising less than ten species. Thus it can be clearly

stated that about a quarter of the estimated number

ofgenera ofvascular plants contain threatened taxa.

Plant extinctions

One surprising figure in this book is the relatively

low number of species which are recorded as having

become Extinct in the wild: 380 species, plus 371

species listed as Ex/E (see Table 8). Given the often

quoted predictions in the popular and scientific press

of extremely high extinction rates, the numbers in

this book will seem very low. While this may in part

be due to lack of data and the fact that plant

extinctions have only been recently recorded, at the

same time it may be that we are still at the brink of a

far more serious wave of extinction. The grim

statistic that at least 6,522 species are Endangered,

and that these are likely to join the Extinct list in the

near future, should be taken as a warning that the

situation will get far worse unless vastly increased

conservation action is taken now.
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Global Red Lists - where next?

Throughout the history of the Threatened Plants

Database, datasets have been provided, either as

hard copy, or more recently in electronic format, in

support of plant conservation initiatives world-

wide. By putting data on nationally threatened

plants into a global context, regional in situ and ex

situ conservation needs become more apparent.

These demand a range of solutions, from the

development of protected areas systems (lUCN,

1992) to safeguard whole populations, to the

development of cuhivation techniques for plants

that are already extinct in the wild. Increasingly,

botanic garden living collection policies focus on

plants of conservation importance (lUCN & BGCS,
1989). In many cases, the living collections of

botanic gardens contain large numbers of threatened

and extinct species. The Royal Botanic Garden

Edinburgh for example has 1387 such taxa alive in

its collections (Walter et al., 1995). In addition,

botanic gardens are now undertaking activities that

bridge the gap between in situ and ex situ

conservation, with the living collections being used

as source material for reintroduction programmes

(Atkinson e/ a/., 1995; Bramwell, 1991).

The large demand for the data needed to underpin

these activities made provision of information in

book format a clear objective, in particular to ensure

the data are accessible to as many people as possible.

Also, by publishing the information in this book, a

record ofwhat is known in 1997 is provided, a view

that will inevitably become quickly outdated as

further conservation information is gathered and as

conservation activities take place.

The 1997 lUCN Red List of Threatened Plants

provides a snapshot of the Threatened Plants

Database maintained by WCMC as it stood on 22

May 1997. Global databases must be kept

constantly updated so as to make new knowledge

accessible as rapidly as possible.

Data continue to be incorporated at WCMC on a

daily basis, to keep pace with the data produced

world wide. A joint WCMC/SSC project on the

conservation and sustainable use of trees will

include the production of a world list of threatened

trees following the 1994 lUCN Categories of threat

(see Appendix I). Work is also underway in many
SSC Specialist Groups to update the threat category

oftheir respective taxa. New and active members of

these Groups are always welcome, and should

contact the SSC Plants Officer at lUCN. Funding

permitting, a global list of threatened plants

following the 1994 lUCN Categories will be

produced. This will provide an important

component of the Biodiversity Conservation

Information System (BCIS), a consortium of

organisations including lUCN and WCMC whose

mission includes the provision of data to support

environmentally sound decision-making and actions

affecting the status of biodiversity.
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Appendix I

lUCN Red List Categories

The 1997 lUCN Red List of Threatened Plants is

based on the pre- 1994 lUCN Categories, drawn up

by the lUCN Species Survival Commission. These

have since been revised (lUCN, 1994). Subsequent

listings will be made using the 1994 Categories and

criteria. Details of both systems are given below.

lUCN Red List Categories as used
in this List (pre-1994)

EXTINCT (Ex)

Taxa not definitely located in the wild during the

past 50 years.

EXTINCT/ENDANGERED (Ex/E)

Taxa that are suspected of having recently become

Extinct.

ENDANGERED (E)

Taxa in danger of extinction and whose survival is

unlikely if the causal factors continue operating.

Included are taxa whose numbers have been reduced

to a critical level or whose habitats have been so

drastically reduced that they are deemed to be in

immediate danger of extinction. Also included are

taxa that may be extinct but have definitely been

seen in the wild in the past 50 years.

VULNERABLE (V)

Taxa believed likely to move into the 'Endangered'

category in the near fiiture if the causal factors

continue operating. Included are taxa ofwhich most

or all the populations are decreasing because of

over-exploitation, extensive destruction of habitat

or other environmental disturbance; taxa with

populations that have been seriously depleted and

whose ultimate security has not yet been assured;

and taxa with populations that are still abundant but

are under threat from severe adverse factors

throughout their range.

RARE(R)
Taxa with small world populations that are not at

present 'Endangered' or 'Vulnerable', but are at

risk. These taxa are usually localised within

restricted geographical areas or habitats or are thinly

scattered over a more extensive range.

INDETERMINATE (I)

Taxa that are known to be Endangered, Vulnerable

or Rare but where there is not enough information to

say which of the three categories is appropriate.

The word 'threatened' has no official definition

within the lUCN Red List Categories; it is generally

understood, however, to include taxa that are

Endangered, Vulnerable, Rare or Indeterminate. It

should not be confused with the use ofthe same term

by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and in other

countries, where it has a legal definition.

Additional categories recoided in the Threatened

Plants Database, but excluded from this list,

comprise: nt (not threatened), ? (no information), O
(out of danger), K (insufficiently known).

1994 lUCN Red List Categories

EXTINCT (EX)

A taxon is Extinct when there is no reasonable doubt

that the last individual has died.

EXTINCT IN THE WILD (EW)
A taxon is Extinct in the wild when it is known only

to survive in cultivation, in captivity or as a

naturalised population (or populations) well outside

the past range. A taxon is presumed Extinct in the

Wild when exhaustive surveys in known and/or

expected habitat, at appropriate times (diurnal,

seasonal, annual), throughout its historic range have

failed to record an individual. Surveys should be

over a time frame appropriate to the taxon's life

cycle and life form.

CRITICALLY ENDANGERED (CR)

A taxon is Critically Endangered when it is facing an

extremely high risk of extinction in the wild in the

immediate future, as defined by any of the criteria

(A to E) on pages I and li.

ENDANGERED (EN)

A taxon is Endangered when it is not Critically

Endangered but is facing a very high risk of

extinction in the wild in the near future, as defined

by any of the criteria (A to E) on page li.

VULNERABLE (VU)

A taxon is Vulnerable when it is not Critically

Endangered or Endangered but is facing a high risk

of extinction in the wild in the medium-term future,

as defined by any ofthe criteria (A to E) on page Hi.

LOWER RISK (LR)

A taxon is Lower Risk when it has been evaluated,

does not satisfy the criteria for any of the categories

Critically Endangered, Endangered or Vulnerable.

Taxa included in the Lower Risk category can be

separated into three subcategories:

1. Conservation Dependent (cd). Taxa which

are the focus ofa continuing ta.xon-specific or

habitat-specific conservation programme

targeted towards the taxon in question, the

cessation of which would result in the taxon

qualifying for one of the threatened

categories above within a period of five years.

2. Near Threatened (nt). Taxa which do not

qualify for Conservation Dependent, but

which are close to qualifying for Vulnerable.

3. Least Concern (Ic). Taxa which do not

qualify for Conservation Dependent or Near

Threatened.

DATA DEFICIENT (DD)

A taxon is Data Deficient when there is inadequate

information to make a direct, or indirect, assessment

of its risk of extinction based on its distribution

and/or population status. A taxon in this category

may be well studied, and its biology well known, but

appropriate data on abundance and/or distribution

are lacking. Data Deficient is therefore not a

category of threat or Lower Risk. Listing of taxa in

this category indicates that more information is

required and acknowledges the possibility that

fiiture research will show that threatened

classification is appropriate. It is important to make
positive use ofwhatever data are available. In many
cases great care should be exercised in choosing

between DD and threatened status. If the range of a

taxon is suspected to be relatively circumscribed, if

a considerable period of time has elapsed since the

last record of the taxon, threatened status may well

be justified.

NOT EVALUATED (NE)

A taxon is Not Evaluated when it is has not yet been

assessed against the criteria.

THE CRITERIA FOR CRITICALLY
ENDANGERED, ENDANGERED AND
VULNERABLE

CRITICALLY ENDANGERED (CR)

A taxon is Critically Endangered when it is facing an

extremely high risk of extinction in the wild in the

immediate future, as defined by any ofthe following

criteria (A to E):

A) Population reduction in the form of either

of the following:

An observed, estimated, inferred or suspected

reduction of at least 80% over the last 10

years or three generations, whichever is the

longer, based on (and specifying) any of the

following:

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Appendix II

Threatened Plants Database management

Plant data are managed at WCMC using BG-BASE,

a variable-length field, relational database manage-

ment system built using Advanced Revelation, and

widely adopted by botanical institutions throughout

the world. The database is externally dynamic with

over 100 changes and additions made per day; all

records are date-stamped and initialled so that

changes to records can be easily tracked. Full-word,

partial-word, and phonetic searches are available to

streamline data entry and retrieval.

Managing plant data on a global scale is a

complex task, especially given the range of diverse

uses that the database serves at WCMC, for

instance, production of the plant data are found in

the Checklist ofCITES Species (WCMC, 1996) and

WorldPlani Bibliography {Anon, 1990/ Therefore,

the database management system used is large and

incorporates many more features than would be

necessary simply to produce this list. For maximum
efficiency, BG-BASE data are managed in a series of

database tables (or files) whose constituent records

are related to one another through shared fields.

BG-BASE has over 4,200 fields spread across

approximately 200 database files, of which WCMC
uses a relatively small percentage. The major

BG-BASE tables used by WCMC are shown below.

Bibliographic information

When plant information is received by WCMC, the

first step taken is to create a data source record in the

DS table (19,076 records) for that information.

These data source records are mostly books, journal

articles, proceedings, and other published work, but

they can also be conversations, and annotations

made to WCMC lists, etc. The location of each data

source is coded so that it may be found quickly; full

citation details can be output as camera-ready

bibliographies. The key field in this table is DS.

NUM, the number shown throughout this book and

in the DATA SOURCES section following the main

list.

Taxon information

The Threatened Plants Database already contains

information on nearly half of all known vascular

plants. When "new" taxa are added, a record is

created in the NAMES table, which handles

information on the scientific name, common names,

and languages and synonymy. Accepted names and

synonyms are linked and indexed together so that

any name searched for, automatically brings up all

relevant records.

If the nomenclatural and taxonomic status of a

name has not been verified, the name is coded as

"unchecked" (note such names have not been

suppressed from this List). Information about the

taxon's habit (tree, shrub, herbaceous, etc.) and uses

(timber, wild crop relative, etc.) is also collected

where possible. Selections of data from the

NAMES table are periodically downloaded to BGCI
allowing conservation audits of botanic gardens

world-wide to be undertaken, an example of which

is given in the Utrecht University catalogue of plant

collections (Wollenberg et al., 1992). Further tables

allow inventory data for protected areas to be stored

(Murray e/ a/., 1992).

Each NAMES record is linked to a record in the

GENERA table, where records are in turn linked to

the FAMILIES table. CITES information is stored

in all three ofthese tables, as appropriate, depending

on what taxonomic level is listed.

Distribution information

For each area of the world in which a plant is said to

occur, a separate record is created in the

DISTRIBUTIONS table. These records, besides

holding pointers to the name of the plant and the

name of the area (stored in the BRUs table), contain

information on the geographic area to which the

plant may be restricted, the data source for the

distribution information, the conservation status

(lUCN category and the status as given if the data

source is not using FUCN Categories), and the data

source for this conservation information. Other

fields which exist but which are relatively

infrequently used by WCMC include: number of

individuals and/or populations of the taxon known

to exist in the area, date(s) when the taxon was last

seen in the area, threat(s) to the ta,xon in the area,

legal status of the taxon in the area, presence in

conservation areas, and habitats occupied by this

taxon. Other fields used include Occurrence and

Introduced flags, as specified in the POSS (Plant
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Occurrence Status Scheme) adopted by TDWG
(Threatened Plants Unit, in press). All introduced

records have been suppressed from this list.

Interpretation of The Nature

Conservancy status ranks

The single largest outside data set contributed to this

project derived from The Nature Conservancy

(USA), which provided status and distribution data

for approximately 1 1,000 globally threatened plants

of the United States, Canada, and Latin America

(TNC, 1996a; TNC, 1996b). The conservation

status of each plant was assessed using the ranking

system developed by TNC and its collaborators in

the Natural Heritage and Conservation Data Center

Network. Since these TNC status ranks were

developed independently of and differ from the

lUCN threat categories used in this publication, a

conversion protocol was developed for their

translation to lUCN Categories and incorporation

into this publication.

Over the past twenty years TNC has helped

establish a network of Natural Heritage Programs

and Conservation Data Centers based in more than

85 state and national agencies and private

organisations throughout the western hemisphere.

Consistent methods for the assessment and

documentation of species status have been

developed for use in the biodiversity inventory and

information management activities of these centres.

These conservation status ranks provide an

approximation of the risk of extinction for a

particular taxon. As indicated in Table 13 below,

rarity, as measured by number and size of

populations or occurrences, is a principal extinction

risk factor used in assessing status, but other criteria

also considered include breadth of overall

distribution, known population trends, and known

and inferred threats (Master, 1991). The TNC
conservation status ranking system follows a

one-through-five scale, ranging from critically

imperilled (Gl) to demonstrably secure (G5); extinct

or possibly extinct species are tracked

independently (Stein etai, 1995; Stein & Chipley,

1996). This one-through-five ranking is applied at

global (i.e., range-wide), national, and sub-national

(i.e., state or provincial) levels, indicated by the

prefix G, N, or S.

Assigning status ranks is a collaborative effort

shared by TNC and the Natural Heritage Programs

(NHP) and Conservation Data Centers (CDC). In

general, sub-national and national status is assessed

and documented by the relevant state or national

data centre; with assessment of global status

co-ordinated by TNC based on national and
sub-national ranks and other information. While

ranks are developed in a decentralised network

arrangement, a summary of the current global,

national, and sub-national ranks is maintained by

TNC in the Natural Heritage Central Database

(NHCD) at its Arlington, Virginia headquarters.

Information sources used by TNC, NHP, and

CDC biologists to assess species status include

herbarium collections, published reports in the

scientific literature, other documented sightings,

targeted field inventories, and population censuses.

Distribution data in theNHCD derive from a variety

of sources. For the United States and Canada, much
ofthe state and province-level distribution data have

been developed by the Biota of North America

Program of the North Carolina Botanical Garden.

For Latin America, major sources for national and

province-level distribution data include the Flora

Neotropica monograph series, and electronic

databases of the Missouri Botanical Garden.

To contribute to this publication, the NHCD was

queried for all plant taxa with global ranks of G3
(globally vulnerable) or rarer. National and

sub-national distributions and status ranks for these

1 1 ,000 taxa were then output for transfer to WCMC
and incorporation into its Threatened Plants

Database. Within the NHCD, the rank of a

particular taxon maybe expressed as a range (e.g.,

G2G3), indicating uncertainty about the plant's

conservation status; for this publication, such "range

ranks" were converted to a single rank value

according to an algorithm developed for this

purpose. The original TNC ranks were stored in

BG-BASE, and the TNC ranks were then converted

by WCMC to the lUCN threat categories used in this

publication according to the protocol described in

Table 13.

agencies. Whilst this list will have no legal status it

will be used as a basis for entries to the schedules of

the Endangered Species Protection Act.

ROTAP uses a binary coding system developed

and refined over several years but based on the

lUCN Categories used in this List. While the

ROTAP codes X, E, V, R, and K use definitions

close to those of the lUCN Categories, the ROTAP
system uses other indicators to supply additional

information to users of the list. For example, the

ROTAP code for Dawinia collina is 2VCit. This

indicates that this plant is Vulnerable (V), that its

geographic range is less than 1 00km (2), that there is

at least one population reserved in a national park or

other protected area (C), that fewer than 1 ,000 plants

are known to occur within the reserve (i) and that the

total known population is conserved (t). A full

discussion of these terms may be found in Briggs &
Leigh (1996). In this Red List only the 'top level'

codes for Australian taxa are used.

It should be noted that each of Australia's states

and territories compiles lists of threatened taxa

based on state boundaries. These state lists are used

in the compilation of the national ROTAP list.

Thus, a plant that grows in more than one state may
be classed as Endangered in one state and
Vulnerable in another state, but on a national

assessment the plant may be rated Vulnerable.

Within the Australian context the state and national

lists are complementary.
