Lasting Effects of Green-Ma-
nure Crops One of Their Most
Valuable Characteristics

The effect of a green-manure crop of cow-

peas is evident for two or more years after it

has Ijeen turned under, according to the results

of experiments conducted in Alabama. The
Canada Experiment Farm, at Ottawa, ascer-

tained that the effect of a turned-under crop

of red clover was still strongly evident after

the third year.

A green-manure crop should be turned under
at least two weeks before the next crop is

planted. In plowing down the catch-crop, the

furrow slive should be laid slanting, at an
angle of 30 to 40 degrees with the horizontal.

Directly after plowing, the field should be
rolled thoroughly, as this hastens decay and
prevents the drying out of the soil. A liberal

application of lime or land plaster is recom-

mended after plowing down crops making a
