HOW to GrOW Mushrooms in the Open Garden.—To produce these, the most essential point is the preparation ot the material,
which ought to consist of fresh stable manure, half droppings and half litter ; it must be thoroughly turned every other day for a fortnight, and
then be made into a ridge (as shown in the Illustration) 2 ft. 6 in. at the bottom, 2 ft. 6 in. high, and 6 in. wide at the top, the whole to be firmly
put together. The bed may be of any length. After making up the bed, place stakes down the centre, by which to gauge the heat of the bed (as
shown in the Illustration), and cover all with long litter. In two or three days pull out the stakes, and when the temperature stands at about 8o
degrees, the bed is ready for spawning. Break the brick of spawn into pieces about the size of a hen’s egg, and put in 8 or io inches apart

; cover
the whole with turfy loam soil, and beat it well, making the surface quite firm, and again cover with long clean litter. Finally, cover the whole
with Russian mats, to keep away daylight and excessive moisture.

When in rough leaf, the young plants should be pricked out 3 or 4 inches apart in a cool frame,

and be transferred to their permanent places, in ground very highly manured, early in April.

If the weather be cold after planting out, pots should be placed over them at night to be removed
on the following morning, and repeated for three or four weeks if the nights are cold.

If these simple directions be attended to, the result will be found to well repay the trouble, fine

spikes in the following August and September will be ensured, and the disease to which Hollyhocks
have been considered so susceptible will be defied.

Cultivation Of Gladiolus.—In the open air prepare your beds or borders by well digging them a

spit deep, burying a stratum of good leaf-mould or rotten manure at the bottom. The surface soil should be

rendered open by mixing sand with it, and being well broken in digging: plant the bulbs in clumps or rows,

according to fancy, about six inches deep, taking care to cover them one inch deep with sand previous to

re covering with mould. After planting, rake the ground well, giving it a southern inclination if possible ;
keep

free from weeds, and stir surface occasionally ; in severe weather, cover the bed with two or three inches of dry

litter. In the latter stages of growth keep the bulbs moderately moist.

The Cultiuation of the Tuberose.—The double-flowered Tuberose may be had in succession by
potting the tubers, and plunging them in a cold frame, covering them four inches deep with cocoanut-fibre
refuse ; but they start a little more quickly and with greater certainty in a gentle bottom-heat. Loam and
well-decayed manure, in about equal parts, with a little coarse river-sand, is the most suitable compost in

which to grow them. The pots may be taken out of the frame as soon as the flower-stems appear above the
leaves, removed to the greenhouse, and taken into the forcing-pit as required. Tuberoses are often placed
in too much heat, and become a prey to red spiders. If kept perfectly dry and protected from frost, the Bulbs

; may be stored several months without in any way losing their flowering properties.
