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PETER LOEFLING.
eter Loe fling was a fon of Eric

^ P H Loefiing, Book-keeper, and of Barbara

k.MMjs? Strandman^ born 1729, January 20-31*

in the Province of Geftrikeland, at Tolforfarook,

in the parifli of Walbo.

His parents took care to have him prepared

for his univerfity education by private tutors.

In 1743, he entered the univerfity of Upfala9

and after having regularly affifted the lectures of

feveral profeffors and efpecially thofe of Dr.

Linnaus^ he refolved to ftudy phyfic in 1745.

He was very diligent and applicated in the pur-

fuit of all the fciences necefTary in the

branch of literature he had fixed upon,

and for that purpofe never failed to be pre-

fent at Dr. Linnaus\ botanical excurfions.

The Doctor could not yet difcern him among

the great number of pupils who attended his

deinonftrations. But having at the end of the

term, given leave to his pupils, to confult him

F 3 either
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either by word of mouth, or by letter upon fuch

points as were not fufficiently clear to them :

Loefiing made a good ufe of this leave, and

never failed to propofe to his tutor by every re-

turn of poft, fome queries on botanical fubjecls,

which were delivered by his intimate friend

John Otto Hagftroem> who is now phyfician to

the province of OJigothland. The great Linnaeus

foon difcovered in the courfe of this correfpon-

dence, his botanical genius, and in order to en-

courage him, he was never deficient in anfwer-

ing regularly his queries. «

Dr. Linnaeus defired him to return foon to the

univerfity, where he had the belt opportunity

of improving himfelf in a fcience for which he

had a peculiar turn. The pupil was ready to

comply with this invitation ; but found himfelf

under the moll critical dilemma, on account of

the poverty of his parents, who could not af-

ford to keep him any longer at the univerfity at

their expence : he therefore begged the doctor

to procure him a place as private tutor. The

profeiTor thought it his duty to encourage fo fine

a genius, and as there was no other opportunity

to place him, he refolved to take him into his

houfe, and to make him the companion of his

own fon. He forefaw that the tutor would not

only kindle a defire for improvement in botany,

in
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in his tender pupil but that even his enthufiafm

would be communicated to his young friend,

and fo it really happened. In this ftation Loef-

ling made the beft of his time, and of the op-

portunity of improving by the Doctor's lectures,

at which he was afiifting very regularly \ the reft

of the time left to him, he fpent in feeing the moft

ingenious and diligent ftudents, whofe friendship

he acquired, and in vifiting the botanical garden

feveral times a day, and at dinner he propofed

queries and dubia to his tutor, by whom he now

was efteemed worthy of the greateft intimacy

and friendftiip ; for the doctor obferved in his

pupil, according to his own expreflion, § a
<c mind as pure as gold, and without the leaft

" duplicity of manners or words, which were

" exactly correfponding with his moft fecret

" thoughts." He was not effeminate, and re-

limed neither the pleafures of the table, nor

vanity in dreffing he flept as comfortably on

the hardeft bench, as in the fofteft bed ; and the

finding of a fmall plant or mofs, repaid him

amply the fatigue of a long excurfion.

In the fummer term of 1748, the Doctor gave

to each of his fcholars a branch of botany for

its illuftration, as a tafk. Loefling got the buds

of trees for his allotted fhare, as this fubject had

never been well inquired into, and he was the

only
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only one who executed his tafk. The benefit of

viflting the botanical garden at every hour of

/, gave him an opportunity to make the

.c accurate obfervations on the buds of trees*

iiom whence he drew the mod curious infe-

rences, which he publilhed in 1749, in a dhTer-

tation de Gemmis arborum. In the year 1 7 50,

Dr. Unnceus began to draw up his Philofophia

Botanica, but he was attacked by fo violent a fit

of the gout, that he was almoft pad all hopes

of recovery the difeafe however relenting a

little, he dictated the work to Loefiing, who

-went on with it as fail as the prefs could go.

This buiinefs, was not only amufing to Loefling,

but proved very ufeful to him -

3 for he never

failed to apply to his tutor for the elucidation of

fuch articles as he did not underftan'd, which

was readily granted, and thus the pupil became

a perfect matter of the Doctor's fyftem and its

fpirit.

Linnaus purfued his grand plan in botany with

an undaunted courage and perfeverance in

fpite of all the fatigues, obloquy, and ingrati-

tude he met with. His difciples were gone to the

mod .diftant pans of the globe, and returned

loaden with the mod curious difcoveries. Kalm

from Canada^ OJbeck from China, Hajjelquifi from

Ezxpt, Moreen from Suratte and Montin from

Lapland*
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Lapland, The fouthern parts of Europe, how-

ever were Jefs fearched, than thofe in the re-

moteft parts of India. For this purpofe the

great botanift endeavoured to get acquainted

with the Marquis de Grimaldi, the Spanifh am-

baffador at the Swedi/h court ; in order to obtain

leave for one of his pupils to travel through

Spain. The firft fteps for this purpofe were

fcarcely taken by the Doctor's friends, when the

ambaflador fent him word by Lieutenant Rad-

iated, that his Catholic Majefty had already de-

fired to have a botanift from Dr. Linnaeus , which

occafioned him great aftonifliment: but it is

worthy to be remarked, that fome Engliftimen

had been the firft who occafioned the court of

Spain to fend for a botanift to Sweden, at a time

when Linnxus had been moft anxious about the

method of introducing one of his pupils into

Spain. Some Englilh gentlemen, and among

them, Robert More, Efq-, F. R. S. obferving

with what indolence and carelefsnefs the greater

part of travellers paired through thofe parts of

our globe, which when diligently fearched,

might afford a vaft field for difcoveries and new

obfervations in Natural Hiftory, refolved to tra -

vel in company, through France, Spain, Italy?

Switzerland, Germany, Denmark and Sweden, with

a view to fulfill in part the plan to enquire more

accurately
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accurately into the various curiofities peculiar to

each country. Thefe gentlemen being in Spain^

were invited to dine with Don Carvajal, who acci-

dentally aiked them their opinion about Spain ;

they anfwered, that its curiofities had by far

furpafied their expectation, and that for all this,

the remark of Linnaus in his Bibliotheca Bota*

nica were ftill true, that the Flora Hlfpanica

would turn out as new as it was rich. Don Car*

vajal wiftied to fee the Doctor's performance,

and having read the padage, he declared, that

Spain mould in a little time be free from fuch a

reproach. Mr. More, in his tour through Swe*

den, communicated to the Doctor this anecdote,

when he vifited the univerfky of Upfala, and

thus it became a key to the meiTage of the

Marquis de Grimaldi, which had caufed Linnaus

fo great an aftonifhment.

Dr. Linnaus was very happy, as he heard he

had leave to felect. out of his pupils, one whom
he thought mofc deferving of occupying a place

that would be both honourable and profitable :

he fixed upon Loefling his favourite ; and though

this young man had gone through the ufual ex-

ercifes, and was to obtain the degree of Doctor

of Phfic in three months tine, he refolved to

neglect this honour, and to go on his tour to

Spain. In a month's time he was ready, having

taken
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taken leave of his relations, friends, and coun-

try. The Royal Academy of Sciences made

him a prefent of a fine Englifh microfcope, a

thermometer, a moft exact geometrical fcale,

and many other inftruments. Count Piper, Mr.

Peter Wargentin, the one prefident, the other

fecretary to the Royal Academy, and many of

its members, vied with each other in contribut-

ing to the equipment of the young botanift.

The director of the Swedifh Eaft India company,

Clas Grill, generoufly offered him a free pafiage

and board, in one of his mips bound for Porto

in Portugal : and the Marquis Grimaldi granted

him a handfome allowance towards the expences

of the Tour to Madrid. Loefling was well made,

tall, ftrong, and of a healthy conftitution, un-

impaired by debauches and luxury, all which

promifed him good fuccefs in his labourious un-

dertaking in a foreign climate. The leave he

jtook of his tutor at Upfala, was very affecting

and moving. The nineteenth of March, 1751,

he left for ever his native country, went round

the Baltic, paiTed the Sound, crofTed the German

ocean, the bay of Bifcay, and at laft arrived

May the eighteenth, at Oporto. Some Fuci and

marine productions of the Vermes Clafs, amufed.

pur natural hiftorian during his paMage ; but the

Portugueze Flora was an ample field for his in-

quiries.
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quiries, he collected every plant, dried fpeci-

mens, collected feeds, and fent them to Linnaus.

For want of another fhip, and not venturing to

go to Lijbon in a Portugueze Caravela he ftaid

at Oporto till the beginning of Auguft, when he

took his paffage in a Swedijh fhip. They were

becalmed, and therefore fpent eight days on a

paffage of a few hours. Here he found a very

remarkable difference in the climate, which pro-

duced the finefl American plants, as the Agave

Americana^ Caclus opuntia, Phoenix daclylifera, and

the Dracaena Draco, Mr. Godin, a French aftro-

nomer, who had been fifteen years in America,

and who was appointed Director of the Academy

of Marines at Cadiz, took Loefling in his com-

pany, and left Lijbon with him the latter end of

September. During the journey, the attention

of the young botanift was employed in examin-

ing thofe wild growing plants, which in this

country were the ornaments of the befl gardens,

and required a careful cultivation. He found

the NarcifTufes, the Leucoya, Ornithogala,

Squills, and Afphodels in full flower : Laven-

der, Sage, Rofemary, Fenil, Thyme and

Stocchas Arabica, fpread their odoriferous ef-

fluvia \ and the groves confuted of Olives,

Myrtles, Coluteas, JefTamines, Rofebays, Phyl-

lyreas, Maftictrees and Chio Turpentine Trees,

All
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AH thefe contributed to make his journey both

ufeful and agreeable. At Madrid where he ar-

rived, after having been feventeen days on the

road Loejiing began to fear he mould find neither

botanifts, nor friends, nor patrons : but the gloom

which this thought had fpread over his counte-

nance, was foon changed into joy and content-

ment, by the recommendation of Mr. Godin,

who introduced him into the beft companies,

and prefented him to Don Carvajal, who fa-

voured him with a kind and gracious recep-

tion.

The moft unexpected thing to him was the

great number of lovers of botany, which he

found at Madrid. Four of them deferve chiefly

to be mentioned : viz. Don Jofeph Ortega, chief

apothecary to the army, and fecretary of the

phyfical academy at Madrid ; Don Minuart chief

apothecary to the hofpitals ; Don §h/er
9

firft

furgeon to the king, who had a fplendid bota-

nical garden, and a moft elegant collection of

plants j and Don Chriftoval Velez, apothecary

and examinator of the College of Phyficians,

who was poffeffed of a choice colledion of

botanical books, of a grand Hortus Siccus, and
had drawn up a Flora Madritenfts. Thefe gen-

tlemen found cur young botanift much to their

liking s
he was careffed by every one, and their

houfes.
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houfes, gardens and libraries were at his fervice.

He got from the king a penfion of eight thou-

fand Reals per annum, without becoming the

object of their envy,

Loefling gained more and more the favour of

thefe phyfical gentlemen, and paid to each of

them a handfome compliment, by calling four

new plants found in Spain after their names,

wfiich will be a lading monument of the

gratitude of the Swedi/h botanift, as Linnaus

has taken thefe names into all the fubfe-

quent editions of his Genera and Species planta*

rum and into the laft editions of his Syftema Na-

ture. Loefling ftaid about two years at Madrid^

and made during that time fome little botanical

expeditions in its neighbourhood : and col-

lected above 1300 diftinct fpecies of Spanijh

plants. The miniftry then began to think of

fending Loefling to Spanifh South America. The

plan for this expedition was great, and worthy

of Don Carvajal's genius and love for the

fciences. According to this plan the whole ex-

pedition Ihould be under the direction of Don

Jofeph de Itturiaga 9 Ctpitan de Altobordo in the

fleet, and director of the Caracas^ and the trad-

ing company there : under him was the next in

command, Don Eugenio Albaradi Colonel in the

Jand fervice, a native of Lima in Peru. Four

profefTo rs

jjnofefTors were at the head, each of one fcienc£,

viz. i. a geographer ; 2. a natural philofopher i

3. a botanift ; and 4V one acquainted with

commercial affairs. Each profeffor had four af-

firmants, and befides them were four furgeons,

&nd many other people intended for this expe-

dition. Don Juan Ignatio Madariaga and Don

Jofeph Solano both Capitans de Fregatta, with

Don Jofeph Santos Cabrera were for the geogra-

phical department. Loefling was the head bo-*

fanift, and had Don Benito Paltor, from the Py-

renees, and Don Antonio Condal, froni Barcellona,

two yourtg phyficians, for his affiftants : and

two other youths, born at Madrid, of Wealthy

parents, called Don Bruno Salvador, and Don
San Juan de Dios Caftel, were interided for

draughtfmen and pupils in natural hiftory.

The other departments were filled up in propor-

tion, fo that this might have turned out one of the

grander! and moil ufeful undertakings if pro*

perly conducted and executed. Loefling got

twenty thoufand reales de Vdloi towards his

equipment iri linen, cloaths and other itecefTa-

ries. His lalary was incrfeafed to ten thoufand

reales per annum, and that of each of the phy-

ficians under him, was fixed at five thoufand

fcales. The regulation of the limits between

the Spaniards and the Portugueze- in North A-
Vol. II. G rperic%
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merica, was the chief object of this expedition ;

Don Carvajal reprefented to the king that this

would be the belt opportunity to get acquainted

with the products of the interior parts of this

extenfive continent : that France and England

were great only by the knowledge and ufe of

the fine products of their fettlements in Ameri-

ca ; that South America, no doubt, was richer

in them than any other part of the world, and that

nothing was wanting to reap the fame benefit

from the Spanifh colonies, than a nearer infpec-

tion into, and examination of, the American

plants, animals, and natural productions, which

could now be procured by the addition of a

good natural hiftorian. This being at laft agreed

to by the king, the expedition was put into ex-

ecution, and Loefling ordered to go with his af-

firmants to Cadiz. From whence they fet fail

February the fifteenth, ,1754. ThejpafTage was

happy and fhort they paffed February the

twenty-fourth, the Canary IJlands ; April the

third, the ille of 'Tabago, the fourth, the ifles of

Granada and Margarita, and arrived April the

eleventh at Cumana, the capital of the province

of New Andalufia or Cumana.

1 This town is under the tenth degree north la-

titude. Their fummer begins at Chriftmas, and

ends at Midfumrner-day, from which time to

Chriftmas.,
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Chriftmas, they reckon their winter. During

this winter, the Swedifh thermometer of Pro-

fefibr Gelfms, was within doors confbantly, be-

tween twenty-fix and thirty degrees, and in fu ai-

mer between thirty and thirty-three. Out of doors

the heat is, between nine #nd five o'clock, ex-

ceflive, io that it would be intolerable for the

whole animal and vegetable creation, did not at

the fame time a conftant eaft wind and rain,

contribute towards abating the heat while the

fun is in the zenith.

Here Loefling found a new world, every plant

he beheld was new, and their great number

gave him employment from morning to night.

This expedition was intended to go up the great

Orenoco river, then by Rio Negro, into the Ma-
rannon, or river of Amazons, and afterwards

along the limits of Brazils, till to thofe pre-

tended lakes which are fituated at the fource

of Rio de la Plata, which river they intended

to follow to Buenos Ayres, and from thence the

tour mould go back through Chili, Peru, Lima^

and Quito, all countries which never had been

vifited by any botanift of note, if we except

that Mr. Juffieu had feen part of Peru.

The here-mentioned degrees of Cet/ius's thermome-

ter, correfpond thus with the degrees in Farenheifs

/cale, 26=792; 5 30= 865 and 33= 91,
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During the whole paffage he gave lectures on

botany, to his pupils, and made them acquaint-

ed with the nie of the Linnasan fyftem ; the

Philofophia lotanica was his Syllabus, and the

young phyficians feemed to apply very clofely

to the ftudy of botany. At his landing the

collection of plants and feeds, the examination

and defcription of every new object, and the

drawings of fuch things, as were either new or

not well drawn before, gave fufficient occupa-

tion to Loefling and his affirmants.

During fix months reQdence at Cumana, he

made an excurfion through New Barcelona, and

the miffions of Piritu, towards the river Guayana,

where he continued his obfervations during two

or three months ; from thence he travelled to

the million of Curoni, and then returned to Cu-

mana but he and the whole company fell fick

at their return, of a fever or ague, of which

he had every day an accefs. This being re-

moved, he fell ill again with a tertian, having

got wet feet in a marfh. Some time after this

was cured, he got again a quotiditn fever, which

he could not get rid of for a long while. His

chief mewed great care and tendernefs for his

health, and defired him abfolutely not to write,

till afternoon or in the evening, the only proper

time for this bufinefs in thofe hot climates : for

Loefling
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Loefiing had already collected about fix hundred

ipecies, and among them were about thirty new

Genera? and about two hundred and fifty fpecies

not mentioned before by Dr. Linnaeus in his

works, thq defcriptions of which he drew up.

The fever had emaciated poor Loefiing? he got a

double tertian with fainting fits, but conquered

this. In the beginning of 1755, he went to the

minion of Merer-cm% here he got newparoxyfms

of intermittent fevers, and foon after the Leu-

cophlegmatia (perlefia) and at laft that kind of

dropfy called amfarca? of which he died Febru-

ary the twenty-fecond, 1756. His tutor Lin-

naeus publilhed Loefiings letters containing abfo-

lutely nothing but defcriptions, queries and Bu-

lla about plants, with fome repeated acknow-

ledgments to his tutor, fome defcriptions of rare

Spanilh plants, which are given here at full

length, and reckoned by Dr. Linnaus to be mo-

dels in their kind ; laftly, fome defcriptions and

remarks on American plants which are likewife

here added.

Thus died together with Peter Loefiing? the

hopes of the great advantages to natural hiftory,

which were expected from his tour through Spa-

nifii South America \ which country no doubt is

the richer! field for difcoveries of every kind in

natural hiftory and whofe treafures are now, as

Q 3 if
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it were, buried, through the indolence and je*~

loufy oF the Spaniards and their tniniftry.

The here annexed catalogue of North Ame-

rican plants, the advantages which accrue by

their knowledge to trade and commerce, the

daily new accefiions to the Flora of this exten-

five continent, procured by the activity of "this

great, learned and commercial nation are an in-

conteflible proof of the advantages which might

be reapec. f? South America were in t% i-ands

of a nation porleiied of the fame fpirk of indut

try, and free inquiry, which are the two great

fupports of national wealth and liberty : they

prove at the fame time the providential care over

this wealthy and free nation, in that ipirit of in-

dolence and jealoufy, with which the Spaniards

are" ftiil infatuated, and probably will be fo for

fome time, in fpite of the great and expenfive

efforts made from time to time by their govern-

ment, in order to promote induftry and learning,

and to put their commerce on a better bafis.

The premature death of Loefing, though very

hurtful to fcience in general, may however be

considered as a further proof of this affertion :

he died in the prime of his youth, with a ftrong

conftitution, fupported liberally in a fcience in

which he was an enthufiaft, before he could go

on the intended great expedition, before he

could
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could inftruft the pupils trufted to his care, and

before Spain could reap the lead benefit from

the fcience of this promifing and able botanift,

and which no doubt it would have enjoyed, had

he gone through the intended great tour in

South America.

I conclude with a moft ardent wilh, that Eng-

land may never be without difinterefted and pa-

triotic men, who for the increafe of ufeful learn-

ing and the knowledge of nature, will exert

their influence, genius, and wealth, to promote,

encourage, and protect, the inveftigation of na-

tural hiftory in the Weft-Indies and America,

on the Senegal and Gambia rivers in Africa,

and the great and extenfive porTeflions which

the Englifti enjoy in the Eaft-lndies, and where-

ever their navigation extends.
