AZALEA AND RHODODENDRON 

Experiments of B. Y. Morrison of the Bureau of Plant Industry in the growing of Azaleas and Rhodo¬ 

dendrons from seeds having proved successful, details of the work and methods followed have been published 

by the U. S. Dept, of Agriculture in Circular 68—C, copies of which may be obtained without charge by 

florists and nurserymen who desire to make the attempt for themselves. 

So generally considered difficult to start from seed that scientists in the Department had never experi¬ 

mented, the work was undertaken by Mr. Morrison under the stress of necessity when he found it essential 

that he secure a stock for breeding experiments. 

Difficulty with these plants grows out of lack of understanding of the needs of the germinating and 

growing seedlings, it is explained by Mr. Morrison. Azaleas and Rhododendrons, as is commonly known, 

thrive only in acid soils. For his germination flats he mixed a soil composed of one-third sharp sand and 

two-thirds leaf soil, the latter made by rubbing half decayed leaves, gathered in local Oak woods, through a 

quarter-inch screen. In gathering the leaves, the uppermost layer of only slightly decayed leaves was dis¬ 

carded, as was the lower layer in which decay had gone so far as to destroy the vestiges of stems and leaf 

veins, only the intermediate layer being taken. With this light and friable compost, similar to the soil in 

which the plants grow in the woods, germination was s atisfactory and this year’s seeds are most desirable 

for planting early next Spring. 

The circular consists of eight pages, giving details of the planting, culture and transplanting, and also 

the conditions of shade and moisture most conducive to satisfactory growth. 

The new crop seed is expected to enter from Japan during March and April.

Spores will do about equally well in pots or pans, which should be supplied with coal cinders for drainage. 

Soil for sowing spores on is best composed of five parts, in the proportions of two parts good garden soil, 

two parts of finely screened peat and one of sharp clean propagating sand. Leaf-mold may be used instead of 

peat, if easier to procure. This soil should be thoroughly sterilized. Make soil level, firmly pressed 

and thoroughly watered with sterilized water. Three or four hours after watering will be the best time to 

sow spores. Do not cover spores with soil. The spore- pots or pans should be kept tightly covered. A tem¬ 

perature of 65° F., should be maintained in the propagating house.

soil is 7/8 mold mixed with 1/8 of fine sand. Before sowing the soil in the boxes must be well moistened 
and equally pressed. Cover the boxes with glass and spread paper over the glass. A temperature of 65 
is advisable. Generally it takes about 14 days until the seeds begin to germinate. The young seedlings 
should be moistened moderately only. The first transplanting takes place as soon as possible. In order to 
further the growth it is recommendable to transplant the seedlings often into new and nutritious soiL

Sow in March, April or May as later sowings generally prove less advantageous and frequently cause 

great losses in winter. 

Use shallow pans about 2 inches high and 5 to 6 inches in diameter. The bottom of these pans is 

filled with crocks to 1|3 its height and the other 2|3 with a mixturd" of soil consisting of good peat, leaf-mould 

and sand. With a flat piece of wood the soil is made level with the top of the pan and the seed sown 

evenly divided. The seed is then very moderately covered with the same .mixture of soil, finely sifted. The 

seeds are now gently pressed in with a round piece of wood leaving room between the soil and rim of pan 

of about 1|4 inch. The soil may now be properly watered with a fine hose. Moistening may also be done by 

putting the pan into water, to half of its height, until the surface begins to get damp. The pans are then 

placed in frames with bottom heat of about 65 to 75 degrees and covered up to their rims with cocoanut fibre. 

The frame must be pretty airtight, and shaded with paper or other tin material against hot sunshine preventing 

the soil from drying too fast. Dry pans must be watered every day. Some varieties germinate within a 

few days, while others require longer, sometimes several months. Mamillarias and Echinocacti germinate 

quickest, whereas the Cereus, Pilocereus and Opuntia varieties require a longer time. It is essential and very 

important that all seeds are kept in an even temperature and even dampness/ for they will then germinate 

best and easiest.

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PERENNIAL - FLOWER - SEEDS 

Early in May is the ideal time to begin to sow seeds of rockery plants and indeed all the hardy herb¬ 
aceous sorts. Sow the seeds as evenly as possible, choosing, if possible, a day when there is not much wind. 
If the soil is not very fine it may be lightly tamped before the seed is sown. The covering of these seeds is 
a most important step; it is much easier to fail through giving too much covering than too little. Very fine 
seeds such as Campanulas need very little covering at all. Larger sorts such as Iberis, cover just out of sight, 
or with about one-eighth of an inch of very fine soil. There arc some sorts of Perrennial seed, which will not 
germinate until about 6 months or even the following spring (for instance Helleborus, Paonia, Phlox, Trollius, 
etc.) 

We believe it is a good plan to sow the seed as soon as it arrives, even if this is midwinter. The action 
of the frost on many species seems to help germinate.
