INTRODUCTION 

The principal feeling which has inspired the publication of 

this work is a desire to arouse increased enthusiasm in regard 

to the Australian Flora, which, be it said, is the most varied, 

wonderful, and beautiful in the Vegetable Kingdom. 

The grandeur of the trees, and the exquisite beauty of the 

shrubs that are to be met with in all States of the Common¬ 

wealth, the splendour of their blossoms, the variety of form 

and greenness of their foliage, and their hardy nature, as a rule, 

—rendering them capable of adapting themselves to various 

climates—all these are generally admitted. 

A glance at the collections of Australian plants which may 

be seen growing in the Public Gardens of each State, will reveal 

the fact that, when properly attended to, trees, shrubs, climbers 

or whatever they may be, brought together from nearly all 

parts of the continent, flourish to perfection. 

Our Eucalypts, Acacias, Eugenias, Banksias, Hakeas, 

Grevilleas, Flindersias, Sterculias, Callistemons, Melaleucas, 

Cupanias, Angophoras, and hundreds of other brilliant ever¬ 

green and gorgeous flowered trees and shrubs, that are readily 

procurable and easily grown, are far too often neglected, in the 

decoration of parks and gardens, in favour of exotic vegetation, 

which, in the majority of cases, is less hardy, and not nearly as 

picturesque. 

Some of the larger parks in or adjacent to our cities should 

be devoted solely to the cultivation and display of Australian 

vegetation, which, if arranged with taste and judgment, would 

render such places instructive as well as characteristic and 

beautiful. 

It will be observed that a great many of the species 

enumerated in this work are spread over several States; indeed, 

in a number of instances they are common to all; also some are 

indigenous to other countries besides Australia. All, as far 

as possible, are botanically and vernacularly named. The 
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authority is given for the generic name only in each case, and 

the system of nomenclature and classification adopted is that 

of “Bentham’s Flora Australiensis.” 

Great confusion of nomenclature unfortunately exists, 

especially in regard to specific names. Certain specimens have 

been found at different times, and in localities far apart, each 

botanist or collector giving a name to his discovery in ignor¬ 

ance of the fact that the plant had already been discovered else¬ 

where and named! Hence a confusion which, in numerous 

instances, requires considerable time to rectify. In these 

pages, few synonyms or alternative names are quoted, and only 

the oldest-established or best-known names are set forth. 

The heights of the various trees, shrubs, &c., are stated so 

far as they are known, and reference is made to all plants sup¬ 

posed to be poisonous or injurious to stock. 

A number of the nutritious Grasses, as well as those which 

are useful for scenic effects in landscape gardening, are men¬ 

tioned. And the same may be said of the Reeds, Sedges, 

Rushes, and similar plants, use for which may be found in 

binding loose soils, arresting sand by the seaside, clothing 

embankments of hard clay or shale, fringing lakes, ponds, or 

streams, for absorbing moisture in swampy places, or for 

carpeting dry spots where little else would grow. 

Some Aquatic Plants and Lilies, also many Ferns, are 

enumerated. The Orchid family, too, has received attention, 

and the list includes a fair proportion of the beautiful terres¬ 

trial kinds which are frequently striking objects amidst the 

Grasses of the forest-lands. 

A few so-called “Weeds,” whether annuals or herbaceous 

plants, may not be considered highly ornamental, but they have 

their uses, sometimes, for clothing bare places, or for placing 

in deep shade. Hany so-called weeds are very showy plants. 

The alphabetical arrangement of Botanical names used 

throughout the text, as also the index to the principal common 

or vernacular names at the end of the book, will, it is hoped, 

facilitate ready reference to plants which are known by either 

or both names. 

Common names are frequently quite uncertain in their 

application, in fact, misleading, while Botanical names, when 
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correctly given, are the same in the scientific literature of all 

countries. Still, many Australian vernacular names applied 

to timber trees, and other plants, though absurd or inappro¬ 

priate, must for the present be retained, for the simple reason 

that bushmen and settlers know them by those names only. 

Many aboriginal names are quoted, and the short ones, 

such as “Karri” “Jarrah,” “Mallee,” “Tooart” “Myall,” 

“Boree,” “Wilga,” “Gidgee,” “Cooba,” &c., are known almost 

everywhere, and make excellent common names. Consider¬ 

able difficulty has been experienced in obtaining local names 

from residents in various States, branches of plants having to 

be forwarded to them for identification. In many cases, half 

a dozen different names have been supplied for the same plant. 

Where a common name has not been discovered, the Bota¬ 

nical name may suffice; indeed, a vast number of scientific 

terms are far more easily remembered than some common 

names. Take, for instance, Boronia, Epacris, Hardenbergia, 

Kennedy a, Olearia, Viminaria, Hibiscus, Hibbertia, Per- 

soonia, Grevillea, Dillwynia, Bossiaea, Platylobium, Leuco- 

pogon, Callistemon, Daviesia, Pittosporum, Coprosma, Darwin- 

nia, Agonis, Pimelea, Styphelia, Swainsona, Correa, Gahnia, 

Smilax, Panax, Mejia, Melaleuca, Tecoma, Bignonia, and hun¬ 

dreds of others. Surely these names, most of which, how¬ 

ever, have common names coupled with them throughout the 

text, can be as easily remembered as those of the following 

well-known exotic or introduced plants:—Petunia, Verbena, 

Magnolia, Azalea, Rhododendron, Arbutus, Erica, Anemone, 

Daphne, Hydrangea, Camellia, Heliotropium, Pelargonium, 

Geranium, Iris, Ixia, Gladiolus, Vallota, Amaryllis, Fuchsia, 

Gardenia, Lobelia, Aloe, Pentstemon, Delphinium, &c. All 

these have become familiar with use, and no one considers 

them unpronounceable or extraordinary. 

Again, regarding common names, no more bewildering 

thing of the kind ever existed, possibly, than the confusion into 

which the genus Eucalyptus has drifted. In some instances, 

more than a dozen names have been given to a single species, 

through its occurring in as many different parts of Australia. 

An attempt is now made, it is believed for the first time, to put 

an end to the confusion which has so long existed, by reducing 
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these interchangeable names to one, where possible, in each 

case, and excluding the remainder. In a few instances, how¬ 

ever, as will be noticed in the text, the use of several names 

for a species belonging to different States is unavoidable. 

A complete list of common names for the Eucalypts, 

copied from several well-known works, is supplied. 

Besides the “Gums,” there are other important forest and 

scrub trees, the bushmen's names for which are very mislead¬ 

ing. “Cheesewood,” “Turnipwood,” “Whitewood” “'Yellow- 

wood,” “Redwood,” “Blackwood,” “Ebony,” “Ash,” “Oak,”' 

“Elder,” “Beech,” &c., are too often applied to trees of widely 

different species ; therefore, as far as possible, in the present 

work, names of this kind are confined, in each instance, to- 

specific plants, or they are qualified in some way, a£? for 

example, “ Brush-Cheesewood,” “Queensland-Yellow wood, 

&c., “NY. Wales Yellowwood,” &c. 

In conclusion. I cannot but express the hope that my 

efforts to produce a list of the most ornamental, as well as, in 

many cases, most useful, Australian plants may prove service¬ 

able to persons who are interested in park or street decoration,, 

arboriculture, &c., or whose hobby is gardening. 

It is not too much to say that my extensive travels over 

Australia, together with the experience which I gained during 

36 years’ Directorship of the Melbourne Botanic Gardens, have 

enabled me to judge with some accuracy of the value of Aus¬ 

tralian Vegetation for the purposes mentioned.

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DIRECTIONS FOR SOWING AND RAISING 

AUSTRALIAN SEEDS 

It is generally known that seasons vary in a remarkable degree 

throughout Australia. Spring, for instance, may one year set in a 

month earlier, or later, than in another year in any of the States, and 

Winter may be delayed long beyond the usual time. 

Some maintain that Australian seeds may be sown with good 

results at any time of year! A safe plan to adopt in all the States is 

to avoid sowing in Summer or Winter. 

In Victoria, the month of September is usually chosen, for the 

reason that by the time the warmer weather sets in, the young seedlings 

will probably have gained firm root hold. If seeds be sown so soon 

as early in August, the young plants may receive a severe check from 

cold and wet changes of weather, or frosty nights, and, consequently, 

they are likely to damp off. If not sown till October, they may be 

checked by hot weather, or by drying winds, ere they have become 

sufficiently established, in which case, if they are not carefully attended 

to, they will shrivel up and die. August, September, or October, 

however, are the months that may be chosen, according to climate, for 

sowing seeds of Australian plants. 

Hard-cased seeds, belonging to the Leguminosae or pod-bearing 

family, such as the Acacias or Wattles, Cassias, Kennedyas, Harden- 

bergias, Pithecolobiums, Crotalarias, Goodias, etc., will germinate the 

more readily if placed, before being sown, in hot water and left to 

soak for five or six hours. Seeds of the smaller shrubs of the same 

family, such as Pultenaeas, Dillwynias, Chorizemas, Platylobiums, and 

scores of others, will not need scalding or soaking. 

Pots, Pans, or Boxes.—A six-inch pot is preferred by many gar¬ 

deners for seeds when the quantity to be sown is small, because the 

soil in it is not liable to dry as quickly as in one of less size; also, the 

rootlets of the seedlings have ample room to expand. 

The seed pots should be clean and thoroughly drained. One-third 

of their depth must be occupied with the drainage material. Care 

should be taken to place a piece of pot-sherd, concave or inverted side

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down, over the hole at the bottom of the pot; then add the smaller 

drainage, whatever it may be—small coke, broken pot-sherds, stones, 

cinders or sifted charcoal, etc. 

The soil should be fairly light and sandy—say, two parts loam, 

one part leaf mould, or old spent hops, and one part sand—coarse river- 

sand being the best. 

If leaf mould or hops are not procurable, soil of a peaty nature 

may be obtained, and this should be well mixed with the other parts 

mentioned, and pressed firmly into the pots with the fingers, up to 

within an inch from the top of the pot. A piece of rounded inch-thick 

board, with central handle attached, sufficiently large to fit inside the 

rim, will be necessary for pressing the surface of the soil evenly down, 

so as to give all seeds an equal chance to germinate. Before sowing, 

the soil should be watered with a finely-perforated “rose-can,” sufficient 

water, in fact, to soak right through to the bottom. 

The seeds should be sown evenly, yet not so thickly that the young 

plants will be likely to crowd each other. In the case of very small 

seeds, the covering soil should be only sufficient to hide them. With 

larger seeds, a little more covering should be put on. but seeds, large or 

small, should never be covered heavily. After the sowing they must 

be watered with a fine “rose-can,” and the pots placed in a cool frame. 

Shading the frames with Hessian, Calico, or other material will 

be necessary always when the sun is hot, but on no account should 

shade of any kind be provided while the weather is dull, as the result 

will be weakly, lanky seedlings. 

As much daylight as possible should be given to the seed-frames, 

and an ample supply of air night and day. A safe plan to adopt on 

fine days, when the sun is not fierce, is to tilt the glass lights off the 

frames. 

No manure of any kind should be used in the soil for seeds of 

Australian plants. 

The same treatment is recommended for pans as for pots, but the 

pans not being so deep as the pots, a drainage of less depth will be 

sufficient. 

Maxes may be used instead of pots and pans. especially when large 

quantities of tree seeds are to be sown, but the boxes should not be 

very large or very deep. Eighteen inches long by ten or twelve wide, and 

six deep is ample size. The bottoms of the boxes should have six or 

nine one-inch holes bored in them, each hole to be covered separately 

with a large piece of pot-sherd (broken-up flower pots), placed inverted 

side down, as in the case of the pots and pans. This direction must 

be strictly adhered to, or the drainage layer will soon become blocked 

with sediment, hence stagnation and sourness in the soil and unhealthy 

plants. 

The spaces intervening between the large sherds at the bottom of 

the box must be filled in with smaller sherds, bits of coke, cinders, or 
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charcoal. Then should come a layer of coarse siftings of soil, coarse 

leaf mould, or rubble, in order to prevent the finer soil from working 

-down amongst the drainage material. The quality of soil should be 

about the same as is recommeuded for pots or pans, and it should 

occupy, say, two-tliirds of the depth of the box, and be pressed firmly 

down with the hand to within an inch of the top. By using a small 

.square board, similar to a plasterer’s hawk, the top soil may be pressed 

and smoothed over evenly; then a good sound watering follows, and 

afterwards the seeds, which, as previously stated, should be covered 

lightly. The final watering with the ‘Tose-can” is merely to settle 

the surface soil and seeds. Boxes should be placed under a light 

wooden framework a few feet high, capable of supporting some shading 

material, when necessary, until the seedlings are well above the surface, 

after which all shading may practically be dispensed with. 

Soils intended for seed sowing should be sifted through a half-inch 

mesh sieve before use, and all seeds, especially small seeds, should be 

watered with a finely-perforated “rose-can,” from the time of sowing 

until they are well above ground, and strong. Afterwards, a larger 

and coarser watering-can may be used, but the perforations in the 

"‘rose” should not be too large, or the seedlings may be laid low. 

tieecl Beds in the open ground should be composed of good friable 

sandy loam or garden soil, without manure. Should the ground be 

stiff, a coating of old spent hops or leaf mould, ana some coarse river- 

sand or coal ashes should be dug in, and well forked up two or three 

times, so as to get all thoroughly mixed. 

It is always wise to prepare the seed bed a months or six weeks 

prior to the time of sowing. At the same time, the bed should be 

hoed over occasionally, taking care that the hoe (Dutch) is run well 

below the surface. This process not only kills most of the weeds that 

might otherwise appear amongst the seedlings, but sweetens and pul¬ 

verizes the ground. The bed should not be more than six to eight feet 

wide, so that it can be hoed from each side without trampling upon it. 

After being made level, and well raked over to remove all sticks, 

stones, and rubbish, it is ready for sowing. If a broad plank is 

placed across the bed, when making the drills and sowing the seeds, 

there will be no need to trample upon the bed. 

The seed drills should be one foot apart from each other, so as to 

afford room for the hoe to run in between them. A ready method of 

making drills for small seeds in narrow beds is to take a piece of soft 

or hard wood batten (two or three inches by one); it must be as long 

.as the width of the bed. Place this with the inch side upon the soil 

where the drill is to be. Then, by pressing the batten down firmly, 

a drill will be completed of uniform depth. The seeds should be 

covered by hand, with a light sandy mixture, whicn can be carried in 

a bucket. Supply plenty of water with a rose-can to settle down the 

surface soil and seed. See that the soil is kept fairly moist until the 
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seeds germinate; afterwards water should not be given unless abso¬ 

lutely necessary, as very young seedlings kept too moist are likely to 

damp off. 

A novel method of raising Eucalypts, Acacias, and similar kinds 

of trees in quantity for plantations in very warm climates, is to sow 

the seeds in tubes; for example, the hollow stems of the Bamboo-reed, 

A run do Donax. The principal advantage gained by this process is, 

that the tube, with the plant growing in it, can be easily drawn out 

at any time of the year, and inserted in the hole elsewhere prepared for 

the tree. The reed, which decays rapidly, carries the tap-root straight 

down into the soil; but, of course, the prepared hole must be deeply 

and widely dug. The Bamboo reed usually grows to a height of 15 

to 18 feet, and the hollow canes when mature—averaging rather more 

than an inch in thiCKness—are sawn into lengths of eight or nine 

inches. Placed on end close together in well drained boxes, with a 

layer of soil over the drainage material—which need only be broken-up 

stone or like material—the tubes are filled with finely-prepared soil. 

The spaces between the reeds may be given some of Ihe soil, which 

will help to prevent displacement. In preparing the tubes, the joints 

or nodes should be sawn off. After the soil has been well shaken down 

into the tubes, and the surface made level and watered, the seeds can 

be thinly sowu, covered, and watered. Should more than one seed 

germinate in a tube, the extras must be pulled out, leaving one plant 

only to develop. 



TREATMENT OF AUSTRALIAN PLANTS 

IN GARDENS 

It is well known that most of the indigenous trees, shrubs, climbers, 

and herbaceous plants, &c., are as easily cultivated in gardens and 

plantations as those which have been introduced from abroad. Aus¬ 

tralian plants, as a rule, grow as quickly as the imported, withstand 

drought and exposure better, and soon adapt themselves to different 

climates and soils. Plants from the North, East, and West of the 

continent will, with few exceptions, thrive in the South, and vice versa, 

if suitable situations are chosen for them. Many of the species are 

common to all the States. Taken as a whole, no vegetation on the 

face of the earth, on an equal extent of surface, is so varied and beau¬ 

tiful as that of Australia. Well indeed may seeds of Australian Flora 

be so greatly in demand of late years by arboriculturalists and horti- 

culturalists in Europe and America 

The great evergreen timber trees, the beautiful as well as useful 

close-grained hard and soft fancy woods of the inland forests and coastal 

regions, the gorgeous flowering trees and large shrubs, noble palms, 

&c., spread over the Brush lands or Scrublands of New South Wales and 

Queensland, to say nothing of the delightful Flora of Western Aus¬ 

tralia or of South Australia, are unsurpassed anywhere, and broad 

belts of magnificent vegetation extend along the Eastern coast regions 

for at least two thousand miles! 

Think, also, of the hundreds of exquisite dwarf shrubs, of neat 

habit, bearing blossoms of every desirable colour—bright scarlet, deep 

crimson, carmine, orange, yellow, violet, blue, pink, or combinations of 

all, or grades of each, down to the most delicate neutral tints—clothing 

hill and dale and plain, within easy distance of our cities! 

Yet Australians, for the most part, so it seems, scarcely pause to 

admire their own floral treasures, because they are plentiful. A time 

may come when many of our loveliest shrubs will he uncommon, and 

perhaps extinct, unless efforts are made to preserve them from 

destruction. 

Many people complain that our native shrubs are difficult to culti¬ 

vate in gardens, but, if so, may this not he principally due to want of 

a little knowledge how to treat them? The shrub it is desired to 

transplant is often badly used, in the beginning, by being pulled out of 

'25) 
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the ground with scarcely an ounce of soil left adhering to its rootsr 

Possibly a small, yet old, stunted plant, or it may be a much-branched 

or tall specimen, is selected for carrying away. In any case, though 

each specimen may possess an abundance of fibrous roots, these are cut 

off, during the process of lifting, within several inches probably of the 

main stem. The plant is perhaps prised out of the ground, with only 

a small ball of earth attached, which earth, because of the absence of 

fibrous roots to hold it together, crumbles away. The plant is then 

transported to the garden, duly watered and shaded, and expected to 

grow! Xo amount of water, or shading from the sun, will induce 

shrubs so treated to make even an attempt at revival; they commence 

to wither at once. 

The way to insure success in transplanting the wild shrubs, and 

especially the liard-wooded kinds, is to select young seedlings, say, a few 

inches high—the shorter the better—digging widely and carefully 

round them with a hand-fork or trowel, and with a sharp-pointed stick, 

or with the fingers, gradually reducing the soil to a ball of convenient 

size. Any fibrous roots met with should be left, intact, and, if possible, 

sprinkled with water. With young specimens of the hard-wooded 

shrubs, such as Baeckias, Astrolomas, Epacris, Bossiaeas, Platylobiums, 

Dillwynias, Grevilleas, Leucopogons, &c., the tap roots are usually small, 

but they should be carefully worked under, before the plants are taken 

out. When they are lifted, a piece of paper should be wrapped round 

each ball for the purpose of keeping it from breaking, and to exclude 
air. 

The best season for transplanting is during Spring and the early 

part of Summer. Plant in soil of a loose nature, without manure of 

any kind; give water at once, and shade with a few light twiggy 

branches for a day or two. When the plants appear to be sufficiently 

established remove the shading. 

Une of the greatest troubles or disappointments which can occur dur¬ 

ing the growing of a choice collection of the smaller wild shrubs arises 

when an ignorant employe, who has been set to do the usual Winter 

digging in the garden, digs deeply right up to the stem of each plant, 

severing the fibrous roots. Shrubs ill-treated in this way must suc¬ 

cumb as soon as the warm weather sets in, though they may show no 

signs ot failure till then. Hand-weeding within a radius of about 18 

inches or two feet round the plant is the best thing, before spade or 

fork is put into the ground. 

An unwise practice is that of hosing a quantity of water over the 

foliage of plants during a fierce broiling sun or a hot wind. In very 

warm weather, evening or early morning should be chosen as the time 

for supplying water, if any be required. Free drainage of the soil is 

an absolute necessity. 

The majority of tne hard-wooded shrubs delight in a loose, friable 

loam, mixed with sand; many thrive in sand alone, or even in clay and 
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shale in their wild state. Like the soft-wooded plants, such as several 

kinds of Hibiscus, Veronica, Prostanthera, Hibbertia, Olearia, Vimin- 

aria, Callicoma, &c., they will thrive in any ordinary garden soil. 

Shrubs averaging, when full grown, from one to four feet, may be 

planted fairly close together if masses are required to cover a bank or 

fill a bed or a border, but they should not be allowed to draw up singly 

and become lanky and unsightly. They should be kept trim and neat 

by judicious pruning after their flowering season is over. 

The method of pruning is simple enough. A few branches short¬ 

ened back here and there, or superfluous shoots thinned out, will keep 

the plants evenly balanced and shapely, while at the same time the root 

growth will be strengthened. When shrubs are grown in masses, a 

fork lightly used over the surface of the soil, between the plants, can 

do no harm, but, as before stated in regard to the spade, it should not 

interfere with the fibrous roots. 

When the pruning of hard-wooded Australian shrubs has been long 

neglected, the severe cutting back of the old wood will seldom restore 

them to vigorous growth; it would be more satisfactory, perhaps, to 

dig out overgrown specimens, and replace them with young plants. 

When seeds or seedlings are not obtainable, cuttings of the half- 

ripened wood of old plants may be struck in the usual way—namely, 

in pots placed in a glass-house or a frame. Any cuttings to be trans¬ 

ported a long distance should be rolled up in damp moss, grass, or rag, 

covered with paper, and placed in a box.
