NOVELTIES 

ODONTOSPERMUM SERICEUM SCH. BIP. 

A low, copiously blooming decorative flower-bush of the Canary Islands, 
covered with golden-yellow blossoms 2 to 3 inches wide and with peculiar 
light silver-green and silk-like foliage. The bush is cultivated from seeds 
in the greenhouse. The seedlings are transplanted into flats and later into 
small pots with leaf mold. Eight months after sowing the seed the plants 
begin to bloom. The beautiful, glowing blossoms, which appear on the ends 
of the young shoots, have very short stems and stay on the plant a long time. 
Close underneath the blossom appear two or more little branches, which 
begin to bloom before the upper blossom has faded. This is the reason for 
the richness of blooms on the bush. 

Plants should be handled in the same fashion like Hydrangeas and 
Pelargoniums.

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PERENNIAL-FLOWER SEEDS 
Early in May is the ideal time to begin to sow seeds of rockery plants and indeed all the hardy herbace¬ 

ous sorts. Sow the seeds as evenly as possible, choosing, if possible, a day when there is not much wind. If 

the soil is not very fine it may be lightly tamped before the seed is sown: The covering of these seeds 

is a most important step; it is much easier to fail through giving too much covering than too little. Very 

fine seeds such as Campanulas need very little covering at all. Larger sorts such as Iberis, cover just out 

of sight, or with about one-eighth of an inch very fine soil. There are some sorts of Perennial seed, which 

will not germinate until about 6 months or even the following spring (for instance Helleborus, Paeonia, Phlox, 
Trollius, etc.) 

We believe it is a good plan to sow the seed as soon as it arrives, even if this is midwinter. The 
action of the frost on many species seems to help germinate.

Remove these by drawing diagonally across the stone very highly, lifting a 
little the back of the blade.
