CACTUS 
Sow in March, April or May as later sowings generally prove less advantageous and fre¬ 

quently cause great losses in winter. 
Use shallow pans about 2 inches high and 5 to 6 inches in diameter. The bottom of these 

pans is filled with crocks to 1|3 its height and the other 2|3 with a mixture of soil consisting 
of good peat, leaf-mould and sand. With a flat piece of wood the soil is made level with the 
top of the pan and the seed sown evenly divided. The seed is then very moderately covered 
with the same mixture of soil, finely sifted. The seeds are now gently pressed in with a 
round piece of wood leaving room between the soil and rim of pan of about 1|4 inch. The 
soil may now be properly watered with a fine hose. Moistening may also be done by putting 
the pan into water, to half of its height, until the surface begins to get damp. The pans 
are then placed in frames with bottom heat of about 65 to 75 degrees and covered up to their 
rims with cocoanut fibre. The frame must be pretty airtight, and shaded with paper or other 
tin material against hot sunshine preventing the soil from drying too fast. Dry pans must be 
watered every day. Some varieties germinate within a few days, while others require longer, 
sometimes several months. Mamillarias and Echinocacti germinate quickest, whereas the 
Cereus, Pilocereus and Opuntia varieties require a longer time. It is essential and very im¬ 
portant that all seeds are kept in an even temperature and even dampness, for they will 
then germinate best and easiest. 

At any rate culture of Cacti from seed is well worth trying and it is highly interesting 
to watch the little plants in their different stages of development.

THE CULTURE OF PRIMULA OBCONICA 

The Primula Obcomca should be sowed out between January and 
May, depending when to expect blooming, either in fall, winter or spring. 
It must be sowed in old, medium rich soil, mixed with sand. Do not use 
any leaf mold or Peat, for it contains Tannic acid, which will kill the 
seedlings. The seed must not be covered. The boxes should be kept dark 
tor 8 to 10 days at a temperature of 60" F during the night. After this 
the boxes should be removed to a warmer place and be covered with glass 
plates. Until the germination occurs, which is about 8 weeks after the 
sowing, the boxes should be kept in a temperature of about 65" F. To ob¬ 
tain a good germination the soil should be kept moist and should be nn> 
tectecl against sunlight. The soil should never dry out for there might 
not be any change to have success in germination. If the seeds are treated 
correctly the germination should be as high as 90 to 95%. 

The little seedlings must be replanted after the germination. This 
time the soil can"-be somewhat richer. 

In the summer the plants can be kept m pots or in beds. As the 
plants grow bigger the soil can be richer and should contain some clay. 
Uniform shadow, plenty of air and moist is needed for a good growing 
of the plants. 

Early in the summer growing hudstems should be picked out. As 
they will grow again, it is up to the grower to have the plants blooming 
any time he likes to.
