By hybridizing the beautiful Gerbera Jamesoni from the
Transvaal with G. viridifolia, and then re-crossing the progeny, Mr. Lynch added to the brilliant orange-scarlet of the
type a series ol fine new colours, and with the further endeavours of a clever French specialist, who has taken these
plants in hand, we have now a galaxy of colours of incomparable delicacy and richness, in which an infinity of tints,

from pure white through yellow, orange, salmon, rose, cerise, and ruby red to violet are represented. The starry
lightness of these beautiful flowers and their being borne on long,, and rigid stalks, renders them admirably suited to
all kinds ol floral decoration, and nothing in fact can excel them for arrangements of the highest artistic character.
The flowers have besides the very valuable quality of travelling well and of preserving their freshness for a fortnight,
more or less, according to circumstances. Being somewhat hardier than the parent form, these hybrids may be used
in sunny spots for garden decoration from the month of May to September, but for cut flowers they are best grown
under glass. They are most easily propagated by seed, which may be sown at any time in slight heat in small
well-drained pots, say 48s, in sandy peat, which must be kept very moderately moist. It is recommended to place each
seed with the pointed end upwards, and just peeping over the surface of the soil. The young plants should be kept, on
a moderate hot-bed and re-potted from time to time (latterly into deep pots), using a mixture of equal parts of good loam
and sandy peat, and may be had in bloom from seeds in 7 to 9 months. ...

Let the night temperature and moisture be such as to cause a nic
refreshing dew to stand on the surface of the leaves every morning. This wards off insects and gives vigour to the plant, but it should be dispellc
during the day by the admission of air. Keep them in a cold frame, with plenty of air and moisture at all favourable times. No frost must tout
them. The grand secret is to keep all green fly away, and if coddled in a house, they are almost sure to be attacked. If so, the most effectual mean
must be adopted by placing them in a lofty position and fumigating, as per directions given (see Guide)

every fly must be destroyed. As soon as the first root appears at the drainage hole, let them bo shifted intact and without injury into their bloomin
pots, making sure that every pot is well drained, for no plant is more liable to become sickly and yellow in wet sour soil than the Calceolaria. 0
