Perhaps as many failures in the culture of flowers are due to lack of knowledge of the flow-
ers and their adaptation as to any other cause. I will, therefore, devote two pages of this

Guide to notes about the various flowers offered, hoping that they will aid the flower gardener in
making a satisfactory selection, and thus promoting success.

One of the best all-round, easily grown flowers for a showy and continuous display In beds is Ageratum.
The tall sorts grow three feet high, and should be set only six or eight Inches apart to form a mass. The
dwarf varieties grow from six to twelve inches high, and, being of dense habit, should stand from five to eight
inches apart. The seedlings begin to bloom early, and continue until after frost. They delight in hot sun-
shine, and bloom all the better in a dry season. A patron from Sharpsburg, Pa., writes:

Mr. Park:—I can recommend Ageratum for a free, continuous-blooming garden dower. The plants become a mass of
flower-clusters, white, azure, and deep blue, and remain in full bloom throughout the season. It is one of the most beauti-
ful of bedding flowers.—Jas. Brown, Allegheny Oo,. Pa., Oct, 23, 1914.

As a white edging probably there is no better annual than Sweet Alyssum. The
plants are low and spreading, and smothered with white, sweet scented clusters
from spring till winter. Little Gem is dwarf and erect, and White Carpet is spread-
ing in habit. The latter is tastefully used in Kew Gardens, England, to carpet
beds of Roses, and other shrubs.

Mr. Park:—From a packet of your Sweet Alyssum I have lovely beds. I made beds six
inches high and four feet square. I planted the first of April, and they were a mass of white
in a few weeks, and are still showy, October the 25th. They are the admiration of my neigh-
bors.—Mrs. Lizzie Hopkins, Lee Oo., Va., Oct. 25, 1914.

Mr. Park:—I have been buying seeds from you for a quarter of a century, and I can truly
say that my flowers have made life happier for myself, and this old world more beautiful for
others, in one little comer at least. Among the sweet, modest little flowers' I love is the Alys-
sum. It makes such a beautiful border, blooms all the time, and the seeds self-sow and make
plants each year.—Mrs. Isbell, Oconee Oo., S. 0., Oct. 19, 1914.

When at Dublin, Ireland, the past summer, I saw at Phoenix Park gorgeous
beds and borders of the improved semi-dwarf Antirrhinum or Snapdragon. The
plants grew from a foot to fifteen inches high, were grouped in separate colors, and
were glowing in effect. There was no more attractive display in the Park than sweet
those Snapdragons, notwithstanding many more expensive plants were seen. The plants grow readily from
seeds, and if started early will begin to bloom early in summer, and will last till winter.

Mr. Park:—My Snapdragons, raised from your seeds, were lovely. Such a bewildering variety of colors, and such free
bloomers! If out back well they will bloom in the house in winter, as I had beauties last winter, treated in this way.—Mrs.
A. A. Musser, Buffalo Oo., Neb., Oct. 14, 1914.

Mr. Park:—Your Orchid-flowering Snapdragon, that we sowed in May. surprised us in July by blossoming out in all the
tango shades. Besides these delightful coppery colors, we had red and yellow in all shades, from the clear, bright standard
colors themselves, down to the pale tones, so characteristic of Orchid flowers. The individual flowerlets, that cluster thickly
on each long flower-spike, are large and distinct, and often show startling color combinations, like pale pink shaded into a
vivid lemon. Snapdragons are indispensable as cut flowers, and are especially fashionable for decorations for teas and
weddings. —Miss Ada wnnett, Onondaga Oo. , N. Y. . Oct. 22, 1914.

There are three showy and free-blooming annuals somewhat similar in character, which should be better
known. They are Arctotis breviscapa, Dimorphotheca aurantiaca and Venidium calendulaceum. All are

easily started from seeds, grow eight or ten inches high, and bloom
throughout the summer and autumn, the flowers being Daisy-like,
and of rich golden colors. I had groups of these flowers in my
trial grounds the past summer, and I saw them used more or less
in the tasteful and elegant borders of the Glasnevin Royal Botan-
ic Garden, Ireland, where I spent some time during the past
August. They are so attractive and beautiful that I wonder their
culture is not generally recommended.

Arctotie breviscapa. This is one of the most showy annv:sls we grow,
bearing an abundance of rich orange flowers. It likes a sunny position.
It will, however, flower as freely in partial shade as when fully exposed
to the sun.—The English Garden.

BBMr. Park:—Dimorphotheca aurantiaca, the new African Daisy, is matchless in Its rich orange colors; and the hybrid
varieties show white, salmon and other shades as well as orange. The flowers close at night, but are open and bright every
sunny day.—Mrs. A. Patrie, Allegan Oo.. Mich., Sept. 12, 1914.

Venidium Calendulaceum.—This is a beautiful half-hardy plant of dwarf, spreading growth, in summer bearing
showy yellow blossoms two inches across, and good for cutting. A good effect is gained by putting out several plants on a

warm, sunny border, or even on top of a wall or a raised stone edging. Seeds germinate freely.—En^ish Garden.

The Double Asters are among the finest of fall flowers, and a bed of them lasts for several weeks. They
are easily grown from seeds, and like a sunny situation. In preparing the bed enrich the surface with tobacco
dust, and stir in some quicklime. This will prevent an attack of root aphis. If the black beetle appears
spray with water in which has been stirred arsenate of lead, an ounce to two gallons of water.

Mr. Park:—Every seed in my packet of Asters came up, and oh, such lovely colors! Some flowers were nearly as large as

saucers; some were peach and cream, others white, pink, dark red, blue, and almost every shade you could imagine.—Mrs.

Mr. Park:—This year 1 got three packets of your mixed Asters of different kinds, and oh, such a pretty variety or double
flowers—white, pink, red. lilac, and variegated!

The Improved Camellia-flowered Balsams are everblooming annuals of the easiest culture, and very beau-

tiful, the flowers being of many colors, very double, and of rich, waxy texture. The plant* grow from two to

three feet high, and are suitable for a flower hedge or low screen. * * Beilis perennis fl. pi. monstrosa is the

improved English Daisy, the flowers being double, and often as large as a silver half-dollar. Seedling plants

begin to bloom early, and mostly continue to bloom until after severe frosts. They will even bloom in a sunken
cold-frame during the winter, * • Calendula grandiflora is an annual deserving of more attention. Anyone
can grow the plants, and they hear large, showy flowers until winter, rivaling the late Chrysanthemums. They
make a fine bed for summer and autumn blooming.

Cheirautlms Allionii, the new
dwarf,compact bedding sort; flowers
rich golden yellow, fragrant, in tufts
in great abundance, and make a fine
display, started either spring or fall.

Clieimuthus semperflorens, a very
free-blooming, beautiful annual for
beds; flowers golden yellow, keeping
a long time in bloom.

Ctiry'sstntlKemnm multicaule, a
free-blooming annual sort, useful
for a bed or border.

Cirslnm pulcherrimum, an orna-
mental Thistle; flowers purplish-vio-
let, like feather brushes.
